BATE OF TAXATION.

Satrameulo County a Good Place to In-
vest Capitol.

In seeking investments, the rate of taxa-
tion in any locality is the first thing con-
sidered by the capitalist, or even individu-
als of small means who desire to purchase
real estate. This beiDg the case, it is inter-
esting to note the rate of taxation annually
levi( '1 by :!ic* Boards of Supervisors of the
respective counties. The assessments lev-
ied fliis year, so far as can at this time be
obtained, ?peak well for northern and Cen-
tral California, where the be3t lands in the
State, unaffected by a boom, are assessed at
a low valuation. The same lands that are
assessed at $30 an acre in this county under
a rate of $] "Jo, are valued in Los Angeles
county at J3OO per acre, and taxed with a
$1 40 rate. The land in the south is as-
sessed ten times as much as that in this
section, and taxes collected at a large rate.
San Jfj'/.:'.;i county, our neighbor on the
sf ..th, is the banner county in the State,
her ta.-: rate being only $1. Sutler, our
r.ext neighbor on the north is second, with
:i $1 10 ran-, and Sacramento comes third
with a ?. 20 rate, while Yolo, Contra Costa
and Sonoma, our western neighbors comefourth with asl 30 rate. This shows con-
clusively !hat this section is by far the very
best in wbi'.L lo make investments. Below
is give:- s table of the rates so far as ob-
tainable, and which speaks for itself:

In the Superior Court yesterday morn-

ing the argument in the case of Amdia
fcaundors vs. the Pacific Mutual Life In-
surance Company, brought to recover
$7,000, for which sum plaintiffs husband
bad his life insured, was concluded. Judge
Van Flert tharged the juryas to their duty

"The jury are instructed that suicide is
contrary to the general conduct of man-
kind, am 1. :s never presumed.

"Itfrom the facts in this case as pre-
sented by the evidence, itappears that the
death ofJames 15. Saunders was either the
result of accidental injuries or the result of
a suicidal act of said Saunders, the jury
are instructed that the presumption oflaw is
against the death being the result of a sui-
cidal act."

For the defense this instruction was
;:vcn : " Under the policies upon which
this action :-\u25a0 brought, and which have been
offered in evidence, death by suicide is a
g' \u25a0; < and perfect defense. Under the
i'fftPiV'1:-"' and form of procedure adopted,
Uk^m. jtion of whether it was accident or
Suicide is the only question in the case, and
on that question the burden ofproof is on
the plaintiff to show that it was accident
and not suicide, and she is bound to main-
tain that proposition by a preponderance
of evidence, or she cannot recover. '

The jury retired, and, after being out a
short time, returned a verdict in favor of
plaintifffor the fullamount noa for. on
motion, astay of proceedings for twenty
days was granted.

A member of the jury stated afterwards
that SO fai us he was aware sympathy for
tin- plaintifl did not cut any figure with the
jurymen, but they decided according to
the evidence, which did not. he thought,
show that the death of J. B. Sounders was
a suicide. In the jury-room no one made
any statement as to what he thought of
tli' 1 Case, tint each juror wrote his views
On a piece Of paper, and when they were
examined it was found that all were alike.

MILITARY NOTES.
Battalion Drill—Guard Mount—Annual

Hall—Etc.
The b?St drill in many months was held

in the Armory last Wednesday evening.
Itwas not by any means the absence of
errora which made it the best, 33 there were
many such, and allignments, preserving
distances, promptness in moving, etc.,
were not perfect by any means, bnt it was
the test of how well the Captains of com-
panies understood the instructions previ-
ously given and the quickness with which
they could understand the orders and carry
their companies through the evolutions,
which were varied, and embraced all the
most complicated movements in tb*e school
of the battalion. When commanders of
companies know just what evolutions are
to be taken up in an evening drill, it passes
off with less friction invariably than
when they are -left in \u25a0 the dark
about them, as was the ease the
past week, but the test is not so good as to
the officers' general knowledge of tactics,
the review drills requiring a closer and
more thorough study of the entire battalion
drill, and a frequent reference to it, in ad-
dition to the school of the soldier, com-
pany, skirmish drill,etc. It is a question
now whether it is not better to continue
the system of review drills, particularly
since the officers of the various companies ;
have been in the >ervice long enough to
have a pretty thorongluknowledge of their
business, and it will force them to study
not only a few movements, but the entire
batch. In the " obstacle " movement Cap-
tain Hall's company had moved almost
across the hall before he could decide upon
giving the proper order to his company. At
the command, "Right front into line, faced
to the rear," in facing about, Lieutenant
Satlord and Captain Hall gave thecommand
" Fours, right about." instead of " Left,
about.' The double column ot fours was
formed fairly well, as also the formation of
column of companies to the rear from line,
but " forming close column on first com-
pany, left in front." almost paralyzed Com-
panies A and G. They scarcely knew*
where to go. Lieutenant Bafford with
CompanyE executed this movement well
and promptly, showing no hesitation in
getting in'o the proper position. Several
were caught napping when the command,
"2'o the right, close column ofcompanies"
was given, when the left was in front,
notably Captains Cook and Stevens, who
gave the commauds "Fours left" instead
of "Fours right" when forming company
line. Another error in this movement was
the fact of the companies not marching the
prescribed distance (twelve yards) lifter
changing direction. Changing direc-
tion by the right and left flanks
from close column, and changing
direction to the right or left when march-
ing by the flank in close column, was sur-
;.r;^:iis;ly well done, as it had been some
time buck since these movements were at-
tempted. The changes of front were nieri-
torious also. Captains were prompt in
rectifying allignments and in the other lit-
tle embellishments which help to make
the accomplished officer. The guides v. ere
Drompt, and the men attentive, and al-
though the drill was rather long and little
rest aflorded whiie it was in progress, it
was interesting throughout. The guard
mount which took place after, was confined
to simply bring on the details by the First

