Maine Speako on the Great Tuples of the
Day.

Williamsport (Pa.), October 27tu.—
Blame was received here by a large crowd,

to which he made an address on the tariil
question. The same programme was car-
ried out at LewisbuiM, with some remarks
on prohibition, as follows : The political
contest in Pennsylvania this year bears a
very striking analogy to that which closed
in Maine inSeptember. We had a Kej>ub-
lican party in the field, we bad a Demo-
cratic party in the tield, and we had a third
party in tlie field professing special devo-
tion to the doctrine of prohibition. Maine
iias been a prohibition State for thirty
years, and thethird party (of Prohibition-
ists) in this country seemed to think they
had a particular patent right upon all tem-
perance topics, and they come to Maine to
persuade us, a prohibitory State, that the
Republican party had better be dispossessed
of power, and the cause of temperance
handed over to the tender mercies and
kind care of the Democratic party. Ifind
the same condition of things in this State,
with the exception that Pennsylvania has
never pronounced in favor ofprohibition ;
but we find a third party organized for this
purpose, and with the declared intention of
defeating the Republican party and of
bringing the Democratic party into power.
Now, whatever you may think, whatever I
may think, or whatever anyone else may
think as to the expediency orinexpediency
of prohibition, we will all agree that the
one party in the United States which has
never done anything for the cause of tem-
perance is the Democratic party. [Applause]
And here in Pennsylvania, as before in
Maine, the third party— organized especially
to promote temperanc?

—
works obviously

to the end of throwing itull over to the
control ot the natural, inherited and per-
petual enemies of temperance. The labor-
ingmen of this State and of the Northern
States are about entering on another ques-
tion. They are about entering on a ques-
tion of great and imperious magnitude.
That is, with the power of the National
Government in the hands of the Demo-
cratic party, there is no possible hope for
the rise or progress of nearly twomillions
of colored laborers in the South. They
give them no vote, they give them no
voice, they give them no influence.
They keep them living in huts, on
starvation wages, and they are hur-
rying them by millions into competition
with Northern" men. Now, if the Demo-
cratic party holds the (iovernment of
this country and keeps that labor as servile
as it was when the chains of slavery were
fastened upon it, its competition with the
white labor of the country wiil grow more
and more fierce, and more and more will
they have to confront this direct and im-
portant truth

that either that great mass

of laborers in the South must be raised in
the sale of intelligence and compensation,
or they will pull Northern men to their
level of wages. Gentlemen, this is no
catch word of the campaign. It is no
mere resource of political necessity. It is
not the cry of a party defeated, nor of a
party that expects to be victorious. Itis a
solemn, undeniable, industrial fact. Pray,
reflect upon it.

New Yokk,October 27th.—Uobcrt G. In-

gersoll wrote the followingletter to Hemy
George's managers yesterday, and it was
read at a mass meeting later on, producing
wildenthusiasm :

"
Itake this opportunity

to state a few of my reasons (or being on
George's side in the present contest. While
Imay not entirely agree with many of his
theories, still1am satisfied that all human
beinfrtare entitled to the essentials of life.
"That is to say, water, air and land. Iam
satisfied that the time will come when no
man willbe allowed toown land which he
does not use. We do not want a nation of
tenants ;that is, a nation of serfs. People
who labor are people who think ; those
who suffer and those who sympathize
should vote together. Whenever a new idea
is advanced, people who <ln nut under-
stand the old ones willbegin to talk of rev-
olution and the horrors of 1789. You oan-
not prevent revolution by attacking new
ideas as though they were wild beasts.
Such a course produces revolutions. When
the people speak and the rich refuse to
hear; when facts aredenonnced and preju-
dices are sainted, revolution is at hand. IT
the workingmen of New York fail to
unite, it they fail to be true to themselves,
they willsimply earn the contempt of their
fellbwmen. Ifthey stand together, if they
vote as they feel, ifthey are true to them-
selves, they willwin the respect of their
enemies, tiie love and gratitude of their
friends, and the next Mayor of New York
willbe Henry George."

