DOMESTIC NEWS.

Blaine’s Grand Canvass.

PuirapeLprHIA, October 29th.—The Press’
Scranton, Penn., special correspondent
says: Two great cities of the Wyoming
Valley vesterday afternoon and evening
opened their arms of welcome and shouted
their voice of greeting 1o Blaine. The twin
demonstrations, despite the adverse weath-
er, were marked by unbounded enthusiasm
and furnished abundant evidence that
Lackawanna and Luzerne prefer Beaver
and will be for Blaine in 1888, as they were
in 1884. The route hither from Pottsville
was beset by rain, but at every step crowds
were waiting in the mud -and were ready
to burst oat with cheers for Blaine. The
end of the tour to-night warrants every
confidence that Blaine has not traveled
over nine hundred miles in his native
State without making assurances doubly
sure and sealing the certainty of a rousinz
lepublican victory Tuesday next.

BLAINE FOR PRESIDENT.

It was asked one of Pennsylvania’s most
prominent politicians whether the zeal he
has shown in the management of this sec-
ond Blaine tour meant that he was for
Blaine in 1888, ‘It is true,” he said, ** I
have heretofore oppozed Blaine’s nemina-
tion in every Convention, State and na-
tional, for ten years, but I now say that
only Blaine himself can prevent his nomi-
nation 1n 1888, No private citizen in the
world ever received such an ovation as has
Blaine during this tour in Pennsylvania.
Workingmen have come up from the mines
and out of their factories and stood in the
rain to cheer him. I say that the United
Republican party ought to give him a
unanimous renomination and serve a no-
tice to George William Curtis and the rest
of the Mugwumps, that as the United Re-
publican party it will stand or fall, and
that there is no longer any separate Blaine
party within the solid Republican ranks.”

‘eWhat do you mean when you say
that only Blaine can defeat his nomina-
tion ?”

* His name is on every Republican
tongue, as Tilden’s was on every Demo
cratic from ‘1876 to 1880, but yet Tilden
defeated his own momination in 1880. I
mean that, unless he himself declares Le
will not accept it, his nomination in 1888
is certain.”

Not a Humbug, but a Demagogue.

NEw York, October 29th.—The Herald
says editorially : We observe some hollow
person is asking the question, “Is Georgea
bhumbug?’ We will answer him: ** No,
George is not a humbng. He is a sincere,
earnest, and intelligent man. He has been
misled into running for an office in which
he could do nothing to farther the ideas he
has forcibly put forward in his books, and
where he would be in fact wanting. The
best fortune that can happen to him and to
the reforms he has at heart, will be his de-
feat; but he ought to be sent to Congress.
There he would have a chance to advance
his ideas, and he has ability enough to
make a career as a legislator. No, George
is not a humbug.”

Roosevelt will vouch, is in : On last Friday
O'Donovan Rossa called upen Roosevelt
and offered to furnish him the hearty sup-
port of his paper, and the vote of the secret
societies that he could contrel, if Mr.
Roosevelt would give him two checks, a
small one for the cause of Ireland, and a
much larger one for the personal use of
Rossa. The check for the *cause’ was to
be dated after the election, so that Mr.
Roosevelt might cancel it if he were not
elected. The check for Mr. Rossa, on the
contrary, was to be dated properly, so that
it could be used at once.”

Haggin's New Drood Mares—Interview
with John Mackey.

Cricaco, October 29th.—John Mackey,
Superintendent of J. B. Haggin’s breeding
farm at Sacramento, Cal., arrived to-day
from Kentucky with a carload of sixteen
mares and yearlings destined for California,
where they will be bred to Darebin and
Sir Modred. Mr. Haggin now has at Wash-
ington Park fifty head of brood mares and
colts, which will be shipped to California
to-night. When Mr. Mackey was asked to-
day why Mr. Haggin had not' made more
entries to the stakes of the Washington

Park Ciub, to be run next season, he
said: “ There is a mistake somewhere,
and no one regrels it more than I
do. I gave to young Mr. Haggin a list of

horses to be entered here, and pinned on it
a programme of the clnb, intending that it
should be sent just as I gave it to him.
That he has neglected to send, and the re-
sult is we have only seven entries in all,
and they are for the American Derby. If
Mr. Brewster will advise the horsemen in-
terested of the mistake, and they will con-
sent to allow me to make entries, I will do
so right here on my own responsibility.”
Mr. Brewster refuses to ask the horsemen
for their consent, giving as a reason for not
doing so that he would only have his
trouble for his pains.
Washington Notes.,

Wasnineron, October 20th.—A Postoffice
in Dakota was to-day named after the
sculptor Barthoidi.

