REPUBLICAN MEETING.

SPEECH OF GENERAL A. L. HART
SATURDAY EXEHZKG.

He Pays Particular Attention to the
Methods and Principles of tbe

Democratic Party.

Owing to the rain, and the consequent mud
upon the streets, the Republican torchlight pro-
cession, which was to have taken place Satur-
day night, had to be abandoned.
