BASEBALL.

Lively Times at Stockton and Los Angeles
Yesterday.

The Altas went over to Stockton vester-
day to play off their game with the Green-
hood & Morans, as per order of the Pra}-
dent of the League, three carloads of their
admirers accompanying them. The G. &
M.’s had a special train of four cars from
Oakland, and took with them the Oakland
City Band of fourteen pieces. A large
number of spectators from Stockton and
viceinity assembled to witness the game, in
addition te the excursionists. Saturday
night the manager of the Alfas had re-
ceived a dispatch from the manager 9[ the
Oakland ciub, saying that they would not

jlay unless Van Court acted as umpire.
i“rom their previous experience with that
official, the Aitas knew what it mea.nf to
accept him, but, asalarge number of tickets
had been sold, and a great many'people
wanted to see the game, it was decided to

let hiim act, and try and beat him and his’

favorite club. He was too strong for them,
however—stronger than the pla;ers. In
the first inning, with the G. & M's. at the
bat, Fisher hit to Meagher, who threw to
first in time to put the runner out, but the
umpire called him safe. This seemed to
worry Borchers, who pitched wildly during
the remainder of the inning, but afterwards
did finely. Longand Dolan each got to
first on balls, advancing Fisher, and on two
wild pitches he and Long scored. Brown
made first by forcing Dolan out at second,
and scored on a passed ball and a wild
pitch. When the Altas came to the bat,
McLaughlin made a base hit, went to sec-
ond on Fisher's out, and stole third and
home, making the only earned run of the
game. In the fifth inning Van Haltren hit
to Meagher, who threw a trifle high
to first, but in time for Ahern to
get the ball and put him out;
the umpire declared him safe, all
the same. He tried to make two bases on
Donovan’s base hit, but Flint, by accurate
throw, caught him at third; the umpire
said “safe’” again. Gurnett made three
strikes, the last one of which McLaughlin
purposely dropped, and threw to Abern,
who returned the ball in season for Mec-
Laughlin to put Van Haltren out at the
plate, which he did not touch by two feet,
and which he has not touched vet, and
again the umpire called him * safe.” That
was too much for the Altas to stand, and
they refused to play with Van Court pre-
siding, declaring that they would accept
any one else, and suggesting some member
of the Stockton Club, which would have
been a proper appointment in the first
place. Van Court gave them five minutes
to resume play in, and about the expiration
of that time disappeared from the ground,
having been taken to his hotel in a
close hack. He did not give his decision,
but says he will do so to the President of
the League, claiming that he was afraid to

render it on the ground for fear he
would be assaulted, notwithstand-
ing he had been carrying a pis-
tol in his pocket during the game.

According to rule, the game is not fin-
ished. The Stocktonians were greatly dis-
gusted with the conduct of the ““ Pets " and
their umpire, and made much of the Sac-
ramento nine, who came home much
pleased with their treatment by the resi-
dents of the Windmill City.

VIEWS OF SENATOR STANFOED |

Concerning the Political Situation in this
: State.
[S. F. Bulletin, October 30th.]

Senator Leland Stanford was interviewed
this afternoon concerning the political situ-
ation. His answers were substantially as
follows :

“ Yes, I think this election is a very im-
portant one, reaching far beyond the bound-
aries of our State, and possibly involving
the political character of the United States
Senate. I hope tosee the Republican State
and Legislative ticket elected. Mr. Swift,
the nominee for Governor, is an able man,
and, in my judgment, fit to fill any office.
He is in harmony with the sentiment of
the Republican party, which I take it rep-
resents the American sentiment—educa-
tion through the free schools, free religion,
a deep and earnest appreciation of the
rights of man as expressed in the Declara-
tion of Independence, and azain in the
fourteenth amendment to the Constitution
of the United States, by which the rights of
individaals in their life, liberty and prop-
erty are guaranteed, The Republican party
grew into existence because of thorough
belief in these principles. It is the pariy
of progress. ftis the party which busi's
itself in trying to elevate thz masses of
mankind. Aside from maintaining the
integrity of the nation, the great duty
of statesmen is to see how they
can lift up the podor and ignorant,
The wealthy and educated find their
benefit in the progress of the other class. If
our American laborers are to have prece-
dent im compensation over the laborers of
other countries, it will be because of their
superior intelligence and the consequent
greater power ot production. The laborer
is worthy of his hire. That means that he
shall be compensated according to his
power of production. In this State we sce
the harvester paid $2 a day to raise wheat
to be sold in England. The laborer in
India receives 5 cents a day, and the man
on the banks of the Nile receives a red rad-
ish per day for raising the same article to
be sold in the same market. Itall goes to
the English market, and England will pey
no more for a kernel of wheat raised in
California by the man who receives §2 a
day than it will for the wheat raised in
India with the wages at 5 cents, or on the
banks of the Nile, where a laborer receives
a red radish worth 1 cent. The man in
California, however, is able to cut and
trash and put the wheat in the sack for 10
cents per hundred pounds. He can, there-
fore,well afford to pay his laborer $2 a day,
even though he must compete with the
cheaper labor of India and Egypt.

