The following communication has been
seen out by the committee upon collection
of fruit for the approaching Citrus Fair, and
furnishes much information of interest :

CENTRAL CALIFORNIA )
CITRUS FAIR ASSOCIATION, -
SACRAMENTO, Cal., October 29, 1886. }

DeAR SIR: As you are probably aware, a per-
manent organization has been effected for the
purpose of holding a Citrus Fair annually in
this city. the intention of these exhibitions
being to foster and encourage the cultivation of
eitrus fruit and other semi-tropical productions
(which it has been demonstrated can be suc-
cessfully grown in Central and northern Califor-
nia as well as in the southern part of the
State), and to advertise our resources of soil and
climate in the East. By judicious and thorough
advertising, our southern neighbors have se-
cured a flow of immigration that has populated,
buailt up and imrroved the southern counties
wondertully ; aud while we would in no way
detract from the deserved fame of that section
of California, we who live in the central and
northern portions of the Staie know that
our own locality is deserving ¢f equal praise,
and ought by rights to attract the attention of
immigrants equal with the south. With this
end in view the Directors of the Central Califor-
nia Citrus Fair Association have decided to
make an exhibit in Chicago immedintcl?' after
the close of the fair in Sacramento, and by this
meauns a grand opportunity will be presented to
properly advertise in that great center of emi-
gration the diversity of our productions and the
mildness of our climate.

An arrangement has now been made whereby
excursions of home and health-seekers, sight-
seers and sportsmen will be run from all parts
of the East to the Sacramento valley and the
adjoining foothills. It is anticipated that there
will be three or four excursions per week, and
there may be one each day in the week. It
would therefore seem that this is a very oppor-
tune time for the making known of the re-
sourees of your section, with a promise of the
richest resuits.

You are especially requested to aid this exhibit
by sending to the undersigned any specimens
that you may have for exhibition. All such
should be properly labeled, with aname of
variety, name of grower and place of growth.
The fair in Sacrament® will be held from the
13th to the 18th of December, 1886, inclusive,
and it is desirable that all exhibits intended for
display in Sacramento shpuld be here by the
10th of December by the latest, and a fresh sup-

iy of oranges, lemons and other perishable
ruits should be here by the 18th for the Chicago
Exhibition.

We invite youto correspond with the under-
signed, giving such suggestions as may occur to
you, ana shall also expect youto act in harmony
with the committee in charge in your neighbor-
hLood.

The * Prohibition party,” risking their all on
the one proposition of “ Prohibition or nothing,”
is one of the most illogical situations of the
present day. Inthis State, where cach year
sends many thousands more acres to the vine
and kindred industries, biddicg fair to be the
leading industry of the State, to have a body ot
citizens risk everything on the one impracti-
cable, impossible idea, to be realized, is enough
to shake one's faith in our ability for liberal
self-government.
