The position is only a supervisory one.
He appoints those whom he can govern,
and can remove them, if his action is ap-
proved by the Governor. I am elected
as a citizen opposed to a dangerous element
which has developed among us. I Stand
squarely upon tbe documents Ihave written
in this campaign. The meanest thing that
lias been sad in this campaign was that 1
was a failure in regard to the tariff in Con-
gress.

FOREIGN NEWS.

Affairs in Ireland.
I.osdos, November 3d,—John Dillon and

other leaders of the anti-unfair rent move-
ment in Ireland are organizing a compre-
hensive plan to be applied to all National-
ist districts, practically carrying into effect
Parnell's suspension of evictions bill. The
main provisions of the defeated measure
willbe, as far as possible, observed as the
law of the land, enforced by peaceful, con-
stitutional methods. Unjust landlords will
be given a chance to follow the example
set by the more just landlords who have
met moderate demands of their destitute
tenants in a liberal spirit. If they fail to
do right, every justifiable means will be
put in motion to convince them of their
error. Throughout Kerry the evictions are
simply enormous, and entirely discredit re-
ports presented by the Dublin Castle of-
cials.

liuaftian Duplicity.
Sofia, November 3J.—General Kaulbars

has demanded satisfaction on behalf of tbe
llussian subject who, he charges, was un-
justly dismissed from the post of legal ad-
viser of the municipal Government at
Sofia. It is stated that the Russian in
question was originally a Nihilist, and was
expelled from Russia for complicity in the
murder of the late Czar.

A Consul Robbed.
Tirxova, November 3d. —Connt Starczin-

ski, Austrian Consul at Sofia, while on his
way to this city was seized by brigands and
robbed of his money and uniform. The
Count demands that the authorities take
active steps for the capture ofthe brigands.

Sexton Awarded the Seat.
Belfast, November 3d. —.Sexton has been

declared elected toParliament for the West-
ern Division ofBelfast. The petition ofJlr.
Harlett, Conservative candidate, to have
the seat vacated on the ground of bribery,
having been denied, the petitioner was con-
demned to pay the costs of the proceedings.

A Just Rebuke.
Lokdox, November 3d. —The Standard,

commenting on the unexpected number of
votes cast for Hpnry George, asks New
York what it will do with the fact that one
vote in three backs the opinion that the
French revolution is about to be repeated
in America, and says : " Such polls look as
if the great nation was playing with edged
tools with a recklessness dangerous for
others than children.'

Growth of Protection Principles.

Paris, November 3d. —President Grevy
and Premier De Freycinet received a dele-
gation of farmers who came to urge the
necessity of a duty of five francs on im-
ported corn. President Grevy ex-
pressed an earnest desire to assist French
agriculture to hold its own against for-
eign competition. M. De Freycinet made a
similar response. The Budget Committee
recommends that duties be imposed on for-
eign goods imported into Tonquin, but that
French products be admitted free.

No Conciliation.
I.oxi'OX, November .'id.—Mor'ey's em-

phatic declaration at Leeds that there
would be no surrender of the leading
principles of Gladstone's Irish bill sul-
ticed to suppress a threatened motion by
a small minority in favor of conciliating
the Unionists, and the conference resulted in
widening the breach between the Liberals
and Unionists. The policy of the Glad-
stonian leaders, largely influenced by their
knowledge of a closer alliance between
Lord Salisbury and Lord Hartiugton,
rendered all overtures for conciliating the
huter futile.

Police Force Murdered.
Rax'.oox, November 3d.—Commissioner

of Police, Gleissen. and twenty policemen
were surprised a: midnight on the Kyen-
Uwcm river, by rebels, and all murdered.

Great Storm in Scotland.
I.oxdox, November 3d.—Heavy storms

have prevailed throughout Scotland. In
Edinburgh the gable of a new building
was overthrown, and three workmen killed
and five injured.

He Knuckles Down.
Ranhoon, November 3d. —A deputation

has arrived, bringing a letter of submis-
sion from the powerful Shan Chief, and re-
questing British assistance to clear the
caravan route to Mandalay of Dacoits.

Cholera at Milan.

Ron, November 3d. —Cholera has
broken out among the soldiers in the bar-
racks at Milan.

Death ot a Statesman.

