Committed Suicide.
Henry Van Hensen, who made Sacra-

mento his home several years ago, being
engaged as a clerk in the store of Moore &
Co., clothiers, on J street, and subsequently
being connected with C A. Peake & Co.,
on Front street, but for some years em-

ployed as traveling salesman for San Fran-
cisco merchants, died suddenly in his room
at the Western Hotel Wednesday night. A
two-ounce vial that had contained carbolic
acid was near his bedside, and Coroner
Clark deemed the circumstances such as to
demand an inquest, which was held last
evening, the juryreturning a^ their verdict
that death resulted from an overdose of
carbolic acid, cdaiinist r,d with his own
hand with suicidal intent. Deceased left
no writing intimating his intention to
commit Uie fatal act. He had been at the
Western about a week, and when he re-
tired Wednesday evening appeared to be in
his Uiual health and spirits. He leaves
a wife and one or more children, who are
said to be at present in the East. Some
years ago Mr. Van Heusen had an attack
of insanity, from which in course of time
it was believed he entirely recovered,
but his suicide may doubtless be traced to
a relapse. It is somewhat singular, speak-
ing of the gentlemen named above, that
ali three of them died under peculiar cir-
cumstances. Mr. Moore lost hi 3 life in
consequence of injuries received during v
railroad collision in the East, and left a
considerable portion of his fortune to Mr.
Peake. The latter was thrown from a
liMtel omnibus near the station-house one
evening a few years afterwards, while rid-
ing over from the California Pacific depot—
the road then running along west of the
City Hall building—and suffered a fracture
of the skull, which caused death in a short
time, .-in.l Mr. Van Hensen, his bosom
friend, has terminated his own exist-
ence.
