LOCAL INTELLIGENCE,

Secretary of Slate’s Report.

The biennial report of the Secretary of
State of California has just been issued for
the years 1885-6, In his address to the
Governor Secretary Thompson says: It is
gratifying to be able to report that some es-
sential improvements have been made
during the past two years in the drainage
of the Capitol building and grounds, and
in the ventilation and accoustics of the
Benate and Assembly chambers. The
grounds east of the Capito! have been con-
verted from a common dunip or receptacle
for the debris of the city into cultivated
beds of flowers and lawn, and the Park is

generally commended for its beauty
and good order. The formerly rough
and  disagreeable walks throughout

the park have been vastly improved by a
covering of partly decomaposed granite,
brought down from the Folsom quarries.
As this material is of a brownish color, it
contrasts well with the green lawns; it
packs hard, and makesa smooth and pleas-
ant footing. The stone and iron fence in-
closing the grounds on L, Tenth and N
streets has been completed, and a concrete
sidewalk laid on Tenth, L'and N streets as
far as the stone fence extends. A wooden
sidewalk has also been provided on L and
N and Fifteenth streetsaround the grounds.
During the two years articles of incorpora-
tions, other than railroads, were filed o
the number of 1,009: railroad incorpora-
tions filed, 47 ; total, 1,056. Fees received
for the two years, $30,605 83. The report
shows that Thompson’s administration has
been much more economical than that of
any of his predecessors,

Soldier,” giving the reading with dramatic
effectiveness, After the lecture Mrs. Dr.
Pinkham, Mrs. Carter and Mrs. Wilbur
Smith sang a trio (soprano and two con-
traltos), and so thoroughly pleased the au-
dience that they were compiled to return
and sing a second time. A male quartet
sang * The Soldiers’ Farewell.” Corporal
‘Tanner was received with a cordial round of
applause that testified to preconcel ved favor.
His lecture cannot well be sketched, for any
synopsis of it must be devoid of his wit,
the kernel of which was mainly in the
inimitable manner of the speaker. So too
with his pathos; no [i)riqu'recxtal can
adequately convey an idea of it. Heis a
natural orator, but without the studied arts
of oratory. His strength is in his earnest-
ness, the sympathetic quality of his ‘voice,
and in the fervency of the delivery of his
thoughts, clothed in simple lan-
guage, with little of the poetic ele-
ment, but a wealth of feeling, for
which he easily ecalls forth emphatic
evidences of the respousive sympathy
awakened in the hearts of his auditors,
Hesketched his early boyhood and the pa
triotic teachings of his young life, hisflight
from home for the army, his period of in-
struction in camp, and his entry upon the
peninsular campaign while yet a boy of
seventeen. Then followed a rapid review
of the movements of the Army of the Po-
tompc—its chief battles, the penetration of
the hieart of Virginia, the engagements and
movements that finally brought ‘the di-
vision to which he belonged under the
conmand of Pope; the engagement
at Manassas, the second battle of Bull Run,
and then the story of the hour, in which a
shell erushed his legs; the terrible suffer-
ing that supervened, the loss of his feet
under the surgeon’s knife, the horrible suf-
ferings of himself and wounded comrades
while prisoners in a rude hospital beneath
a burning sun, the paroling of the group,
the transportation to the Union lines, and
life in an army hospital. It was a graphic
recital, enlivened by anecdote and witty in-
terjection,and full of the hnmor of the good
story-teller. There were many pathetic
passages that caused the moisture to gather
in the eyes, and the heart-beats to quicken.
There were eloquent apostrophes to the
flag and the Republic, no reproaches for
“the men on the other side,” but kindly,
manly forgiveness, without forgetfulness,
and the breathing of a chivalric spirit
throughout. He paid high tributes to
McClellan, Phil Kearney, Henitzleman
and Hooker, and boldly expressed his
opinion to be averse to the verdict rendered
in favor of Fitz John Porter.

