A GLANCE AT THE GENERAL RESULT.

The Republicans of the country have
reason to rejoice, and reason to learn wis-
dom. Wherever they stood together in
the recent election and made no coalition
with other parties they succeeded or made
the best showing for years. Thus in Mich-
igan there was a fusion ticket against
them, and itwas backed by the Knights of
Labor, but the Republican majority there
exceeds any for several years, and in an-
swer to the demand of Mr. Dickinson for
a verdict of the people upon the Cleve-
land Administration, for whom this politi-
cal boss made himself in that State especi-
ally prominent, the judgment of disap-
proval has been rendered. 9

In Pennsylvania the " labor" element
—that is, those who asanmed to voice the
sentiment of the workingmen —made de-
termined opposition to Mr. Scott, running
on the Democratic ticket for Congress, and
the Republicans joined hands with them
in that eflbrt. Soott was elected, however,
and that in a strong Republican district.
But while in this respect the lesson of re-

buke to socialistic drift has been read, the
State has given the Republican party sOch
an indorsement that its emphasis cannot
be mistaken. But we must not be under-
stood as closing the labor element prop* r
as socialistic. Those of the latter school
have, in many parts, attached themselves
to labor movement*, and thereby done in-
calculable injury to the labor cause, and
have succeeded in some respects in arlixing
the odium of their doctrines to movements
that really have no part with them.

In Massachusetts, though the Knights of
Labor put up \u25a0 ticket and the Democrats

indorsed their nominee for I.ieutenant-
Oovernor, he was able to run but 2,000
ahead of his ticket, and even the Pro-
hibitionists ran far beyond the Knights'
ticket. So it proved in Connecticut, where
QriswoM ran behind bis ticket, and one
Democratic and Labor Congressman ran
ahead of his ticket only because of the
tripledivision of the vote by the Prohibi-
tionist-.

The labor vote in Chicago appears not
to have exceeded that of the Socialists of
several years *ago, proportionally to the
population, while the Republican vote
proves to have been nearly as large as the
Democratic and labor vote aggregated. In
I-""'.1 the (Socialists i ist in the eighteen
ward* of Chicago 11,399 votes, in 188G
they cast 18,075

In Minnesota, Ames was the Demoeratie-
Labor-Fanuers'-afliance nominee for Gov-
ernor, and had been notorious for his coa-
lition with tbe boycotting and coercion
movement Bat, strongly backed though
he wa«, the Republicans lwat him merci-
lessly, and his own city, Minneapolis, that
had made him Mayor by o,ooogave I
majority against him last weak. Tliat a
portion of tlic delegation to Congress is
Democratic is due to local and not national

The Democrats and SociaHlta made such
a tight against Governor Bode, »f Wiscon-
sin, a-? has lorn been paralleled. :

Stood imMly toward in favor of law and
order, tho bitter and uncompromising
enemy of Socialism in every ph:t*e and
however disguised.

In Illinois the Socialists have elected
one member of the l.eeislaturo, but the
Republicans have elected thirty-two Sen-
ators and the Democrat! eighteen, and the

,-ity of the former is slrenger than for
several years, and 3,000 in excess of that
of 1884.

Though opposed by aßqoor element, a
prohibition element, Socialism and the
Democratic party, oiiio Republicans, by a
firm shoulder to shoulder stand, have kept

to the majority of 1885. In New Hamp-
shire, though losing the Uovernor at the
polls, they have won the Legislature
handsomely, which will elect the
Governor. Kansas has greatly increased
her Republican vote. California Repub-
licans, though sabered right and left by
-ide-shows and betrayals, have practically
maintained themselves, and denied the
Democracy any victory that will avail
them as a source of strength for ISBB.

In Virginia the Republicans have made
unexpected and gratifying ;;ains, reducing

the Democratic strength, and winning
three meml>ers on the Congressional ticket.

That the next \u25a0"Congress will assume a

new attitude toward the Administration is
extremely probable. The Democratic ma-
jority in the Ilttuse will be light, and there
willbe a small Labor delegation that may

become a factor of great moment in close

contests. But the heavy Democratic ma-

jorityis certainly broken, and it is prob-
able that if it comes to a vote by .States,
the Republicans willbe able to cast 19 and
possibly :>0 rotes.

