LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.

A Lively Saturday Night,
While S8an Francisco was having a genu-
ne battle of the sloggers Saturday night.
this city was not far behind in exhibitions
of the manly art. While none of the par-

ticipants are known to fame ‘as hard hit-
ters, still, what was lacked in quality was
made up in quantity, there being no less
than three encounters. The first was be-
tween two young men in an uptown sa-
loon. Their names would indicate that
one was a tailor, the other a parson. Three
rounds were fought with bare knuckles,
and those who witnessed the battle say
they never had so much fun in their lives.
In the first two rounds, a long man, the
parson’s friend, got between the combatants
and received most of the blows from both
sides. In the third round, no one inter-
fered, and the parson sent the tailor to
grass. The tailor's eye was beautifully
draped. The parson came to the scratch
for the fourth round, but the tailor failed
to do so.

The second event was between ** Positive
Sam” and *“ Dictionary Johnny.” The
latter accused the former of having the
blood of Erin flowing in his veins. This
precipitated matters, and they went at it
regardless of Marquis of Queensberry rules,
and the Coroner was prevented from hay-
ing one, if not two, cadavers to sit upon, by
the interference of friends.

The third rumpus of the evening was a
little out of the ordinary line. A man by
the name of James Corcoran was met on J
street about 10 o'clock by his divorced wife,
since remarried, and her sister. The ladies
pulled from beneath their cloaks two cow-
hides, and proceeded to lay them across his
shoulders and face with all the force they
could muster. They assign as their reason
for the act that he had been speaking in
derogatory terms of their character.

Suicide Owing to a Mistake.

Saturday forenoon Dave Burr, or Bur-
rill, who had been employed at the railroad
works, but was laid off a day or two pre-
viously, received the money that was due
him—something over $71. He placed the
money in the breast pocket of his coat, and
while going up the street stepped into a
beer saloon and took one or more drinks.
He is said to have been drinking freely for
two or three days previously. Whilein the
saloon he missed his money, and declared
that he had been robbed. During the re-
mainder of the day he complained to
friends whom he met that he had lost his
money, was out of work, and did not know
what to do. He was at the station-house
at a laie hour Saturday night, making com-
plaint to the same effect, and the officers

romised to do all that was possible for

im. Yesterday morning he was found
dead in his room at the Mechanics’ Ex-
change, lying on the bed partly undressed,
and near hini was a vial"about three-fourths
full of strychnine, the circumstances indi-
cating that he had taken about a quarter of
an ounce of the poison in a glass of beer.
The pockets of his clothing were examined,
in order that any valuables might be taken
care of, and in his coat pocket was found
the money—$71—he thought had been
stolen from him. The Coroner will hold
an inquest in the case this evening. De-
ceased was between 50 and 60 years of age,
and had been a resident of Sacramento for
many years.

About 11 o'clock Saturday night Chief
Dillman and officers McCormack and Sulli-
van were informed that a man and woman
were heving trouble in a room at the
Grand Hotel. They hastened there, and
with difficulty effected an entranceinto a
room occupied by joe Geary, a bricklayer,
and-Sadie Adams, with whom Geary, it is
said, has been living with some time. The
latter was in a state of intense excitement,
due to some extent to liguor, and had been
threatening the woman that he intended to
kill her and then kill himself. To thisend |
he exhibited a Dbottle of carbolic
acid, and opened a large pocket knife. He
had also writen a note, addressed to his
brother and sister, stating that he intended
to commit suicide, and that it was “all on
account of a woman I love.”” When the
officers entered the room he turned upon
them fiercely, and they had to iron him
and drag him by force out of the apart-
ment. On the way to the station-house he
fought every foot of the distance. Itis re-
ported that the cause of his outbreak was a
disagreement with the woman.

BALL AND BAT.

The Haverlys Strike Another “Cold Day”
—The Pioneers Down the “Pets.”

When game was called at Agricultural
Park yesterday afternoon for the contest
between the Alta and Haverly baseball
clubs, the weather was delightful, the
diamond all that could be-desired, and
there was a big crowd in attendance. A
breeze soon sprang up, however, and be-
fore long it had increased to & young gale,
causing the dust to fly in dense clouds,

greatly to the discomfort of the players,
who had to stop playing whenever an un-
usually heavy gust came, and “wait till the
clouds rolled by.” The wind was especially
sexere upon the pitchers, who had to force
the ball against it, but it aided the batters
in making long hits. Mike Fisher, of the
Altas, was chosen umpire, and endeavorzd
to act impartially. He oceasionally made
mistakes, but evened them up pretty well.
The game that followed was a good one on
the part of the Altas, who only made
three errors, but the Haverlys were
not up to their usual forin. Meegan
occupied the box for the Haverlys,
Incell going into left field. He kept the
Altas hugging bases, but they batted him
freely, and to the tune of 13 base hits,
Borchers, for the Altas, showed marked
improvement, and great things are prophe-
sied for him when practice gives him more
steadiness and better control of the ball.
He struck out 10 during the game, to Me-
gan’s 6, but gave 7 men bases on balls, to
Megan's 2, three of them being in succes-
sion in the last inning, which enabled the
visiting club to secure their last run, aided

