Jenny l.md opened
with the"Casta Diva," and followed with
the " Hute Bong" tin which her voice con-
tested rivalry for purity and sweetness with
a Hute in the duet), then the tamous "Bird
Song," and next on her programme the
"Greeting to America." All the pieces were
applauded apparently to the full capacity
of an enthusiastic audience, and Webster,
who was in his most genial after-dinner
mood, emphasized the plan iit by rising
from his seat and making Jenny a pro-
found bow, as ifresponding for the country
to her " Greeting." But when the " Swed-
ish nightingale" answered the encore by
turning in the direction of John Howard
Payne and giving \u25a0Home, Swuct Home,"
with all the wonderful tenderness, purity,
and simplicity titling both the words and
air of the immortal sonp, the difference
was at once seen between the mechanical
applause called out by the display of fine
vocalization and that elicited by the
" touch of nature that makes the whole
world tin." Belore the first line of the
song was completed the audience was
fairly " off its feet," and could scarcely
wait for a pause to give expression to its
enthusiasm. People ordinarily of the un-
demonstrative sort clapped, stamped and
shouted as if they were mad, and it seemed
as if there would he no end to the uproar.
Meantime all eyes were turned upon Payne,
a small-sized, elegantly -molded, gray-
haired gentleman, who blushed violently at
Sliding himself the center of so :uany
glances.— Brooklyn Hagaxine.
