LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.

A SAD ACCIDENT.

Little George McCarty Accidentally Shot
While Out Hanting.

Yesterday three little boys—Daniel Re-
gan, James Allen and George McCarty—
went out hunting. The first named is
about 16 years of age, and the other two 12
each. Daniel Regan carried an old muzzle-
loading shotgun, while the other two acted

in the capacity of game-carriers. In the
afternoon, while getting through a fence on
the edge of the slough, near Sutterville, the
cock of the gun by some means was raised
and the gun accidentally discharged.
George McCarty, who was immediately be-
hind Regan, received the entire charge in
his right arm immediately below the
shoulder. When Regan saw what had been
done, he fled, and nothing more was seen
of him. James Allen went to George’s as-
sistance and saw that he was losing a large
quantity of blood. Although quite a smali
boy, he picked up the bleeding form of his’
companion and carried it quite a long dis-
tance, to Oak Hall, on the Riverside road.
The proprietor of the Oak Hall House
lost no time in getting his team up and
conveying the unfortunate lad to his pa-
rents, who reside at Third and T streets.
Three surgeons were summoned, and they
found that the arm was so badly mangled
and shattered that amputation at the
shoulder was necessary. From the loss of
blood and shock sustained, the boy was in
a very critical condition. His father is
.Tq}lm McCarty, an employe in the rolling
mills.

StAcE AccipEnTt.—Last Friday night, as
A. Breese, a well-known mine owner and
capitalist of Bath, Placer county, was going
in the stage to Colfax with his wife and
sister, cn route to San Francisco, they met
with an accident. The stage was ascend-
ing North Fork hill, and, crossing a little
water way, there was a severe jolt, which
caused the hind seat of the wagon, which
was not L-roperl_v fastened to the box, to
turn backwards, and Mr. Breese and the
two ladies were thrown into the road. The
ladies were not seriously hurt, but he fell
upon his right shoulder and was picked up
insensible, and had not fully recovered his
faculties when the party reached Coifax.
They came on to this city Saturday morn-
ing, and a physician who waited upon Mr.
Breese found that his right collar bone was
fractured. Yesterday they were all feeling
in good spirits, and resumed their trip to
the Bay.

Two MENx Mape Harpy.—On Saturday
two inmates of the State Prison were made
happy by being discharged before the ex-
piration of their terms of sentence. The
Governor signed both commutations at the
urgent solicitation of the State Board of
Prison Directors. John Desmond was con-
victed of manslaughter in Solano county,
in February, 1884, and sentenced to five
years imprisonment. The Prison Direc-
tors, after a careful review of the testimony,
and other facts presented to them, are of
the opinion that the act was done in self-
defense, and that therefore the killing was
a case of justifiable homicide. R.H. Curtis
was convicted of burglary in Santa Cruz
county, in March, 1883, and sentenced to
six years imprisonment. His recommenda-
tion was based upon his youth and pre-
vious good character.

The papers had complimentary notices of
“the handsome couple,” wished them
“Jong lives and happy ones,” together with
all the usnal * taffy " that is given when a
young and popular couple gets married.
Years since Judge McFarland and his
family removed to this city, where they
made many warm personal friends, have
lived happy lives, and added to the happi-
ness of those with whom the{ have been
socially intimate. They have lost none of
the looks that was spoken of by the
local press of a quarter of a century ago.
Time has deal® kindly with them, and to-
day they are as handsome and well pre-
served a couple as is anywhere to be found
in this “ glorious climate.”

