THE FORESTERS' EAT.

A Very Close Match at Pigeon-Shooting
Yesterday.

At Agricultural Park yesterday the For-
ester Gun Club and the Pacific Sportsmen's
Club shot the match fora supper which
has fora week or two formed the subject of
conversation and discussion among those
who delight in the use of the shotgun.
The weather was delightful, though per-
haps if there had been a little more breeze
to blow the smoke away after the dis-
charge of the first barrel, the scores would
have been better. The birds were a fine
lot. big and strong as a general thing, and
many of them, hard hit, succeeded in car-
rying their loads of lead outside the flags.
The shooters were in excellent humor,
and there was not a hard word or dispute
from first to last, rendering it what the
people of old would designate a "gentle
and joyous" meeting. There was a large
attendance of spectators, who evinced much
interest in the match, and it really was a
very close contest, neither team ever suc-
ceeding in getting more than four birds in
the lead. Iv the first round the Pacifies
made two less misses than the Foresters,
but the latter improved > in the second
round, and at the close of the third were
two birds ahead. At the commencement
of the ninth and tenth rounds the teams
were tied. At the beginning of the elev-
enth tl;e Pacifies had the advantage of one,
but the teams were even when they began
the twelfth. The Foresters in it missed
only two to their opponents' four, and won
by a total of 102 to 100. The shooting was
not up to the average of those engaged in
it. but it may be remarked that very few
birds escaped unhurt. In the following
score the figure 2 denotes when the second
barrel was used, which in many instances
was only to " make sure " after a bird had
been brought to graßs. The match was
under Hurlingham rules, members of the
teams shooting alternately:

To be remembered in such a place
on Thanksgiving Day is an assurance to
them that if they would behave like men
all is not yet lost.

THANKSGIVING.

INDIVIDUAL LIFE IN NATIONAL
DESTINY.

Sermon Delivered Yesterday by Rev.
W. C Merrill, of the Congre-

gational Church.

At the Union Service held yesterday in

the First Baptist Church, Rev. W. C. Mer-

rill, pastor of the Congregational Church,

delivered the following sermon. His text
was Luke xix., 42:

'• If ihou hadst known, even them, at

least in this thj day, the things that per-
tain unto thy peace V

Hegel, the greatest, perhaps, of the refiec*
tive or subjective philosophers, once de-
clared that " there are three periods in the
lifeof every man : the yes, the no, and the
yes again. First childhood says yes to the
parental instruction ; then youth says no
in self-will and waywardness; and last of
all old age conies on and compels the soul
to say yes again to the first yes of iis early
years."" Tradition relates of Og, King of
Bashan, that in an unequal contest he lifted
an enormous stone to hurl it upon his ad-
versary, but the gods suddenly hollowed it
in the middle, and it dropped about his
neck, there to remain to the end of life.
Says the poet Lowell:
Once to every man and nation comes the mo-

ment to decide,
In the strife ofTruth with Falsehood, 'twixt the

good and evil side.
Some cause, God's new Messiah, offering

each the bloom or blight,
Parts the goats upon the left hand and the

sheep upon the right,
And the choice goes by forever, for that dark-

ness or that light.

These three thoughts from philosophy,
tradition and poetry point all the same
great moral: that there is in all life a
formative period, that is, a period under
strict and rigid laws; a probationary pe-
riod, and a judgment day ; a time when
we lay broad and deep the foundations
upon which we are to build in after years,
for weal or woe; a period again when,
though compelled to build.we shall struggle
to confirm or modify the action of our
early years, and a period yet again
when we must stand in silent awe to see
that our past is already become history, and
all that remains to us is to throw ourselves
down again, as in early childhood, at our
mother's knee and seek protective power in
calm obedience. "The world is full of
judgment days,' 1 says Emerson, and we do
not gainsay the terse aphorism ; but think
not that sentence ia always executed with
the judgment. The findings are carried up
and up through court after court of stern
investigation, until one day the finalhearing
comes, and, in the presence of the Supreme
Power no witnesses are suborned, no juries
packed, no judges bribed to partial verdicts.
We are too apt to think that laws deter-
mine right and wrong, justice and injustice.
Sacramento, a few years ago, had

