SOPHISTICAL DEFENSE.

The -'1//'! lalmrs to defend President
Cleveland for his shortcoming and incon-
sistency in the Hurtou-Stone matter, and

this is the gist of what it has to say: " Mr.
Stone's course was an assault upon good
government. It tender! powerfully to de-
stroy the only processes of reform fay which
good government can be He
aimed his activity, as a moral proposition,
Dot at one party for the licnefit of the
other, but against good government for the
benefit of bad government. His final dis-
missal, then, is not a partisan but a moral
matter entirely, and every student of
ethics at once applauds it and concedes its
propriety."

That is to say, Mr. Stone, because hold-
ing office by tolerance of the Administra-
tion, should not have indulged in criti-
cisms of the Democratic party, to which
the Administration pins its political faith.
Allthis attempt to lift the matter out of
the political mud by debate of the moral
«'l'li,';\tion to support good government, is
veriest sophistry in defense o/ that which
its very promulgation confcMW to 1* weak
and needing defense.

We do not defend Mr. Stone; but it is
indisputable that if Stone violated civil
service proprieties by advocating the policy
of the Republican party, in his belief that
it wonld produce the best results in

government, then IJenton was equally
guilty in advocating the doctrines of the
Democratic party as most conducive, in his
belief, to good government. We must as-

sume that both men are sincere; over the
conscience of neither can the President
exercise censorship; nor is it given to him,
as President, to judge theirpolitical faiths;
but as Cleveland the politician he did, and
therefore the act of removal in the one
case and ofreinstation in the other was

partisan action.
Bat, Bays the -I'm, \u25a0\u25a0very oflicer shares in

the responsibility of the Government; he
\u25a0hares blame and credit alike. Stone did
not agree with the Administration, and so
took the -tump against it. Fie was, there-
fore, if honest, bound to resign a trust
under the Administration which lie con-
demned, liv no means. IFeheld the office
of the people of the United States, not the
office of the Administration of President
Cleveland. JIo must not remain an officer
of a bad GoYenment if he is sincere, says
the Alia. Here is the weak |>oint in the
Atiols armor. Stone was not the officer of
bad Government, for bad government and
unwise policy of an Administration are
two very distinct tilings. Moralize as it
may the Alia cannot get away from this
f.it; the result of Mr. Cleveland's act
amounted to just this, the awarding of the
s\«<\U to the victor; recognizing the viola-
tion of disciplinary regulation by a po
litical enemy, and dosing the eyes to the
violation of disciplinary regulations by a
political friend. That is the long and tin-
short of it, and the people cannot l>e
blinded to itby the sophistical Donndering
of the Alia.

The
comforts accorded the men should be men
as to induce them to faithfully serve their
terms. It is probable that the material of
the force bat not beta of as good quality
as i.- deniable. The army lias been, in
time of peace, a sort of asylum fur a good
many—a refuge for men indolent by di«-
position, and not of the best, habits in the
world. With the augmenting of plivsi-
cal comforts the Standard of character
should be raised, and the companionship
of the vrny be thus more congenial for
the better dan of meu. There appears

every rqasOD for the requirement for ad-
mission to the army being placed on at

least as high a plane m tkoM established
for reputable (bice* of |><>lice.

A GREAT ENTERPRISE.
Proposed Gigantic Canal Scheme in the

Southeast.

•[By telegraph to the Record-Union.]
Nkw Yobk, November 30th.—The Post

says : A syndicate is in process offorma-
tion to carry out the plans of the Atlantic
and Mexican Gulf Canal Company, which
has received fresh charters this year from
the Legislatures of Georgia and Florida,
together with grants of valuable lands and
water power. Secretary Curtis, now here,
to-day gave an account of the company's
project, to the followine effect : \u25a0 The route
of the proposed canal has been surveyed
by General Quincy A. Gilmore and officers
of ihe United States Engineers, under
a resolution of Congress, directing
them "to ascertain the best water
line for transportation from the mouth of
St. Mary's river, on the Atlantic coast,
through Okeeffeenokee swamp and the
State of Florida to the Gulf of Mexico."
The importance of the proposed canal, as a
national work, was urged by President
Grant in two messages to Congress, in
which he declared that, valuable as the
opening of this great internal waterway
would be time of peace, its existence and
custody in time of war would be of abso-
lutely

