Will Plant His Ranch in Fruit.
Edgar Mills,of Sacramento, banker and

farmer, came up a few days ago to see his
7,000-acre farm in the foothills of
Colusa county, and after attending to
business matters there came up here and
spent the night in Red Bluil. We met
him in Cone & Kuuball's office this
morning, and enjoyed a social and busi-
ness chat of fifteen or twenty minutes.
He says it is his intention to divide his
ranch into small lots of twenty, forty,
sixty and eighty-acre holdings, and
sell land to fruit growers, or culti-
vate -the whole of it himself
in fruit within a few months, or a few-
years at farthest. He believes olives will
prove to be one of the most profitable fruits
that can be raised in the State. Olive trees
will grow in comparatively poor soil, and
will make rapid growth without irrigation.
He says pure olive oil is very scarce in any
market, and when made pure it command's
a high price. It is nearly all adulterated
with cotton-seed oil, and an entirely pure
article ofolive oil is a rare commodity.

He believes in irrigation, and says if a
portion ofthe SacramenSo river was turned
cut and conducted along the foothills
of Tehama, Colusa and so on to Sui-
-,in Hay, by means of a large canal, lands
now worth five, ten or even twenty dol-
lars an acre, would then sell for two
to five hundred dollars an acre for fruit
culture. He is somewhat enthusiastic on
fruit-growing and irrigation, and s-ays the
land boom in northern California is com-
ing rapidly.— lied Bluff'Sentinel.

A Yuba County Suicide.—A corre-
spondent of the Recobd-Ukiok, writing
from Challenge Mills, Yuba county, No-
vember 29th, says : " A young man to-day
received a letter from his girl, and in ten
minutes afterwards shot himself Ihrough
the heart. His name i3T. Sherrer, :!4
years of age. lie has been in the eiuplov
of A. M. Leach, of the Challenge Mills, for
iij;h; years, and for the past four years has
acted in the capacity of head clerk. He
leaves his aged parents broken-hearted.
He wa3 a young man ofengaging manners,
prepossessing appearance, steady habits,
respected by all, and had many warm
friends in the community. His remains
have been removed to the home of his
parents, rive miles from this place."

A tanna Kxuibit.—Butte county's
Supervisors, it will be remembered, made
an appropriation for an exhibition of her
productions at the last Grand Army En-
campment. This money was not all nsed,
and the parties to whom it was intrusted
have taken the balance, it being really the
county's money, and have invested it hi a
splendid cabinet, which has been placed in
the Court-house at Oroville. Parties who
have nice specimens'of ore3or other pro-
ductions of Butte county's mines or soil
will always rind room for them in this
cabinet. When once placed there, the
specimens become the property of the
county, which assumes all care and respon-
sibility for them. This will be a permanent
exhibit ofour resources and products, and
we trust the cabiaet will soon be liiied.—
Chlco Chronicle.

A PLAIN TALK.

One of the leading clergymen of San
Francisco has been talking very plainly to

the people of that city about the wicked-
ness of tke metrojM)lis. A great seaport
town is always a wicked one, but this

preacher has evolved from his reasoning
the novel doctrine that as the sun is fol-
lowed in its course the wickedness of cities
augments. For instance, he said :

If statistics arc to be believed, San Francisco
is the wickedest city iv Christendom. Ihold in
my hand the report of Chief of Police Crowl«y
for the fiscal year cndiDg June :tn, 18K6. The
<:hief reports 2ti,560 arrests in a population of
2C0.U00. In other words, one arrest for every
nine persons. Compare this with Chicago and
we tind the proportion of arrests to the popula-
tion to be oue in sixteen; in Philadelphia it is
one in twelve: in New York one in eighteen. A
great number of these arrests are misdemeanors
not ranked as crimes. Over 14.000 such are re-
ported. This leaves 12,UTS crimes properly so
called, or, iv other words, one persou in every
twenty-one of the population of San Francisco
commits crime. The same fact obtains Inother 1

cities. Making the sume applcation to New
York that citj' shows one in forty-two. There

were twenty murders in San Francisco last year
and 112 attempts. In London there were oaly
sixu-c-n last your. In other words, there was one
murder to overy l">,000 of population. In Paris
there is only one murder to every 15,582 of pop-
ulation. In London only one in every 288,888.
These figures are startling. Beginning with
lxmdon, it seems that the cities grow worse
westward until we find here on this golden
fihore the culmination of the great wave.

