the benefit of Lieutenant-General Sherman.
Referring to the means of defense againsta
possible invasion of the Pacific coast, he
says: “ The forts are not in order, they are
not manned with guns of the proper cali-
ber, and, what is worse, there are no guns
of the right size and power in_ the whole
country to bring here. There should be a
*piant’ on this coast, and a speedy prepara-
tion for making suitable guns, and other
means of defense ought not to be delayed.
Time is all-important. True, the cost will
be great, but the money will mainly go to
the working classes of our people. Cali-
fornia is too fine a State to be left com-
pletely to the mercy of other nations with
whom any day we may have a serious
conflict. Once lost, the regaining would
involve millions more than the cost of a
simple and proper system of defensive
works, Now, shell could easily be thrown
from the neighborhood of the Cliff House,
outside the harbor, to every part of San
Francisco, and without exceeding modern
ranges could be dropped into Oakland. I
therefore recommend that money be ap-
propriated so that a good torpedo defense

may be planted; that Alcatraz Island
be turned over to the Engineers and
the proposed fortifications be com-

pleted thereon; that a fleet of torpedo
boats be constructed, and that the 8-inch
(converted) and 15-inch guns, now around
the harbor, be properly mounted ; thattwo
floating batteries be built, and anchored, as
snggested by the Board of Inspection ap-
pointed under the Act of Congress of
March 3, 1885. This will tend to place
this harbor, the western entrance to this
country, in a defensible conditiom, and
hinder an enemy’s entrance with a hostile
fleet. It would, however, as remarked be-
fore, do nothing toward preserving San
Francisco from the fire of modern ships of
war anchored outside the heads, and Oak-
land might be involved. To properly pro-
tect these cities, new forts with heavy guns
would have to be built on the coast, sup-
plemented by heavy cruisers, floating bat-
teries and torpedo boats. Other cities on
the coast are entitled to consideration, but
they can better wait than San Francisco to
be made secure.”

The report is very elaborate, giving in
the .appendix a number of letters from
officers regarding the military posts in this
State. In the report submitted by C. Sea-
forth Stewart, Colonel of Engineers, he
states that the consolidated estimate of cost
of the proposed defense of San Francisco
is $27,968,150, while Lieutenant E. Griffin,
of the Corps of Engineers, estimates the
cost at $14,942 000,

General Howard recommends the aban-
donment of Forts Halleck, Nevada, and
Klamath, Oregon.

WAIER RIGHTS.
Decision by the Supreme Court Against
a Water Company.

The Alhambra Addition Water Company
brought suit against Solomon Richardson
et al., with a view to obtaining a judgment
affirming to the plaintiff the whole of the
right, title and interest to certain waters,
as well as to the pipe which conducted the
waters over the lands of the defendants, as
also to the water works and appurtenances
belonging thereto. An injunction was
prayed for restraining defendants from tap-
ping the pipe and taking the water there-
from, or in any other manner interfering
with or diverting the same. In their an-
swer the defendants claimed that they
owned a certain tract of land over which
the pipe was constructed, and were entitled
to take a safticient amount of water there-
from to irrigate said land, and that such
privilege they had exercised for more than
sixteen years. The answer further sets
forth that before Richardson, one of the
defendants, purchased the land, he asked
Mr. Wilson, upon whose land the spring
was situated, whether that land now called
the ‘ Richardson Place’ was entitled to
sufficient of that water for the purposes of
irrigation ana for the domestic uses of its
occupants, and that Mr. Wilson replied in
the affirmative. Relving upon this state-
ment Richardson purchased from Hutchin-
son, his co-defendant, an interest in the
place. For many years the water flowed
through an open ditch, but this resulted in
a waste, To prevent this, in 1875, the pre-
decessors in interest laid a pipe. The de-
fendants assented to the laying of the pipe
on condition that they be allowed to use a
sufficient quantity of the water, The Su-
preme Court having been appealed to, gives
the opinion that plaintiffs should be
estopped from any interference with the
rights acquired by the defendants. The
judgment was therefore affirmed, and the
order granting a new trial was denied.
