The Prune Question.
The importation of prunes for the year

ending June3o,lßßs, was 57,<iol,320pouuds,
and for the year ending June 30, 1880,
amounted to U4,0!)0,f>47 pounds—an increase
of over 7,000,000 pounds. Tbo cause of
this increase was that the old vineyard
landi in the phylloxera-infested districts of
France have been planted to prunes to the
amount of thousands of acres. These new
orchards are just coming into bearing, and
the importers expect to make America the
great prune market for the immense pro-
duct coming on in France.

The prune product of California, for the
year ending |June 30, 1886, has been esti-
mated at I.ooO.Oih) pounds, and for the
present yrar it willreacii 2,000,000 pounds.
The product in the future will, under right
conditions, be in an increasing ratio. The
conditions of soil and climate required for
successful prune-culture exist in California
to a yet unknown extent. The quality of
the California prune equals that of the im-
ported article, and its excellence is assured
when the proper methods of curing and
packing are applied.

These facts are in the possession of New
York importers, and their deduction from
them is natural. If the prune Industry of
Californiaie permitted to grow, and is en-
couraged b/a sufficient tariff, the imported
prime must retire from at least a portion of
its expected market. This, in view of the
immense production of prunse, of which
the present increase is only a foretaste, can-
not be permitted, and hence the destruction
of the California prune industry has been
resolved upon. There are two methods in
course of employment for this destruction :
First, the lowering of the price beyond the
point of profitable production with our
nigh-priced labor and new plant; and sec-
ond, the defeating ot the passage of a tariff
bill protecting the industry. Will the
patriotic and generous people of the East
permit this spoliation to succeed ?—San
,I'i.se Mi-rcur;/.
