A MOST FIENDISH DOUBLE MUR-
DER IN OHIO.

Yesterday's Riot in Ireland—Catho-
lic Balls to be Prohibited—Im-
moral Papers Denounced.

ISPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

FUNERAL POSTPONED,
A Candidate for the Grave Indicates a
Desire to Remain,

St. Lours, December Sth.—A special to
the Post Dispatch from Poplar Blaff, Mo.,
says: W. W. Stead, an Alderman of this
city and well known in the county, was
supposed to have died last Sunday. His
body was laid out and all arrangements
were made for the funeral, which was to
have occurred to-day. Yesterday, however,
signs of resuscitation became apparent ; the
face assumed its natural color, the tempera-
ture became distinctly hotter, and the eye-
lids opened and shut several times. He was
spoken to, but gave no sign that he heard
or understood. It is thought possible that
he may be brought back to life, although
the efforts of the physicians to accomplish
that end have so far failed. In the mean-
time the funeral has been postponed.

A FIEND'S WORK.

He Commits a Double Murder for a
Paltry Sum.

Earon (0.), December 8th.—Wm. Lusel,
a farm hand, last night undertook to rob
the house of Daniel Christman, a mile and
a half from this place. He killed Christ-
man on the outside of the house with an
ax, and then entered and struck Mrs.
Christman, who was in bed, securing $20.
He attempted to fire the house and fled on
foot to the barn. The house failed to burn.
Mrs. Christman will probably die. Intense
excitement prevails, and parties are in
close pursuit of Lusel.

Proceedings in Congress.
SENATE.

Wasnixgron, December Sth.—Edmunds
presented a memorial in favor of the con-
stitutional amendment empowering Con-
gress to pass uniform laws on the subject
of marriage and divorce. Referred to
Judiciary Committee.

Also, a memorial against permitting
aliens to possess large tracts of land. Same
reference.

Sawyer presented a memorial of the
Methodist Episcopal Church Conference of
Wisconsin for legislation on behalf of Chi-
nese laboiers, and for the passage of a
Chinese indemnity bill. Same reference.

The Senate then proceeded to the con-
sideration of the bill reported by Blair
from the select Committee on Woman
Suflrage on February 4, 1884, proposing an
amendment to the Constitution extending
the rights of suffrage to women, and was
addressed by Blair in support of the bill.

Dolph offered a resolution instructing the
Committee on Fish and Fisheries to in-
quire and report as tothe power of Con-
gress to legislate for the protection of food
fishes in the rivers and navigable waters of
the United States, and especially in rivers
that form the boundaries between States ;
and as to the propriety of such legislation.
Adopted.

A message was received from the Presi-
dent, and the Senate immediately went
into executive session, and soon afterward
adjourned.

HOUSE.

Wasnisaron, December 8th.—The Speak-
er laid before the House a letter from the
Director of the Mints inclosing the draft of
a bill for the issue of subsidiary silver coin.
Referred,

In the morning hour Cutcheon of Michi-
gan, on behalf of the Committee on Mili-
tary Affairs, called up and the House
passed the bill amending the Act for the
muster and pay of certain officers and en-
listed men in the vclunteer forces, so as to
provide that in all cases arising under the
same-any person who was duly appointed
and commissioned, whether his commis-
sion was actually received by him or not,
should be considered as commissioned to
the grade thereon ; also the name, amount
and date from which he was to take rank
under and by the terms of his said commis-
sion, and shall be entitled to pay as if actu-
ally mustered at that date. Adjourned.

The California Legislative M:ddle.

WasningTox, December Sth. — Senator
Stanford has not abandoned the hope that
the Republicans of California wiil elect a
Republican successor to Senator Williams.
He says he has not consulted the authori-
ties as to the status of the Senate, and the
right of one-half the S:nators to hold over,
under the Constitution, but he believes
that there is a good chance for the long-
term Senators to make a fight for their
rights ; and if they should be confirmed in
their title, the Legislature would be Re-
publican by a small majority.

