Federated Trades’ Meeting.

8an Fraxcisco, December 13th.—A mass
meeting under the auspices of the Feder-
ated Trades was held this evening at Met-
ropolitan Hall, to express indignation at
the occurrence which took place on the
Sutter-street railroad, and which resulted
in Ben.

The Wounded Policeman.

Sax Fraxcisco, December 13th.—Police
officer Osgood, who was stabbed this morn-
ing by an unknown man, had a protracted
swoon about 11 o’clock, from loss of blood,
and was thought for ¢ while to be dead.
Vigorous ministrations, however, brought
him to consciousness. He is now resting
easily, and there is a slight hope of his re-
covery.

The Victim of the Strikers’ Riot.

San Fraxcisco, December 13th.—At a
late hour to-night the dying man, who was
shot in the riot this morning, was identified
as Benjjamin Heinze by his brother, who
stated that theunfortunate man was a farm
hand, recently from the country, and was
merely a spectator at the scene of the
trouble. y

Los Apgeles Items.

Los AxcerLes, December 13th.—Seven
small burglaries were reported in this city
and Pasadena in the last twenty-four hours.

AN COFFICER STABBED.
A Mysierious Attack on a fan Francisco
Policeman.

[San Francisco Bulletin, December 13th.]

Shortly before 4 v'clock this morning po-
lice officer Edwin J. Osgood, while stand-
ing at the corner of Dupont and Pacific
streets, was stabbed in the neck by an un-
known man. The wound is such that the
police surgeon gives little hope of recovery.

The news of the attempted murder
spread rapidly and caused much excite-
ment amopg the comrades of the wounded
man and among those who have known
bim during his long period of service on
the force. The details of the affair are as
follows :

Osgood questioned the man and told him
to wait until morning and then to make a
complaint at police headquarters,
O0SGOOD'S ASSATLANT.

THe man =cted sullenly, muttering to
himself, and walked away across the street.
He remained there a minute or so, when
he turned and came back up to the ofiicer.
Osgzood expected him to speak again of the
robbery, but suddenly, without a word, the
maun drew a knife and plunged it into the
left side of the officer’s neck. The blood
spurted cut from the wound in streams.
“1 felt a shock to my system,” said Os-
good ; * I became perfectly dazed and tried
to blow my whistle. The man walked
away and I followed, unconsciously. Some
one came up to me and took my whistle
and blew it, and that is ail I can remember
about the affair.”

During the morning there wes a profuse
secondary hemorrhage from the wound,
rendering Osgood’s condition extremely
critical. This afternoon he was sleeping
quietly. His assailant has not been cap-
tured. ¥

STRIKERS’ RIOT.

THE CAR STRIKE RESULTS IN
BLOODSHED AT LAST.

Conductors and Gripmen Assailed
—Cars Bombarded with Rocks—
One Man Fatally Shot.

[San Francisco Post, December 13th.]

The striking carmen of the Sutter and
Geary street lines met this morning at K.
R.B. Hall for the purpose of forming a
parade and again marching through the
streets. The meeting came to order at 9:30
o'clock, and several speeches were made, in
which the strikers denied all connection
with the actions of the mob that followed
the procession cf yesterday. The men
were urged to be orderly and make no de-
monstration that would hurt their cause.
The line was then formed, and at 10 o’clock
the march was begun. The procession
went to Sutter street, and thence to Market
and the ferries, and returning on Sutter to
to Polk, crossed to Geary and moved out to
the western terminus. No hostile demon-

stration was made on Sutter street, with
the exception of the young hoodlums.
These disreputables gathered in the lead of
the procession and followed along on the
sidewalk, so that when the Western Addi-
tion was reached they outnumbered the
strikers.
THE TROUBLE BEGINS,

A car had just reached the top of the hill
and the gripman, seeing the large body of
men coming toward him, let go the cable
and ran the car back down the hill, stop-
ping it in front of the car-house. This
action only tended to excite the crowd, and
when they reached the car all kinds of in-
suits wereoffered the * scabs,” as they were
called. As a parting salute, a heavy cob-
blestone was sent crashing through the
back window of the car, just missing the
face of the conductor.

ANOTHER CAR BOMBARDED.

The company was injudicious enough to
allow a car to be sent out along the line of
march, and when it came in reach of the
crowd they began hooting and yelling at
the gripman and conductor, and at last
assailed them with rocks, sticks and mud.
The car was an open one, and a perfect
shower of missiles was rained upon it,
some of the stones being as large as a
cocoanut. The conductor stood his ground
at the tail of the car for some time, bat,
after barely escaping. having his brains
knocked out and receiving several blows
about the body, he retreated to the front of
the car and got down behind a seat. The
gripman and the policeman on the car were
The latter made
no attempt to quell the riot, but took the
abuse and devoted his time to dodging
stones. Ed Powers and another man, both
sympathizers with the strikers, were driv-
ing along in a buggy, and after the car had
escaped the mob, drove their vebicle on
the track and detained the car until the
crowd again came up. The same pro-
giamme was gone through with without
any one being seriously injured.

