STILL OTHER LESSONS.

We have sought to draw from the Citrus
Fair several lessons, of immediate benefit,
and not, without success. Some of these
have found expression in these columns.
Stillothers appear to us ofsuch imjiortance
is to justify comment.

Thus, it is apparent that when the ( it-
rus Fair is removed to Chicago it will lose
one very powerful adjunct, to wit: the at-
tendance upon each county exhibit of the
intelligent committeemen who now prove
such efficient aids in giving strangers in-
formation. It is one thing to place an ex-
hibit in view, another to convey the full
force of its preaching. For it is necessary
that th*1 stranger should know, for instance,
where Nevada county is, what the location
<jf Butte, what the geneial character of
S.lano,and soon. lie should know whether
the altitude is great, or the land of the
growth is bottom or valley : whether the
fruit- were grown with or without irriga-
tion, etc. These are essential points of in-
formation, and there are probably tiftv
practical fruit-growers now engaged at the
Citrus Fair in explaining them to visitors.

But what will be the situation in Chi-
cago? One or two men will be in charge.
wh ise supervisorial and mechanical labors
will alone occupy their whole attention.
It will be simply impossible for them to
explain matters to the thousands of visit-
ors to any appreciable extent. Bat there
is a method by which the desired end can
be quite well attained. Let there *be
prepared cards of largo size, for
each county exhibit, giving in single
lines the location of the county, its topo-
graphic character —as, valley, foothillor
mountain, etc. —its mean temperature, its
average rainfall, general character of soi),
whether the fruit was grown under irriga-
tion, that it has been raised thus far only

for ornament, and the ground about the
trees scarcely at all cultivated, etc.

\ dozen or so lines of this kind willpre-
sent the facts to the intelligent observer
very forcibly, and illuminate the exhibits
with the light of indispensable informa-
tion.

Still another suggestion ofiered is tlie
outgrowth of experience on the first day of
the fair, when two hundred Eastern visit-
ors attended—that is, that there i> aliso-
lute need for a display of a large map of
Central and northern California. Such a
chart would save a vast deal of explana-
tion and disputeand dearly show strangers
the relation of the section represented by

the exhibits, to the southern region, the
metropolis, the chief rivers, and the great
rail lines of travel and transportation ; and
a map should lie displayed also showing the
isothermal lines from the Atlantic to the
Pacific, Indeed, we can conceive of the
practicability of procuring a dozen com-
paratively small maps of the section— such
are printed in great number—and dis-
playing them over each exhibit, in con-
nection with thecards of information. The
cost of these maps and cardswonM be very
light, their benefits immeasurable.

Thus, the fruit-
grower near a market couid get to it on a
mile rate that would not be oppressive,
but under the interstate bill the distant
grower could not reach market at all if he
hail to OW a State line en route, for the
mile rate for the haul within the State
would prevail for the whole distance ofthe
long haul, and thus become prohibitive.
The scheme will r.ot work. It may be
tried, but it will !>e at the expense of the
producers distant from market, who will
rise in their strength to ascertain why
they are to be punished.

In San Francisco a gTeat deal of law-
lessness has keen manifest recently. The
action of the people and authorities in the
car strikes has net given confidence that
property rights and inalienable guarantees
are held sacredly in San Francisco by a

class that appears to be able to dominate.
There is need for regeneration of the spirit
of genuine liberty in the l!av city and the
crushing of the spurious article.

THE CITRUS FAIR.

FOURTH fc.VY-C ONTINUED INTER-
EST MANIFEST.

Sons*; Awards Made—Further Notes
•of County Products—To-day

and To-night.

The attendance all day yesterday at the
\u25a0Citrus Fair was excellent, and last night
the hall was aeain packed to its full capac-
ity. Many visitors from abroad arrived
yesterday, and large numbers ofSan Fran-
ciscans were among the guests.

The interest was evidently on the in-
crease yesterday, it being hightened by the
assurance that the fruits are to be sent on

to Chicago for exhibition.

