DAVITT'S OPINION.

Be Thinks His Country Will Win in the
Coming Struggle.

Chicago, December 19th.—Michael Da-
viit, the Irish patriot, passed through this
city yesterday morning, en route from
(Quebec to the far West on business of a
personal and particularly happy nature.
Mr. Davitt was askeil concerning the sig-
nificance of the recent arrest, by the Eng-
lish Government, of John Dillon, Member
of Parliament for East Jlayo, and other
Irish leaders acting as trustees in conduct-
ing the " plan of campaign " in Ireland.

Mr. Davitt said: "I am not at all
alarmed at the situation. The Government
is making itself ridiculous-. Ifthis plan of
tbe campaign is really illegal, the Govern-
ment should have struck a blow long ago.
The fact that it has allowed DiUon.O'Urien
and others to carry it on for months; shows
its hesitancy to declare it illegal. The alleged
charge of conspiracy to defraud is ridicu-
lous, because the United Ireland and those
engaged in this movement are acting in
oj*n daylight; hence tbe absurdity of a
etiarge of conspiracy. If the tenant form-
ers show a desire to give their rent, or a
portion ofit, into the hands of public men.
and do it without compulsion, the chaige.
of fraud against Dillon and O'Brien, be-
cause they have received such money, is
simply ridiculous. Suppose they b.ing
Dillon and O'Brien to trial before a jury on
suclfa charge. No jury in Ireland will
co:ivict them. What, then, is remaining
of the move on the part of the Govern-
ment? I think its action in making the
arrest and bringing these men to trial is
just like the course pursued by Gladstone's
Government in I~<Bl. preparatory to meas-
ures of coercion. Gladstone's law officers
at that time instituted State trials
of Parnell and the Executives of the
Land League—not with hope of obtaining
conviction, but to thow English public
opinion that ordinary law was ineffectual
to cope with the state of things in Ireland,
and that, therefore, exceptional legislation
was required. \u25a0 I have no doubt that this is
the line of argument that willbe adopted by
Hicks-Beach and Churchill, wheu in the
early days of the coming session of Parlia-
ment they apply for exceptional power to
deal with the National League in Ireland.'

" What willbe the ell'ect of such an ap-
plication for exceptional power?"

" This means that we are on the eve of
another and probably the last and most
desperate light with "coercion. Both the
League and Ireland are quite prepared for
the struggle, which will be the fifty-fifthof
the kind waged between Ireland and Eng-
land during the last eighty-six years. This
means that rifty-four similar measures
have proved so many failures, and in sport-
ing language, the betting is fifty-fiveto one
that Ireland wins the coming contest. I
expect to be home in Ireland in a few
weeks, before all the prisons are filled. I
look also for Parntll's speedy appearance
upon the fieldofaction, and 1 am confident
that in a few months the bellicose Tory
party will have had quite enough of coer-
cion in Ireland. I firmly believe that Eng-
lish and Welsh popular feeling will be
wi h the Irish in this struggle against the
course of action ot the Tories."

A "KIPK" OLD AGK.

Death of a Woman One Hundred and
Thirty-Six Years Old.

St. Ijoiis, December l!)th.—Letters from
Lassa Kama. the Seiuinole Nation in In-
dian Territory, gives an account of the
death there on the ">th in.stant, of Susanna
Warren, who was, perhaps, the oldest per-
son in the United States, if not in the
world. She was born in the old town of
St. Augustine, Fla , in 1750, fifteen years
before the Americana conceived the idea of
national independence. She was born as a
slave, and was the property of Spanish
masters until 181S, when she was captured
with other Spanish slaves that fled from
the town of Pcnsacola, when it was taken
by Cieneral Jackson. She lived in that
country from then unlil the second treaty
of peace with the Seminoles, when she
was regarded aa their common property,
and was removed with them to Indian Ter
ritory. She leaves one dauehter, who re-
sides in Austin. Tex., and is in her !>7th
}ear. She leaves many grandchildren, sou c i

ot them nearly 7<; years of age.

their task. The authorities at the Vatican
consider itof the greatest importance that
there should be no scandal or sensation of
any kind, and are very anxious the matter
should be quietly arranged.

The Cherokee Nation.
St. Louis, December 19th.—Advices from

the Cherokee Indians are to the effect that
the Council of the Nation has elected Col-
onel C. J. Harris ard 11. T. Lar.doun as
Delegates to Washington to represent the
Cherokees during the present session of
Congress, They are instructed at length on
Cherokee alfairs, among other things to
urge upon Congress the passage of a bill
giving the Nation the right to tax railroads
raining through that country, the same as
they do in Slates, and to "compel these
roads to cease discriminations in freight
and passengo: ratrs against citizens of In-
dian Territory, us they arc now doing. The
delegation is also instructed to get an Act
of Congress, ifpossible, to test before the
proper Courts whether or not the Domain
Actcan be applied to the lands of Indian
Territory; or. in other words, whether the
Indians' land ofthis Territory can be taken
by Congress and given to a private corpora-
tion. The delegation is a good one.

The Cherokee Council has changed the
time of allowing stock to be driven into the
country, ami extended it one month—from
April 'Ist to May Ist. This willbe of in-
terest to stockmen throughout the country.
Another law allows persons to ship lumber
and timber out of the Nation, provided
they pay a royalty on the same, as fixed by-
law.

