SAN FRANCISCO AND VICINITY.

It was rumored along the water front on
Sunday among seafaring men that two
bodies had been seen on the rocks near
Fort Point, clasped in each other's arms.

On Sunday afternoon the police had to
be called out to suppress riotous acts on
the part of a large gang ofGeary-street car
strikers, who assaulted cars with rocks and
clubs.

The body of Captain Thomas Miller, of
the me Water Witch, who was killed last
Friday by an explosion during the burning
of the whaler Mary and Helen, has not yet
been recovered from the bay, although
great exertions have been made to find it.

On Sunday evening, at 7:30 o'clock, a
young man was standing on the corner of
Montgomery and Sacramento streets, when
some one approached rapidly and knocked
him over. An Examiner reporter assisted
the assaulted one to his feet, but could learn
nothing as to the cause of the blow. " I
don't know him," said the injured citizen,
"and don't want to. He ain't sociable."

Hugh McCrutn, a member of a whole-
sale liquorfirm on the corner of I'ine and
Market streets, met with an accident Sun-
day night that came very near resulting
fatally. He was returning from the Cliff
House, of which he was formerly proprietor,
with a spirited team, which became fright-
ened, ran away and threw him out. He
was seriously but not dangerously injured.

A Delicate Surgical Operation.

Dr. E. B. Robertson has earned a State-
wide reputation for the success he has met
with in the performance ofdifficultsurgical
operations. Last week he added to his well-
earned laurels in this direction by an op-
eration which, for the skill and delicacy
required in its performance, stands with
few parallels in this section of the State.
The patient was Win. T. Lewis, of San
Andreas, District Attorney of Calaveras
county. For several year 3he has suffered
from a cancer on the right side of his
tongue. The abnormal growth slowly ex-
tended until itinvolved one-half the organ,
reaching from the roots to nearly the tip
od the right side. It not only interfered
with speech, but threatened speedily to
renderswallowing impracticable, and death
from starvation confronted the victim. Dr,
Robertson was summoned, and pro
nouueed in favor of its removal by the
knife, and stated that death was a question
of only a few months unless it were re-
moved. By cutting it out he did not hope
to eradicate the disease, but this heroic
treatment held out the hope of giving the
patient a new lease of lifefor a tew years.
In the presence of Drs. Kelly and Baker, of
Angels, and Dr. Dozier, of Jaokaon, the
operation was successfully performed on
Sunday, December sth. " After the patient
was completely under the influence of
chloroform/ says the Calaveras Chronicle.
" the doctor first divided the right side of
the face, and tied the arteries; he then
placed a hook through the tip of the tonjrue
and a piece of board between the under
and upper jaw, to be held by an assistant.
He then dissected out the cancerous mass,
but in doing so he necessarily opened the
lingual artery, which of course gave rise to
a great deal of hemorrhage, but he finally
succeeded in securing the bleeding vessel."
Dr. Robertson informs U3 that the patient
is doing well, and that all danger from
secondary hemorrhage may be considered
past. —Amador lodger.

Coyotes.—The Red BluffSentimd says:
Kx-Supervisor John Barry informs us that
he never saw so many coyotes during twen-
ty years resilience on Cottonwood creek as
are on his sheep ranges new. The country
appears to be alive with them. He has a
man employed by the month to trap and
kill them. His sons and herders are also
trilling them as fast as they can and still,
like the fellow's tieas, when they kiil a
coyote two come to take his place.
