Dead Body Recovered—Fatal
Result of an Accident.

WRECKED AT SEA.
Terrible Experiences by a Wrecked Crew
on the North Coast.

Vicroria, December 22d.—The bark Ella
S. Thayer, Captain Matheson, sprung a leak
on the 15th, when 150 miles off Cape Flat-
tery. During the terrible gale on the morn-

| ing of the 16th the seas washed the deck of

the vessel clear of everything but the bul-

! warks, skylights, and part of the after-

house, where the crew were, it being im-
possible to keep on the main deck. The
men all saved themselves, with the excep-
tion of the second mate, who was washed
overboard. He caught hold of the main
braces, and was pulled on board again, fear-
fully injured on the head. From 8 tq 11
o'clock the water gained six feet, will all
the pumps going. Only one boat remained,
and it was damaged. A piece of canvas
was placed over the leak, and the Captain
nd crew of fifteen men crowded into it.
FOR THREE DAYS AND NIGHTS
They rowed and sailed through the rough
sea, ucing blankets and oars for sails,
They were without water for thirty-six
hours, and without food for twenty-four
hours. When about thirty miles irom the
cape the bark Von Moltke came in sight,
and the famished crew were taken aboard
and brought to this port. They saved
nothing but the clothes they had on. The
boat in which they left the ship is twenty
feet long, and only comforiably  holds
eight. Itisalmost incredible that so large
a number escaped in it. The crew were
kindly taken care of here by American
Consul Stevens. The vessel was owned by
C. A. Nelson, of San Francisco, for which
port she was bound with 1,500 tons of coal
from Tacoma.
