THE BROOKLYNRAILROAD STHIKE

LASTS BUT A DAY.

Warlike Preparations in Germany—
British Politics-Suicide ofa

Chicago Lady Lawyer.

TIIE BROOKLYN TIE-CP.
A Lively Street Car Strike that Lasted

for One Day Only.

New York, December 23d.—At 8 o'clock
about one dozen cars were started under
the protection of the police. In East New
York one of the cars was attaked by five
strikers, and the police promptly arrested
them, and thus prevented further trouble.

Brooklyn merchants say they will lose
thousands of dollars by the strike coming
in holiday week.

Itwas evident at about noon there was
likely to be serious trouble on the lines of
the Brooklyn City Railroad, and the police
were called upon to protect the cars which
the oompany desired to start out from the
depot at GreMiwood, and Captain Boc and
several offiers were sent to the scene, and
mounting the platform the car was started.
It g»!t only a block on its journey, when
the mob took the horses from thecar and
ran the cab back into the depot. The police
we';.' unableio resist the men. The car at
Horsey street and Tompkins avenue was
overturned, and the driver and conductor
assaulted by the mob. The police'attempted
to interfere, but were overpowered, and re-
serves were called upon to aid them. The
car was hoisted from the track at Fulton
and New York avenues, and the police
called upon. Here, also, the driver and
conductor, who were non-union men, were
assaulted. Obstructions had been placed
upon the track, and it looks as though* there
would be even more serious trouble if the
company persists in trying to attempt to
run their cars.

THE STKIKE ENDED.
New Yobk, December 23d.—The strike

of the employes of the Brooklyn street
railroads ended to-night. The company re-
fused to give any information as to* the
terms of settlement, but it is thought that
it has acceded to the demands of the men.

The fir&tcar left Greenwood depot ofthe
Court-street line at 8:20 p. m. The men.
when questioned, claimed that the com-
pany had conceded all demands. President
Lewis refused to enter into any explana-
tion of the terms of settlement. In the
future, he said, an employe from each
department would constitute a committee
to present grievance*, if any, and they
would be listened to. One Brooklyn firm
claims their loss by one day will be $20,-
--000.

THE BASIS OF SETTLEMENT.
New Yobk, December 24th—a. m.—The

tie-up of the eleven street-car lines in
Brooklyn, operated by the Brooklyn City
Railroad Company, which was ordered by
the Executive Board of District Assembly
No. 75, Knights of Labor, at 3:35 a. m. yes-
terday, was settled late in the day, mainly
through the efforts of the State Arbitrator,
Commissioner Donovan and Mayor Whit-
ney. A little after 8 r. m. the cars be-
gan running as usual on all the lines.
The basis of settlement was this: The
new time-table shall have no regular
run that will occupy more than twelve
hours, consecutively ;* no swing shall oc-
cupy more than fourteen consecutive
hours ; no tripper shall be paid less than
$1 50 per day. Other grievances shall be
submitted to a committee ofone from each
road of the company to meet, confer and
settle. All employes shall return to work
in the same positions they occupied last
night.

AXTI-POWDERLV.

The Socialist Elements of the Knights of
Labor Demand His downfall.

Chicago, December 23d. — Powderly's
communication regarding the attitude of
the Knights ot Labor toward the Anarchists
is not yet made public. The document is
not a general order, but is technically
Assemblies how to interpret the constitu-
tion and laws of the Order relating to the
proposed action. Powderly's decision is
semi-officially stated to be two-fold. It
prohibits contributions in aid ofAnarchisls
or the extending to them of other aid. No
Assembly may, without vio'ating the con-
stitution, aid any political movement what-
ever, much less make of itself an active
political machine.

The Carpenters' resolutions were adopt-
ed, calling on all District Assemblies to de-
mand an irmnediate special session of the
Knights' General Assembly. The purpose
of the proposed special session is stated to
be to aflord an opportunity to prefer
charges against General Master Workman
Powderly for overscepping his authority.
The Carpenters' Assembly contains a large
number of active Socialists.

DKTEHMISED SI ICIDE,

A Talented Woman's Mind I'Dbalanced
by Over-Study.

