More Pardons.

Yesterday Governor Stoneman pardoned
from the City Prison at Oakland Thomas
Baker. Baker was convicted in the Police
Court of Oakland on the 1st day of October,
1886, of the crime of misdemeanor—to-wit :
battery—and was adjudged to pay a fine of
$500, and in case the fine was not paid, to
be imprisoned in the City Prison for 500
days, or at the rate of $1 per day, until the
fine be paid. The petition for his pardon
sets forth that he has an invalid wife in
impecunious circumstances, and his im-
prisonment works a great hardship upon
her.

LOCOMOTIVE-BUILDING.

Thlrty-Sev'en More Engines to bs Built
at the Railroad Works in this City.

The locomotives bpilt at the railroad
works in this city, under the supervision of
General Master Mechanic A. J. Stevens,
have given such excellent satisfaction, and
there has been such a notable showing of
economy in favor of the Sacramento man-
ufacture over Eastern work, that the South-
ern Pacific Company has of late had quite
a number of passenger and freight engines
made here, and there arenow in the ma-
chine-shop four heavy freight engines
nearly completed. A few days ago an
order was received for the building of
nearly forty more, half of which wiil be
twelve-wheelers, while the remainder will
be about equally divided between ten and
eight-wheelers. The latter will be of the
largest-sized passenger engines, similar to
those recently turned out from the shops
and doing fine work on the trains between
this city and Oakland, only heavier ; and,
in fact, all of those just ordered will be un-
usually heavy. The entire number will
cost nearly half a million dollars. It is
thought that an average of two per month
will be constructed, and work upon them
will be commenced at once. This will
probably cause an increase of fifty or sixty
nzen in that department, and indirectly
give employment to many more. There
are now about 1,600 men steadily engaged
at the works, and the number of employes
in the city is over 2,000.

Charity Entertainment.
Next Wednesday afternoon and evening
charity entertainments will be given at the
Clunie Opera House, under the direction of
‘““the children’s friend,” Chas. M. Prodger,

w}xo scored a grand success last Christmas
with his ‘““Search for Santa Claus,” given
for the delight and benefit of the children
of the Protestant Orphan Asylum. The
afternoon entertainment will be in aid of
the Christmas season fund which Mr.
Prodger has for years been instrumental in
raising for the benefit of the orphans, and
also to give the little ones.of the asylum a
taste of holiday amusement. The evening
entertainment is to aid the initial move-
ment for an Infant's Shelter in Sacra-
mento—a needed institution, and such as
are in practical operation in many cities.

the Pneumatic Tube Railroad,” showing
the trials and troubles of three * globe-
trotters,” and introducing the songs, dances
and peculiarities of the people of various
countries, presented with fine scenery and
all sorts of accessories. In the evening
Miss Rose Wood, the talented and popular
actress, who has volunteered her services,
will enact the balcony scene from Romeo
and Juliet.

The kidnaping case that was commenced
in Justice Henley's Court, Wednesday, was
resumed at 9 A. M. yesterday. Several wit-
nesses were examined on the part of the
prosecution, whose testimony was in all
particulars corroborative of the testi-
mony of the other witnesses, a
synopsis of which was given in yester-
day’s Recorn-Unron. The defense put in
no testimony, and in the afternoon the case
was argued by counsel and submitted.
The Court took the matter under advise-
ment and will render his decision on Mon-
day next.

The only arrests made yesterday were
those of James Sullivan, by officer Yager,
for being a common drunkard, and Chin
Ah Get, by officer Ferral, for an assault
with a deadly weapon.

ise.

The highest and lowest Signal Service
temperature é'esterday was 59° and 46°,
with light and gentle southerly winds and
high fog prevailing up to 1:30 p. M., from
which time the weather was clear and
warm.

The case of the people vs. Dr. O'Leary,
charged with practicing medicine without
a license, was set for trial in the Woodland
Police Court yesterday afternoon, and the
members of the State Board of Medical
Examiners were among the witnesses sub-
penaed for the trial, :

Chin Ah Get, who beat Mow On with a
pistol late Wednesday night, was arrested
vesterday by officer Ferral at the City Hall,
e having boldly visited the Police Court
to see how the Chinese kidnaping case was
progressing. A charge of assault with a
deadly weapon has been entered against
him, and his bail fixed at $500.