| Sergeant, whioh was done in a very credita-
ble manner, ifwe except Company B's :-er-
geant. who forgot to' open ranks, and
showed that the Sergeants had not forgot-
(e:i their camp experience.

The next occasion for a turnout wili be
on the 9ih of November, when the regi-
ment gives Its grand ball, which opens the
dancing season. Tickets are now out for
the atl'air, which for years have been brill-
iant and successful affairs. Committees
from the Board of Officers will canvass for
the sale of tickets after the election i*over.
There will be a review of the troops before
dancing commences, and perhaps a short
drill.

The National Guard Officers' Association
meet in San Francisco on the 27th inst. to
take action relative to legislation the corn-
ing winter. From present indications the
soldier boys are on the eve of a boom,
which willmake the force a credit to the
State, and an organization that all will take
pride in.

Rapt>. commander of Company C of our
home regiment; Colonel W. B. Burtis, a
former Assistant Adjutant-General; Col-
onel J. J. Tobin, Governor Stoneman's
Private Secretary, and late Assistant Ad-
jutant-Cieneral; the present incumbent,
General George B. Cosby, and last, bat not
least by any means, Colonel I'errie Kewen,
the present efficient Assistant—all capable
gentlemen.

DEMOCRATIC METTING.
A. .!. Moulder and J. A. Fllcber at tlie

Metropolitan Theater Last Night.
Last evening the " .Tefl ' C!ub met at the

Capital Hotel at half-past 7, and, headed
by the Hussar Band, marched to the State
House Hotel. There they received J. A.
Filcher, the Democratic candidate for
Railroad Commissioner, and A.J. Moulder,
their candidate for Superintendent of Tub-
lie Instruction, whom they escorted to the
Metropolitan Theater. The members of
the club each carried red lights in both
hands, and though few in point of num-
bers, showed offto good advantage.

The theater down stairs was fairly filled,
and a few occupied seats in the gallery.

Jerry N. Payne announced that Matt F.
Johnson had been selected Chairman, and
read a long list of Vice-Presidents and Sec-
retaries.

Mr. Johnson made quite a vigorous speech
in assuming the chairmanship of the meet-
ing, declaring that the Demacracy was
never more united in this county than to-
day, and that on election day they would
stick to their ticket—no true Democrat
would vote for a Republican—and they
would win. His speech did not seem to
set well upon the stomachs of some "weak-
kneed" Republicans present, who were
heard to say at the close of his speech :

" Well, if that's you srame, we will stick to
the old party. A poor Republican is the
equal of the best Democrat, any day."

The first speaker of the evening was A.
J. Moulder, Democratic candidate for School
Superintendent. He speke entirely upon
the text-book question, and told the audi-
ence what they already knew about the
series of State text-books now being made
at the State Printing Office. Somehow or
other he seems to imagine that if he is not
elected Superintendent the books will
never be used, but allowed to rot in the
State Capitol building. His entire speech
was devoted to that subject alone. He held
aloft a Third Reader, expatiated on the
type, the composition, the binding, the
compilation, and claimed that this had all
been done under Cleveland's administra-
tion. He promised if elected to work
great reforms in the oiiirs [now held by a
Democrat], and intimated that he, and he
alone, could bring educational matters to
perfection in this .State. So eager was he
to solicit votes for himself that he forgot to
state that there were other candidates upon
the ticket, and even neglected to say any-
thing about the "Burlingame-Swift" plaiik
in the platform. He thought that Sacra-
mentans should vote for him, because the
State Printing Office was in this city, and
disbursed a large amount of money weekly
in Sacramento. He did not say whether,
in the event of the success of the Republi-
can ticket, the State Printing Office would
be removed to Saucelito or Milpitas.