California Fruit in Chicago.

Receipts of

grnpes by passenger trains from California
continue liberal and meet with good de-
mand, Muscats are bringing mostly Jl' SO
(a 2 75 per 40 pound ernte. Tokays sell at
$2 75<S>3. Emperors are selling at abom
the same as Tokays, but are not as staple
as either Muscats or Tokays. Some ship-
ments of grapes show the effects of having
been rained upon, yet are not damaged,
sufficiently to interfere with their sale to
any great extent. The receipts of home-
grown grapes are light and the outlook
seems favorable for a good trade inCalifor-
nia grapes during the next two or three
weeks. The receipts of pears are light and
the market firm. Good winter varieties
are selling at from $3^.'3 oO per box. The
market for quinces is very dull, and there
is no demand fur that fruit, as the market
has been liberally supplied from the States
of Michigan and New York. California
fruit [quinces?] is being oflered at 90 cents
to fl.

Transcontinental Freights.

New Yokk, October 27tu.

Vice-Presi-
dent Crocker, of the Southern Pacific Rail-
road Company, says negotiations for the
resumption of the transcontinental agree-
ment are delayed because the Pacific Mail
wants a larger bonus than the railroads are
willingto give, but if that matter was set-
tled there would still be an obstacle, caused
by the Canadian Pacific's comil tien to the
Pacific coast, and its establishment of
agencies at .San Francisco tocompete for the
transcontinental business, of which it is
taking a good deal at cut rates, by way of
Vancouver Island and Winnipeg to St.
Paul and Chicago. No transcontinental
compact can now be formed, Crocker says,
or an agreement made with the Pacific
Mai!, without recognizing the Canadian Pa-
cific as a transcontinental line.

A Montreal Mystery.

Nkw York,October 28th— A.m.—A Mon-
treal special says : This city has been
thrown into great excitement by the death,
under mysterious circumstances, of Mrs.
Fanny Ward, a widow, 42 years of age.
Her husband died about a year ago, leav-
ing his wife and daughter in comforta-
ble circumstances. Mrs. Ward rented
her house a short time ago, and
went to live at the Turkish Bath
Institute. On Monday week she left there,
apparently in good health, without men-
tioning where she was going;. Dayselapsed
and there was no word from her. Finally
Miss Ward got a letter purporting to be
from her mother, in which it was
stated that she was visiting cer-
tain friends and she need not be un-
easy. On Friday night, about 12 o'clock,
Dr. Creviei called at the Institute and
stated that Mrs. Ward was at his place
very ill and wanted to see the Manager.
Two hours afterward a cab drove to the
door, and Mrs. Ward was found there in
great distress. She immediately ex-
claimed,

"
Oh, God, Ihave been poisoned

and kidnaped !" The statement made
by the cabman and two medical
students, who had followed the
cab. was to the effect that at Beaver Hali
Hilla woman ina carriage was heard cry-
ing. "Murder! Help!' The cabman
placed her in his own carriage, she prom-
ising him any sum ifhe would take her to
the Turkish Bath Institute. To the au-
thorities of the Institute the woman said
she had cone to a certain d.ctor, where
she had been drugged and ill-treated, and
was being conveyed to an improper house
by this man and his wife, when she cried
for help. Dr. Crevier denies he ill-treated
or drugged the woman, but says she came

to his house and asked to be
allowed to stay there, as she
was ill. On Wednesday he gave
her some morphine as a sedative,
and Mrs. Crevier was with her. On
Friday night Mrs. Ward became worse,
and she expressed a desire to be
conveyed to the Turkish Bath Insti-
tute. About 1 o'clock Saturday morning
Br.Crevier, Madame Crevier and Mrs.Ward
got into a os^ir-je and were driven toward
the Institute. Atthe top o f Beaver Hall
hillthe woman screamed and insisted that
she was betrayed. She died at an early hour
yesterday morning. She retained her con-
sciousness to the last, but was unable to
give a clear narrative of the incidents
which had occurred during her absence
from the Institute.