The President held bis usual afternoon
reception to-day and shook hands with
about 400 persons, including a large delega-
tion from the Convention of Conductors.

The Insurance Asscciation of the United
States and Canada is now in session in
Baitimore.

Secretary Manning did not write bis sig-
nature on the Treasury letters, etc., to-day.
but used a stamp containing a fac simile of
his signature. The Attorney-General gave
an opinion that there is no legal objection
to the use of the Secretary’s stamp.

The Railroad Accident—Bodies ldvutiﬁﬂd:

Portacr (Wis.), October 29th.—The work
of identifying the dead is progressing
slowly. The body of a man whose legs and
arms had been burned oft, and whose dis-
torted face bere evidence of the terrible
agony he had sufiered, was identified as
that of Louis Brincker. The body of Emil
Woltersdorff was found under a pile of
rods and trusses. His head was burned »o
a cinder, and every particle of clothing had
been destroyed. The remasins were identi-
fied by a ring found on his fingers. The
bodies of Sisters Alphonse and Dionesia
were found close together. One wasin a
kneeling postare, with her hands clapsed,
as though death overtook her while en-
gaged in prayer. The body of a man {who
is supposed to be Wajter Scoit! was re-

wrilten on his collar, which strange to say,
bad not been touched by the flames. As
fast as the bodies were removed from the
wreck they were taken to the village of
Rio, where Coroner Allen and the Dis-
trict Attorney had summoned a jury, pre-
Eargtory to holding an inquest. After the

odies had been removed from the wreck,
search was made for articles that had been
worn or carritd by the victims, that might
be of service to show who had perished.
A hatful of these ghastly relics were
picked up.

The Messenger Suspected.

St. Louis, October 29th.—Frothingham,
the express messenger who claims to have
beeii robbed the other night, has not been
arrested. However, the suspicion is ex-
pressed that several employes of the ex-
press and of the railroad company carefully
planned the robbery, with the knowledge
of Frothingham, and divided the money
between them. It was stated at first that
the amount stolen was slightly in excess of
$50,000, but claims have already been pre-
sented to the company which swells the
amount to $81,000. The majority of these
claims have been settled, and as soon as the
others are proved they will be paid.

: An Aztec Exhibition.

New Yorg, October 29th.—An exhibi-
tion that promises to be as interesting as it
is unique, will be opened November Sth.
It will be an accurate representation of
Aztec life as it existed so many years ago
in Mexico. Arrangements for the produc-
tion here have been made on -an elaborate
scale. Over fifty natives have been secured,
who represent nearly all classes, conditions
and occupations in that wonderful but
little-known and less understood country.

OxmAHA, October 29th,—Michael Davitt is
in receipt of a telegram which urgently
requests his presence in Ireland as soon as
practicable. His lecture tour will there-
fore close by the end of November.

Mexico Iin No Danger.

Ev Paso, October 29th.—Consul Brigham
says the rumor set afloat a few days ago
that a large filibustering party would be or-
ganized to go to Mexico with A. K. Cutting
at its head, is positively untrue. The re-
port can have no effect except to unfavor-
ably influence Cutting’s prospects for in-
demnity.

A Mother’s Terrible Blunder.

Kaxsas City, October 29th.—The Times’
Keysville, Mo., special says: At Forest
Green, last night, a colored woman locked
her three children and two others in her
house and went to church. The house
took fire from a lamp, and four children
were burned to death. The fifth will prob-
ably die.

The Illumination Again Postponed.