I think this is adirectillustration of the
value of labor depending upon its praduc-
tive capacity, and marks the difference in
degree of the intelligent direction and ap-
plication of labor in the three countries.
I think, and I believe it is so accepted by
the great body of Republicans, that an im-
portant aid to the advancement of the wel-
fare of the laboring man is co-operation.
To maintain co-operation among the peo-
ple requires a certain amount of intelli-
gence and the legal provisions necessary to
protect them. Where there is co-operation
the force of the strengest man inures to
the benefit of the weakest. The conse-
quence is, that instead of the strongest man
being brought down to the level of the
weakest, the weakest is elevated to the
“ovel of the strongest. Why I think the
L. ocratic party is notthe equal of the
Rep «blican party, so far as American ideas
are concerned, is the fact that the great bulk
of the party is in the South. The existence
of slavery in that section torbade the
assertion of the rights of man as laid down
in the Declaration of Independence. Ours
i3 the only Government, so far as I
know, that is founded distinctly upon
the great moral idea of the rights of
man. All other Governments have
been founded in force and maintained by
force. Hence the people who come from
countries where true freedorn has not been
known as we understand it, do not compre-
hend our principles, and therefore there
are Anarchists. There can be no anarchy
where the rights of man arerecognized and
fully believed in. It must have struck
every thcughtfal person as peculiar that in
the lists of the members of Anarchist socie-
ties the names of no Americans appear:s It
takes time to educate men coming from
foreign countries to comprehend and un-
derstand the humanizing power and the
magnificence of the ultimate consequences
of a Government founded on the moral
ideas to which I have referred. Without
questioning the patriotism of the Demo-
cratic party, I find in the reasons which I
have given why I desire the success of tle
Republican ticket. I think that there is
before the country and the world a great
battle between two kinds of government.
We stand alone, not only as a government
but as a people, in our appreciation founded
on the great moral ideas before mentioned.”

Proclamation.

EXECUT.VE DEPARTMENT,

BTATE OF CALIFORNIA, }
BACRAMENTO, July 31, 1886,

‘ HEREAS, THE LEGISLATURE OF THE

State of California, at its Twenty-sixth
Session, beginning on the fifth day of January,
A. D. eighteen hundred and eighty-iive, two-
thirds of all the members elected to each of the
two Houses of said Legislature voting in favor
thereof, proposed the following amendment of
Sections One, Eight, Ten and Eleven of Article
Thirtecen, of the Constitution of the State of
California:

AMENDMENT NUMBERE ONE.

SecrioN 1. All property in the State, except
railroads, not exempt under the laws of the
United States, shall be taxed in proportion to its
value, to_be pscertained as provided by law.
The word l-r.up.-rty. as used in this article and
section, is bereby declared to include moneys,
credits, bonds, stocks, dues, franchises and all
other matters and things, real, personal and
mixed, capable of private ownership; provided,
that growing crops, property used exclusively
for public schools, and such as may belong to
the United States, this State, or any county or
municipal corporation within this State, shall
be exempt from taxation. Growing vines and
fruit trees shall be deemed to be and shsll be
assessed and taxed as a part of the realty; and,
provided further. that railroads shall be taxed as
provided in Seciion 7Ten of this article; and,
provided jurther, that the Legislature mary gm-
vide for the exemption from taxation of ships
and vessels owned and rvz‘;i:-wred or enrolled in
this state, or may tax such ships and vessels on
their gross or net earnings, 1n liea of an ad val-
orem tex. The Legislature may also provide,
except in ease of credits secured by mortgage
or trust deed, for a deduction from credits of
debts due to bona fde residents of this State.
Double taxetion in any form is prohibited.

SEc. 8. The Legislature shall, by law, requnire
each taxpaycr in this State to make and deliver
to the Couuty Assessor, annually, a statement
under oath, setting forih specifically all prop-
erty, real and personal, except railroad property,
as defined in Section Ten of this article, owned
ny such taxpayer, or in his possession or under
his control, at twelve o'clock meridian on the
first Monday in March.