Berlix, November 3d. —Dr. Win. Loeve,
member of the Reichstag, died at Meran,
in Austria.

Revolution in Kcnador.
Panama, November 3d.—Intelligence was

received yesterday by steamer of a revolu-
tionary movement in Esmeralda, Ecuador,
headed by Eloy Alfaro, whose name is in-
timately associated with revolutions in the
Republic. He imprisoned the Govern-
ment soldiers and policemen, and estab-
lished a Government of his own,
which seems to be popular. The clearance
papers given the steamer were taken away
and the Captain was informed that the
Government of President Caamano had
been overthrown. Alfaro is the recognized
leader of the Liberal party and opposed to
tbe Church. It is believed Peru will sus-
tain the new Government.

Steel Railroad Ties in Mexico.

The Mexican (Vera Cruz) Railway Com-
pany has, in an experience of two years,
thoroughly tested steel ties, says the Mex-
ican Financier, and the opinion ofSuperin-
tendent Footo will be read with inte
especially in the United States, were tbe
merits ol metal ties are under discussion.
The Vera Cruz road, gays Mr. Foote, began
u.-i'iK steel ties in 1884, and has now some
20.000 of them on its road-bed, some on
level country, and others on what would
on a:iy other than the Vera Cruz be con-
sidered heavy grades. So satisfactory has
the experiment ber-n that 40,000 more of

ties have been ordered from England
for Die ;nis year, and it is proposed to pat
in from 40,0(30 to 50,000 }>er year hereaiter,
The change from wooden to steel ties is
being made entirely in the interest of econ-
omy, and it is calculated that in a few-
years tbe permanent section gangs on
tbe road can be replaced by traveling ganc-s
who willbe able to ke^p the road in order.
the number of men to be employed under
the new Bystem l;iii!;r only 50 per cent.
of those embraced in the present perma-
nent section system. These s'.eel lies have
hitherto been put in at the rate of 2,000 p r
mile, but it is found that 1.5.i0 per mile
will be entirely suthdent. The steel tie re-
quires a better roadbed than that generally
found on railways on this continent. Tbe
"life" of a steel tie is considered as in-
definite, but it may he safely tet at from 30
to 00 years. Tbe steel tie is now produced
in England—where the manufacture has
been so extended as to make the production
very much cheaper than formerly—for five
shillings apiece, or $1 26 gold. By charter-
ing its own vessels, the Vera Cruxcompony
can .and its steel ties in Mexico at a cost
which permits their extensive use. It may
be set down that tbe outside cost will not
exceed $2 each, Mexican silver. The
wooden tie- which the steel ties are re-
placing on the Vera Cruz line range in
price, according to the quality of wood,
fp>m 90 cents to 51 <J-. silver. "The latter
price is paid for the zapote tie. a very hard
and durable wood. The best white oak
ties last from five to six yearn, tbe red oak
about three years. In India the steel tie,
sent out from England, is displacing even
the teak tie, one of the best woods, and the
change is being made on the score ofecon-
omy. In n3ing the steel tie the expense of
spikes is saved, and as an economical
stroke of business, the use of the steel tie

I is bound to justify itself.— Railroad Review.

The Air of the Sea.—The air o? tie
sea. taken at a greet distance from land, or
even on the shore and in ports when the
wind blows from the open, is in an almost
perfect state of purity. Near continents
die land winds drive before them an at-
mosphere always impure, but at one hun-
dred kilometers from the coasts this im-
purity has disappeared. Tbe sea rapidly
puririts the i>estilential atmosphere of
continents; hence every expanse of water
of a certain breadth becomes an absolute
obstacle to the propagation of epidemics.
Marine atmospheres driven upon land
purify sensibly the air of the regions which
!i...y traverse; this purification can be
recognised as far as Paris. The sea is the
tomb of molds and of aerial schizophytes.

An editor out West seriously remarks

Major McGary, who no doubt has
devoted much of his time to instituting
searching inquiries, says that after years of
patient investigation he has never himself
seen or met any one who has seen a white
mule dead. He has also frequently and
publicly stated that he has never failed, as
well as he cun remember, to lift his hat in
the presence of a white mule, and every
time he did so the mule's eyes brightened
with a happy smile, and the animal uttered
a very Intelligent and joyfulbray, and tried
hard to speak to him. — The Sunday states.