The speaker kept his audience in rapid
alternation between melting moods, hearty
laughter, and that exquisite sense of humor
that provokes the broad smile without run-
ning over into laughter. It was a most
enjoyable * talk,” with flashes of fervid
eloquence, many perigds of ornate word
painting, and more of vigorous and intense
feeling. The applause was frequent, gen-
erous and sincere. The entire entertain-
ment was a success, and must have netted
a neat sum for the Post management, and
which conduct of the affair, by the way,
was excellent. There was but one
drawback. The lectdrer was unable
to speak with the foot lights burning, and
with these shut off his face was in such
deep shadow that back of the first dress-
circle row it could not, practically, be seen.
The hearer always hears better who can
watch the play of the speaker's counte-
nance. If the elegant structure, the acous-
tic properties of which were again proven
last night to be thoroughly good and all
that can be desired, is to be much used asa
lecture hall, some of the chandeliers near-
est the procenium should be fitted with
burners of suflicient capacity to bring the
speaker out of shadow when the footlights
are turned off. With that selitary and
slight remedy applied, the New Metropol-
itan will rank as one of the best lecture-
rooms in all the country.

FISH LAW YIOLATION FINES.

Judge McFariand Decides How They
Shall Be Disposed of,

Judge McFarland has rendered the fol-
lowing decision in the case of the People
vs. O. T. Dobbins—an agreed case submit-
ted to him some time since:

This action has been submitted upon an
agreed statement of facts. The defendant,
who is District Attorney of Solano county,
has in his hands $305, being the one-fourth
of certain moneys collected as fines paid by
certain persons convicted of violations ot
the provisions of Chapter I., Title XV., of
the Penal Code—relating to the unlawful
catching of fish. The point in controversy
is whether the money belongs to the de-
fendant as District Attorney, or whether it
should go into the State Treasury for the
benefit of the Fish Commission; and its
solution depends upon Sections 634and 636
of said Cbapter I. It is agreed by counsel
that there is a manifest and irreconcilable
conflict between the provisions of these
two sections, and that they cannot stand
together.

Section 034 provides that “One half of
all inoneys collected for fines for violation
of the provisions of this chapter shall be
paid to the informer; one quarterto the
District Attorney of the county in which
the action is tried, and one quarter shall
be paid into the Fish Commission Fund,”
ete.

Section 636 provides that “One half of
all moneys collected for fines for violations
of the provisions of this chapter shall be
paid to the informer, and one half to the
District Attorney of the county in which
the action is prosecuted,” etc.

Section G34, as it now reads, was passed
—that is, amended and re-enacted—on the
12th of March, 1885, Section 636, as it
now reads, was passed several years
before March, 1885. Section 634
is, therefore, the latest legislation
on the subject. But counsel for defendant
cont:nds that in a case like this, the sec-
tion last in nuwmerical order must prevail,
under Section 4484 of the Political Code,
which iz made applicable to all the Codes,
and is as follows:

“ Section 4484. If conflicting provisions
are found in diiferent section of the same
chapter, or article, the provisions of the
sections last in numerical order must pre-
vail, unless such construction is inconsist-

ent with the meaning of such chapter or
article.”

The contention of defendant is that this
section of the Political Code entirely anni-
hilates—so far as the Codes are concerned—
the old and thoroughly established rule
that, in cases of irreconcilable couflicts, the
latest expression of the legislative rule
must prevail. It applies to the Codes for
all time the iron-bound rule that, no mat-
ter when the different parts of it may
have been passed, amended, or re-enacted,
still the highest numbered section must pre-
vail, and the manifest intentions of the
Legislature be disregarded. Such a radical
change of the rules of construction should
not be adopted unless the language of the
Code above quoted imperatively command
t

1t.

Jut really Section 4484 of the Political
Code contains nothing new on the subject,
It is 2 mere statement of what was the law
before. It was always the rule that where
two provisions of a statute, all passed at
the same time, could not be reconciled, the
one which came last in point of position
prevailed. This was but an application of
the principle which gives effect to the latest
expression of the legislative will—the pre-

A short time after-
wards the doctor came in, and I thought
my time had come. Bracing up as well as
possible, I asked, ‘' How is Francisco this
morning, doctor?” ‘He's dead! ‘Did
thoze powders kill him ? I stammered out,
and in fear and trembling awaited the an-
swer, but the first word relieved me—‘ No,
the powders had nothing to do with it.
He died half an hour before they got
there I ”