In no Republican State save one has the
Republican party lost a Congressman,
while in Democratic States it has gained,

until the net gain in the House foots up

30. So the party has every reason to be

satisfied. The Democracy went into the
fight of last week with the distinct under-
standing that the result would l>e taken as

indicative of the form of the battle in

1888. Ithas come out loser, and the popu-
lar verdict is not only against the Admin-
istration, but also against Socialism.

The canvassing of the returns now in
progress demonstrates anew the fact that
no matter how explicit the law may be,
and however plainly printed and placed
before the eyes of the election boards,
there are many men appointed on such
boards who will stupidly violate the law
and disobey the instructions, though noth-
ing whatever is to be gai»ed thereby. For
instance, it is printed on each large envel-

ope pocket furnished to the judges of

election, and on the tally sheets, just what
is to be done with each. So plainly U all
this put down that a mere child could not,
it would seem, go wrong in the matter.
Yet at Wilmington, Los Angeles county,
the election board put all the tally lists

'into the ballot envelope pocket and scaled
it up. As a result no inspection can be
had of the complete returns of Los Ange-
lcv county, and the packet must be sent up

to the Secretary of State and await his
canvass, though the people are in feverish
anxiety to know what the result of the

election is. In scores of precincts it is
found that clerks have written out the
wrong totals. And this though every tally
sheet is ruled, and laid oil' spaces num-

bered, so that with five tallies to each

space all the clerk has to do is to multiply
the number of the last filled space by five
to ascertain the total tally. Again, not a

few boards have failed to sign the returns
as directed, though the blanks are so
marked and the directions so made that

the most limited intelligence, it would
seem, could not misunderstand the instruc-
tions. It is one of the strange problems
related to all elections, this blundering,
and no one has ever yet satisfactorily ac-

counted for it.

WHEN the oleomargarine law went into
effect a week ago Monday last, the rush
for licenses in New York astonished even

those who thought themselves well in-
formed concerning the magnitude of the

business. The New York ZKkoie says
that there were 3,000 retailers in that city
telling oleomargarine on the day the law
went into effect, and a very few only were

frank enough to .sell it for what it was—

the greater number retailed it for the but-
ter of milk. The 1icensesreferred to were for
manufacturing; less eagerness is manifest
to takeout and expose at the place of sale
a permit to retail oleomargarine. It is
evident that the manufacture of the article
is not to be diminished much, if at all, by
the new law. That indeed was not its
aim, but simply to compel oleomargarine
to sail under its own colors.

( tao, the first State to adopt the parole
system fur reforming prisoners, has now

gone a step further and is constructing
an Intermediate Penitentiary. Here are

to be confined the "first-term" and "light-
sentence" criminals, ami all who come
for an indeterminate period of confine-
ment. It is the first break in the West
from the vicious system of confining in the
same prison hardened offenders and
neophytes in crime. The experience of
all Wardens and Prison Directors is that
to separate these classes is to, benefit both
and lessen the risk to society of the in-
crease of the criminal element. For, to
keep together the first offender and the
hardened criminal, is to make the former a
pupil of the latter, and finally to graduate
him from prison as an adept in crime.

Descent of the Umbrella.
It was not until the year ISOO that

Anipricaos bpgan to make their own um-
brellas. The word cotnes from the Latin
u:nbra, which niciii3 a shade, but the
name, inon probably, was introduced iuto
the Enelish language from tlie Italian word
ombrella. Parasols mrans "to ward off
the sun," and anothtr pretty name, not
niu.-h used by Americans for a small para-
sol, is " parasolette." The umbrella, in
oriental countries, is a very ancient and
primitive symbol of royal authority. The
'•crown is bat the fur cap of northern
races, adorned with gold and jeweis. The
umbrella traces its descent to the primeval
ancestry ofthe tropical forest; the gigantic
leaves of the palms are its prototype. But
it is only in very recent times that the
umbrella" has been converted into the para-
pulie. Those of our leaders who )i^\c
read "Robinson Crusoe" remember how
hsmade his umbrella and covered it with
skins. Then there have been umbrellas
covered with large feathers that would
shed rain like a "duck's back," and um-
brellas with coverings of oil cloth, of
straw, of paper, or wooden stalls, until
now nearly all umbrellas are covered either
with silk," alpaca or gingham.— BrwklLm
Eaffle.