by a little hit. Doubtless by that time,

however, he had become pretty well ex-

hausted with the hard work of facing the
wind and flying sand. Newbert, of the
Altas, was unfortunate, making two errors,

but not serious ones, and, though he hit the
ball hard every time up, there was always
some one where it came down. The error
of Meagher's was also a “littleone,” and he
more than made up for it by good play-

ing at other times. Hilbert astonished

the spectators by getting in two hits, one of
which was a three-bagger, just in theright

place. McLaughlin came out strong, as

did also Ahern, and Flint distinguished

himself by making three base hits, includ-

ing one for a heme run, stealing three bases

and securing three tallies, Moore, the cele-

brated left-fielder, is credited with two hits

and a run. On the part of the Haverlys,

Hanly was always reliable, and played

first base so strongly as to suggest that it is

his proper position. He did quick work in

the only double play made. Levy, in cen-

ter field, captured the two flies that came

his way, and Lawton, in right field, also

made a handsome catch. Stein guarded
second base perfectly. Hardie, the catcher,
who appeared in the uniform of the Chi-
cago ** Giants "—dark blue shirt and pants,

white cap, belt and stockings—did not do
himself credit except at the bat, his throw-
ing not being up to his usual standard, and
three balls passing him.

The game opened with the Altas at the
bat. Meagher struck to third and was
thrown out at first. Moore got his base on
balls, and was brought home by McLaugh-
lin’s base hit to left field, McLaughlin in
turn being brought in by Newbert. In the
fifth inning Flint reached first safely.
Borchers struck out. Hilbert also had
three strikes called on him, but ran for his
base, and on Hardie's overthrow to first
Flint tallied and Hilbert made third, and
could have scored if he had been well
coached. And it may here be noted that
the Altas do not pay enough attention to
their men on bases. In the seventh inning
Ahern struck safely to right field, Flint to
center field and Borchers to short, but
Ahern was put out at the home plate. Hil-
bert took his turn at the bat and sent a hot
one into left field, which brought Flint and
Borchers home, amid great enthusiasin on
the part of the spectators, which was
increased when Meagher’'s hit to center
gave Hilbert a tally, and McLaughlin
did a like favor for Meagher. When
the Altas went in for the eighth inning the
spectators were nearly all standing, their
coat collars turned up around their necks,
their facesred and purple with cold, and
everybody stamping his feet to get a little
warmth into them. Consequently when
Flint, after two men had been put out,
drove the ball way down in left field, there
was a great vell of encouragement as he
made the tour of the bases like a quarter-
horse, and terrific applause when he
safely crossed the home-plate. Borchers
kept up the enthusiasm by sending the
little sphere well over to where Flint had
knocked it, and Hilbert again came to the
front, his three-bagger bringing in Bor-
chers and closing the Alta’s total of nine
rans.

The Haverlys made but two runs—one
in the first inning and one in the last. In
the first Lawton * fanned.” Hardie hit'a
two-bagger to left field, and made third on
a wild pitch. Incell “fanned.” Hardie
scored on another wild pitch. Hanly and
Sweeney were given bases on. balls, and
while Levy was at the bat Hanly tried to
get home and was put out. In the ninth
inning Sweeney struck out. Levy, Stein
and Bennett got to first on called balls.
Meegan struck to short-stop, and Levy suec-
ceeded in getting a tally to his credit on a
very close decision, McLaughlin claiming
that he had been put out. Following is

Pacific coasters, the ruling prices on which
are 13 to 18 cents for old, and 30 to 32 cents
for new. By the way, we would suggest to

think it about time they ‘let up’ on brag-
ging and giving exaggerated reports of the
vielding capacity of their hop-yards, and
the quality of their hops. The story of
1,500 to 2,000 pounds to the acre is getting
very threadbare and chestnuty. We all
know what the P. C. can do, and no doubt
the reports from there make some of our
State growers feel -discouraged; yet they
will not all go out of business just to please
their Western competitors. In fact, we
think our Eastern growers have more cause
to fear competition from Germany than
from any other source, though it is yet an
unsettled question as to whether our brew-
ers will take kindly to German hops and
use them in preference to States and Pa-
cifies. This, however, will all be settled in
due time. But, when we come right down
to business, there is no denying the fact
that a choice New York State hop meets
the views of our brewers better than any-
thing ever grown on the Pacific coast or in
any foreign country, and, with a favorable
growing season and no insect pests, as good
hops as have ever been grown in central
New York can be produced again.”

A Deer Hunt.
J. H. Corbin’s tame female deer jumped
over the high board fence back of the
saloon, early yesterday morning, and
started out to see the town.