Last Saturday being the twenty-fifth an-

niversary of their marriage, or in other
words their silver wedding, some of th_eir
H and I-street neighbors concluded to give
the couple a genuine surprise. The fact
that the Judge had been elected to the Su-
preme Bencg, and would likely soon re-
move from this city to the Bay, also added
an interest to the affair, and the ladies took
hold with a will, and when they make up
their minds to do a thing it's done. A
committee of three—Mrs. Grissim, Mrs.
Sullivan and Mrs. Jackson—was appointed
to make all the necessary arrangements.
They held several consultations, matqred
their plans, and carried them through in a
most successful manner. Miss Jennie Mc-
Farland, the Judge's daughter, was taken
into the conspiracy, and then success was
assured. TheJudge was called down town
and kept there all gay, and Mrs. McFariand
yieided to a pressing invitation of a
near neighbor to call, and was not permit-
ted to go home until after tea. In the
meantime the daughter had not been idle,
for with a host of willing helpers the bed-
room sets had all been removed, and every
room in the house, from cellar to the attic
in the lofty mansard, was a reception room.
The plans all worked so well that the Judge
and Mrs. McFarland were completely as-
tonished when their friends came march-
ing in, headed by Church, Jones & Beebe's
band. It wasa genuine surprise, and for
that reason all the more enjoyable. When
Judge McFarland saw the preparations that
had been made he looked rather
suspiciously at his daughter,
nndp remarked something like * when
children go back upon the old folks, the
latter might as well capitulate.” All were
bent upon haviag fun, and they had it.
The host, hostess and their daughter Jen-
nie are excellent entertainers, and with the
assistance of several of their lady friends,
the entertainment was complete. There
was singing, dancing, card-playing, social
converse, refreshments, in fact, everything
to please and entertain. In the center of
the parlor a large table was covered with
silver presents from their friends in com-
memoration of their silver wedding.

“THREE-TIME WINNERS.?

The Altas Defeat the * Pets,” and Score
Their Third Undisputed Victory.
The attendance at Agricultural Park yes-
terday afternoon to witness the game of
baseball between the Altas and the Green-
hood & Morans was very large, the seats
being crowded and hundreds of spectators
standing up, while scores of vehicles occu-
pied the field outside the space occupied
by the players. During the first part of the
game the weather was delightful, but the
breeze became uncomfortably cool toward
the close. The Oakland club was strength-
ened by the addition of Denny and Cahill,
who recently returned from St. Louis.
Brown, the usual catcher, having a crippled
finger, Denny received for Van Haltren,
and while his catching was not remarkably
good, he showed great ability as a thrower
to bases, and was expert with the ash.
Cahill found the ball three times during
his four opportunities at the bat, but there
was always an Alta beneath it when it
came down. The last time he was* up”
he ‘“fanned.” The “kids” recognized
him as soon as he appearegn on
the ground, and gave him a good-
humored greeting of “* Wait till I hit it!”
Long, of the Greenhoods, usually a reli-
able batter, struck oat three times in suc-
cession. Van Haltren seemed scarcely up
to his usual form as a pitcher, or else the
Altas have wonderfully improved in bat-
ting—or both. They knocked him out to
a total of eleven hits. He gave the spec-
tators a fine idea of neat base-running, se-
curing two runs to his credit, as did also
Dolan. Gurnett and Flint each made three-
base hits, and Meagher and Ahern a fine
double plafr. On the side of the Altas,
Fisher's playing was remarkable, being
free from errors, and enabling him to secure
a credit of four runs, including a “homer,”
three base hits, including a two-bagger,
three bases stolen and one *“ put-out.”
Borchers, the erratic, gitched a strong
game. causing eight of the visitors to waft
ont. Newbert made a magnificent one-
handed running catch in the eighth in-
ning, which called enthusiastic applause
from all who saw it. J. M. Sullivan um-
pired the game impartially, but had sev-
eral close decisions to make, in which,
whenever there was doubt, he properly
gave the runner the benefit. It happened
that two of these were in the cases of
Greenhood & Moran men at the home
plate, and in one of them the majority of
the crowd expressed the belief that the
runner was out.
The game opened with the visiting nine
at the bat, and when, after two men had
been retired, the side succeeded in making
four runs, the friends of the Altas felt ex-
ceedingly discouraged, and their chance of
winning certainly did not seem to be worth
ten cents on the dollar. When their turn
came, however, Meagher hit safely to sec-
ond and Fisher got his base on balls. Mec-
Laughlin came up and really saved the day
by driving the ball so far down in right
field that Patsy Cahill's sbort légs could
not bring him up with it in season to pre-
vent William’s accomplishing a home run.
The shout that went up as the crowd real-
ized that the Altas had already three runs
to their credit—Meagher and Fisher having
tallied—showed an intense state cf excite-
ment, and when McLaughlin crossed the
plate the crowd cheered until it lost its
breath, and then picked the cheer up and
rolled it over, not subsiding until two or
three balls had been pitched for the next
man, the umpire meanwhile making him-
self understood by signs. Subsequently
Ahern’'s base hit to left field brought in
Newbert, and Flint was put out at the
home plate.
The result of the inning changed the ap-
pearance of things, and the Altas * braced
up” wonderfully. In the second inning
Brown scored for the visitors and Fisher
for the Sacramentans. Then the latter
forged ahead, Ahern tallying in the third
inning, and the redoubtable Fisber in the
fourth, while the Oaklanders had to be
content with goose eggs. Neither side
gained anything in the fifth inning, but in
the sixth both added one run to their total,
Van Haltren for the G. & M.’s and Fisher
for the home club. Another whitewash
for both in the seventh, and in the eighth
Dolan advanced the ** Pets” one peg, and
the game closed with their side having 7
runs to the Altas’ 8, the latter with an
inning to spare, It was one of the most
exciting contests ever witnessed on the
Sacramento diamond, and its result sent
the friends of the Altas home in great glee,
while in remembrance of the air played by
the Greenhood & Moran’s band when they
marched upon the grounds at Stockton re-
cently to meet the Altas, two or three hun-
dred of them, whose lips the cold wind
had not made too stiff to pucker, whistled
with more or less melody ‘‘One More
River to Cross.”