Of journal leaders in this country, and for
years his words were passed over your
breakfast-tables as high authority and al-
lowed to mold the thought and fashion
the characters of your youth. When I
asked him one day why he did not expose
an unjust transaction, in which, by skill-
ful manipulation, the numerous owners in
a great public business were defrauded of
their just share of the earnings, he asked if
they could not be prosecuted by law.
When I answered that they had managed
the affairso skillfullythat they had actually
violated no law, but that such an evasion
did not lessen the injustice of the act, he
denied vehemently all sympathy for such
sentiment, and declared that he knew no
right, no wrong, save such as issued from
the observance or infringement of civil
law. This idea of the origin of right and
wrong in human life is too widespread by
much, and hiinys upon an utter miscon-
ception of the office of abstract law.
Fcrce3 are ill-adjusted ; law seeks to adjust
them. Opposing interests clash; law
quells the disturbance by giving precedent
to the right. Law (civil law) is liberal in
its activity, and determines according to
the spirit. Law, in the healthy exercise of
iis functions, looks to the careful adjust-
ment of the active factors—the formative
elements of society. It does not seek out
its petty weaknesses and spend its forces in
analyzing morbid peculiarities. The stern
dutyof law is to gather up in one and send
safely on the great .current of humanity
towards

THAT OCEAN ON WHOSE WAVELESS SHOBI

Its jurisdiction forever ends ; instead of al-
lowing it to dribble in from a thousand un-
cared-for brooks and rills. Law, then, is
not creative, but declarative. Law does not
make a thing right orwiong by virtue of
its proclamation. Law does not create
justice; it recognizes it, and bends the
mighty forces of humanity to the protec-
tion and projection of man in its attain-
ment. It says : "This thing is just; I beg
you do it." Itsays: "This is unjust; doit
at your peril." The real service, then, of
law is not to conjure up and infuse into
some acts that which shall color (hem

black, and into other acts a certain essence
that shall bleach them white. It does not
make integrity and honor famous, neither
does it make crime and dishonor infa-
mous. It does not say: "You shall
labor while it is day;"' it announces, "If
you spend the day in idleness you must go,
home empty-handed.'" It does not say,
" You shall not work iniquity ;" it says
"Ifyou sow dragon's teeth, you shall
n:ip a harvest of spears and gather them
into your own bosom." It notes the fact
that the logic of events is pitiless, within
certain lines, recognizes the stern fidelity
of sequence and throws, for the salvation
nf man, a line of light from primal cause
lofinal issue. This is the office of law,
ami while it does not with captious
scrutiny peer over the borders for every
.;uiric n"i^ceentricity,it does deline the bouu*
daries with generous exactness and binds
man to his course for good or ill. The
physical laws of mankind are yet more
unerring nnd more certain far of execu-
tion; but their function in visible activity
is the same. The laws of physical being
do not create penalties, they define ami
declare them. Certain lines of conduct in
the physical organism lead to certain re-
sults. When those lines of conduct, many
times repeated, become identical in oper-
ation, the succession becomes law and the
result is inevitable. But the law does not
create the result, it bat declares it. As it
is itself but formulated by tlie succession,
so it but witnesses to the necessary conclu-
sion and plants the iron track, henceforth,
from the action to its end. Now, thus far
in the domain of law we recognize its
function to be normal, and seethe absolute
necessity that as a universal guide it must,
within certain limitations, approach to the
infallible; that