INCALCULABLE VALUE TO THE NATION.
The surveys made by General Gilmore ex-
tended over two years, and their results
caused him to report a canal scheme emi-
nently feasible. As evidence of the import-
ance of the enterprise to the country at
large, it is stated that no less than twenty-
two States and Territories are vitally inter-
ested in the opening of a waterway, the
practical results of which would involve
for the most part the trafficofthe Missis
tiippi valley and all its tributaries. Gen-eral (iilmore stated that the products along
liO.ooo miles ot rivers and water-ways, al-
ready teeming with commerce, could iv
this way be borne to safe and commodious
harbors, and that only by this route was
it possible to avoid the heavy and almost
prohibitory taxes on commerce necessitated
by the approach to the mouth of the Mis-
sissippi river through the Gulf of Mexico.

THE CANAL,
In the language of the company's charters,
" Is to be of such dimensions as shall be
deemed suitable and capable of being used
by all such boats, steamboats, tugs, barges,
and other craft as navigate the Mississippi
river about New Orleans." Beginning at
the mouth ofSt. Mary's river, which forms
the dividing line between the States of
Georgia and Florida, it is to run through
Okeetfeenokee lake, which is to be used as
the summit level supply ; thence to St.
Marks, on the (iulfof Mexico ; thence it
will follow the already existing line of
water-ways which extend almost untrav-
ersed from that port to New Orleans. The
advantages of this route will be a saving
to commerce of the heavy rates of insur-
ance made imperative by the dangerous
navigation ofthe Bahamas and the reefs of
Florida, and in the coasting service a sav-
ing in distance of 1,200 to 1,500 miles.

SABBATH PURIFY.

Yesterday's Proceedings of (he Sabbath
Dillon.

San Francisco, November 30th.—A meet-

ing ofthe Kxecutive Committee of the Sab-
bath Union was held to-day, at the Young
Men's Christian Association building, Rev.
Mr. Anthony acting as President pro tern.
The session was executive and no outsiders
were admitted. The purpose was paid to
be to canvass the situation and devise
measures to extend the organization
throughout the State. General Howard
resigned the position of President of the
organization, and in the following letter set
fjrth his reasons for so doing:

San Kiiancisco, Cal., November HO. 1880.
To the Ewutire OmnmiUrr oftlv Sabbath Union—

(Iknti.emf.N: I feel constrained to resign imme-
diately the office that you have so courteously
and so Kenerou.-ly conferred upon me. Isym-
pathize deeply in the objects ol the convention
and would do anything in my power to aid in
establishing a law for the proper observance of
the Sabbath. Not forgetting to be generous to-
ward those who differ from me as regards the
manner of its observance, certainly I would
favor with all my heart a shutting up of those
places which h;ive become the centers of disor-
der and often of crime. But there is a delicacy
on m» part in accepting any position like the
Presidency of this convention which belongs
exclusively to the State of California. lam an
officerof the General Government, and, while I
would work with you heartily in an Christian
effort on the Sab'nath day or on any day which
does not interfere with niy duties as an officer, I
feel that 1 cannot accept the position tenderedme. I therefore give you my resignation and
uk you tv till my place immediately, that your
work may not be hindered. Fraternally and
with great esteem, yours, O. O. Howard.

Several names were proposed for the va-
cancy occasioned by this resignation.

Railroad Items.

The Redding /><•<\u25a0 iV<v.« says Colonel
Scobie was down from the front this week,
and in the way of news reported that his
headquarters are now at Butteville, in
Shasta valley. The grading has been com-
pleted over the summit, six milts above
Sisson, and the iron is laid to the top of
the summit. For the next fifty miles the
road will be run over a level country and
rapid progress willbe made.