This is very courageous pulpit talk to a

people aboHt themselves, but it is not at all
likely any one will cross lances with Dr.
Sprecher, for, as has been shown, her forti-
fies himself with statistics. Coming down
to the causes of this vicious state of the
San Francisco public, the preacher laid the
blame first at the door of the saloon ; next
at the door of the executive and judicial
offices, for non-enforcement and the delays
of the law, though he subsequently ex-

cused them because of want of public sup-
port; third, lack of moral sentiment in
the community to render prompt enforce-
ment of the laws possible ; foutli, bad train-
ing ofchildren ; lastly, impure politics and
contempt for religion.

In the third specification the speaker
covered the chief cause for criminal domi-
nance—lack of moral sentiment as fortifi-
cation to the law. But a chief cause of
that he neglected to mention, and that is
the impure literature of the day. The ed-
ucation of the people is largely dependent
upon current periodical literature; their
sensibilities harden, not from contact with
crime, for only the few are witnesses to its
commission, but from reading its literature
and printed matter in varied forms, that
g.ld and excuse vicious and demoralizing
influences, and the perusal of matter
that creates falsa ideas-, appeals to the pas-
sions and corrupts the moral sentiments.
Wg venture the assertion that could an ac-
curate and full census be taken in the
case, it would demonstrate that seven
out of ten of the youths who are lawless or

criminal, who arc in training for prison
and the gallows, arc readers of vicious lit-
erature, and especially that of the Hash
pros.*. Familiarity with accounts ofcrime
and debauchery deaden the sensibilities
Bad render the nature callous to the enor-
mity of vice. Hum and the vile haunts of
:: great city have a great deal to do with
the training of youth for criminal path*,
but the chief ally of the spirit of evil is
the influence that plants the needs of vice
in the mind. That which renders a com-
munity iustn-uhle to the dangers of vicious
growth is chargeable, as a matter of course,
with the results. Said the speaker referred
to: "A generation is growing up in this
city as violent, impure, immoral and crim-
inal as ancient Borne; I look with fear
and trembling to the result."

Precisely; and let him search for the
roots of the evil, and he will lin«l thorn
largely in street and secret literature, that
begin- to poiaan the mind, harden the con-
science and deaden the sensibilities of the
child fmiu the day it is capable of reading
and understanding, or seeing and being
influenced by pictorial vice.

The full import of our charge ; the full
sijnificance ofthe truth to which we refer;
the alarming extent and power of the in-
fluence we have indicated, can be appreci-
ated only l>y those who have given some
\u25a0pedal attention to the subject. We ayain
aver, extravagant though it may seem, that
more potent for ill than strong drink;
more dangerous than "dives''; more men-
acing than the slums; more debasing
than the house of the harlot, and alto-
gether more mischievous and contamina-
ting than the companionship of the
vicious is the almost incalculable variety
anl multitude of fiendish prints, books,
pspan ami I'tinlications that sow the seeds
for the crop ofvice, in Sin Francisoo, and
for the harvest of ruined men and women
in tUe great cities of the land.

LOTTERY LOGIC.

The Colon Sin suggests the question of

the wis'.lom of having this State open a

policy shop on its own hook, because peo-
ple in California buy tickets of lotteries
drawn elsewhere, and thus send the money
out of the State. Still that paper does not

advocate legalizing lotteries in California.
But its question is absurd. If the argu-

ment it curia is good for anything at all
as an economic proposition, it willapply to
any other vice that depletes pockets of
eois. Let the State, for instance, go into
the printing of lewd journals and con-
demned book?, End keep the money at

home that new goes to Mew York and the !
Eastern vicious publishing houses Hy the

hundreds of thousands of dollars annually

for this filth. Some people willgamble at

the lottery game anyhow, su^ests a local
contemporary, therefore why not have it
done under State auspices? There is-no
Strength in such pleading. Some people
will buy and read smutty books and licen-
tious journals; why not, therefore, have

the State print them ? But State super-
vision willprotect <he people from swin-
dling lotteries, we are told. That proceeds
upon the assumption that the State

lottery would alone, or mainly, receive the
patronage of the people; also that
State control would convert a vice
into a virtue—false premises. But ad-
mit it. Then let the State go into
the business ofliquor-selling to protect the
people from imposition, adulteration, etc.

Alwird asissucli a thought.it is more

reasonable than the suggestion concerning

lotteries. The moral sense of the people
ofCalifornia was sufficiently strong to con-
stitutionally prohibit lottery schemes; it

is not bo weak now as to withdraw that
inhibition.