Committee Chairmanships.

WasHixgrox, December 8th.—Senator
Dolph, of Oregon, is in the line of promo-
tion to the Chairmanship of the Claims
Committee, owing to the death of Senator
Pike. Hoar, who stands second on this
committee, will not take the Chairmanship,
because he is Chairman of the Committee
on Privileges and Elections. Dolph is now
Chairman of the Committee on Coast De-
fenses, which at no distant day may be
one of the most important committees of
the Senate, and it is doubtful if he will
abandon the Chairmanship to take that of
the Claims Committee. Should he so
decline, Senator Spooner will be appointed.

G. Moore to be Major and Chief of
Police, in place of Major Walker, resigned.

The Fatal Dime Novel.

Cr1caco, December 8th.—The Times' Jef-
ferson City, Mo., special says: The Su-
preme Court has affirmed the sentence of
the lower Court that James D. Payson
shall be hanged January 14, 1887, for the
murder of a child of L. T. Mathews.
Young Payson is but 16 years of age.
Mathews was moving with his family in a
wagon from Christian county. Youn
Payson, who had started on a dime-nove
outlaw career, was lying in wait on the
road, and as the wagon drew near he and
his companion jumped up and opened fire
with rifles, instantly killing Matthews'

child and severely wounding the man him-
self. Matthews recogrized both boys, and
they were readily captured. No definite
reason was given for their unprovoked at-
tack.

Catholie Balls Prohibited.

PurLAverpuia, December Sth.—Arch-
bishop Ryan has announced that under the
decrees of the Baltimore Plenary Council
balls for charitable purposes are prohib-
ited. The announcement is a severe blow
to the managers of the annual Catholic
charity ball, for which arrangements had
been nearly completed. They had leased
the Academy of Music, and had already re-
ceived subscriptions amounting to over
$3,000.

RAID ON INDECENT JOURNALISM.

NEw York, December 8th.—Energetic re-
sistance is shown by some of the Roman
Catholic clergy to church fairs as a means
of helping on benevolent or religious en-
terprises. This resistance, with which the
Episcopalian Bishops are in full sympathy,
is followed up now with a vigorous raid by
the Roman Catholic papers on novel read-
ing and reporting in the daily press of
things the publication of which they are
persuaded cannot be justified either by good
morals or good taste. The Freeman's Jour-
nal, quoting Junius Browne's recent re-
marks in Lippincott's Magazine, that we
cannot have pure journals while a large
portion of the public buy and read impure
ones, is moved to remark that there ate
some exceptions to the"rule governing the
management ef newspapers. There are a
few immense blanketsheets now in fashion
which require to be filled with *‘ some-
thing,” and it is very hard tofill them. The
excess of this evil of trash and impurity is
working its own cure. A small sheet,
filled only with brilliant and good things
and with most reliable advertising, will be
the journal of the future.

Laborers in Council.

Corumsus (0.), December 8th.—The sec-
ond day’s session of the Trades Congress
opened at 10 A. M. The Chairman an-
nounced the Committees on Order, Resolu-
tions, Finance and the report of the Legis-
lation Committee. Papers were read from
the St. Louis Knights of Labor, setting
forth their grievances against the boss
brewers of that city. Chairman Gampers
of the Legislative Committee, recommend
ed that the Congress resolve itself into a
Committee of the Whole, and attend the
Trades Union Conference, and that in the !
meantime the committees proceed with the |
work assigned to each. There was some
opposition to this manner of forming an
amalgamation of the two bodies, but the
suggestions were adopted, and the Congress
took a recess until noon. When the Con-
gress convened again J. R. Scott, of To-
ronto, was elected Chairman of the Com-
nuittee of the Whole. They decided to
enter the Conference of the Trades Unions
about to be held, and adjourned to meet at
the call of the President.