THE BUGGY SMASHED.

At last the car crowded the men in the
buggy so much that they had to turn out,
and in doing so the buggy was caught by
the front of the dummy and overturned,
throwing both nien out on the ground and
smashing two wheels of the vehicle. This
only enraged the mob, and threats of lynch-
ing were freely uttered. The crowd made
a rush for the car, but were unable to catch
up with it on the steep hill. While they
were pursuing this car another started
down the hill, and as it came by the grip-
man, policeman and conductor were as-
siulted, and only escaped serious injury by
dodging the missiles. In this instance also
the policeman was so astonished that he
made no demonstration to stop the lawless
actions of the crowd. By this time the
procession had reached Central avenue.
Here they found.a detail of several police-
men, who surrounded the car and sought
to protect the men.

THE STRIKERS THROWING KOCKS,

. Again the mob resorted to rock-throw-
ing, and succeeded in striking the con-
ductor in the breast several times. Most
of the stone-throwing was done by the
young. toughs that followed the strikers,
but in many instances the latter joined in
the riotous proceedings. The crowd then
headed for Sutter street, and as they
marched past the car-house of the Sutter
Street Company, opposite Laurel Hill Cem-
etery, loud cheers were given for the
strikers. The procession marched past the
Sutter-sireet terminus and disbanded, no
overt act being committed in passing., but
those who understood the situation looked
very grave and prophesied a seriousriot.
BLOODY WORK—ONE MAN SHOT.

asserted that they were ready for anything.
Next to the cemetery wall, and just in front
of the starter’s house, stood James McCord,
Superintendent of the Sutter street line,
looking pale and determined. He was very
much excited and could hardly speak, ow-
ingto the trembling of his chin. He was
surrounded by a crowd of about twenty-five
men, nearly all well known fizhters, pro-
minent among them being Eddy Farrell
and Bob Fitzgerald. The men all looked
determined, and it was a matter of com-
ment that each one had his right hand in
his eoat pocket. Superintendent McCord,
noticing that the crowd was mixing in with
his fighters,

distance. This was done, and the spee-
tators breathlessly awaited the storm which
was evidently brewing. The disbanded
strikers by this time had returned te the
end of the track, and stood near the car,
jeering at the men cccupying them, and
trying to force them to come off. The first
car was permitted to depart witbout any
demonstration other than an attempt in a
seemingly good-natured way to pull the
men from their positions, but they were
not successful, and the leaders of the
strikers managed to keep the crowd from
throwing stones. The serious work began
when an atternpt was made tostari the see-
ond car. The strikers gathered around the
car and stopped it. They then seized hold
of the men on the dummy and puiled one
of them coff, and prevented his relurn.
They also tried to carry the second grip-
man oft by main strength, but he was too
strong for them, and kept his post. McCord
marshaled his forces, keeping part of them
at his side, and sending the others to the
assistance of the reen on the car.
FARRELL'S STORY.

Eddie Farrell, who was among McCord’s
supporters, was arrested by policeman Mc-
Ginnis, on the complaint of a number of
persons, who said they had seen him
shooting into the crowd. When taken to
the city prison the policeman produced
the pistol found on him, and it was seen
that none of the chambers had been dis-
charged, which is strong presumptive evi-
dence in Farrell’s favor. He said : “The
car had started, and policeman MecGinnis
and Sergeant Birdsall were on the dummy.
Just before the gripman teck up the cable
the crowd began to throw stones and clubs
at the men in the employ of the company.
A rush was made to drive back the rioters,
and then a shot was fired. McCord and 1
and some others were standing on top of
the hill, while the car was some distance
below. Presently a shot was fired, and
then a lot of shooting followed. I said to
McCord: * They are shooting down there ;
we had better get out of the way,’ and 1
took him behind a dummy that was there
to get out of the way of the firing. I said
tohim: ‘There will be trouble, and if
you have a gun get it outand put it in
your overcoat (roc et” He asked me to
stay by him, and I promised todoso. Then
the crewd made a rush for him, and wanted
to hang him. I advisea him to make for a
house that was near and get out of the
way. The shooting was very rapid. I
heard McCord tell his men to fire in the air.
The policeman here arrested me because a
lot of people said they saw me skoot. I
did not shoot, and I don’t know the name
of anyone that was with McCord, or what
they were there tor. I was simply looking
on, and McCord asked me to stay by him.”