The following dispatch to the Record-
Uniox from Auburn, Placer county, last
evening, willbe read with interest:

ACBrnN, December 10, lSßfi.
Supervisor Stevens and Senator Filcbcr start-

ed out this afternoon,and in about two hours col-
lected HOD to assist in sending Placer's exhil.it
at the Citrus Fair to Chicago. Placer has a
climate and resource* second to none, and her
people are awakiug to the importance of letting
outsiders know it.

The address to-night will lie by Mr. C. X.
Honn, of Shasta, a practical and broadly
intelligent man, who has given much at-
tention to the capabilities of the soil of
northern California. His remarks ought
to interest all who feel concern in the pros-
perity of the region.

Thomas C. Wills, agent for the San Fran-
cisco and North Pacific Railroad, is attend-
ing the Citrus Fair for the purpose of writ-
ing a pamphlet descriptive of the fair,
which will l>e illustrated, and which the
railroad 'company intends distributing
broadcast throughout the East.

Placer County.

Placer county is a high foothills, creek
bottoms and low foothills region. It is
from 15 to "0 miles wide and 100 miles
long. The upper foothill soil is red grav-
elly loam, rich bottom alluvial; some
sandy loam ;no adobe, of any account. It
is easily tilled soil, variable as to depth and
a.-; to productive quality. The rainfall is
certain : there is never a drought, and never
a total failure ofcrops. The county is sup-
plied with numerous mining storage reser-
voirs, originally intended for mining pur-
poses, and now mainly directed to agricult-
ure. There are several hundred miles of
ditches. The chief products are fruit in all
variety, quartz mining, manufactures in
clay, iron ore, vast granite product, exten-
sive lime product, heavy pine-lumbering
products, all varieties of berries, some
grain growing and vine products largely.
There is much land to be had, (unculti-
vated) from £2 50 to $30 per acre. The
price of cultivated land is dependent largely
upon improvements. Within five years
the county has made greater progress in
horticulture and viticulture than in all
time previously. It is a warm county,
scarcely any frost is known and no snow
in cultivatable regions. The soil products
are very early in market. This year Placer
put

THK KIRST
Cherries in the Chicago market, and sent
the first oranges to the East and the first
strawberries. The bulk of the small ship-
ments go East. The Central Pacific Rail-
road traverses the county and gives it the
advantage of twenty-four hours priority in
the market. Placer is a rich county, and
at this date probably is the most progress-
ive and prosperous of all the northern
counties. It grows all varieties of fruit
and semi-tropic products in lavish wealth.
Placer has the most extensive granite quar-
ries in the State. All the polfsbed granite
used in San Francisco and Sacramento
comes from Placer county.

the EXHIBITS.
More striking in character are those of
budded oranp.es. the Washington and the
Australian, Mediterranean sweet, the St.
Michaels and several others. All the ex-
hibitors have more or less of these
varieties. Budded varieties of lemons are
*h'u\n also in large variety. Other
striking exhibits arc the tea plant.
cotton (proving they will grow in racer),olives, which are Wing largely cultivated-
one planter alone putting out 200 acres of
trees. The Japanese persimmon grows
luxuriantly. The tig is grown of all varie-
ties, and the curing of it is now being
largely engaged in for commerce, as it is a
staple, and commands a good price with a
broad profit. Pomegranates are largely
nr.nvn, and to perfection. All manner of
deciduous fruits are grown, as also many
vai ieties of choice nut!-. Brandy and wine
is put up In Planer county for commerce,
but this industry is in its infancy. The
maiori<? of the grapes grown are'fortbe
table and for raisin-curing.

A CUIHUUS Il' Z/LE
Is shown by Placer county. Four boxes of
live-crown Dehesa raisin's are placed side
by side. One of these is the cenuine im-
ported, the other four are cured by Mr.
Foster, near Lincoln, Placer county, mid-
way between Lincoln and Newcastle. A
card is on this exhibit, challenging specta-
tors to pick wit the imported, if they can.
The tivc-crown Dehesa is the best-known
raisin in the world.