A Father's Horrible Crime.
New York, December 10th.—The Tri-

bune's Erie suecial of December l.sth says :
This city is in a state of great excitement
over the murder this afternoon of Minnie
and Annie Schau, aged 20 an 1 22. respec-
tively, by their father, Christian F. Schau.
He quarreled with his family, and the two
girls tied to the front room in the house,
where the father, following, caught both of
them and shot them through their chests.
Minnie was killed at once, and Annie is
now at the hospital, fatally wounded. The
father fled after the crime, but was captured
by the police on the edge of a ravine near
the city. He turned upon his pursuers and
tired three times without effect. He was
finally overpowered and taken to jail,
where he at once attempted suicide by
hanging himself with his suspenders.
While he was being put in jaila crowd at-
tempted to lynch him, but was beaten back
by the officers. His reputation is bad.

Labor Ticket in Cincinnati.
Cmi inxati, December l!)th.—Workmen's

Hall was tilled to overflowing this after-
noon, the occasion being a mass meeting to
decide whether there should be a Labor
ticket in the field at the municipal election
next April. The matter was thoroughly
discussed, and finally resolutions were
adopted declaring itexpedient to nominate
a separate ticket for local officers. Four
committees, of five men each, were ap-
pointed from the United Labor party, Cen-
tral Labor Union and Henry George Club.
These committees will meet and arrange
preliminaries for a l.ibor Convention.

Awful Fate of a Young <. .t !.

Detroit, December 19th.—A special to
the Free Press from Armada says : The fruit
evaporator of John Stump caught tire soon
after midnight last night. Miss Elizabeth
Stump, aged 22, sister of the proprietor,was
asleep in the building at the time. When
Stump arrived on the scene he raised a lad-,
der and tried to rescue her, but was beaten
back by the flames, which burst through
the windows, throwing him to the ground.
He was picked up insensible, with a fract-
ured hip and a terrible cut in his head.
Notwithstanding the efforts of the work-
men the building was completely con-
sumed. This morning the body of Mi.-s
Stump was taken from the ruins, burned
beyond recognition.

Proposed Vurine Telegraph.
Washington, December lilth.— Repre-

sentative Morrow will introduce in the
House to-morrow a bill establishing a mili-
tary telegraph line from San Francisco, via
Point San Jose to Fort Point, and by sub-
marine cable across the Golden Gate and
thence to Point Reyes, touching at the
Lighthouse on the noithern tide of the
entrance to the harbor.

Indians' Lands Ceded.

BSKABCK (Dak.), December 19th.—The
Indian Commission returned from Fort
Uerthold to-day, having concluded satisfac-
torily an agreement with the <Tiros Ventrcp,
Mandan and Arickaree Indians, who agree
to cede all their reservation north of the
IMb. parallel, also the larger portion of the
territory lying between the Missouri river
and Fort Btiford Reservation. The In-
dians agree to take lands in severalty on
their diminished reserve. The Commis-
sion leaves to-morrow for Fort Peck
Agency, Montana.

He said he was kept
at hard work in the foundry, while Ferdi-
naad Ward, Jaehne, Baddaeick and Crow-
ley had easy jobs, with very little work.
He seemed especially bitter against Ward,
who he said wore a nice, neat suit ofstriped
clothes and an eye-glass. Kach ofthe con-
victs, he said, gets a plug of tobacco every
week, and twelve of these are reckoned
worth 25 cents, and can be ex-
changed with and of the free em-
ployes in thepris in for newspapers. These
exchanges are often made, although the
newspaper received by the convict is fre-
quently a very old one. I hove relatives
in California, and told the State agent that
I wanted to go there. I got only $5 32 and
an old suit of clothes. Some of the men
who were discharged at the same time I
was didn't get any money at all."

New Yobk, Pecember 20th—a. m.—The

of disaster out of which it would
be irrational to expect any other issue. It
was to render impossible such shocking re-
sults of inhuman greed of owners that
Plimsell labored so zealously in the Parlia-
ment of England. Wrecks such as that of
the Atlautic show that there may be need
in this conntry, also, of legislation to com-
pel the performance of duties which it was
formerly thought could safely be intrnsted
to the supervision ofa healthy conscience."

THE COMING STKUGOLK.

Assertion That it Will be Precipitated by

France and Germany.

London, December 19th.—Bismarck will
dissolve the Iteichstag imd compel consent
to the increase of the German army. He,
like all other German statesmen of note,
believes a great European war is almost
certain to break out next spring. He is
fully persuaded that the signal for hostili-
ties willbe given net laterjthan April, and
France and Germany will be the lirst to try
conclusions at the point of the bayonet.
The warlike preparations of France are
being watched with the closest attention.
It is generally believed here that Germany
will seize any opportunity that may offer
as soon as she is ready to precipitate the
struggle.

Russia, far from being in accord with
England on the Bulgarian question, has, it
is asserted, placed fresh diplomatic obsta-
cles in the way of a settlement, and is
warily watching her chance to take advan-
tage of England's difficulties in Ireland.
The Irish crisis has encouraged Russia to
keep the Bulgarian question open, and this
has sensibly weakened the hands of the
English Government in the new phase of
the negotiations. Russian diplomats are
making a strong effort to renew the entente

\u25a0 •\u25a0riliide between their country and Ger-
many, and Bismarck, always with his eye
on France, is receiving Russia's advance
in a spfrit cffriendliness.