Chicago, December 23d. — Mrs. Jessie
Johnston, daughter of Henry C. Munch,
formerly a wealthy Board of Trade specu-
lator, and wife of a young lawyer at Knox-
ville, la., threw herself into the lake at
Thirty-ninth street to-day. Her rich ap-
parel and beautiful face attracted the atten-
tion of a group of boys who saw her hast-
ening toward the breakwater. They saw
her jump into the ice and drift that was
dashing against the pier. A rope was
thrown to her by the boys, but she refused
to grasp it. The body was rescued by a
policeman before life was extinct, but'all
efforts to resuscitate her were of no avail.
She had visited the office of Dr. Chamber-
lain half an hour before her death, but he
was so busy and she so agitated that he
told her to "come to the office to-morrow
aud explain her case. It is stated by Mrs.
Johnston's friends that her intellect, pre-
viously brilliant, had been more or less un-
balanced since her admission to the lowa
bar, about four years ago. Over-study is
the cause a?signed. Mrs. Johnston came to
Chicago only a short time ago to place her-
self under the care of a doctor. Her hus-
band was to have been here to-morrow to
spend the holidays in her company.

DASTARDLY OITRAGK.

liiliiuiuui Treatment of a Hoy by a Csuplr
of Uiutcs.

New Yobk, December 23d.—The Times'
Poughkeepsie special of December 22d
says: A thirteen-year-old boy named
Parson Djrmer, while standing near the
steam-box room of the print works at
Wappinger's Falls, was seized by two men
numtd (ieorge Roach and John Delaney,
and pushed headlong into the box, which
was heated to it? fullest extent. Oncom-
ing in contact with the hot steam he fell
to the floor, nearly smothered. In falling,
the steam, which comes up through the
bottom of the box, fairlycooked the flesh
on his face and amis. He was at once con-
veyed to his home at Old Troy, and medi-
cal aid was summoned. His sufferings
were terrible. His head was swollen to
nearly twice its natural size. It is not
known that the boy had been troubling
the men while they were at their work.
Although it is believed that the littlefellow
will die, no arrests have been made,
though the boy's assailants have been dis-
charged from the works.

The National Halls Deserted.
Washington. December 23d.—The Capi-

ioi was almost deserted to-day. Two or
three Senators and a halt-dozen Repre-
sentatives dropped in to attend to personal
correspondence, and a sub-committee ofthe
House Committee on Naval Aflairs spent
an hour or two in hearing several officers
of the Navy Department in explanation of
the estimates for the maintenance of that
department during the next fiscal year.
With these exceptions the halls of both
Houses were abandoned to the pages and
employes engaged in clearing up and dis-
tributing documents. The Appropriations
Committee of the House willnot meet dur-
ing holiday week, as ithas already reported
an appropriation bill that has not yet been
acted upon by the House.

Talk of an Extra Session.
Washikgtos, December 2-jd.—The Even-

inn Star has the following: " The proba-
bility of the Fiftieth Congress being con-
vened in extra session at an early day in
the spring is being discussed among public

men. I'nless the present Congrpss shall
provide some means of relieving the treas-
ury from the steadily-increasing surplus, it
is the belief of some Democrats that Con-
gress will be called together to perform
that task. One of the high officers of the
Treasury says he has no doubt of an extra
session unless this Congress shall deal with
the surplus question. He expressed the
opinion that the President would convene
the Fiftieth Congress within thirty days
after the -Ith of March, should nothing be
done in the way of relief for the Treasury
by that time."
The Proposed Yacht for Senator Stan-

ford a Myth.
Washington, December 2.'!d.—Senator

Stanford, who has been reported to have
given orders to Captain Lundborg to build
bim a fast yacht at a cost of $000,000, says
he had never heard of Captain Lundborg
before. He doe* not want a yacht, and he
regrets that such a report has released a lot
of new correspondents, who are burdening
his mail with all sorts of propositions
bearing upon steam yachts. He does not
imagine for an instant that Captain Lund-
borg intends to make him a Christmas
present of such a yacht as has been de-
scribed, but he can conceive of no other
reason for such reports.

Washington Notes.
Washington, December 2'sd.—Rear Ad-

miral Worden was placed on the retired
list of the navy to-day, with the highest
pay of that grade.

The President has ordered that all execu-
tive departments be closed at noon on the
day before Christmas and New Year's Day.

Bold Billiard Challenge.