George F. Harlwell, at one time a resi-
dent of Sacramento, and connected with
the California Pacific Railroad in its early
days, died in San Francisco last Monday
afternoon after a brief illness, and was
buried under the auspices of the Masonic
fraternity. He was a brother-in-law of
Joseph Hahn and Frank Miller, of this
city.

A dumb boey, about 6 years of age, who
had started with his parents, also dumb,
from San Francisco, bound south, made a
mistake and got on the Sacramento train at
Sixteenth-street station, Oakland, last
evening, and was brought to this city. He
was made comfortable at the police office
last night, and to-day will be sent back to
his parents.

The busiest place in town yesterday was
the express office, and its employes were
kept *“ flying” all day, attending to the
receipt and delivery of packages. There
was an immense number of these sent
from the city by the various tirains, the
larger portion being Christmas gifts, and
every passenger train upon which there
was an express messenger brought one or
more wagon loads of similar goodsto the
city.
The Yolo Mail saysthat Mrs. G.G. Briggs’
family have packed from their Yolo county
vineyards this year 58,000 boxes of raisins,
20 pounds each. From the home raonch,
140 acres of vines, 21,500 boxes of raisins
and 175 tons of wine grapes. Jackson
Bros., near Woodland, have also raised,
cured and shipped 15,000 boxes of raisins
this season. Some of the shipping grape
raisers have realized. gross. over $300 per
acre on their land so cultivated during the
last year. Scores of the smaller grape and
raisin cultivators of Yolo have added their
quota of viticultural interests.

Sunken Treasure.
A woman, reported to be a fortune-teller,
has visited the steamer lunding at the foot
of K street nearly every dey for the past
two weeks, apparently searching for some.
thing. It appears that she confided to a
certain well-known citizen the matter that
was troubling her, which proved to be that
she had learned that a box of treasure be-
longing to the Steam Navigation Company
was attached to the submerged end of a
massive anchor-chain which years ago was
used to keep the hulks converted into
steamer landings from leaving their mcor-
ings. The citizen was so much impressed
by the woman’s earnestness, that he pro-
cured the services of two men and worked
for a long time Wednesday afternoon in an
effort to raise the 2nd of the cable from the
water—the shore end of it is fast to an old
stump beneath the wharf—but their efforts
were futile, not only because of the chain’s
great weight, but also because of its bein
buried in the sand. Consequently it is stil‘f
undetermined whether the treasure is lo-
cated as the fortune-teller asserted. A
“ longshoreman’” remarked laughingly
yesterday that the outer portion of the
cable was thrown overboard years ago, in
order to get it out of the way, when the
hulk was removed, and there was ** nary
box’’ attached to it at that time.

A Grand Display of Meats.

To make an artistic display of meatsis evi-
dently a difficult task, but a visit to Odell &
Herzog's New York Market, 1020 and
1022 K street, will convince the reader that
it can be done. The display of meats at
this market is evidently the largest, most
complete and ornamental ever attempted
in Sacramento. Fronting the entrance to
the market is a large rack, on which is sus-
pended, in a uniform manner, quarters of
mutton; in the center is a veal, neatly
dressed with ribbons and evergreen. On
each side of the veal, in a uniform manner,
are hung small roasters, which add much
to the appearance of the exhibit. To the
ceiling, on each flank of the rack, is sus-
pended dressed hogs, sheep and lambs.
On the left entrance to the market is
another rack, off which is exhibited beef
in quariers and halves, also 2 who'e yeal.
A fine display of smoked meats is also
made. Oune of the attractions of the dis-
play is a large porker, which weighs 520 ihs.
dressed. On either side of this monster,

for the purpose of showing the contrast in
size, small roasters, weighing about 12 Ibs.
each. Messrs. Odell & Herzog also show
what they call the prize sheep, weighing
125 ths,, and said to be the finest ever
dressed and exhibited in Sacramento. The
eight different kinds of sausage shown and
intertwined among the meats add very
much to the exhibit. The public and
patrons of the market are invited to call
and view this excellent display of meats.*