Joseph A. Filcher, of Auburn, candidate
for Railroad Commissioner, was the next
speaker. He started in by paying his ad-
dresses to a local weekly paper, which, he
said, in point of circulation, influence and
ability was second only to the London
Times. The editor of this weekly paper he
claimed had lied about him, inasmuch as
it said he had been slinging mud at his op-
ponent in the canvass. He denied this in
toto. said he had never mentioned his
rival's same since the beginning of. the
campaign, and as he supposed 1bat several
of the editors and reporters of this influen-
tial representative American journal were
present, he asked them to take note of his
denial.

He said he was a railroad man but op-
pose.! torailroad abuses. He had ascertained
that there were 125.0U0 miles of railroad
in the United States, and that the aver-
age cost of construction was $25,000 per
mile. He said some, perhaps, cost $100,000
per mile, but a larger amount of it cost not
more than $10,000 a mile. Taking his av-
erage, $25,000 per mile, be said the total
cost of all the roads in the United States
would not exceed 13,125,000,000. He sin-
gled out a number of roads, gave the
amount it was claimed they cost, and then
figured them down to a very much less
amount, saying that the roads on this coast,
in his opinion, much of them cost not to ex-
ceed $18,000 per mile. His speech was
made up of statistical statements, made
without reference to manuscript, in round
numbers.

The last speaker. Eugene K. Duprey,
started in by saying that the Republican
Convention at Los Angeles placed at the
bead of their ticket a puppet, or a puppy
(thereporter failed to distinguish which,
but thought he said puppy). This was
such a disgusting break that many Repub-
licans and self-respecting Democrats got
up and left the theater. He sawed the air
for half an hour in the same style, lauding
the Democratic nominees to the skies and
condemning the Republicans to the lowest
dtpths of perdition.

Eev. \V. A. Ueloan, of Sapta liosa, was
the next speaker. He was eloquent, argu-
mentative and forcible. He explained how
he had looked in vain to the Republican
party for a remedy against the dire conse-
quences of the liquor traffic. Mr. ljlaine,
the leader of that party, had been asked
during the campain how the Republican
parly stood on prohibition. That gentle-
man answered that the Republican party
in Maine was in favor of prohibition, but
the Republican party of the United States
was opposed to it. This was the first time
h'j ever heard that there were two Repub-
lican parties. That neither the Republican
nor the Democratic party was firmly in
favor <it any principle, lie had read both
platforms, and faiied to find a distinctive
issue between them. He had be:\rd a Re-
publican orator boasting that the Republi-
can party had struck the shackles from
1,000,000 slaves. What we wanted now

was a party that would emancipate the
many riiillions enslaved by drink. That
was the most important question now be-
fore the American people; important to
mothers and children, to all taxpayers,
and of the greatest importance to the la-
boring men.

Professor D. A. Mobley. candidate for
Superintendent of Pr.blic instruction, was
the last speaker of the evening, and made
cjuite a pleasing and interesting address.

Alter a
general consideration of the methods for
providing funds for the expenses of the
exhibition, the committee adjourned, to
meet at the call ofthe Chairman.

OFFICIAL PROCLAMATION

Proclamation.

State or California, ")
EXECUT YE 1 EI'Ar.TMEST, >

Backamento, July 31,1556.J

WHEREAS, THE LEGISLATURE OF THE
State of California, at its Twenty-sixth

Session, beginning on the fifth day of January,

A. D. eighteen hundred and eighty-five, two-
thirds ofall the members elected to each of the

two Houses of said Legislature voting in favor
thereof, proposed the following amendment of
Sections One, Eight, Ten and Eleven of Article
Thirteen, of the Constitution of the State of
California:

AJIENDMEXT JfTJJTBER ONE.