New Yorg, October 30th—a. m.—The
fog which lay over the harbor all through
the ceremony of the unveiling of the
Statue of Liberty on Thursday, lifted in
great part yesterday. The fair weather
promised by the Signal Service people was
still bebindhand, however. Though it did
not actually rain, during most of the day
the sky was black and lowering, and every-
thing about Governor's and Bedlow's
Islands looked still soaked and cheerless.
By 5 rain fell in a fine drizzle, and the
postponed fireworks were clearly impossi-
ble, and shortly before dark an order was
issued by the American Committee declar-
ing them off once more. The great torch
of the statue was not lighted, either. Both
will have to wait for some clear night—
to-night, if possible, and if not then, Sun-
day or Monday night.

Wild Talk About Three-Quarters of a
Million Men on Parade.

New Yoeg, October 30th—a. M.—Tt was
reported at Henry George’s headquarters,
at the Colornnade Hotel, yesterday, that
744,420 members of Trades Unions had ex-
pressed their desire to turn out in the great
labor paradeto-night. Mr. George received
a telegram from T. V. Powderly, stating
that he would speak in this city on Mon-
day night. Arrangements have been made
to hold a large meeting at the Academy of
Music. George said this would prove that
Powderly was with him, and not opposed
to him, as had been stated by the Hewitt
men. In all, Henry Georgespoke at eleven
meetings last night.

A Rattling Mill in Boston.

Bostox, October 30th—a. m.—The fight
last night, with two-ounce gloves, between
Jack McAuliffe and Billy Frazier, for $1,000
and the light-weight champion belt, was
the hardest, zamest and most even glove
fight even seen between light-weight glove
fighters in this country. Frazier's weight
was pounds, and MecAuliffe’s 139
pounds. The fight was six and six, until
the final and decisive round. McAuliffe
fouzht on the Dempsey plan, using his legs
for avoidance and his left for punishment.
Frazier claimed first blood, but his leads,
as a rule, fell shot, owing to McAuliffe’s
cleverness and agility. MecAuliffe fought
mainly for his opponent’s tace with his
left. The decisive blow in the twenty-first
round was a right-hander on the jugular.
Frazier fell face forward, and his second
threw up the sponge. McAuliffe had a
swollen lip, his only evidence of punish-
ment. Sporting men agree that the battle
was the best seen in the East in years.

Great Plautation Scheme.

New Yorg, October 30th —a. M»—A
Vicksburg, Miss., dispatch says: [t isstated
in this city that C. P. Huntington and R.
T. Wilson, of New York, and Leland Stan-
ford, of California, contemplate forming a
combination to open and cultivate about
100,000 acres of land on the line of the
Louisville, New Orleans and Texas Rail-
road in the Yazoo Delta. The road owns
about 760,000 acres, but has sold about one-
third to actual settlers. Itis the intention
of these gentlemen to bring the land to the
highest standard of cultivation. Lands in
the Yazoo valley are recognized as the finest
cotton land in the South. They will culti-
vate principally cotton.
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FOREIGN NEWS.

The Poor of London.
Loxpox, October 29th.—On all hands it
ed that never has greater distress
prevailed in London than at present. Itis
not only among the unskilled, but saffering
extends to the skilled working class, and
there seems to be no prospect of employ-
ment for them the coming winter. Fore-
men who have been in constant employ-
ment in the same firm for fifteen and
twenty years have been turned off, owing
to bad times,and during the past few weeks
hunger and want have driven them almost
to desperation. If some steps are not taken
to relieve the distress the consequences
during the coming months are likely to be
terrible. All the thousands who are now
sleeping in the open air will be driven
to seek shelter when the cold weather sets
in, and the workhouse and the charitable
institutions which are available are totally
inadequate in number. The Socialist lead-
ers are taking advantage of all this distress
to vress for the adoption of several meas-
ures, one of which at least is worthy of
special mention and commendation. Itis
that one free meal aday in the boarding
schools be granted to ali children whe de-
sire to partake of it. It appears from a re-
port published by the Daily Telegraph that
over thirty per cent. ot the children who
campulsory attended school last winter
were there without having had food.
Determined Tenants.

Dusuiv, October 29th.—The Marqguis of
Headfort has refused to reduce the rents on
his estates in County Cavan. The tenants
have accordingly resolved unanimously to
refuse to pav rents at the present rate, and
each will subscribe one shilling for every
acre of land he occupies, towards a defense
fund to be used to prevent their eviction.

Russia’s Designs on Varna.