Src. 10. All property, except railroad prop-
erty, as hereinafter provided, shall be assessed
in the county, city, city and county, town, town-
ship, or district in which it is situated, in the
menner provided by law. Every corporation
and person owning or operating a railroad, or
any portion thereof, in this Siate, gshall, on or
bc?ore the first day of July of each year, pay to
the State Treasurer an annual tax of two and
a half per cent upon the gross earniugs, earned
within this State, of such railroad, for the year
ending upon the thirty-first day of December
next preceding, which tax shall be in lieu of
all other State and county taxes upon the fran-
chise, business, right of way, roadway, roadbed,
rails, rolling stock, fences, stations and their
appurtenances, and upon ferryboats, when op-
erated as a part of such railroad, and upen the
shares of the capital stock, and upon the mort-
gages, deeds of trust, contracts or other obiiga-
tion by which a debt is secured upon ruch prop-
erty. All other property belonging to such cor-
poration or person shall be assessed and taxed
as other property is assessed and taxed. The
gross annual earnings earned during the year
ending on the thirty-first day ot December last

receding, of all rzilroads, shall be, annusaliy

fore the first day of May thereafter, ascertaine
and declared by the State Board of Equalization,
under such rules aud regulations as may be pre-
scribed b(ya said Bosard; provided, however, that
the L:gislature mey at any time pass laws pre-
scribing said rules and regulations. In all cas=es
where railroads are situated partly within this
State and partly without this State, the gross aa-
nual earnings thereof shall be ascertained and

determined by taking:

Firsi- The gross earuings which, dnﬁni the
year iast preceding, have been earned wholly
within this State.

Second—The gross earnings which, during the
same year, have been earned partly within this
State and partly without this state. which shall
be ascertained by apportioning such earnings
between this State and other Sta‘es or Territo-
ries, in the prepertion which the number of
miles of such railroad situated in thisState, and
used in making such earnings, hears to*he
whols number of miies thereof, by the use of
which such earnings have been made. The pro-
portion of interstate eernings thus ascertained
shall be added to the earnings made whulg
within the State, and the total thus obtain
shall be taken and deemed to bethe gross eamn-
ings of such railroads for all purposes of assess-
ment and taxation. For every purpose of this
section, except for the purpose of ascertaiuin
the proportion of interstate carningsto be add
to the earnings made wholly within this Ftate,
all railroads operated as one system shall be
treated as one road. One-third of the tax paid
by corporations or persons owuing or operating
railroads under the provisions of this section
shall become part of the General Fund of this
State, and two thir ls thereof shall be paid to
the county or counties in which said railroad is
gituated, in proportion to the length of the rail-
ruad operated in the several counties. For the
P of this section a consolidated eity and
county shall be treated asacounty. Any corpo-
ration, association. ‘putnersbi , person or per-
sons, unlawfully failing or refusing to E:{ the
tax herein provided, when tLe same shall be-
come due. or within thirty daysthereafier, shail
be deemed to have waived their right to operate
their railronds within this State. The taxes
herein provided for, together with such penalties
as the 1 egislature may impose for the non-pay-
ment thereof, shall be & lien ggon the prc:Feny
hereinbefore in thissection designated, and may
bz enforced in such manner as the Legislature
may by law prescribe. All railroads, so far as
the same are situated within the boundaries of
any common school district, shall be subject to
an ad valorem tax for school purposes voted by
the electors of the district, at & special election
held for that purpose, the seme as other pro
erty situeted within the district, anyth &

SCHEDULE,

Nothing in this amendment shall affect any
assessment or tax heretofore made or levied, or
interest thereon, or any penalty heretofore in-
curred, or any action or right of action on ae-
ccount of any such assessment, tax, interest or
penalty; and all laws in force at the adop*ion of
this amendment, not inconsistent therewith
shall remain in full force and effect untilaltered
or repealed by the Legiclature. The first levy
and payment of taxes against railroad property
hereunder, shall be made in the year eighteen
bundred and eighty-six, and shall be upon the
gross earnings, to be ascertained as herein pro-
vided, for the entire year of eighteen hundred
and eighty-five. Taxation for the fiscal year
ending June thirtieth, eighteen hundred and
eighty-five, is not affected by this amendment,

Kow, THEREFORE, pursuant to the provisions
of the Constitution and an Aect of the Legizla-
ture, entitled ‘““An Act to Provide for the Sub-
mission of Proposed Amendments to the Con-
stitution of the State of California to the Quali-
tied FKlectors tor their Avproval, approved
March 7ta, A. D. 1883, the said amendment is
submitted to be voted upor, by ballet, by the
qualified electors of the State on

Tuesday, November 2, 1888,

Number One,” and the BALLOTS used at such
election must contain the words, “ FOR THE
AMENDMENT Number One,” or the words,
“* AGAINST THE AMENDMENT Number One,”
written or printed thereon.