NATURE'S REMEDIES.
Relied* fur the Ailments to Which Hu-

manity Is Heir.
In a series of papers on "The liemedies

of Nature," an eminent English physician
comments upon past and present medical
treatment; and though presumably it is
the intention of these papers to convey im-
portant and timely information to the
medical faculty, they furnish at the same
time a hint to the patient at large which,
if he be wise, he will hasten to avail him-
self of. Perhaps it is the author's inten-
tion that he should, for at one moment be
seems to drop his voice to a whisper while
admonishing the fraternity that they must
stop dosing and drugging, and at another
talks in stentorian tones over their heads,
warning the public to look to nature rather
than to art for relief from all the minor
ailments to which humanity is heir. It
may, perhaps, be a disappointment to
them who have come to lean upon their
medical adviser for advise and rely upon
him for health, to learn that the ellects of
fresh air are more potent and enduring
than artificial stimuli, and exerci-.es more
to be depended on than jalap, attenuations
of aconite and belladonna, or even bria 1
pills. He inveighs against the practice,
now unhappily prevalent, of attacking the
effects or outward signs of a disease, in-
stead of the cause or seat of the malady—
a practice which sometimes proceeds from
ignorance, though it is often adopted to al-
lay the fears of the patient.

" A swelling suddenly appears on a man's
knee, whereat," says the author, " he flies
in alarm 10 his physician. The latter sets
himself diligently to work to remove the
swelling, and, to the joy of his patient,
succeeds."

This, he says, is like stopping the alarm
bells which tell us that a tire is broken out.
We should be attending to the tire and let
the bells ring. The swelling on the man's
knee might not, it seems, be a disorder in
itself, but only the outward expression of a
real trouhle existing within—a warning
given by nature, and perhaps an outlet,
which, if encouraged rather than re-
strained, might do much to alleviate the
disorder of which itis the expression.

He does not believe in feiving drugs and
medicines of any kind—he does not refer
to simples—save in extreme cases, because
their use puts an extra tax or. the strength
of the patient, who, after recovering from
the original malady, must also recover
from the effects of the foreign substances
that have been taken into the body or in-
jected under the skin.

A man, woman or child who will take a
lair proportion of fresh air and exercise
daily willnot fail to be benefited in health.
The effects offresh air nn<i exercise, when
taken continually, would seem exaggera-
ted if set down" here —let those who may
be interested inquire at the nearest gymna-
sium.

McClellan, the boxing-master at Wood's
Gymnasium, in New York city, said re-
cently to the writer : "The doctors couldn't
do anything for Mr. (once a confirmed
invalid). 1 took hold of him, made him
box with me; a very little at first, increas-
ing the amount of exercise as the weeks
went by. until now lie is quite recovered,
goes to'his office every day and walks up
and down town in all weathers.

But many."perhaps it is safe to
say MK'St physicians, do little to encourage
the ailing to rely upon their own exertions
f.ir relief, rather than upon medicines,
which at best can afford but a temporary
respite from suffering and disease. —Scien-
tific American.

POOR MAMIEKELLEY.

FURTHER FACTS CONCERNING
HER BRUTAL MURDER.

Her Slayer's Slanders Reftited—
Goldeneon Already Indicted for

His Terrible Crime.

San Fbaxcisco, November 11th.—No
event occuiring in this city for many a

year has so stirred the public as the brutal
killingof the schoolgirl, Mamie Kelley, yes-
terday, by one Alexander Goldenson. The
child—for she was little more than a child
—was on her way home from school when
the young tiend waylaid her on the public
street and shot her down as if she had been
a wild animal. The scene about the spot
where she fell, when her schoolmates gath-
ered about her lifeless body, cannot be de-
scribed. It was pitiful in the extreme.
There lay the innocent young victim on
the sidewalk, with her school books scat-
tered about where they fell from her arm,
her life-blood trickling over their pages.
The grief of her schoolmates was deep,
and the men and women gathered there
were loud in their expressions of horror at
the dastardly crime and in denunciation of
the young murderer. The murdered girl
lived with her mother and grandmother,
and was loved and respected by them, by
her teacher, and all who knew her.

Despite the statements of her murderer
to the contrary, everybody says the young
girl bore an excellent character, her only
failing being her childish attachment to
the scamp who killed her.

[From tbe Evening Post.]
A large crowd gathered around the doors

of the Morgue, and when the casket con-
taining the corpse was taken from the
dead-wagon a rush was made by the mor-
bidly curious throng. The body was raised
to the first floor of the Morgue building
and there uncovered. As the Coroner
turned her bleeding face upward, threats of
lynching the murderer were made. Several
of the men present shed tears, and hardly
an onlooker but was visibly affected.