Sergeant Barwick’s Report.

The mini-
mum or lowest temperature at the Signal
Office yesterday morning was 32°, the
freezing point, accompanied by a killing
frost, the first of the season, being over
one month earlier than last season. The
first killing frost of last season occurred on
January 2, 1886. The first killing frost at
Los Angeles this season was nineteen days
earlier than at Sacramento. The highest
and lowest temperature Saturday and yes-
terday in Sacramento was 50° and 44°, and
55° and 32°, with variable winds and
clondy weather, with .21 of an inch of rain
on Saturday and clear and cold weather
yesterday, with a Kkilling frost in the
morning.

About 8:30 o'clock Saturday evening a
man named John Hovey snatched a hat
from in front of B. Alexander’s store, K
street, between Third and Fourth, but was
caught and taken to the Station-house,
where a charge of petit larceny was en-

Recently a young man named Eugene
Stork was arrested at Woodland, where he
kept a saloon, on a charge of robbinga
man of $30. He gave bonds for his ap-
arance in Court, Joseph Morel, of Wood-
and, and J. Gebert, of this city, becoming
his sureties. His bondsmen became con-
vinced a few days ago that he was not act-
ing properly, and on Saturday placed him
in charge of Chief Dillman.

Fruit Train Freights.
The San Francisco Cail of yesterday says:
“ Yesterday morning General Manager A.
N. Towne of the Southern Pacific Com-
pany was waited upon by a committed ap-

pointed by the recent Sacramento Horti-
cultural Convention for the purpose of
remonstrating with the railroad company
relative to the present rates charged for
fruit transportation to the East. The terms
which the committee desired to secure were
as follows: Passenger-train time to New
York, Philadelphia and Boston, $400 per
car; passenger-train time to Chicago, $300
per car ; slow freight to Chicago, $200 per
car; that ten cars hereafter comprise a
$300-fruit train. The rates charged by the
company, and from which a reduction to
the above figures is desired, are as follows:
Passenger time to New York, $800; slow
freight, $400; passenger time to Chicago,
$600 ; slow freight, $300. The matter was
discussed for over two hours, but no defi-
nite conclusion was reached; but Mr.
Towne intimated that the radical reduction
requested was out of the question. He
stated that it would be quite impossible, he
thought, to make such terms with Eastern
lines that would permit so great a cut. He,
however, intimated a willingness to attach
fruit cars to regular passenger {rains as far
as Chicago at $500 per car, or to carry
freight at $250 per car. He, however, at
length took the matter under consideration,
with the promise fo consult Eastern rail-
road lines.” >

Captain Weinstock, Chairman of the
committee referred to above, returned from
San Francisco Saturday evening, and, in
course of a conversation on the subject,
remarked (hat the railroad company was
not asked to reduce the fruit-train rate to
Chicago, which is $300, but to so arrange it
that the cost of transportation from that
city to others further East would be not
more than $100 additional. Also, that the
running time of fruit trains be improved.
As regards freight-train rates, a request
was made for a reduction to $150 per car to
Chicago. The committee returned pleased
with their interview, and impressed with
the belief that the Southern Pacific Com-
pany would do all in its power to meet the
wishes of the fruit-growers.

A dispatch received on Saturday by
Captain Weinstock from D. Lubin, who
was delegated by the Fruit-Growers' Con-
vention to attend the Convention of Rail-
road Traffic Managers at Chicago and ask
a reduction of rates, stated that a reduction
to $200 ger car in freight-train rates to
Chicago had been agreed to.