ITS STANDARDS MVFT M I'M .'HAXiiEABLE,
That it must throw its lines of direction
with unswerving accuracy from .errtain
cause to sure effect. But the Held of civil
juricdistion does not embrace all the do-
main of law—that is only conventional
after all—a matter of convenience among
individuals,to beset up and overturned at
will liy majorities. Even the physical
laws are only the advance guard—the
picket-line of ethical laws, and the issue
in these civil and physical territories is
petty in comparison with the tremendous
consequences with which law has to do in
the moral realm. If, now, we value law
in the civil and physical spheres of human
living as indices oi underlying principles,
which we see by resul!s must have exist-
ence there, shall we not be equally careful,
when we followon or step into the moral
realm, to discover the existence of world-
wide principles underlying these universal
manifestoes? Shall law split hairs in the
very vestibule of her temple, and then play
fast and loose with her holy offices at the
very foot of the sacred shrines within?
Must man travel in the straight grooves of
law all the way up to the loftyplane of
moral responsibility, and then shall he be
allowed to glide off upon some turn-table
of indecision, whose wheels run to and fro
and either way upon the circle of his con-
venience or inclination. All the laws of
analogy, of development, of logical pro-
i'l-i-MOif,drive on to the unavoiJable con-
clusion tiiat man's moral nature also, in its
formative period, must be governed by the
strict teachings ot law, and that law in
this part of it.- domain must draw its lines
with the same unerring precision that
marks its exorcise elsewhere. We see now
that the great underlying principles

WHICH rTTTEEMINE HI/MAS GOOD OR ILL

Have their exponents in law defined with
more or less exactness, and that we judge
at a glance of the nature of the principles
by the character of the outcropping laws.
We see, to advance a step, that the pages of
history are mottled with the wrecks of

i those nations that have burst these legal
bonds asunder and strayed from the path

' of justice. The records of your criminal
Courts are witness to the wild profanation

, of civil strictures, and the story of your
hospitals and asylums furnish a dark cata-

logue of indivHdual woes—the sad entail-
ment of violated physical law. But nations
are only aggregates of individuals, and so
it needs no long study of the philosophy
of history to decipher the epitaph that ia
written upon the graves of nations deep-
buried beneath the rubbish of the past.
The pilgrim to Rome asks no secrets of the
whispering wallflower that clings to its
niche in the crumbling piles of the Colos-
seum. The exile in Egypt, with the eternal
pyramid at his back, pleads not with the
giant Sphynx to unravel the mystery that
veils the tomb of the Pharoahs." The lion
leaves his jungle to prowl about the mass-
ive moon-lit ruins of far-famed Persepolis
and crouches in the shadows of her dim-
lit temple aisles, and you ask not the
wandering Bedouin the sad history of her
fall. The shouts that shook the mighty
amphitheater as the blood of a thousand
gladiators stained red the sands of the
arena; the sad earth that drank
the blood of a million Egyptian
bondmen who piled the massive mouument
of fallen greatness; the breeze that wafted
on to judgment the thick breath ofPersian
perfidy—all, all echo and re-echo the words
of Israel's prophet, " Woe unto them that
put darlftiess for light and light for dark-
ness." Judged by the history ofthe past, in
what, shall we conclude, does national
greatness consist? Will you find it in vast
territory and countless dwellers therein ?
Bat those mighty Persian nations that
drank, one after another, the bitter cup of
servitude were almost boundless in terri-
tory and as the sands for numbers. Will
you say that we shall find it in physical
force augmented by indomitable will, in-
vincible patriotism "and armed with all the
appointments ofacuteness. intelligence and
skill? But Rome and Crosar are words
resonant with the clangor of shields, the
rattling of armor,

THETHUNDER OF THE TREAD OF ARMIES,
And the resounding pioans ofperpetual vic-
tory. And yet when the finger of destiny
points the hour, down the very roads
she built on her way to conquest
comes the steady tramp, tramp of
the blue-eyed German hordes, and the
Teuton is thundering at the gates ot Rome.
But you willbe more likely to say that we
shall lind the great desideratum in educa-
tion—the one watchword of the age. But
the soft breezes, that murmur among the
ruined walls and solitary columns ot the
only Athens the world has ever known,
recall a time when the same breezes
whispered in the sacred groves of Plato's
Academe ; testify of an hour when art was
teaipledon that classic spot, and learning
and culture built, hard by, their one-world
shrine. And those breezes tell us more
than this. They breathe the name of So-
crates, and in sad a'olian strains, tell us
that he walked among his fellowmen and
put his finger all in vain upon the canker
that was eating out his nation's life.
"Knowledge is power"—none knew it so
well as he; but vice respects no power save
righteousness, and in her absence no tem-
ple is sacred, no shrine is free from its
polluting touch.