The storms of the past few days will no
doubt hinder railroad work to some extent,
and, if continuing, will cause a suspension
of work in extending the road further
northward than Butteville. The force at
work, however, will be needed to go back
on the road between Delta and Shasta val-
ley, which was built hurriedly and will
need considerable fixing over, as the rain
and snow along the line will undoubtedly
cause the grade to settle in many places.

It is believed that when a railroad is
built to eastern Oregon that it will make
connection with the California and Oregon
road in this county, cilher by way of
Klamath river from l.inkville or via Grass
valley to the divide between Shasta and
Strawberry valleys.

The railroad company having a larger
force at work now than actually needed for
the woik over tl.e level valleys in this
county, will send some of the men back
over the road towards Delta to strengthen
and improve the same.— Trdta Journal.

Thf Wk.athki: ami Crops.—Farmers in
some localities are beginning to get fright-
ened about the long delayed rains. The
uneasiness comes, however, not so much
from a fear of a dry season as from the
fear that the grain now sprouted will die
and rot in the ground. It is said that some
farmers on the adobe lands are already be-
ginning to make a second sowing. It is a
fact that wheat will sprout at least four
time". We have tried that. As long, then,
as wheat is sound in the ground it will
come, even if the top does die down. The
ditl'erenco between the adobe land and the
sandy, alluvial soil is. that the first is cold
and will rot the grain quicker than the
other. Itis easy to wet a small portion of
a field—a few feet squaie—andteet the seed
in the ground. As for the question of a
dry or wet season, no man can tell a thing
about it. We have often seen it too dry at
Christmas to plow and a good season fol-
low, and all remember that the rains once
kept off till Jannary with a good crop
season following. Better a dry fall than a
dry spring. With a canal system for Co-
lusa county, however, most of the farmers
would never be uneasy. —Colu?a 8

Plant of Deer. —The storm and snow
fallof ten days has caused a considerable
migration of deer from the mountains to
the foothill country, and now they are
more numerous through this section than
at any time during the past year. Scarcely
a day passes but their presence is reported
in different localities, and one individual
reports set-ing seven in a herd on the
Placer side of Bear river one day last week,
while others have seen them by twos and
threes frequently of late.

close season for deer, and the only im-
munity they have from slaughter is from
poor markrnanship of hunters.

CALIFORNIA.

A Clergyman's Loss.
Saicelito, November 30th.— About 1

o'clock this morning the housekeeper of
the Rev. Father Valentine, pastor of St.
Mary's Church, Saucelito, discovered that
the house was on fire in the rear of the
basement. The firehad got a strong hold,
and only a few trifling articles were res-
cued. Father Valentine was in San Fran-
cisco. The belief is that the fire was incen-
diary, and was started from the outside.
Father Valentine's loss in furniture, books,
paintings, clothes, etc., is $1,500, without
insurance, the house having been newly
furnished within a few months.

Wants the Bight of Way.

San Diego, November ;:Oth.—Proceed-
ings were renewed in the Superior Court
to-day by an attorney for the Southern Pa-
cific Railroad Company to condemn the
old Texas Pacific right of way through the
west part of the city. The Southern Pa-
cific succeeded, by purchase, to the rights
of the Texas Pacific in the premises. It is
supposed to be a preliminary movement of
the Southern Pacific to build a line to San
Diego.

Log Angeles Itenis.
Los Angeles, November 30th. —The Re-

publicans to-day nominated the following
city ticket: Mayor, T. W. French ; Treas-
urer, Oscar Macy ; City Attorney, J. C.
Daly ; Assessor, John Fisher ; Tax Col-
lector, D. W. Field ; Mrs. A. S. Averill and
C. E. Day for Board of Education. The
Democratic Convention meets to-morrow
night.