De Fbkycinkt talks belligerently, but

he does not mean that France shall fight.
He blusters about the English grip on

E,-ypt, bnt if England refuses to relax it,
what willFrance do about it? She can-
not hope to enlist a solitary ally in any

assault upon England. The powers are too
much involved with Great Britain in the
Eastern question to break with her be-
cause of her Egyptian policy. England

has been a rider to Egypt for

many years, a clog to her heels, but France
cannot hope by threats she does dream
of fortifying by acts, to compel the

British to do anything they do not choose
in the premises.

If is a patient and long-suffering com-
munity—the people of California. They
still condone the outrage of daily news-

papers thrown into their doors for perusal
by wives, maidens and children ; the col-

umns loaded with the unutterable nasti-
ness of the divorce trial between Colin
Campbell, the rake, and his weak and
faithless wife.

It remained for a Sacramento Judge to
go to San Francisco and teach the Bar the
real meaning of "continuance" —to wit,
that itmeans postponement for cause ma-

terial to the course of justice, not delay for
the convenience of lawyers.

CALIFORNIA.

Items from Los Angeles.

Los Angklks, December Ist.—The Dem-
ocratic City Convention to-night nominated
the following ticket : For Mayor, W. H.
Workman ; Treasurer, P. Ballade; City
Attorney, Move Wicks; Tax Collector,
B. Cohen ; Assaesor, W. R. Stevenson ;
City Board of Education—C. P. Thurston
and W. D. Stephenson. The election takes
place next Monday, December 6th.

The new county jail is completed, and
the prisoners were to-day removed to their
new quarters.

Eugene Spuller, member of the House of
Deputies ot France, arrived here to-day
and was accorded a large reception by our
French population to-night. There was an
address of welcome by L. Loeb, French
Consul.

" Lucky" Baldwin was fined $100 to-day
for assault on John Lattimore. It is
charged that he pulled a pistol on the Pros-
ecuting Attorney during the procress ofthe
trial.

One of the Rascals Caught.
Santa Maria, December Ist.—Deputy

Sheritr Madison Graves, of San Luis Obis-
po, arrested a man here last evening for at-
tempting to pass worthless ten-dollar cur-
rency bills, drawn by the Consolidated
Bank of Canada, and signed by J. Hicks,
President, and countersigned by W. Irwin.
After being arrested he made a confession,
and had the arresting officer dig up a roll
of some $500 in worthless bills, which he
had buriud, prior to his arrest.

Terriblo Accident.
Visai.ia, December Ist.—J. \V. Archer, a

tramp printer, who was beating his way
south, fell from a train at Tulare last night
and had his right leg crushed from the
knee to the ankle and half of the left foot
mashed. He was brought to the hospital
at Visalia lo day. His limbs will be am-
putated at once, but he is not expected to
iive through the night.

ViSALrA, December Ist.—The trial of
Henry Beaver for the murder of C. S.
Hayes, editor of the Travers Tiding*, has
been going on in the Superior Court since
Monday. About 100 witnesses have been
subpenaed. Some new evidence of im-
portance was elicited, proving that Beaver
had borrowed a shotgun on the day the
murder was committed, one barrel of
which was loaded with buckshot, and
Hayes was killed by a charge of buckshot.
The evidence is all circumstantial. It will
take the remainder of the week to com-
plete the trial.

San Luis Obispo, December Ist.—ln the
Biddle will contest case today Mrs. Kate
Plummer, the plaintiff, was cross-exam-
ined, but in nearly every instance her
direct testimony was substantiated. She
detailed a family history full of revolting
incidents, to show how a father's insane,
unwarrantable and imaginative prejudice
had led him to cut his daughter off with
$10 for her share in his estate, valued at
half a million.

Fire at Phu»nix.
Phckmx, December Ist.—A fire late last

night destroyed Sweeney's meat market,
corner of Washington and Center streets,
L. A. Mariposa's grocery, Montano's family
liquor store, and Wright it Harlock'*s
bakery. The buildings belonged to Mrs.
DeForesl Porter, and were uninsured.
.Montano's stock was insured for $2,200.
Dr. Thibodo's drag store, adjoining the
burnt buildings, suffered to the extent of
$1,000 by water and rough handling, and
is fully covered by insurance. The origin
of the fire is a mystery.
A BereuTed Family—Murderer Sentenced I

—Immigrants, Ktc.
Bknson, December Ist.—A bright, 3 year-

old child of Mr. and Mrs. Holland, of
Tombstone, died yesterday. This makes
thethird death in their family inside of a
month. The full sympathy of this com-
munity gots out to the parents.