AT THE CONFERENCE,
In the absence of President Weihe, of the
Amalgamated Association, Secretary Mec-
Guire called the assenblage to order and
proceeded to read the call, setting forth the
action of the Trades Conference in Phila-
delphia last May.

John McBride, P. J. McGuire and Samuel
Gampers were nominated for temporary
Chairman, and all declined, except Mec-
Bride, who was elected. McGuire was
elected temporary Secretary. The Chair-
man named the Committee on Credentials.
There were no Knights of Labor nor Trades
Assemblymen on the committee. The Con-
ference adjourned to 2 r. M.

Capl alists in Caucus.

NEw York, December 8th.—Two or
three hundred million dollars were repre-
sented to-day at a little meeting held in the
office of Cyrus W. Field. Jay Gould was
there and Russell Sage, beside such lesser
lights as H. Victor Newcomb, Simon
Wormser and Colonel French, of Boston.
The meeting was in the nature of a cauncus
to nominate a ticket to be voted for at the
coming annual election of the New York
and New England Directory.

A Railroad for a Telegraph.

ATLANTA (Ga ), December 8th.—A special
dispatch from a correspondent at Fort
Worth, Texas, says : One of the largest and
most important transactions ever recorded
is now on foot. It is nothing less than a
trade between Jay Gould and President
Garrett, of the Baltimore and Ohio Rail-
road, whereby the entire Baltimore and
Ohio telegraph system is to be transferred
to Gould, who now practically owns the
Western Union. In return for the same,
President Garrett is to receive the Wabash
system, thus giving the Baltimore and
Ohio Railroad a line to Kansas City from
Baltimore.

NEw York, December 8th.—A reporter
handed Jay Gould a copy of the Atlanta
dispatch stating that a deal between the
Western Union and the Baltimore and
Ohio had been arranged. Gould read the
dispatch and wrote the following across the
1ace of it: “ There is not a word of truth
init.”

The Hop Market.

NEW York, December 8th.—The arrivals !
of foreign hops are considerably ahead of
the quantity that the market can readily
absorb. Values move only in buyers’
favor when they move at all. There is not
sufficient pressure to bring about any rad-
ical decline, but still there is competition
to make it a very diflicult matter to obtain
a price that will cover the cost abroad. It
is only in remote instances that over 28
cents is secured for the finest German and
American hops. The bulk of the business
is under that, with a fair quality of German
selling at 23(@26¢c ; Altmarks as low as 18¢,
and Kents, England, at 21@22¢c. Pacific
coast crop of 1836, prime to choice, brings
27(@30c¢ ; do. fair to good, 23@ 25¢ ; crop of
1885, good to choice, 12@13c.

IRISH QUESTION.

It Keeps the Eunglish Politicians on the
Ragged Edge.

New Youk, December 8th.—The Post's
London special says: The great Unionist
conference yesterday had an enthusiastic
and crowded meeting of what Gladstone
pretty accurately calls ** the classes.” These
were carefully separated from each other
on benches, according to their degrees of
rank and distinction. The banquet in the
evening was of precisely the same charac-
ter. In all the speeches of both gatherings
there was not a syllable which pointed to
the possibility of any reunion with the Home
tule Liberals, whose plan of the campaign
was yvehemently denounced. Almost frantic
appeals were made to disown it. It has
thus at last dawned on the belated minds
of the Unionists that this plan of campaign
is of the utmost importance, and unless
they crush them ultimately its adeption is
certain, as it is spreading like wildfire
throughout Ireland. The Parnellite mem-
bers who undertake to collect rents are
hardly able to stand the physical fatigue
caused by the promptitude with which the
tenants respond in every case. It is pub-
licly explained that if the landlords do not
accept reducsd rents from the hands of the
trustees they will be applied to the pur-
poses of the National League, and for the
support of evicted tenants.