Another feature is the exhibit of Hall
Bros., of Penryn, of navel oranges. River-
side experts on Tuesday admitted that these
are the genuine Washington navel variety.

Dr. Joseph M. Prey's exhibit in the
Placer displiy, arranged under the superin-
tendence of Mrs. Fox. is an especially at-
tractive ft ature in variety, beauty and gen-
eral excellence, and challenges the rivalry
of any. Here is shown a lemon tree of
oneyear'sgrowlh, from the doctor's place at
Newcastle, which attained the marvelous
bight of fourteen feft. Here, too, is shown
pure, sweet, soft, delicious oiive oil; some
magnificent Italian chestuuts—a finer chest-
nut no one ever saw ; so. too. the qnincts
shown are wonderful in size. There
are many striking features in the ex-
hibit which lack of space prevents. Dr.
Frey is a gentleman of scientific attain-
ments and has applied them to the pro-
duction of the highest possible results in
the culture of the soil. His exhibit speaks
volumes for the success attained.

Captain Mover's exhibit is a very fin"
one. not decorated at a!l, but basing its
claims on its fine oranges and other fruits.
and proving every one of them. It is a
notable exposition of what cuUnre will do.

Geo. W. Bird's cotton exhibit is especia11 y
worthy of mention.

W. R. Stroi.g A Co.. of Sacramento have
large interests in Placer, and make a
special exhibit, pyramidal, of fruits, fresh
semi-tropic, ripe watermelons (in Decem-
ber), apples, grapes, dried figs and fruits,

oranges, lemons, etc It is a splendid dis-
play.

J. Mason Haight, of Newcastle, shows a
grapevine 30 feet long of one year growth,
and. W. J. Wilson one of -'5 feet.

AS A SrECTACLK
The Placer exhibit is the largest and most
artistic in the hall. There are four three-
decked double tables. These are dressed
with palms, pampas grass, madronna foli-'
age, red berries, deep evergreens, clusters of
oranges with foliage, flowers in profusion,
etc. The space thus occupied is Hanked on
three sides by 110 feet ofwall space. In the
center rises a half round tower of oranges,
12 feet high, with oval roof of red berries
in clusters. To the right and left are half
pyramids of like hight, built wholly of
oranges. To the left and right of these are
two other similar half pyramids, and to
the extreme right a bank of oranges in
boxes, 12 feet long and 7 feet high. Be-
tween each of these designs fruits are dis-
played in plates on shelves, and the walls
witb palms, olive boughs, evergreens and
flowers for decoration. Over all runs the
sign in great bold letters, the whole width
of the hall, "Placer County." The display
is very difficult to adequately describe as a
spectacle.

Stanislaus County
Is I.42osquare miles in area; of foothills,
lin : Coast Ranee, 355 ; San Joaquin val-
ley, 925, with ]<HJ square miles of adobe.
It is largely a grain county, and one of the
chief grain counties of the United States.
It is largely a stock-raising county also.
The bottom lands of the Stanislaus river
are of dark, tirtu loam, bearing a luxuriant
growth of grape vines among the oaks.
The bottom land of the Tnoluiutie river is
sandy. The central part of the valley south
ot theTuolumnc rUeris sand, changing to
a gray and blackish loam as one goes
north. The plains are level rod without
timber growtu. The county came later
under culture than most of the other
counties of the jallcy. It is now tbe ban-
ner county for wheat. The Southern Pa-
citic Railroad passes through the county
from northwest to southeast, and gives
fine easy transportation to Sacramento and
ban Francisco or to ihe Eastern seaboard.
The soil is highly favorable for grapes,
citrns fruits, pomegranates, oiives, all de-
ciduous fruits, peanuts, etc. The average
yield of winter-sown wheat is fifteen to
eighiten bushels.