St. Louis, December 23d.—A piper in this
city will to-morrow publish a challenge
from Richard Roche, offering to back Jacob
Schaefer against any man in the world at
any game that is played on a billiard table.
He then states specifically that he willback
Schaefer for not less than $1,000 against
any man in the world at e'ght-inch, twelve-
inch or fourteen-inch balk-line game, the
champions' game, all-rail game, three-
cushion game and cushion-first (or bank)
game. The last two games are to go as
one match, player accepting one must also
agree to play the other. As soon as any
one of these challenges is accepted he will
place a forfeit of $1,000. Each game can
be made for $5,000, $10,000 or $20,000, but
for not less than $1,000.

New Yobk, December 23d.—The ZWSiWj
Cohoes (N. V ) special of December 22d
says: Edward Fitzgerald, living near lock
13, complained to the police to-day that his
littleson had been bitten by a dog owned
by Alphonse Leferbore, and be desired the
dog shot. Fitzgerald and officer O'Hearn
called at the home of Leferbore and made
inquiry regarding the dog. Leferbore in-
formed the men that he had killed tae do^,
and intended to eat the same for Christmas,
a3 he had fattened him for the purpose.
The men were taken to a shed, where a
man was engaged preparing the dog for the
kitchen.

Piobably Fatul Explosion.

New Orleans, December 23d.—To-day
Second Engineer Thomas Hunter and six
Chinese firemen of the British steamer
Suez went to the coal-bunkers for the pur-
pose of trimming coal. The engineer car-
ried a lamp. As soon as he entered the
bunkers an explosion occurred, caused by
the accumulated gas comintr in contact
with the tlame of the lamp. The engineer
and the six Chinamen were badly burned
about their faces, hands and bodies. Hun-
ter and three of the Chinamen are fatally
burned, it is believed.

The Brakemear'l strike.
Louisville. December L':Jd. —The strike

of freight brakemen on the Louisville and
Nashville Railroad is confined to the main
stem between Louisville and Nashville and
the north end of the Knoxville Division.
No freight was sent south from here to-day
over that road, and none was received.
Notices have been issued to shippers that
until further notice no freight will be re-
ceived for the south by the company here.
Allpassenger trains are running without
interruption. The management has an-
nounced that strikers not at work by 1
o'clock to-morrow will not be taken into
service again. General Manager Harihan
states to-night that ho hopes to resume
trafficagain in a few days by men brought
from other points.

When the Trans-
continental Association met its fate over a
year ago the Pacific Coast Association was
continued, in the hope that the former
association might be soon revived ; but it
was not revived, and from to-day's action
of the Rock Island and Alton it is inferred
the Pacific Coast Association will cease to
exist January 1, 1887.

Piniug for their Native lTratli.
Washington', December 23.1.—The Presi-

dent has granted pardons to Ah Hoot and
Simootz, two I'niatilla Indians, who are
now confined in the prison at Salem, Or.,
for the murder of a white man. They are
in bad health, and are not expected to lone
survive their release.

Outlived Hrr Usefulness.
Washington, Dijcember 23d.—The Naval

Board of Inspection, which surveyed the
United States steamer Tennessee, has re-
ported to the Navy Department that the
vessel cannot be repaired within the statu-
tory limit of twenty per cent., and will
have to be condemned. The Tennessee will
probably ;be used as a receiving ship, in
place of ihe Minnesota.

Three Lives I,oi<t.

Cleveland, December 23d. —The farm-
house of Caleb Russell, near Saybrook, 0.,
caught lire at an early hour this morning.
When the neighbors arrived SoaseD, who
was 80 years old, and his wife, aged 50, had
escaped from the house, but they were so
much overcome by the heat and smoke
that they died shortly afterwards. A de-
mented son who slept up stairs was burned
to death.

Kesciied in Mid-ocean.
Boston, December 2'Jd. —The steamer

Gallileo arrived here to-day from Hull,
bringing Captain Stephens and seven men
of the crew of the bark Kriolith, which
was found in a sinking condition on the
11th instant. One man, Frank Cook, had
been washed overboard and drowned. The
vessel was en route from Philadelphia for
Tralee, with grain.

NOT TBK TVHOLK EAKTH.