Sscnos 1. Ail property in the State, except
railroads, not exempt under the laws of the
United Suites, shall be taxed in proportion to its
value, to be ascertained as provided by law.
The word property, as used in this article and
section, is hereby declared to include moneys,
credits, bonds, stocks, dues, franchises and all
other matters and things, real, personal and
mixed, capable of private ownership: provided,
that growing crops, property used exclusively
for public schools, and such as may belong to
the united States, this State, or any county or
municipal corporation within this ttate, shall
b» exempt from taxation. Growing vines and
fruit trees shall be deemed to be and shall be
aimrtisrfi and taxed as c part of the realty; and,
provided ftirtWr, that railroads shall be taxed as
provided in Section Ten ol this article: and,
provided fmthrr, that the Legislature may pro-
vide for the exemotion from taxation ol ships
and vessels owned and registered or enrolled in
this state, or may tax such ships and vessels on
their gross or net earning, in heu of «n ad val-
orem tax. The Legislature may also | rovide,
except in ess- of ircilits secured by mortgage
or trust deed, for a deduction from credit! of
debts due to hona Hde residents •:;',•.!-, Stale.
Double taxation iv any form is prohibited.

Sec. 8. The Legislature shall, by law,require
cccii taxpayer In this State to make and deliver
to the County Assessor, annually, a statement
under oath, setting torth specifically ail prop-
erty, real and personal, oxct-pt railroad property,
as defined i:i Section Ten of thU article, owned
Dy such taxpayer, or in his possession or under
his control, at twelve o'clock meridian ou the
fiist Monday in March.

Pec. 10. All property, except railroad prop-
erty. ,i> hereinafter provided, snail be assessed
in the county, city, city an.l county, town, town-
ship, or district in which it is situated, in the
manner provided by law. Kvcry corporation
and ptrsou owningor operating a railroad, or
anyportion thereof, iv this State, shall, on or
before the lUft day of July of eacli year, pay to
the Mate Treasurer an annual tax of two and
a half per cent upon the gross earnings, earned
with*)this st.it>'. of such railroa.i, foi
ending upon the thirty-first day of I'eeember
next preceding, whichtax siiall be In Uen ol
all other State and county taxes upon the fran-
chise, b latneas, right of way, roadway, roadbed,
rails, rolling Mock, ft:iccs. stations and their
at purtananoes,and upon ferryboats, when op-
erated r-s a part of sm-li railroad, and uprathe
shares of the capital stook, and ;ii»™ the mort-
gagee, deeds >;!" trout, oontrai ta or other obliga-
tion by « hiili a debt i:- secured upon such prop-
erty. Allot'ier property belonging to such cor-
poration or person snail be assessed a:id taxed
as othi-r property is assessed and taxed. The
gross annual earnings earned daring the year
ending on the thirty-lir.-td.iy 01 IXcember last
itrccvdine, of all railroads, shall be, \u25a0nnnally,
before the first d&vofMay thereafter, ascertained
an 1declared by tiie Stati Board of Equalization,
under such rules and regulations us may be pro-
scribed l>y said Board; provided, however, that
the Legislature may at any time pass laws pre-
scribing said rules and regulations. In all cases
wbure railroads are situate 1 partly within this
State Kud partly without this rtatc. the gross an
nual earnings thereof snail be ascertained and
determined by taking:

Pint- The grofs earaiiiiis which, during the
year last preceding, have been earned wholly
within this stute.

- >.„/—The gross earnings which, during tho
same year, have been earned partly within this
State and partlywitnout this state, which shall
be \u25a0milUllllHi by apportioning such earnings
between this SUte and other Sta'es or Territo-
ries, in the proportion which the number of
miles of such railroad situated in thi« State, aid
used in making such earuings, bears to**ha
whole number of miles thereof, by the use of
which such earnings have been made. The pn>-
portion of interstate earnings thus ascertained
shall be added to the earnings made whulW
within the State, and the total thus obtained
shall be taken and deemed to be the gross earn-
ings of such railroads forall purposes of assess-
ment and taxation. For every purpose or this
section, except for the purpose of a»certaini aa
the proportion of interstate earnings to be a/M^u
to the earnings toad"; wholly within this State,
all railroads operated as one sys'em ehall be
treated as one road. One-third of the tax paid
by corporations or persons owning or operating
railroads under the provisions of this section
shall become part of the General Fund of this
State, and tw&thirIs thereof shall he Datd to
the countvor enmities in which said railroad U
situated, fn proportion to the length of tbe rail-
r./idonernted in the several counties. Kor the
purposes of this section a consolidated city and
county shall be treated niaOTimtT. Aay<orpo-
ration. association, partnership, person or per-
sons, unlawfullyfailing or refusing to pay the
tax herein paevided. whwi the same shall be-
come due. o*wiihinthirty days thereafter, shall
be deemed m have waivtd their ri^ht tooperate
their railaoads within this Sta;e. The taxes
herein t*!>»i<Jed for. tOß«iher withsuch penalties
as the legislature maj impose for the non pay-
ment Ihareof, shall be a lien upon the property
hereiabefore in thissection designated, and may
tj'; ( siirceil in siuili mannrr as ibe Legislature
mr.j by law prescribe.