Loxpox, October 29th.—In Government
circles the situation at Varna is considered
serious, as indicating a resolve of Russia

The
possession of Varna would be worth more
to Russia than a fully disciplined army of
10,000 men and a fleet of half a dozen more
such cruisers as have entered that port for
the alleged purpose of protecting Russian
subjects.

Loxpox, October 29th. — The private
sweepstakes of 1,000 sovereigns each, half
forfeit, arranged to take place at the New-
market- Houghton meefing, proved a fail-
ure. Ormonde now goes into winter quar-
ters.. He has not been beaten, and has
gained one of the greatest records of any
race horse of the century.

Is It War, or Bluster?

Loxpox, October 29th.—Advices from
Bralia, Roumania, say that feverish prepa-
rations for war are heing made in southern
Russia. A pumber of ironclads are ex-
pected at Sebastopol, several transporis are
riding atanchor in the harbor of Odessa,
and torpedo boats are leaving Sebastopol
for Varna.

THE MILLENNIUM COWING.

Dr.' Talmage Describes the Good Time
Which Will Be Here in Sixty Years.

Roy, T. De Witt Talmage told the people
who thronged the Tu. iacle Sunday
morhing what he thought of the millen-
nium which Le is sure will come within
the next sixty years. All the great cities
are to be completely changed. He based
his remarks upon the fifth verse of the
eighth chapter of Zachariah: “And the
streets of the city shall be full of boys and
girls playing in the streets thereof.”

“ New York is a beautiful city. It lies
on bgth sides of the East river. In our
timeéml L e of our children there
will he a dozen uridges stretching across
the river and we will be more than ever
one city. When I speak of New York I
mear #verything from Spuyten Dayvil to
Gowanus.” Dr. Talmage described the
grand growth of the city until it has now
become the greatest energy in the world,
and said: *“Let's thank God for. our
residence in so goodly a place. There
were thousands of evils to be over-
come, but in the saving grace of God it will
be made a city of peaee and virtue.
I believe what the Bible says, that all the
cities will be saved. People have a morbid
idea about the millennium. They think
that there will be no hilarity, that there
will be no business, no enterprise. That is
wrong. Where there is one fortune made
now there will be thousands made then.
All dishonesty will be gone, all unfairness
in business, and men will have confidence
in one another. There will be grander
architecture, grander music, more pros-
perity. The greatest injury to business in
New York and Brooklyn to-day is crime—
individual and official crime. When that
day comes—and I am not dealing in any
abstraction—it is just as true as the Bible—
all grievous taxation will be abolished.
Men are now taxed for everything. Every-
where it is taxes, taxes, taxes! A business
man is compelled to make a small fortune
to pay his taxes. They have to support all
the villains in the prisons, all the orphans
of those who have died from beastly in-
dulgences, all the lunatics driven crazy by
vice.

*] say to you, Republicans and Demo-
crats, if you do not lessen taxes and the
expenses of government honest men will
form an anti-excessive taxation, anti-rum,
anti-saloon, anti-abominetion party, and
you who are now feeding at the publiccrib
will not be left so much as is given to the
street-sweeper. [Applause.] But in this
time of which I tell there will be no more
criminals, no more vice, no more appropri-
ations for improvements which neverreach
the improvements, but are lost in the pock-
ets cf the politicians. There will be no
more oyer and terminer, no expensive im-
paneling of jaries, no Police Courts, no sta-
tion-houses ! Oh, but what prosperity
there will be! In that time to come all
the haunts of iniquity will be torn away.
There will be no mendicants thrown
from front door steps, no wine shops, no
lager beer saloons, no distilleries where
XXX's are made. The grandchildren of
the woman who now staggers down the
street, followed by the jeers of men and
boys, will be the respected merchants—and
all this will be sixty years from now.

“Into the hands of what a sensucus,
bestial crew city politics have fallen. Look
at them as they stand about our City Hall,
picking their teeth and watching for some
crumb to fall their way. What a state of

things. We have no mercy for small crim-
inals. If a man steals $10, send him to

Raymond-street jail. If he steals $200,000,
let him escape to Canada. We punish
people because they don’t steal enough.”—

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TELEGRAPHIC BREVITIES.

TLe hight of the Libertv statue is 151 feet
over all.

A squabble has already been inaugurated
over the Stewart estate. There are several
persons claiming to be heirs-at-law.