She was a decidedly pretty girl, <iuite
dark. Her face, with the discolored eye-
ball nearly forced from its socket, was most
ghastly. The blood from the wound had
saturated her hair and clothing. Her
school books and lunch-basket, and a
pencil-case, all stained with blood, were
with her. Tbe crowd soon became so large
that the Coroner was obliged to exclude
those who had no other interest in seeing
the remains than that inspired by curiosity
from the Morgue. He expressed his inten-
tion of only keeping the body from the
girl's home as long as required by the
necessary legal formalities.

THE REAL MOTIVK OF THE MUP.DER.

There was great excitement and indigna-
tion in the neighborhood where the mur-
dered girl had resided, and her relatives
were utterly prostrated with grief. It seems
that Mamie Kelley had lived with her grand-
mother for the past seven years at 22 Hayes
street, her mother being a domestic in the
employ of Julius Baum, the clothier, who
recently failed. Goldenson, who claims to
be an artist, resided in the adjoining house,
over the cigar manufactory of his brother,
Edward E. Goldenson. The friends of the
girl say that the young murderer has iong
had the reputation in that neighborhood as
a very fast young tough, who had no re-
gard for the chastity of women, and con-
sidered them, one and all, legitimate prey.
For some time past he has been very per-
sistent in his advances toward the girl, and
on every occasion of their meeting would
attempt to be familiar with her. She al-
ways indignantly resented his actions and
has several times in the presence of others
berated him in eood, round terms. It is
not believed that he led the girl astray, and
her friends all say that the killing was the
result of his failure to succeed in his de-
sign?.
C.OI.I>ENSOX"s LETTER—HIS CRIMINALRECORP.

The letter which he wrote to her, telling
her that he could not go with her any
longer, has not been found yet. Golden-
son has not said where it can be found. It
was this letter winch she told him, just
before the shooting, was insulting, and he
has probably taken care that it will not be
brought to light.

In looking over the criminal record of
the Police Court this morning, a I'oft re-
porter found the name Aleck Goldenson in
many places. On July 27, 1884, that indi-
vidual was convicted ofmisdemeanor drunk
and of vagrancy. On August 7, ISS4, he
was brought before the magistrate for vio-
lating the S-o'clock order. On June 23,
1885. he was convicted of battery upon
Westley P. Bean, and was lined for the
offense; and again May 27, 1886, he wns
examined for battery upon Gee King Wee,
but the charge was dismissed. The charge
ofmurder entered against him last night
caps the climax of his unsavory career.
His preliminary examination has been set
for Thursday, November 18th, in Police
Court No. 1."

GOLDRNSON CHARGED WITH MI'RDEE.
San Francisco, November 11th—lo:3o

p. M.—The Coroner's jury to-day rendered a
verdict in the case of Mamie Kelley, who
was shot by Alexander Goldenson yester-
day. The verdict is as follows: "We'flnd
that the deceased, Mary Elizabeth Kelley, a
native of San Francisco, aged 14 years,
came to her death on Wednesday "after-
noon, November 10th, at the corner of Polk
street and Ash avenue, from a bullet
wound ofthe brain, inflicted by one Alex-
ander Ootdenson. We further believe that
said act w*s done with deliberation and
malice aforethought, and without cause;
and we do charge said Alexander Gclden-
son with cold-blooded murdtr."
GOLDEKSON INDICTED Vt THE GRAKD JLT.Y.

San Francisco, November 11th—Mid-
night.—The case ofAlexander Goldenson.
charged with the murder of Ma/vie Kelley,
was placed before the Grand Jury to-day,
and to-night an indictment was found
against the accused, charging him with
murder.

THE PEOPLE AROUSED.
Preparations are in proeress for holding

an indignation !uasj meeting at an early
day to express the feeling of the commu-
nity over the actions in the cases of the
many murderers now confined in jail in
this city, and particularly to express the
publk sentiiuent over this last atrocious
case.

Fully Organized :iu<l tlringingThou-iandg

to Centra] California.

A few years ago some enterprising gen-
tlemen in Chicago and Kansas City origin-
ated a regular excursion business to south-
ern California. The excursionist purchased
a coupon ticket book, which carrried him
by raiL-feny ar.d omnibus, boarded him
and lodged him, on the round trip. Thou-
sands ofthese travelers visited Los Angeles
on coupons, and so in the East that entpr-

prising and beautiful town came to be
cailed "Coupon City.' 1

The story of the beauties and fertility of
southern California carried back by these
excursionists has at last whetted public
curiosity about the rest of the State. The
news has ran that a great citrus fair was
held at Sacramento, and that the olive,
Jemon, lime and orange grow up in north-
ern California, and the revelation has sug-
gested that the:e is something to be .seen
and homes to be sought elsewhere than in
the southern part of the State.