In the light of universal] history, the
foundations ofour nation's life were laid.
The founders looked well into the past and
builded into it no false material. But they
could not see into the future. The reality
of to-day is more remarkable than the
mythology of yesterday. Fact has out-
stripped fable in the race. The myths of
the ancients were but hidden prophecies
of what was then yet to be. Aladdin's
lamp is but a feeble rush-light beside the
marvels of spiritism and the prestidigator's
art. We lie on our beds with seven-leagued
boots for our pillow, and travel on the
wings of the lightning to the uttermost
parts of the earth, and the past is wrapped
in a cloud of mist.

SURVEYED FROM THE DIZZY HIGHT

Of the present, sphyiix and obelisk and
pyramid stand out "as mere monuments
of brute force on the background
of the past, and serve only to give per-
spective to the triumphs of to-
day. Traveling at such a rate of speed, it
is not to be wondered at if we have come
far from the home of our childhood. It
would be very strange if, in our flying jour-
ney, we havenotlost somewhat ofthe sim-
plicity of youth, and the trust and confi-
dence and reverence that marked our early-
years. In the white heat of our enthu-
siasm the old days send a chill through our
frames. I'nder our noon-day sun the
morning of life lies in the cool light of a
winter's dawn. The past does not invite
us, though we feel that the fever of this
tlirusy present is fast burning its way to the
citadel of life. This of individual, and
the same is true of our national life. Tt
has more than kept even pace with our
social progress. Ithas taken along with it
even le3S. perhaps, of the primitive sim-
plicity and honesty of childhood. It has
become a man without the connecting link
of youth's experience which should al-
ways lie between childhood and age. I
said we have traveled fast and far. IfI
may borrow a trite illustration, it was a
long way from the wolf that suckled Kom-
ulus and Itemus to the mother who dan-
dled a CVsar on her knee. Itwas farther
still from the rising of that wave of bar-
barism which came rolling out of the
north to hurl itself in an overwhelming
torrent upon the Eternal City, down to the
day when from the little harbor of Delft-
haven a devoted band bade

FARKWBLL TO HOME A^D FKIENDS,

And with God and the frail keel of the
Mayflower their only refuge, they took re-
ligious liberty for their guiding star, and
steered for the open sea. But, believe me,
it is not farther from the fabled lupine den
that sheltered the unknown founder of
Home down to " that mighty Roman Sen-
ate which on curule chairs ruled Italy and
the world ;" it is not farther from the day
our Teuton fathers came out of the Teuto-
berger forest to bury their battle axes in the
gates of Rome, down to that greater day
when their better sons knelt with loyal
hearts on Plymouth Rock, and with heads
bared to the breeze, on that great altar of
Almighty God, dedicated this land to civil
and religious liberty, so to stand until
Governments be no more. And, too,
it is not farther from Plymouth Kock
to the Golden Gate than it is from the
simple, childish faith that, in the cabin of
the Mayflower, legislated for this incipient
republic, down to the cool, calculating god-
le3sness that today manipulates the cre-
dulity of the many" for the ambition of the
few. That little white-crested wave of civ-
ilization which began its onward (low at
Plymouth Rock should have moved across
this land like a billow of light. Its every
crest should have been tipped with the sil-
very light oflove to God, and even-handed
justice ot a quite heavenly order should
have been the strong undercurrent that
bore resistlessly on.