The city has commenced suit for the con-
demnation of Los Angeles street, from Ar-
cadia to Alameda streets. This will effect-
ually clean out Chinatown, and the
Mongolians will have to seek other quar-
ters. There are forty-five defendants.

John G. Taylor, of New York, who has
been here on a spree for about three weeks,
was found on Requena street to-day in a
senseless condition. He had taken arsenic.
He was pumped out, and willrecover. He
had plenty of money.

San Jose, November 30th.—The Baptist

Council assembled to consider the standing
of the First Baptist Church organization in
the denomination, and after the taking of
testimony and hearing of arguments this
evening decided that the majority and mi-
nority parties constitute the church, which
has not forfeited its fellowship in the de-
nomination. It also decided that the
church had erred in dismissing heavy
charges against its former pastor, N. F.
Ravelin, without trial, and in other par-
ticulars.

Work Tor Merced Courts.
Merced, November 30th.—Perry Buck-

ley, one of the men implicated in the Hope-
ton arson case, supposed to be in San Fran-
cisco with his brother Charles, was arrested
at Snelling's to-day and brought here to
jail this afternoon. Sheriff McSwain is ex-
pected to arrive here to-night from San
Francisap with Charles Buckley. The
prosecution has arranged for the accused to
be brought before Justice Breen, on Mon-
day next, for examination.

The case of Search, for the murder of
Goldsworthy, near Merced Falls, is on trial
in the Superior Court.

noon at the Merchants' Exchange:

Neaii Bay, November SO, 1888.
The ship Belvedere is ashore at ISonilla Point

and will probably be a total loss. All hands
left the ship. One boat and crew have not been
heard from.

The Belvedere sailed from San Pedro in
ballast November 7th, bound for Nanaimo
for a cargo of coal. She was owned by
Christopher Nelson, and her approximate
value was $25,000, and fully insured. Bo-
nilla Point is opposite and 121 miles dis-
tant from Cape Flattery light, at the en-
trance to the Straits of Juan de Fuca.

Knox, of Sacramento, contractors for the
West Side and Mendocino Kailrad, com-
menced work to-day with a large force of
men and teams. The work willbe rapidly
pushed, and it is expected that thirty miles
of road will be completed within ninety
days.

ARIZONA.

Kmigrants for Mexico.
Xoc.ales, November ."Oth.—Three emi-

grant coaches loaded with colonists, num-
bering 100 people, iroru Colorado and other
Kastern points, destined to Topolobampo,
Mex., passed here to-night in good health
and spirits. Colonel A. K. Owen, General
Agefitof the colony, has been here some
days awaiting their arrival and making ar-
rangements to pass their baggage and
household goods. He proceeds with the
party to Guaymas. Other smaller parties,
numbering from twelve to lifieen each, left
here a few days ago for the same colony.

No KeneEade Indians.
XoiiAi.ES, November 30th.—The report

that Indians escaped from Geronimo's band
at the time ofthe surrender are committing
depredations in the Montezuma district is
untrue. The robberies and other outrages
are being committed by renegade Ameri-
cans and Mexicans.

A Scout Kilts Hia Assailant.
Xoqales, November 30th.—A shooting

afi'ray occurred in this place last night in
Brick Wood's gambling saloon. Billy
Long, who was a guide and scout with
Captain Lawton throughout the Indian
war, a quiet, peaceable man, who isspoken
highly of by that officer in his annual re-
port, " shot and it is believed mortally
wounded a negro named Charley Ander-
son. Anderson, who was drunk, had
words with Long and drew ajiistol, which
Long wrenched out of his hand and told
him to go away. Long left the Elite sa-
loon, where the difficulty originated, and
went to Brick Woods. Anderson procured
a shotgun and followed Long. On entering
Brick Wood's, Long drew two pistols and
commenced shooting, hitting Anderson
three times. One shot entered the right
breast, passing completely through the
body. There was no arrest. The general
verdict is that it served him right.