Judge Street yesterday sentenced one
Jackson to a servitude of two years in the
Territorial Prison for grand larceny. V.'il-
son Douglass, who was convicted a few
days ago for killing Linstrum, was sen-
tenced to life imprisonment.

Several cars loaded with immigrant mov-
ables and live stock passed Benson to-day,
consigned to the Credit Foncier Company,
Guaymas. These supplies belong to the
colony that is being settled at Topolo-
bunipo, Sonora. They say it will ulti-
mately number 5 000 souls. The capital is
•J1,000,000. This company is chartered
under the laws of Colorado, but receives
members from every part of the Union,
who go to Old Mexico to engage in indus-
trial, mechanical, railroad and mining pur-
suits.

UTAH.

Heavy Da mages Awarded—Action Against
Polygitmlsts.

Salt Lake, December Ist.—At Ogden
today Thomas Bullock and Myron W.
Butler were each sentenced to six months
in the penitentiary, and Butler to $100 fine
in addition. Both refused to pledge obedi-
ence to the law. In the same Court John
Bergen was found guilty of polygamy.

Charles Burgess was arrested yesterday
for unlawful cohabitation. He waived
examination to-day and was held on a
$1,300 bond.

George Naylor, an underground skulker,
was found in Summit county yesterday
and arraigned in Court for unlawful
cohabitation. He pleaded not guilty.

Charles Denny and L. Berg were released
from penitentiary to-day on taking pauper
oaths.

To-day a jnry gave W. C. Redden $20,000
damages against the Union Pacific Railroad
for injuries suffered by a cave in their
Grass Creek coal mine,it being in a danger-
ous condition.

George C. Watts pleaded guilty to un-
lawful cohabitation and promised to obey
the law. Sentence was suspended.

The body of a Chinaman was found near
rarmington to-day, shot through the
stomach. It is supposed that he was mur-
dered about ten day 3ago, and that his
name was Knong Yuen.

WASHINGTON TEKKITOKY.
They Won't I*tHer In.

Olympia, December Ist.—Official retnrns
from the two disputed representative dis-
tricts have been received and this result
shows that the Legislature will be Repub-
lican by a nuijoriiy of two on joint ballot.
The Upper House stands Republican, G;
Democrats, G. The Lower House, Repub-
licans, 13: Democrats, 11. Total, Repub-
licans, 19; Democrats, 17. This spoils the
calculation of the Democrats of securing
two United States Senators in case the ter-
ritory is admitted as a State this session of
Congress.

Nothing was saved
from the vessel, but all hands were rescued.

THE HOLD-OVER SENATORS.
It. ivilta Predicted from a. ffon-Coinpliince

with the Co-jstltutlon.

MAKYsviLii,'Novecuber 30, 188C.
Ens. Record-Usion: Since my first letter

on the subject of hold-over Senators was
published in the Record-Union, Ihave had
numerous letters from persons in various
parts of the State, all agreeing that the
Senators from the odd districts must hold
over under the terms of the Constitution.
Cut they are not all quite clear as to how
this can be enforced, with a Democratic ad-
ministration against the proposition. Two
years ago, when the writer raised the same
question in the Republican State Central
Committee, it was received with quite as
much doubt as is expressed at this time.
But the committee were induced to appoint
a sub-coniniittee to obtain the views of
leading lawyers of the State. The opinions
of the following gentlemen were ob-
tained : Hon. J. McM. Shafter, Judge S. C.
Tlenson of Sacramento, Hon. 1. S.
lielcher and E. A. Davis of Marysville,
and quite a number of others. These
gentlemen, without any conference with
each other, gave written opinions, all hold-
ing that the Constitution required an elec-
tion to be held in 188*. After receiving the
opinions of those gentlemen, the question
was how to proceed, as it was not expected
the Governor would issue a proclamation
for the election of Senators. The com-
mittee finally determined to request the
County Central Committees to elect Sen-
ators from the odd districts, whether there
was a proclamation Issued or not. As the
Court bad already decided that there was a
vacancy, that it was not essential a
proclamation should be issued. After this
policy had been agreed upon, Icalled upon
Governor Stoneman and told him what
had been done, and that he would have to
meet the question sooner or later. Ifhe
failed to issue the proclamation calling for
the election ofSenators, in case theRepub-
licans elected a majority of the Assembly
they would recognize the Senate with the
newly-elected members from the odd dis-
tricts and the hold-overs from the even
districts, then if the Democrats concluded
to withdraw and organize a second Legisla-
ture it would be for him to determine
which of the two he would communicate
with, and farther that the Republicans
would probably elect a United States Sen-
ator, pass the appropriation bills, the tax
levying bills, all other necessary legisla-
tion, and send it to him for his approval or
rejection. Further, if he failed to approve,
that his administration would be without
the means of carrying on the government.