In Conservative circles this morning
boundless detight is felt at the attitude of
the Unionists toward the Government,
while the feelings of the Liberals to-day
are of a mixed character, composed half of
extreme indignation and bitterness at the
conservative character of the Unionist
speeches, and half of satisfaction at the
issue being at last definitely joined. There
is no other course before them than to wipe
the Unionists from the face of the English
political earth, and that whatever the pro-
cess may cost or involve they will do it if
they can.

WALSH'S WARNING.

DusniN, December 8th.—Archbishop
Walsh, in a letter published to-day, warns
the Government that the difficulties in Ire-
lind, already appalling, will be immensely
increased if they persist in their attempts
to convict prisoners by picked or packed
juries, as was done at Sligo.

The
six seams contain coal enough to sapply
the entire Northwest Verritory for the next
fifty years.

OLD MEXICO.

Our Neighbors Feel Offended at
President,

City or Mexico, December Sth.—It is
generally believed here that a diplomatic
Guestion of grave importance will soon arise
between the United States and Mexico,
growing out of the position taken by
President Cleveland against the right of
Mexico to try Americans for committing
offenses against Mexican law while
on American soil. The papers of
all shades of opinion stand by the
Government in this matter, on the ground
that the principle is a sound one and ap-
proved by some of the most highly-civilized
nations of the world.

An Orange Riot.

DueLix, December 8th.—The Catholics
of Lurgan, County Armagh, formed in
procession last night and marched through
the streets to show their joy at the acquittal
of some of their number who had been
tried on a charge of rioting. The Orange-
men of the town resented the demonstra-
tion, and attacked the paraders. A fierce
riot ensued, and sticks, stones and revolvers
were used. The fighting lasted several
hours, and was finally quelled in the early
morning by troops of dragoons, which had
to be called upon.

A Canadian Version of the Fishery Ques-
tion.

NEw York, December 9th—a. xm.—The
Tribune's London special says : Sir Charles
Tupper, High Commissioner for Canada,
criticises that part of the President’s mes-
sage relating to the fisheries, and said as
follows to the correspondent: ** The Gov-
ernment of Canada had given the fishermen
of the United States free use of the fisheries
for a year, upon condition that the matter
should be submitted to the Senate for a
friendly setflement by an International
Commission. The Gloucester fisher-
men declare Thostility to negotiating
any treaty under which they would be en-
titled to fish in Canadian waters, on the
ground that they did not require to go into
Canadian waters to obtain fish. The Sen-
ate rejected the propoeal for an Interna-
tional Commission, and we then—in the
most temperate manner possible—enforced
the treaty of 1818, wpon which our Govern-
ment was thrown by the acticn of the
United States.”s

And, turning from the farmers to working-
men, is it possible to believe a man honest
who dilates on the hardships of those who
toil for deily wages, and deliberately ig-
nores the appeals those laboring men made
last winter before the Ways and Means
(,‘omnnt.t(*c against the Morrison bill, and
emphasized at the polls in the recent elec-
tion ?

*“The difference between the President
and the Secretary of the Treasury is simply
this: The President is with the free trad-
ers and does not dare to say so, while the
Secretary of the Treasury has come ont
openly for free trade, and does not care
who knows it. It is futile to attempt to
analyze what President Cleveland says on
the subject. Itis a mere stringing together
of words to break the force of the real
measure to be pushed through by the Dem-
ocratic majority, It is nothing. It resem-
bles the man who wrote it as much as a
child ever resembled its parent. To talk
of sweeping American industries into the
free ll_ﬂl, to band them over to foreign
countries, and at the same time not to re-
ducc ‘he wages of American labor is the
talk of a fool, not of astatesman. It is
simply impossible, and yet that is what the
President of the United Scates wounld have
people believe. To talk of taking Ameri-
can industries from the dutiable schedule
of the tariff and place them on the free list
without a disastrous shock to any interest
is a proposition that may come within the
orbit of Mr. Cleveland’s intellect: but it
is_far too extraordinary for an ordinary
mind to grasp.