The county is represented in the fair by
K. Vogt, who exhibits some line varieties
of oranges grown on bis place at Knigbt's
Ferry, on the Stanislaus river, above twelve
miles from Oakdale, the terminus ot the
S. and V. R. R. The exhibit made by Mr.
Yogt consists of twelve boxes, and are of
the Brazilian navel budded, Stanislaus
sweets, a seedling, and the Knight's Fern-
native varieties. These oranges are large,
thin-skinned, rich in color and of superior
Savor, and are among the finest on ezbi-

bition. Th*y were grown at an elevation ot |'
I(jOO feet. Knight's Ferry in the early days
of gold mining was noted for its rich
placer mines, but these long since have
been worked out, and now on the very spot
where the yellow gold o." mining was dug
from the earth, Mr. Vogt has 160 orange
trees bearing fruit, the major portion of
which were planted about thirteen years

jago. This section of the county is espe-
cially adapted to the growing of oranges,
lemons, pomegranates, persimmons, al-
mouds, grapes and all kinds of fruits. The
chief products of the county are grain and
stock-raising. Mr. Vogt has about I,OCO
healthy growing orange'rees, and expects
to plant about 100 more during the season
of ISB7. The fruit belt of this county is
particularly adapted to the growingof wine
and raisin grapes. A. BebeQ, who has a
vineyard of 100 acres at Knight's Ferry, is
the leading representive of the wine in-
terest in that county. Stanislaus county is
rapidly moving to the front in the value
and importance of her products. Water
for irrigation purposes can be had in abund-
ance.

\V. T. Colernan it Co., of San Francisco,
show some excellent varieties of raisins
grown by the McPherson Bros., of Fresno
county. The different brands are the Miss
Austin, Wnj. Forsyth and Coleman Flag.
They are large in size, fine in appearance,
and of excellent quality.

Fresno County.
The display in the fair of raisins made

by the Fresno Raisin and Fruit Packing
Company of Fresno, of which Cieo. W.
Meade & Co., of San Francisco, are the
agents, is probably the finest exhibition of
California raisins that have ever been
packed in this State as yet. Besides the
fruit being of most excellent quality, it is
faced by machinery, an invention of their
own, which astonishingly adds to its
beauty. In addition to this, the wrappings
and labels, and the very handsome way
in which the fruit is gotten up, is some-
thing that has surprised even the oldest
inhabitants, and it is only through the
means of a fair of this kind that the won-
derful improvements and progress
that have been mpde in the packing of
raisins of California can be brought about.
While Fresno county is in Central Califor-
nia, it is practically a part and parcel of
northern California, and is in sympathy
with this part ofthe State. The raisin pro-
duct ofthat section is increasing yearly in
quantity, and promises in the near future
great results in the business of California.
It is a great pleasure to us to report this
wonderful improvement, both in the qual-
ity ofour raisins and in the style of pack-
in?. We are informeo* ny Messrs Geo. W.
Meade & Co. that these goods are fully
equal to the Spanish fruit.

Another thing that should not be lost
sight ol" is the fact that the samples now on
exhibition at our fairare exactly the same
goods that they are forwarding in car lots
to the Ksistern markets, and that their lotal
shipments of this kind of fruit, to date,
will approximate from 70 000 to 80,000
boxes. It is an easy thing to pack for ex-
hibition a box or two of extra tine raisins,
I nit what is desired in an exhibition of this
kind is a fair representation ofthe gonds as
they are being shipped to the East and
other markets.

Tcliitm* County.

Tehama is upon both sides of the Sacra-
mento river, near the northern end of the
most fruitful valley in the world. It con-
tains nearly 2,000,000 acres ofexcellent soil,
varying from the deep alluvial sediment
bottom lands to the productive plains and
fertile foothills. Three-fourths of the en-
tire area is productive soil, and produces
(1,000,000 bushels of wheat and other grain,
2,500,000 pounds ofwool, and large quanti-
ties offruits of all kinds. Although fruit-
growing is in its infancy there, whe ever
grown all citrus and other fruits produce
abundantly. Oranges, lemon?, olives, tigs,
raisins, etc., are ;:rowii successfully in the
valley and thermal belt of the foothills,
wbiie the apple, pear, peach, pium, etc.,
thrive in the higher altitudes.