A New York Family Who will be Contt-nt

Nkw Yobk, December 24th—a. m.—The
heirs of Roger Merritt, of Port Chester,
Westchester county, are preparing evidence
in support of their claim that the entire
village belongs to them. The amount
involved is between $15,000,000 and $20,-
--000,000. They claim that the village site
which originally belonged to Captain
Roger Merritt, an officer in the Con-
tinental army, and who died there in
1810, was leased by him to various per-
sona, and that the leaf containing the
record has been torn out of the book in
which leases were entered in the Register's
officeat White Plains. Ex-Register Banks,
counsel for the claimants, started yesterday
for a small town in Alabama, where the
missing leaf was said tobe in the possession
oT the late John Merritt, who is suspected
of having torn it out of the book to gratify
his personal spite against other members
of the family.

after his arrival. Mrs. Cook, wifeof the
Captain of the Vermont, died of typhoid
fever recently. This outbreak of fever
has occurred on two shins which have
been lying alongside the Cob D.x:k, while
the work of dredging the Whitney Basin
was in progress, and although the navy
yard has been for years a healthy place, it
is thought the outbreak of fever is due to
the stirring up of the filth of years which
the dredges have caused.

FOREIGN.
' WAR'S ALARMS.

Bebi.i.v, December l'.:l.—The JWM Ger-
man Gazette emphatically denies the reports
of the Progressist press that Prince IMs-
raarck declares against dissolving the
Reichstag, and that the Government hopes
to reach an understanding with the Reich-
stag on the basis of the Center's proposals.
The Gazette adds that in Government
circles there exists no doubt whatever of
the necessity of maintaining the army bill
at any price.

The Boerse to-day closed depressed under
the influence of a renewal ofsales to realize
dealings, together with an increasing de-
mand for money.

The Churchill incident has shaken con-
fidence in the stability of the Salisbury
Government and revived the fears of an
impending war.

It is reported that Df. Windthorst has in-
formed General Yon Schellendorff, Minister
of War, that if the Government should
proceed with the formation of new cadres
for the Ist of April, the Reichstag wonld be
certain to give a bill of indemnity, but the
Center would go no further.

The Commission of staff officers con-
tinues making arrangements for the new
troops, just as if the army bill was already
passed, and the War Ministry is hastening
the production of repeating rifles.

It is expected that the Landtag will meet
on January 14tb. Among the bills to be
introduced is a new measure for an organic
revision of the May laws.

THE HOLY SICK.

The Pope Complains that the Church is

Rome. December 23d.—The Pope, in re-
ceiving Christmas congratulations from the
College of Cardinals, spoke at some length
of the position of the Church in Italy. He
protested against the anti-clerical "move-
ment which is being carried on in the
country, and said that the Holy See was
now despoiled of the last remnants of its
patrimony. The only liberty left 'Ja him
was that held by the Roman Ponttfia in the
earliest ages. The Italian Government, he
declared, had assisted the laity in unduly
interfering with the administration of the
Church : had expelled religious bodies, aud
had tolerated an organized hostility against
the Vatican. As the head of the Church,
be must continue to protest against the
position in which he is placed.

The Irish Leader E\|>: c~-<-. His Views on
tin- rrcxrnt Situation.

Lonnoa, December 23d. — A reporter
called on Parnell at the Euston Square
Hotel this evening. Parnell looked much
paler and thinner than at the end of the
last session, but he is evidently making
good progress. He said his physician be-
lieves that he will be stronger than for
many years. He said-his illness became
acute about the end of October, but for sev-
eral months previously he had been losing
nesh, appetite and strength, until in the
autumn session he felt almost entirely un-
able to do any work. Continuing, hes.ii!:
"After my malady had become fully de-
veloped I was unable to read or write any-
thing, or attend to any kind ofbusiness for
several weeks, and it is only within the
last three weeks that I have permitted my-
self to even think of political affairs, while
even now the excitement and fatigue ofthe
last few days have distinctly thrown me
back and made me feel worse."

Parnell then turned to the political situ-
ation. He remarked that the Government,
now that Lord Randolph Churchill has

rffiifiPfrf.-iJXaHR.Ime something .else to
because of the marked absence of crime!
the general moderation with which the
campaign had been conducted, and the fact
that the object of the Government and of
the campaign promoters was the same—
namely, that ofobtaining a fair rent abate-
ment from unyielding landlords—and had
taken away many of the usual excuses for
coercion. Regarding the legality of the
wmrmipn, Panioll said he was unwilling
to take the law from either Justice
O'Brien or Justice Johnston, both
of whom were strong political par-
tisans, who had received their offi-
ces in reward for political services,
and who were notoriously lawyers of me-
diocre ability. There was confusion in the
judgment itself, as well as in the proclama-
tion. '• In any case," continued Parnell,
'• if it should be generally and clearly de-
cided by the high legal opinion of recog-
nized authority that the campaign is illegal,
you must remember it will be only techni-
cally illegal, and only so because the same
right of combination which the Legisla-
ture, after much agitation, legalized for
British workmen under the nameof Trades
Unionism, has not yet been extended to
the Irish tenant fanners."