Secretary Manning yesterday issued a
call for $10,000,000 three per cent. bonds.
The call will mature December 31st.

The New York Chinese are assuming
American methods. Those who cut the
washing rates on collars and cuffs have
been boycotted.

Secretary Manning has assumed actual
control of the Treasury Department, and
vesterday signed all matter requiring the
signature of the Secretary.

The steamer Pavonia, of the Cunard line,
got ashore near Duxbury in a thick fog on
Thursday night, on High Pine ledge, three
miles north of Garnet Point, on th: Massa-
chusetts coast.

Two more of the Bloomfield rioters of
Chinamen have been arrested in Sonoma.
Deputy United States Marshals Burns and
Hopkins left for San Francisco last evening
with A. Crose, who cannot get bonds.

General Kaulbars says: * In view of the
arrival at Varna of Government emissaries
who are spreading reports that the pres-
ence of the Rnssian gunboats there is with-
out igaportance, I am compelled to inform
you that those gunboats will vigorously
affirm their importance if events render it
necessary.”

At a meeting yvesierday of a committee
of the Philadelphia Council, to which
was referred the question of the impeach-
ment of the Mayor, it was agreed unani-
mously to recommend that the resoluticn
for thre appointment of a committee of two
to prepare articles of impeachment be in-
definitely postponed.

The Franciscan sisters, who lost their
lives by the railway wreck at Rio, were
Sister Alphonse and Sister Dimpsea. They
were accompanied by a candidate from the
Mother House at New Cassel, Wis.

Women in Africa.

Dr. Ralph St. John Perry, who went
from this city to Africa several months ago,
in a letter to a friend here, writes from
Cape Mount, under date of June 20th,
about his experiences in the Dark Conti-
nent: ‘‘Monrovia is built upon a bed of
iron ore, part of which assays 90 per cent.
of pure ircn. The town contains 5,000
people, five of whom are white. It hasno
drug stores, no library, no public halls, no
barber-shop, no saloons, no streets, and
very few fences. They have no need for
streets, as they have no horses or vehicles.
The population is divided into three classes
—the natives or aborigines, the Liberians,
or children born here of foreign parents,
and the emigrants, or foreigners. The
latter are on a par with those shipped to
the United States of America from Euaro
—poor, ignorant and lazy. :

“*The Kroos,a .uve tribe,were formerly
the slaye dealer: 1 this coast. Every Kroo
man has a blue tattoo mark down the mid-
dle of his forehead, extending on down the
nose. They cut their hair with bits of
broken bottles. and cut it in all sorts of
styles. Instead of tattoing, the women
paint themselves from head to foot ; it is no
uncommon thing to see a girl with the Li-
berian flag painted on her forehead. Some
of the women whose husbands or fathers
work for Americans wear the United States
flag, but nothing can induce them to wear
the British flag, as they all hate English-
men, and will have nothing to do with
them. We use the money of five nations
here—United States, English, Dutch,French
and Liberian, and occasionaily a Spanish
gold coin. .

*“ The girls, as soon as they are able to
walk and talk, are put in the ‘gree-gree

bush,’ a sort of convent, where they are in-
structed in their duties as women snd

wives. They are usually sold by their pa-
rents in marriage as sooen as they are born.
If not scld they must remain in tbe ‘grece-
gree bush’ until some one buys them. The
old girls in the ‘bush’ instruct the new
ones. A wife costs about $15. When the
bidding takes place the bride eomes with
presents to the groom, and he must give
in return double as much as she brings.
A man may have as many wives as he can
pay for—in fact, they are the African
branch of the Mormon Church. The boys
are kept in the ‘ gree-gree bush’ until of
age, generally 14 years. Should one of
either sex disclose the secrets of tbeir
*bush,” or one be caught in the cther's
‘busb,’ he or she is put todeath publicly.—
Indianapolis Journal.