Paradise in Butte County.

EDS. Record-Union : I send you a few
notes relative to a section of country lying
in the central part of Butte county, known
as Paradise. It comprises about a town-
ship of land, and is a kind of plateau slop-
ing gently southward. Its elevation on
the lower border is about 1,600 feet, and on
the upper border about 2,000 feet. The
country is mostly a forest of oak and pine.
The surface, from north to south, is a regu-

lar incline; from east to west it is gently
undulating by reason of small streams that

rise from springs in the upper portion of

the plateau, and flowing southward, empty
into canyons at the southern border of the
Paradise* section. In the center of this por-
tion of the country is the village of Para-
dise, containing two stores, a postoffice,
houses of entertainment, a public hall, the
upper story of which is used as a Good
Templars' "lodge-room, where two lodges
meet every Sunday at different hours.
There is also a tine new school-house here,
having two departments, in both of which
good schools are maintained.

At the last census, taken for school pur-
poses, there were over ninety names on the
roll. At our recent general election there
were eighty-four votes cast in Paradise pre-
cinct; but" a number of persons in the up-
per portion of this plateau voted at a pre-
cinct farther north. The water here is
good, and the climate is all that any one
could desire. The settlers have clearings
of ten to one hundred acres, few having
more than fiftyacres cleared. The soil is a
reddish loam, probably produced from the
abrasion or decay of volcanic rock. No
one has yet experimented sufficiently to
ascertain what the soil is best adapted to,
but there is one thing certain, it will grow
trees and vines that produce fruit in per-
fection. Perhaps there are no better ap-
ples, pears, peaches, plums, prunes and
berries than may be produced here. It is
not yet known whether the orange can be
successfully cultivated here, but there is no
doubt that the olive would be a success.
Of course it requires some little capital to
clear otf the land and prepare it properly
for trees and vines.

The village of Paradise is about twenty
miles from Oroville, the county seat, and
about twelve miles from Chico, the largest
county town. Hitherto the distance from
Paradise to Chico has been about the same
as to Oroville, but by a new road, which is
in process ofconstruction, the distance will
be only twelve miles. Any one desiring to
take a look at this portion of country, will
take the cars at Sacramento for Marysville,
then change cars for Oroville, then take
the stage for Paradise. Or, ifyou prefer it,
you can go directly from Sacramento to
Chico without changing cars, and then
take a private conveyance to Paradise. By
the Oroville route you willhave an oppor-
tunity of seeirfg the foothill lands nearly
all the way. and in OroviUe and vicinity
willbe near the orange, the lemon and the
olive growing in perfection, and bearing
luscious fruits, together with other things
of interest. Land can be had here from
ten dollars upward per acre, according to
the location, amount of clearing and im-
provements. B. Rcssell.

Debt and Health.

A father will
suffer more in the thought that his wife
and daughter may be left penniless than he
will if the family physician tells him that
the wife has an incurable cancer and may
die any moment, or that the daughter will
be crippled for life. He prefers even this
to the thought that sbe may be forced to
manual labor. It is true that poverty in
oi»r artificial state of society involves all
the miseries—hunger, overwork, humilia-
tion and sickness—yet we can hardly un-
derstand why men should not choose them
all rather than sickness and physical suf-
fering. The man who commits suicide
from" pecuniary troubles is, nine times in
ton, found to be one who is overworked,
or who has ragfd secretly or openly at the
apparent injustice involved in work that
brings no return, or who, haunted by fear
of poverty, has lived beyond his income,
incurred annoying debts, and takes his life
to escape the consequent misery and men-
tal agony. Nothing overturns the mental
balance so surely us a long-continued sense
of injustice or long-continued debt, and
nothing is so frequent a cause for suicide.
Hope is said to spring eternal in the human
breast: but in the matter of money-mak-
ing, years of non-success kill hope and de-
stroy mental vigor and bodily health. No
other form of misery produces quite the
same impression a3 financial wrong. To
be a healthy man, learn to bear cheerfully
the misfortune as well as the gnod fortune
of life. Therefore, the mental require-
ments of the laws of health are cheerful-
ness, contentment and calmness, and that
a man live within his income, however
s nail.— Phrenological Journal.