You know how fitfullyand partially tlie
hones of those noble builders have been
fulfilled. You know what pirate ships
have hoisted their black flags of vice and
crime unrebuked above the swelling tide
of progress. You know what mined homes
and broken hearts and blighted lives have
struggled on against terrible odds, only at
last to go down beneath the waves of ad-
verse fate. And still our great Ship of
State rides on, and some of us fail to hear
the mutterings of the coming storm. God
grant that our rulers hear and learn, before
it be too late, " the things that belong unto
our peace."

There are two periods when the life of a
nation is in mortal peril. The first is when
that nation thinks it has all there is of
God, and then it will die of

the nav-BOT or its ours selfishness

And self-conceit; and the second is that
point when the nation concludes that it is
able to dispense with God altogether. The*
first was ancient Israel, and she met the
the fate that was foretold in prophecy and
inevitable; towards the second our own
nation is traveling with almost lightning
speed. Christ looked down upon his be-
loved Jerusalem, and thought ofits certain
fate and wept at its awful destiny. Itmay
he that on some invisible Mount Olivet the
prophet of our future stands to-day with
eyes suffused with tsars. It will not do to
imagine that because we are moving as on
the wings of the wind that we have out-

stripped God in our progress. Itwillnot do,
because we have followed largely our own
will?, to forget that there is a higher will.
Nations as well as men have but one alter-
native ; they are ruled by an inevitable
fate or they are guided by a supreme and
heavenly law; ani both one aim the other
declare,"" The soul that sinneth it shall
die." And the man or nation that would
ignore the prescient willof God mu3t, soon
or late, rush into the arms of a blind and
iron destiny. The moment we commence
to read God out of our counsels vre begin
to build into the foundations of govern-
ment wood, hay and stubble, which shall
be burned with lire. You have tbe wurkl-
history for 4,000 years. Nation after nation
has forgotten God and has drunk the cup of
her own iniquities to the bitter dregs—and
from Egypt the mighty, down to little pat-
riotic Poland, "suicide" is written upon
the graves of one and all. They "knew
not the things that pertained unto their
peace." And what shall Isay briefly and
in closing, of our own great Siate, set here
by Almighty God, I honestly believe, to
guard this Golden Gate. It is a beautiful
State, rich beyond precedent in its re-
sources; great, beyond calculation, in the
scope and multiplicityof its possibilities;
terrible, in the nature and weight of its

awful repOTi.?ihilities. Italy has no skies
fairer- Switzerland has not scenery more

sublimely beautiful! its valleys are the
fairest of the fair; its rolling streams and
babbling brooks are instillwith

THE MUSIC OF THE WILD MOCi'TAIJT LIFE,

Where was their home; the grandest land-
scape (so varied in its scenery) in all the
world i3this great State of ours ; what will
you make of it? Whatever you are, ye
dwellers in this State of ours, that will she
be, and be forever. You are inviting iru-
mi»ration to this shore. If you open the
door to them upon a land of churches, of
scL ools reared upon foundations of moral-
ity and truth ; if you show to the Kast a
quick perception of moral taint, and dis-
play a manly determination to eradicate
the evil, you will have immigration in ex-
cess of your demand. You will have it of
that type you need—home-loving, law-
abiding, wealth-producing, taxpaying citi-
zens—capable of building into this State
material that shall stand all the storms of
coming years. But you may advertise and
laud and applaud your State to the end of
time, and if home^loving, law-abiding, tax-
paying home-seekers look in upon a field
where moral perceptions are blunted, in-
capable of quick response to the danger
signals of virtue and honor and integrity ;
where churches are utterly disregarded by
business men, stared out of countenance
by the bold indiiFerence of a merely plea-
sure-seeking people; saloons imposing
poverty 24 hours a day and 305 days in the
year upon the inhabitants, and no man
saying hold t« the outrageous tax imposed
by the consequent vice and crime; if, in a
word, you do not offer high inducement to