The public press were as reticent at that
time (• they are now on the question.
None appear to have the courage, or else
jacked the disposition, fo discuss
it, with the exception of the
Esaminer. Mr. Baggett furnished
a number of long communications
for that paper, attempting toprove that the
Constitution did not require hn election to
be held. These were met by the publica-
tion of the opinions of the lawyers, before
referred to, and it was understood that quite
a number ofprominent Democratic lawyers
concurred in thfse opinions. The Demo-
crats became alarmed, and proposed to the
Republican State Central Committee to
make a test case and take it to the Court.
The Republicans declined, and finally the
Democrats make the case themselves and
the Court ordered an election.

Now, Mr. Editor, the case is the same to-
day. The Democrats were then attempting
to lengthen the terms ofSenators, and now
they are attempting to shorten them. The
Republicans are now in just the condition
that I pointed out to Governor Stoneman
two years ago. They have a majority of
the Assembly, with the power to recognize
a Senate composed of the hold-over Sena-
tors. The Constitution requires that they
should do so.

One of the maxims of the Republican
party is "an honest election, free ballot
and a fair count, ' and there never was a
belter time for th.etu to demonstrate that
they believe what they profess. The elec-
tions for Senators, just held, was not hon-
est, because it was unconstitutional, and
the Republican party will do less than its
duty if it fails to see that the legally-con-
stituted Senators take their seats. There ap-
pears to be considerable stress attached to
the fact that an election has been held.
The editor of the Colusa Sun puts this
very strongly. He admits that it is a de-
batable question whether an election for
Senators ought to have been held or not,but
says, "This is an afterthought ofthe Kfpnb-
cans." Now let me submit the following
questions to the Sun editor: Suppose the
Governor had inadvertently, or otherwise,
called an election for all of the Superior
Judges of the State, and that botli parties
had nominated, and some had run inde-
pendently, and that the people held the
election and thertsulthad been declared,
just as it has in the present case for Sen-
ators. Does he suppose for a moment that
these Judges-tlect would take their seats
and hold court, or would the people say it
was an afterthought on the part of the sit-
ting Judges when they raised the question
as to the legality of the election? The
offices of Superior Judge and State Senator
are constitutional offices, with terms defi-
nitely fixed by that instrument, and can-
not be changed—even by the people
themselves —until they have changed the
Constitution. If the Constitution is
obeyed, there can be no confusion.
On the contrary, if disregarded, all
will be confusion. If the persons just
elected Senators are permitted to take their
seats, all ofthe acts ot the Legislature wiil
be void. The person elected to the U. S.
Senate by them willbe challenged when he
presents his certificate ofelection, and that
body cannot do otherwise than refuse him
his seat. The appropriation bills and the
tax levy hill willbe void, and we will see
another instance of a Democratic adminis-
tration without money to pay the expenses
of the Government. We will have another
case ofcorporations, or individuals, refus-
ing to pay their taxes on the ground of an
illegal levy, and no end of confusion wiM
arise. But follow the Constitution and all
willgo smoothly. Yours, truly,

They
conduct their dioceses as they see tit. We
have no more right to interfere with them
than they with us.

The reverend Father
ridiculed the idea of the Knights being a
mutual benefit society. He said that it
was the officers who were bentrited, one
of them alone getting a salary of $0,000
per year. What confidence, he asked,
could they have in a society the chiefs of
which were foreigners, to whom they must
apply for their benefits ? He continued :
" Ifyou do not listen to the words of our
Bishops and the teachings of the Holy
Catholic Church, you will commit mortal
sin, and incur eternal damnation. The
time for the' retreat' is commencing, and no
Knight of Labor will be allowed to par-
ticipate in the sacraments.