The timbered area is large, and produces
the finest timber in the world. At Red
lilutr.the county scat, 189 miles north of
Sao Francisco, are the immense sawmills
of the Sierra Lumber Company, which
manufactures lumber for the world s mar-
kets. Red Bluff has 4.000 people, an acad-
emy second to none, gradeel and high
schools, banks and many line brick and
iron business blocks and elegant-private
residences. The county schools, some T.r>
in number, are provided with the best
teachers. Corning, Tehama and Paskenta
a.c nourishing towns. At Vina is the
largest vineyard in the world, that of Gov-
ernor Leland Stanford, of nearly 4,000
acres.

THE RAINFALL

Of Tehama county is 28 inches annually,
which insures abundant crops without irri-
gation. A failure of crops was never known
in this county. Ttie climate i3dry and
healthy, and is semi-tropical in the valley,
growing cooler as the mountains are as-
cended, so that one may choose, his home
where he will, with satisfaction as to tem-
perature. The water is pure and abund-
ant. Lands are cheap, compared to prices
asked in sections in the sooth. The rail-
road and market facilities are of the best,
and constantly enlarging. Several new
lilies have incorporated and are proposed,
and the completion of the Oregon line is
near at hand.

This county is on tne direct and only
through north and south line between
California anfl the vast northwest, and
being so near to the northern market will
hold a first place for all time.

Winesap,
Rni Genatting BtileA wer, King of Tonii-
kins County. Komanitj. Permain and
Haines' Seedling being among them.
This display deserves special mention, as
showing the difference Utwcen vall^'and j
mountain apples, these being grown at an
elevation of 2.000 feet. The color is deep,
rich, and the flavorfine, and no blenvshrs.
A. O. Peden, Corning, exhibits a sample of
the soil of Tehama county—the only one
in the whole fair—which attracts luurh
attention, being a rich alluvium. L.
Crocker, Paskenta. box of Spi'zenberg and
other apples: C. T. Burgess, Plum valley,
fine quality of apples grown at I.COO-feet
elevation; W. D. Bacon, Battle Cieek,
several varieties apples, very fine: eleva-
tion where crown. 2.000 feet. Martin
Wilcox, Paskenta, box 13 varieties dried
fruits and nuts, almonds, English walnuts,
prunes, figs. etc. •Count]-.

Sonoma county makes a small exhibit—
too small for so broad and good a county.
This county is on the coast, j:ist north of
San Francisco, aDd intimately connected
with it by rail an 1 steamboats. Its ocean
coast is a range of high mountains clothed
with redwoods. Behind there are some
foothills of the richest productive character
for tubers and growth not affected by great
humidity. Then comes valley and plain—
a lovely sweep of rich soil, oak dotted, and
fabulously rich in iis capacity for wheat,
corn, rye, etc., and all manner ofdeciduous
fruits." This valley stretch, or union of two
valleys, is about fifty miles long and from

ten to twenty miles wide. #n the east a
low range of hills cuts the plain lands into
two series of longitudinal valleys for the
south half of the territory. The east bor-
der is foothill and low mountain range.
Grapes grow with wonderful results in So-
noma, and notably in Sonoxa and Los
Guilicos valleys; but the vine is fruitful
in high degree anywhere in the county
east of the ocean range. On the Russian
river are bottoms producing magnificent
corn. Sonoma is a thickly-settled county,
comparatively. Her people are prosperous,
and the community may be said to be rich.
Two lines ofrail traverse neatly the length
of the county, and a third is to be built to
connect the county with Sacramento and
the East.

Sonoma's exhibits are: Purrington
Brothers, Sebastapol, dried peaches, petite
prunes apples, gross prunes, pears, ulums.
11. Johnson, Petaluma, sun-dried Washing-
ton plums, apples, soft-shell almonds,
olive oil, different varieties of raisdns.
Frank Ennuis, Petuluma. sun-dried yillow-
egg plums, silver prunes, ease Golden Drop
prunes, Hungarian prunes, Wangenheim
prunes, Washington plums, pitted Tar-
tarian cherries. Royale Tour prunes, Rock-
port cherries, seedling peaches, early apri-
cots and Gravenstein apples.