London, December 23d. —The St. Jama
'/1 \u25a0'.'<: says that if financial reasons ex-
plain Loril Randolph Churchill's resigna-
tion iroiii the Cabinet, there is nothing to
be said, except that there is not much to be
deplored ; but if the local government bill
w:i> the cause, then the Government has
grievously erred.

The Echo says it believes Lord Randolph
Churchill's resignation was due to an essen-
tial divergence of opinion with the rest of
tho Cabinet. Unless, says that paper, Lord
Randolph Churchill gives a better reason
for his action than that of financial differ-
ences with his colleagues, be will beunabio
to repel hostile criticism.

The Evening News says that patriots are
paiued and surprised. It asks Lord
Churchill to justify his course, warning
him that if he does not his name will never
be heard hereafter without exciting exas-
peration.

The Globe says it would be difficult for
the warmest admirers of Lord Churchill to
vindicate his step.

The Full Mall <Ju~.itir declares that it will
be impossible for Lord Salisbury bo govern
unless Lord Hartington steps into the
breach. It says it is impossible to conceive
of any hypothesis upon which Lord Hart-
ington could defend, morally or politically,
a refusal to accept the post which Lord
Churchill ha- vacated.

London, December 23d. —Lord Randolph
Churchill, in an interview to-day, said that
his health was better than it had been i.>r
months past. H:> decision to retire, he
Sftid,was the result of due deliberation, and
arose from no ill temper or weariness or
office. He has abandoned his contem-
plated visit to Ireland.

London, December 23d. —It is reported
that Lord Salisbury has renewed his oiler
of the Premiership to Lord Hartington, lie
himself proposingto takethe Foreign Port-
folio, and Lord Harrington to have tiie
right to select a portion of the Cabinet.

TBK HItITISH CRISI*.
A Siguili.iiut Speech by Chamberlain on

the Irish Question.
London. December 24th—a. m.—Cham-

berlain made a speech at a private meeting
of the Birmingham Liberal Council last
evening. He said the political situation is
an extraordinary and critical one. It has
totally changed within twenty-four hours.
" Althoßgh," he continued. " I have often
differed with Lord Randolph Church-
ill, I have never failed to do jus-
tice to his great ability and quick
apprttiation of public Mntunent.
Though raised in old Toryism, lie had re-
peatedly risen superior to it, and lji.s posi-
tion in the present Government was a
guarantee that they wonld not pursue a
reactionary policy. Churchill's recent
speeches displayed liberal principles upon
the most important (jtiestions. His resig-
nation is a very significant announcement.
It teems the old Tory Influence has
gained the upperhand. The key note of
Churchill's policy was to maintain an
alliance with the Unionists, although per-
haps the Tories ba,! grown wisu by experi-
ence and were prepared to govern m a
liberal spirit. If tbey La 1 abandoned that
intention, Lord Salisbury must be pre-
pared for the consequences. Now, gentle-
men, in view this startling change, I ask
myself

WBja ARE THE (.[.ADSTOMAXS TO DO?
It seems to mo tbat they have a great and
perhaps final opportunity. We Liberals
agree upon ninety nine point.*, and disagree
upon only one. Even upon Irish matters,
when I look into thetbing, Iam more sur-
prised at. the number of points whereon
we agreed than at the remainder upon
wbich, for the present, we must be content
to differ. My opposition to Gladstone's
bill has been grossly misrepresented. I
never said I was opposed to the gre.it land
scheme. I opposed the Gladstone bill
mainly upon two grounds. First, I be-
lieved it would invol7Pa loss which Hritisa

lyea ought not to bear, s, co&d, lam
not prepared to do anything precluding an
arrangment to make Ireland practically in-
dependent. It is one thing to use all" the
resources ofthe State to benefit your fellow-
citizens. It is a different thing altogether
to undertake the ta?k fcr those about to
drift from you ; but 1 n» ver doubted tha; it
was possible to devise plans for the