Fresca Pounciang Processes WitH
Woon.—One of the most ingenious as well
as serviceable methods practiced by French
artisans in wood is that by which is pro-
duced a complete resemblance to the color,
beauty and density of ebony by the skill-
ful use of charcoal upcn the surface. None
but carefully-selected woods of close and
compact grain are employed for this pur-
pose, and these are covered in the first
place with a coat of camphor dissolved in
water, and almost immediately after with
another coat, composed chiefly of sulphate
of iron and nutgall. The two composi-
tions, in blending, penetrate the wood and
give it an indellible tinge, and at the same
time render it impervious to the attacks of
insects. On these two coats becoming suf-
ficiently dry, the surface of the wood is
rubbed at first with a very hard- brush of
couch grass, and then with charcoal of
substance as light and friable as possible,
the fact being that, if a single hard grain
remains on the charcoal, this alone would
scratch the surface, which should be per-
fectly smooth. The flat parts are rubbed
with natural stick charcoal, the indented
portions and crevices with charcoal pow-
der, and, alternately with the charcoal,
rubbing is practiced with flannel soaked in
linseed oil and turpentine. These pounc-
ings, repeated several times, cause the char-
coal powder and the oil w0 penetrate the
wood, insuring a beautiful color and a per-
fect polish.

A Heavray Growrn.—It was the opin-
ion of many that the closing of the hy-
draulic mines that affected the Feather
river would ruin Plumas county. It may
be against some localities; but judging
from the increased business of the Nevada
and California Railway in freight and
trayel, both Plumas and Lassen counties
are having a healthy growth. During the
month of August the travel and freight
over the Northern and California were
more than double those of the correspond-
ing month last year. The outgoing freight
consists mainly of merchandise and sup-
plies, and the incoming of the dairy and
ranch, wood and lumber. Monday is the
butter day, and over the road on that dav
there is shipped three or four tons of but-
ter, which goes to Virginia Citv. Sincethe
Chinese war was waged in Truckee, that
has ceased to be a great wood camp. and
Reno is now largely dependent on the
northern country for her wood supply.
This increase of business will certainly be
an incentive for Moran Brothers to push
their road northward into the rich, pro-
ductive valleys that await its coming. The
extension of the line would soon double
and treble the present agricultural produc-
tions and would bring into market all the
available land on either side that now lies
idle.—Reno Gazette.
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A MererYy FUNERAL.—A merry funeral,
with music and dances, took place recently
at Jerusalem—a peculiar kind of funeral,
which turns up every five or six years. At
the Sephardic synagogue in Jerusalem is a
chamber called ** Cheder Hognisoh.” There
are preserved all the scrolls of the Torah
that have become useless, also Mesusoth,
Tefilin, etc. In accordance with an old
custom, these old documents are sewn into
bags or put in earthen jugs, and with musie,
dance and song are carried outside the city.
There is a large cave toward the end of the
cemetery at the foot of Mount Olive, where
they are preserved. On that day all the
stores and workshops are closed and crowds
fill the streets. They assemble in the syna-
gogue, where prayers for the Sultan are re-
cited. A procession is formed. In front the
Torah scrolls are carried under chupahs,
and at their side men carry burning wax
candles. Then follow about one hundred
men carrying the bags and jugs. At the
Zion gate the rabbi of the Sephardic syna-
gogue ascends a large stone and recites a
prayer for the Sultan, the State officers,
rabbis, and the congregations throughout
the whole work. Then the procession
wends its way through the Jeosaphat val-
ley to the cave, where the bags and jugs are
deposited. The celebration lasts til{ late in
the evening.— The Jewish Messenger.

Execution of Sproule, an American, at
Victoria.

Vicroria, October 29th.—Robert Evan
Sproule was executed this morning at 8:10
o’clock, at the Provincial jail, in the pres-
ence of about twenty persons. The crime
for which Sproule suffered the penalty of
death was the murder of Thomas Hammill
on the 3d of June, 18385, on the borders of
Kootenai lake. Strenuous efforts have
been made to delay the execution, and
numerous reprieves granted, several being
at the request of the United States Gov-
ernment. To the last day Sproule was
hopefal, and expected that the sentence
would be commuted. Yesterday, however,
he appeared to give up hope and preparcd
himself to die. During the night he slept
well, and this morning partook of a sub-
stantial breakfast. His demeanor was that
of aman who had made his peace “with
God, and was reconciled to the fate that
awaited him. His advisers, Revs. Fraser
and Percival, endeavored to draw from
him a confession, but he persistently said

HE HAD NOTHING TO CONFESS.