THE TOWN OF FOLSOM.
riin-nix-I.ike ItKl.es from its Ashes—lts

Present Appearance*

The town of Folsom, on the American
river, twenty-two miles northeast ol Sacra-
mento, is the most important town in the
county, having a population ofabout 1,(100.
Itis a shipping point and trade center fora'
large portion of Sacramento, Placer and El
Dorado counties. For many years it was
the terminus of the Sacramento Valley
Railroad, before the completion ofthe Cen-
tral Pacific across the Sierras. All freight
and passengers for the State of Nevada,
during the vurly silver excitement, were at
this point transferred to coaches and freight
wagons, which crossed the summit via
riacervilie through Strawberry valley.
Those were lively times for Foisom, and
the wholesale merchants ofthat town were
strong competitors wilh those of Sacra-
mento for the Washoe and Carson trade.
She had

ONE OF THE LARGEST FLOURING MILLS

In the county, her wholesale houses car-
ried immense and varied stocks of goods,
and her' hotels and restaurants did a
large business. The completion of the
Sacramento and Placerville road to Latrobe
took the freight and passenger traffic to
that point, and soon afterwards the road
was pushed on to its present terminus,
Shingle Springs. With the loss of the
terminal point of the railroad Folsom as a
business point declined, but has ever re-
mained the distributing center for a large
local agricultural andiuining population.

On the 18th day of last August a fire
broke out in Webber's harness shop, on
Main street, that quickly spread to the ad-
joining buildings, and in spite ofthe efforts
of the citizens over one-half of the town
was laid in ruins. The lumber yard, rail-
road depot, and possibly the remainder of
the town, were saved by the railroad com-
pany's yard engine, which was sent from
this city, making the run in forty minutes.
It was a severe blow to the town, and
many were of tlie opinion, owing to the
depressed state of business, that it would
never be rebuilt. A visit to the town by a
representative of this paper yesterday con-
vinced him that the citizens of that" place
are not easily discouraged.

THE TOWN IS ENTIRELY REBUILT
Throughout the burned district, and never
in its palmiest days presented such a neat,
substantial and business-like appearance.
The buildings, many ofthem brick, one of
granite, others substantial frame, are of
modern style of architecture, neat and sub-
stantial. The sidewalks and awnings are
uniform, the painting, frescoing and orna-
mental work, all after the latest styles, and
the entire street has the business-bearing of

' a bu3y city thoroughfare. The stocks of
goods are all fresh, and the clerks and pro-
prietors, apparently breathing inspiration
from their surroundings, have a stvie about
them seldom observable outside of the me-
tropolis. The citizens are proud of their
new town, and as they were all pretty well
insured no one seems much to regret the
" fire fiend" that left them homeless for a
lime by burning their old tumble-down
rookeries. If young Webber, the " fire-
bug,'' who touched the match to his father's
premises, and

CACSED THE TOWN TO GO DP IM SMOKE,
Could get a peep from behind his prison
bars at the new town, he no doubt would
exclaim with a fiendish pride, " I did it."
Had the town a system of water works,
which could be easily and cheaply con-
structed, the (own could have been easily
saved. It would seem that they would
profit by a lesson so dearly bought, but it
appears they have not, for the town has
been rebuilt, and no effort made to pipe
water from an adjacent hight, and distrib-
ute fire plugs throughout the town. The
poor people are willing, but cannot. The
wealthy residents are able to, but willnot.
The latter take no stock in the old adage
that "an ounce of prevention is worth a
pound of cure.'

Eckkm's brick buildinc, butcher shop and
jewelry store; Louis Klump, brick, r>o feet
front, saloon, shoemaker shop and barber
shop; Brown it Yager, brick, hardware
store and grocery store; H. Webber, brick,
saddlery and harness shop: Jacob Muller,
brick, furniture store and undertaker's
shop; Mrs. Brown, granite building, gro-
cery store : C. Zimmerman, the New West-
ern Hokel—large two story frame hotel, fin-
ished off wiih all the latest improvements:
on the first floor is a shoemaker shop,
butcher shop, jewelry store, and saloon ; K.
M. O'Dom, large one-story frame, black-
smith shop; John L. House, large two-
story frame, first story marble works, sec-
end story, residence; large frame lively
stable, two-story and basement. Mrs. S.
Foster; one-story frame law office, JudL-e
CroSMtte; Peter Yager, one story brick,
oyster house and vegetable depot. Other
buildings are in course of erection, which
gives employment to a large force of car-
penters, masons, plasterers and painters.
The southern portion ot the town that es-
caped the flames is being thoroughly fixed
tip, sons not to contrast too strongly with
the new. which gives the town a neat, trim
and business-iike appearance.