CITRUS FAIR ASSOCIATION.
Transferring the Kxliil>tts to Chicago and

the Immigration Work.
The Directors of the Citrus Fair Associa-

tion held another meeting at the Board of
Trade rooms yesterday afternoon, Albert
Gallatin presiding and Dr. Latham Secre-
tary. The Chair stated that the meeting
was an adjourned session of the Directors'
meeting, commenced the day previous, at
which time a committee was appointed to
prepare a plan for extending the present
Immigration Society of Central California,
so as to secure the co-operation of the vari-
oift counties. Also the Finance Committee
ofthe Citrus Fair Association had been re-
quested to prepare a statement of the
amount the Association would have avail-
able for paying expenses of the Citrus Fair
to be held in Chicago.

The following financial exhibit, reoeived
from the Committee on Finance, was read
by the Secretary:

The Secretary stated that Senator Hearst
had indicated a willingness to assist the
Citrus Fair Association financially, and a
committee consisting of Thos. L. Thomp-
son, R. D. Stephens, C. R. Parsons, Josenh
Hahn and Dr. Latham, were appointed to
represent the interests of the Association,
and to solicit such donation for its suppoit
as should be accorded.

On motion of J. J. Morrison, it was or-
dered that the following dispatch be sent
to T. H. Goodman, General Ticket and Pas-
senger Agent of the Southern Pacific Com-
pany :

Sachamknto. December lfi, 188C.
The Board ot Directors of the Central Califor-

nia Citrus Fair Association, in meeting assem-
bled, and representing twenty counties, invite
you to make up and bring a party of the officers
and representatives of the company to visit our
fair at any time it may be convenient, before its
close on Saturday evening.

The motion was unanimously carried
and the dispatch sent, signed by the Presi-
dent and Secretary of the Board of Di-
rectors.

Mr. Morrison also stated that the Placer
county exhibitors had held a meeting yes-
terday and donated the entire exhibit, now
in the fair, to be used in the proposed ex-
hibition in Chicago.

The Committee upon Plan of Organiza-
tion then submitted its report, which was
as follows:

The undersigned committee, selected by you
to reiKinsome form of organization, lug leave
to submit the following :

Thai the counties consisting of Sacramento,
San Joaqntn, Calaveras, Amador, El Dorado,
Placer, Nevada, yuttcr. Yuba, Hiemi, Butle,
l'lumas, Lassen, Modo', Tehanjfl. Shasta,
Siskivou, Del Xorte Huoiboldt. Trinity, Colosa
Mencloeino, Lake, Bolano, Napa.'sonomap
Majld, Sin Francisco, Alatneda and Contra
Oostaahall form an Immigration Association,
consisting of five Directors each, except Sacra-
mento, which shall have nine: and that raid
Association shall be called the Central Cali-
fornia Immigration Association. That each
county Immigration Association shall selectone 01 their said Directors, to represent them
in lhe Immigration Association at Sacramento,
which shall be the parent Association, thus
making the Central, or parent Association con-
sist of twenty-eight members, five ot which
shall constitute a quorum. Allmeetings of the
parent Association shall be hold nt Sacramento.

That a permanent exhibition building be
erected in Saerameuto, as uearthe depot us pos-
sible, in which tin- counties represented in the
directory at Sacramento, and that have con-
tributed an amount sp.llieient to satisfy the said
directory at Sacramento, shall have a perma-
nent exhibition, consisting of the products of
sai.l counties.

The annual expense of maintaining said or-
ganization will be about Slo,s<io per annum.
That the Supervisors of each county be nsktd
to contribute $T>l>o towards maintaining said or-
ganization and permanent exhibit, except Sac-
ramento city and county, which shill be asked
to contribute? ; and San I'nuieiseo, which
shall Ik? asked to contribute ? .