The gallows was erected in the jail-yard,
and was provided with two traps resting on
a beam, which was thrown out of place by
alever. As the clock struck 8 jailer Hutch-
inson appeared at the cell door and said to
the condemned man, *“ The time has ar-
rived, and the mandate of the law must be
fulfilled.” Sproule arose in rather a nerv-
ous manner, and bidding good-by to his
spiritual advisers, passed outinto the cor-
ridor with a firm step. He walked ahead
of the jailer, and seemed determined to die
bravely. On entering the yard he glanced
searchingly at each face present, in the
hope of finding a friend, but aside from the
sympathy expressed there was no sign of
recognition, and the unfortunate man
walked resolutely up the steps to the scaf-
fold and took his place upon the trap.
Again he looked intently on the few per-
sons present, and then gazing upward at
the sky heseemed to realize that its beauty
was to be taken from him forever. He was
followed up to the trap by Rev. Mr. Fraser,
the jailer and the executioner, the latter
wearing the customary black mask. There
was
AN AWE-INSPIRING SILENCE
For a moment, when Sproule said, * Can I
speak to the Sheriff?”” Being answered in
the affirmative, he continued: “Mr. Shenff,
you have not read the death warrant yet.”
** It is not necessary,” was the reply. * Can
I speak a few minutes further?” he asked.
“Yes, if you wish it,” replied the Sheriff.
Sproule hesitated for a moment, and then
speaking in a low, deliberate manner, said :
“ My friends, this is a very soleran situa-
tion—to pass out of the world in such a
condition. I trust this will be an examnle !
and warning to all who commit sin. The 1
charge that has been preferred against me |
was wrong. I was net guilty of the crime |
of which I was accused. Eight of the wit- 1}
nesses who came to Victoria bore false wit-
ness against me, which Jed to my convic-
tion. They knew as well as I the wrong |
they had perpetrated. I have nothing |
farther to say, only good-hy to you all.”
THE VICTIM WEAKENE,

He seemed at this point to be overcome
with emotion, though not by fear, and sev-
eral spectators were visibly aifected. While

ev, Mr, Fraser prayed ior the condemned
man, the execulioner stepped in front of
him and adjusted the rope around his neck.
¢ Don't strangle me! Don’t strangle me !”
he cried, and then stood motionless, with
his hat in bis hand, awaiting his doom.
The Sheriff ascended to the gallows and
puiled the cap over the prisoner’s eyes, and
the next instant the trap was sprung,
and Robert Evan Sproule was hanging
lifeless. The fall was eight feet
and his neck was broken, death being in-
stantaneous. It was his last request that
he be buried on American ground, and he
gave the American Consul a Testament to
be delivered to Miss Etta I. Garlick, of
Oakland, Cal. There is a diversity of opin-
ion as to his guilt or innocence. Itis be-
lieved that a commutation of his sentence
to imprisonment for life would have justly
satisfied the majesty of the law. His will
makes his two brothers sole heirs.

INSECT PESTS.

ADDRESS T0 THE FRUIT-GROW-
ERS OF CALIFORNIA.

Will the County Authorities and
Orchardists Assist in Protect-
ing Their Interests ?

The question how to prevent the spread-
irg of the various insect pests, which have
become established in difTerent sections of
the State, is becoming every day a more
and more serious question, involving large
interests, and unless definite and proper
action be taken by parties concerned much
ill-feeling between the various fruit-grow-
ing sections will be the result. The legis-
lation passed on this subject in 1881 pro-
vided for the establishment of County
Boards of Horticulture, so as to enable the
fruit-growers to protect themselves, by
appointing Inspectors, whose duty it should
be to suppress already existing insect pests,
and prevent the importation of new ones.
These County Boards have only been estab-
lished in a limited number, and many
exist only in name. Buta few counties,
such as Los Angeles, where the people
have awakened to a full sense of their situ-
tion, have a complete organization. These
Boards have accomplished much good, and
have done their utmost to stamp out and
prevent the further spread of the cotiony
cushionscale,and to prevent the establishing
of new pests, such as the Aspidiotus pernici-
osus, which in many of the upper and cen-
tral counties has made sad havoc with the
deciduous fruit trees. This scale, unfortu-
nately too well known in certain sections,
invariably manifests itself on the fruit,
where the red zone around the scale makes
it quite conspicuous. The scale will live
as long as the fruit is sound, and will even
propagate here, and is consequently liable
to spread from peelings thrown about care-
lessly, as well as from fruit boxes. This
summer quite a number of boxes of fruit,
shipped from the northern part of the
State, were found to be infested, and were
ordered to be disinfected by the Inspectors
of Los Angeles county. It appears now
that the Southern Paclfic Company has
been sued by certain merchants for the in-
jury apd loss sustained from this cause. In
consequence of this move the railroad com-
pany has refusel to allow inspection at the
depot, and the Inspector now has to take
his chances in finging the fruit anywhere
throughout the city, making it next to ini-
possible to find it at all.