That the Southern Pacific Company be asked
to give the use of space near ttie depot for said
building, and should hi asked for an amount
annually equivalent to one-third of the amount
contribnted 1 y the various counties.

That this meeting select tUe names of five
persons in each county to serve as Directors of
the Immigration Association in such county,
ai.C. that the Chairman of each county Asn« i.\
lion have the power to fill all vacancies: that
the Directors selected shall serve for one year
(or until their mccessois have been elected)
from the first Tuesday of January, ISS7, and
shall be elected annually thereafter by the citi-
zens or members of the Immigration Associa-
tiemsof the various counties.

That the press be asked to co-operate with the
various counties and urge upon Supervisors the
neressity of immediate action.

That the Secretary of this meeting notify the
different persons named as Directors in said
counties of their selection, and request them to
serve and organize immediately.

The report was read and considered
seria em, and without conclusive action.
Its final consideration was postponed until
3 o'clock this afternoon, when all the Di-
rectors and the members of the press now
in the city ure requested to be present at
the Board of Trade rooms, over L. L.
Lewis it Co.'s establishment, corner Fifth
and J sireets.

After a discussion as lo the methods for
raising the balance of funds required to
make the exhibit at Chicago, it was ordered
that Albert Gaiiatin be appointed at the
head of a committee of three —the other
two to be appointed by him—to go to San
Francisco and seek to obtain substantial as-
sistance from the business men of that
place for the above obj;vt.

' The meeting then adjourned.

The Citrus Fair.

The second annual Citrus Fair of north-
ern California, nuw in progress in Sacra-
mento, is a most surprising success, having
already surpassed the expectations of those
having the affair in charge. The large
building in which it is being held was at
first supposed to be too large for the ex-
hibits expected, but it is already seen to be
by far too small. Pyramids of golden
oranges, p:lis of yellow lemocs and limes,
bunches of bananas, persimmon! and dates,
all grown in the central and northern )« :-
tions ofthe State, till the spaces alloted to
the several counties in one magnificent
display never before surpassed in the State,
and rarely equaled in the United States.

! The display, wonderful as it is, gives but a
slight idea ofthe possibilities of the State.
A few years ago one would have been
laughed at as insane had he claimed that
nearly all of the tropical fruits could be
raised in counties north of San Francisco.
Now the fact is proven*. Besides the citni3

jfruits proper exhibited at Sacramento, there
are displayed nuts, grapes, wines, dried
frnlts, etc., in endless variety, and the
whole intermingled ar.d beautified with
evergreens, holly bushes and growing
tropical trees from whose branches hang
delicious fruits. Taken as a whole, the
Citrus Fair is a grand success.— Sm Fran-
ci-'co Lxa miner.

FOUND AT LAST.
Mm. Lee Ah Gong Restored to Her Hus- i

band by thr l'olice.