Of course, the railroad company has in-
vestigated this matter from a point of law,
and, no doubt, believe themselves in the
right. So do the shippers. Morally, the
latter undoubtedly are wrong. The trouble
arises chiefly from an underestimation of
the danger of spreading these pests and of
{ the value of certain crops to certain regions,
There are many people in the northern
who do ‘not believe that deciduous fruits
can be grown with success in the southern
counties, and on the other hand, many Los
Angeles people ridicule the idea that any
citrus fruits can be grown successfully in
any of the central counties. Hence the
disregard of any of the consequences of
shipping infected fraits from place to place.
Los Angeles people have not been alto-
| gether above reproach. The red orange
scale has been sent on fruit to Ventura
county, as well as to San Francisco, where
the writer early this spring saw it on
lemons offered for sale in the streets. The
so-called black scale has every year been
sent on orange trees from Los Angeles,
vet this scale is the most formidable enemy
of the olive. Indeed, from this source
more than one grove, to my cwn knowl-
edge, has become infested.

According to the law, the various in-
fected districts should be quarantived by
the State Board of Horticulture, but if the
law was carried out to its fullest extent
nearly every county in the State would be
quarantined, as hardly any are altogether
exempt from all the pests that are enumer-
ated amongst the injurious insects that are
to be legislated against. But to succeed in
having pecple submit to this temporary in-
convenience, it would be necessary to have
quarantine guardians. With the present
arrangement it is impossible for the
Board or the Inspector to get an efficient
man ; no man capable of performing these
duties will work for $2 per day, taking his
chances on collecting through the Courts,
{ Only by having the Inspectors appointed
quarantine guardians also, is it feasible to
obtain co-operation. But the County
Boards must be established by the Board
of Supervisors, on petition from the fruit-
growergonly. If the latter do not choose
to do anything, the Inspector has nobody
to co-operate with, and cannot, therefore,
maintain any quarantine. It will be seen,
therefore, that public opinion or the inter-
est of fruit-growers must be throughly
awakened to the necessity of preventing
the constant interchange of infected pack-
i ages of fruit and of plants. Infected fruit
should be worked off at home. Every
grower should have pride enough not to
allow infected fruit to be sent to Eastern
markets, there running the risk of being
condemmed as a nnisance. We have been
informed that oranges with the red scale
wiil hereafter be refused in Chicago. Still
less should deciduous fruits infected with
scale insects be permitted to go out to ad-
vertise the state of affairs in certain sec-
| tions.

The point here to be made is: Unless
thorough co-operation be established be-
tween the various fruit-growing sections,
unless they set apart sufficient means to
suppress existing pests and prevent the new
ones to pass from place to place, we shall
have all these pests, now bad in certzin
sections only, go thoroughly scattered that
| the question of maintaining a clean orchard
anywhere will be impossible without con-
stant spraying.

Creaxsixg Lapies’ Hair—We object to
the use of carbonate of potash by hair-
dressers for cleansing the bair of their cns-
tomers. The cleansing action of this pow-
erfully alkaline subsiance is very effective,
bat it is prejudicial to the bair at the same
time. A teaspoonful of pulvarized borax
in a cap of boiling water, or cleaning the
hair with the yolk of a fresh egg, and fol-
lowing this with a warm solation of borax
or salt and water, especially sea water, is
much preferable, and has the effect of
cleansing and softening the skin of the
scalp. Eastern ladies, remarkable for the
beauty of their hair, adopt the latter mode
of cleaning it.—Herald of Health.