Officer Farren was informed Wednesday i
afternoon by King Silva that he had heard !
of Chinawomen having been s^en in the '
neighborhood of Hoptown, on the Grant,
six or seven miles from the city, under such j
circumstances ss to give reasonable grounds
for the belief that one of them might be
Mrs. Ah Gong, the woman brought here
from Vallejo a few weeks ago on a false
charge of graud larceny, and who'was sub-
sequently spirited away. The officer in-
formed officers Sullivan and McCormick of j
what he had learned, and it was decided
that the latter officers should t/ro-
ceed to Hoptown and make a search.
They accordingly procured a vehicle yes-
terday morning, and, accompanied by Ah
Gong, the woman's husband, started on
their investigation. Several Chinese habi-
tations were visited, but fruitlessly. Final-
ly, about the time they had become almost
discouraged, they met Mike Judge, who
was the one who had seen the women pro-
ceeding to Iloptown, and, after he had
heard where they had been, he declared
that if the missing woman was anywhere
in the vicinity she must be at Ah Sing's
hop ranch, seven miles from town.
Thither they went. Sing's wife appeared
in answer to their summons, and, on search
being made, Mrs. Ah Gong was found in
the upper story of the house. Chin Ah
Fee, the fellow who assumed to be her
brother-in-law at the time the charge of
grand larceny was examined, and with
whom she went after being discharged,
declining Rev. Mr. Masters' offer to escort
her back to Vallejo that afternoon, was in
the house, but attempted to escape. The
officers called to Mr. Judge to head him off,
and he was captured before he had gone
many rods. Previous to this Ah Gong had
declared that when he found him he would
kill him. announcing "I'll shoot him
through the blain." The officers, much
against his will, took his pistol from him.
and thus in all probability saved Ah Fee's
life. Ah Gong was de-lighted to find the
partner of his joys and sorrows, but she
was rather cool about it. When the party
arrived «t the station-house, on their return
to the city, he swung his hat in great glee,
and escorted her into the police office with
the utmost fondness, holding her hand, as
though fearing some one might take her
from him. She was rather diffident,
and it was plain to be seen that She did not
enter into the enjoyment of the occasion
with great heartiness, apparently fearing
that she was to have more trouble, and
perhaps be locked up. While she was sit-
ting in the Chief's office officer Sullivan
produced a photograph, and, remarking
that a great deal had been said about his
arresting her at Vallejo upon the word of
highbinders and the evidence e>f a picture
which no morg resembled her than it did
the Statue of Liberty Enlightening the
World, requested some of those present to
see whether the photograph bore any re-
semblancs to her. It was very evident
that it was her likeness, and when ques*
tioned whether it was hers, she laughed
good-naturedly and coquettisbly remarked:
" You think it look like my eyes?" Ah
Gong, coming up at that moment, re-
marked : " That a picture of my wife
when she younger.'' She subs<quently
stated that during the afternoon
of the day upon which she
appeared in Court to answer
the charj;e against her she was kept in a
room connected with the store of Fong
Ling Hung, on I street. That night Chin
Ah Fee called for her, said they would
start for Vallejo, put her in a wagon and
she was conveyed to Hoptown, where she
had been three weeks in Ah Sing's house
when recovered. Ah Gong's friends, in
their determination to find her, procured a
writof habeas corpus from the Supreme
Court, returnable before Judge Murphy of
San Francisco, and now that she has been
found she will doubtless be taken before
him in response to the writ. Both she
and Chin Ah Fee are still at the station-
house, as are also Di Choy, the woman who
swore to the false charge against her, and
also another Chinawoman, who was ar-
rested as an accessory. The officers of the
Government steamer Ranger, upon which
Ah Gong is employed, and the gentlemen
connected with the Chinese missions, have
expressed their determination to probe
this case to the bottom, and have punish-
ment inflicted where it belongs; and it
would seem that there is a good case
asaiust Di Choy and Chin Ah Fee for con-
spiracy orkidnaping. Yesterday aftern 1.1.n

Ah Gong and his wife had a long talk,
during which she narrated the rough treat-
ment she had received. She stated that
Ah Fee, after taking her to the house in
Hoptown. dug a hole beneath the floor,
just large enough for her to hide in, and
several times made her conceal heiself
in it, on the pretense that some one
was cmiins:, in oreier to drill her for
the work, so that if any one did
come there would not be any mis-
take. He fed htr upoD rice, and refused to
let her have any tea. assuring her of ex-
cellent treatment, however, if she would
comply with his wishes. The statement
of her wrongs augend Ah Gong to
such an extent tbat he determined to have
vengeance. About 5 p m. he entered the
general office and told officer Farren very
quietly that he would like to speak to Ah
Fee. His manner was so calm that Farren
consented, and gave the key to officer
Leavy with a request that he attend to the
matter. As soon as Leivy opened the
cell door Gang drew a pistol, and in a few
seconds Fee would have been perforated
with bullets but for the officer's promptly
seizing Gong and calling for help. Officer
Farren and others ran to his aid and dis-
armed Gong, but not without a desperate
struggle, he proving to be very strong and
determined.
