
GOVERNOR'S MESSAGE.

FISXh STATE TAPER BF THE RE-
TIRIXJ CHIEF EXECUTIVE.

Review of tlie Various Departments
and Sonic of the Industries of

the Commonwealth.

We present n full synopsis of Governor f-tone-

man's message, which U very long: all the

more salient features we have preserved, and all
the topics treated have reference in our syn-

A similar favor-
able bbowiog cannot, Iregict to say, fee made in
a comparison betwen the receipts and expendi-
ture! ol the iasttivo liscal years—the thirty-sixth
and thirtv-seventh^with those of the thirty-
fourth and thirty tilih : the expenditures dur-
ing the two fiscal years ending July 1.1885, ex-
ceeded the twopreceding by 52.6J2 59) 74, neces-
sitating an increase of the State rate of taxation
from 45.2 cents in lsM to 56 cents in 1886. He
Claims however, that as due allowance most be
made forextraordinary appropriations made by
the lust Legislature, for matinee, for Asylums
forChronic Insane. 1250,000; Adult Blind, $-10,000
Feeble-minded Children, HS,W: Veterans'
Home, 521,000, and for publication of school
text-books i y the Hate, 51UM-00, and sums for
prison deficiencies, the excess of expenditures
over the receipts during the last two fiscal years
amounted to t3H,tßb ">7, and the system permit-
ting it is condemned.

The bonded indebtednc=sof the^tate amounts
to $2,698,000, and this should be paid orrefunded.

The State Board of Examiners, desirous of in-
creasing the interest-bearing funds of the com-
mon schools, have been very successful in pur-
chasing county bunds for this purpose within
the pu.it two wars, n-hich now amount to fsaß,-
--000.

Concerning the lailrond taxeF. he says the
Controller's report gives a lull statement of
fact» upon the moon agitated cjuebtion, with
deiaib concerning the course and consequences
of measures taken to enforce tin-irpayment It
contains also exhaustive tublts of the amounts
aasessed, received, and delinquent during the
p.t.st mx yea's. The < tovernor states that ins ef-
forts have been to bring the litigation to an end
and conserve the rights of the btste. and refers
regretfully to the issue between l.ims.'lf and the
Attorney-tieneml as an obstacle, and hopes the
new administration may have better success in
the matter bo affecting the revenue system.

Concerning the irrigation question he re-
amrras his former position taken iv calling the
extra session, and claims that the failure of
that body was due to violation of their pledges
by members.

He recapitulates the history of the State
school text-books, pronounces* the work dene
to be well done, warmlyapproves the work of
the Board of Education, and points out the
'\u25a0euiiomtc value of the new system to the peo
pie of the State, siying finally: "The books in
band and finished consist ofa Kiiel'ier and First,
Second and Third headers, embracing 1,128
pages. The prices fixed for these by the state
lfoard of Education, are as follows: Spe.ler, 80
cents: First Reader, 15 cents; Second Reader,
30 cents,: Third Reader, 10 cents. These figures
will furnish the books to the children at less
than one-half the previous cost. "

'The bulk of this work has fallen, of course,
on the three educational members ofthe Board.
It was no portion of their official duties. Itwes
a work of expertism outside such duties, andwas placed on them by the people and the Legis-
lature without their consent. They have done
the work well, and should be properly compen-
sated for it. It is fair to BSsmne that such was
the expectation when the pejple made a Com-
mission of those geutlenieu to undertake this
work.

He commends the economy practiced in the
office of the Secretary oi' State, and calls, atten-
tion to his report of reduced appropriations
made «t the request of the Sec etarv. and to the
amount returned back to the Treasury after
paying all expenses of the office. He adds:
" it can be seen by his report, that in spite of

the factthat the demands have been necessarily
larger than ever before, the exj>euditures have
been smalcrtbau lor any corresponding period
since 1850, aud an overplus ol -
back into the Btate Treasury."

The whole problem is a serious and pressing one,
and deserves to be grappled with, from motives
of ecom m. as well as philanthropj."

Concerning the recommendation of the Pen-
ological Commission he says: "One of the
most important ofthese is what is commonly j
called the ' parole system. 1 This system is now
in operation In Ohio; and from all that can be
learned i« productive of treat benefit, both to
the prisoner and to the Reneraicomraunity. In a
mollified form it prevails in several institutions.
The I'enoloeical Commitsinu recommend the
adoption of this system in this State, and in this
recommendation I concur. I believe that it is
the best system that can be devised for reform-
ing the prisoner, and at the same time piviiifr.
protection to the interests of society. It will
not be que'tioned that a reform school for boys
hi this Suite is sreatly needed. It is not in the
interest of good government to lodge mere
youths in a Jjtate Prison where their associa-
tions will tend to degrade rather than retbrm
them."

"The Commission recommend that the state
Board of Prison Directors have the power to ap-
point an agent lor discharged convicts on the
plan followed in Massachusetts lam ofopinion
that this shou'd be done. ..nd ifthe experiment
does not prove successful itmay be abandoned."

He KCuea what action has been had in the
matter ofstato claims against the Federal (lov-

ment. and commends the Ptate agent at Wash-
ington, Captain John Mullan.

<>t the School for the Deaf. Dumb, and Blind,
he says: "Then is no class of children in the
state who appeal more strongly to public sym-
pathy than the deaf and the blind, and Ihave
reason to believe, from frequent personal in-
flection, th-it no school of this kind in the
country Is doing ill beneficent work in a more
satisfactory manner than the institution at
Berkeley."

The institution for adult blind has not, so far,
fulfilled tile exjiectiitions of its projectors.
Through want of harmony among the Direc-
tors, and other causes, the hope that it would
be self tustaining is likely to be far from being
realized.

"The condition of the Kational (iuard as to
attendance, drill and discipline, is good; its
personnel admirable. The major part of the
small arms in the hands of the mtlitia are old,
much worn, and generally not iv good condi-
tion. The patterns also are old, which is especi-
ally the ca-e with the tield pieces, which are en-
tirely miMiited to the .service. The War Depart-
ment has urged upon Congress the necessity of
the United States exchanging arms of the latest
models for the old ones in the hands of the sev-
eral States'. .Such exchanges it is hoped willbe
soon eitected. and the confidence and efficiency
ot oui citizen soldiery thereby greatly increased.
The most urgent need of our National Guards-
men is to be newly uniformed, at the expense of
the State. A large part of the uniforms now
worn a'e old and threadbare, and were pur-
chased by the wearers. The heavy expense at-
tending such purchase has deterred man.' of
our most desirable young men from joining the
service. Hy the Legislature taking favorable
action on the a quest to be snbuilUud by the Na-
tional liuard Oflicers'Association for an appro-
priation to relieve this pressing necessity, it
would retail in largely increasing the member-
ship and general welfare of the militia. I re-
new my recommendation, made to the last
I-eirMature, of making an appropriation addi-
tioual to that 'for the payments of armory
rents aud proper incidental expenses of the Na-
tional Guard,' tocover the expenses ot encamp-
ments, reiterating my opinion as then ex-
pressed 1! us to the great importance of such for
tield instruction."

"The State pays annually for rent iv San
Francisco the large sum of 132,900, which is six
per cent, on over §.">'JO,i.iuO. Alarge proportion of
this amount is for reut of armories for the Na-
tional (Juard. Itwould be wise economy 'orthe
State to build two or three armories in that city,
where the companies now scattered could be
concentrated."

As to the insane asylnms, he recites the statis-
tics of the institutions and the need for further
appropriations and more medical aid, and ad-
vises that it be given.

The asylum for the chronic in-ane, now in
course of construction in Santa Clara county, is
being poshed with rwmneiidable zeal and en-
ergy, and the people may louk for the comple-
tion of the building by the Ist of July next.

'\u25a0 The Trustees in their report say that In the
prosecution of the work necessary- to meet the
actual increase of the insane element of this
State, it is earnestly recommended the necessity
of an appropriation of fivehundred and thirty-
four thousand one hiradred dollars, for the car-
tyincontof the work as designated in the de-
tailed statement of the report. The urgency of
this appeal is rendered more emphatic by rea-
son ot me fact that the asylums at Nairn and
Stocktou are enormously overcrowded, ami that
the simple reduction of those institutions to
their iwrmnl accommodating capacity will till
all the buildings now being creeled, as well as
Che additional ward buildings, as proposed.
Hence to relax more extended provision for
accommodation at Agnews. is to repeat the in-
jiis'ice and incur the dangers that beset over-
crowding beyond sanitary limits iv hospitals for
the insane.'

The liauk Commission is popular, and. he be-
lieves, broidly u>eful, and inspires coutldence.
He advises that the Commission's labors be
lightened, and that a select Committee on
Banks be set up in each House ol the Legisla-
ture.

"Tte Fi.sh ('onimissiontrs. in their report,
say that it U ft matter of serious regret that our
choicest and most valued fish, the Quiunat tal-
mon, is annually decreasing. I'^iless salmon
that now home in our wmeis are protected and
fostered as a nucleus for increase, our rivers
will become barren of this valuable fish. They
recommend that the close season for salmon
should be enlarged. The season is now between
the :aith ofAugust aud Ist of October. It should
be from the I>L day of August until thelst day
of October. Tho Commissioners recommend
that a law should be passed prohibiting the use
of what is called the ' Chinese shrimp or bag
net.' This net does more damage to the fish
interest of the State than all other ntts and
traps combined. Also, that a law should be

Fiassed prohibiting the use of Chinese sturgeon
ines at any time, and making the penalty severe

for its violation."
The recommeudations of the Insurance Com-

missioner are presented without approval or
disapproval.

He recites the work done by the Harbor Com-
mission : "The growing demands of an in-
creasing foreign and domestic track' have
necessitated very great additions to the wharf
accommodations in the last three and a half
years. Two sections of seawall have been
built—No 5,1.000 feet long, and Section ti, smi
feet long—at a cost of(131,670. The total length
of the seawall is 0,3*51 feet, and the avcruge
cost, per 1inear foot, is about S »" 'JB. Total cost
$1,1'.i1,:>1l 86. The Board estimates that therewill be in Ihe State Treasury, to the credit of
the San Francisco harbor Improvement fond,
on the Ist of Jauuary, 18S7, very nearly SlOo ftuo
uml it is contemplated, very soon, to "construct
another section of the seawall, coinmenting at
the southern end of Section fi, and extending
southerly SCO or 1,000 feet. Curing the two fiscal
years embraced ivthe report, the'Uoard made a
very niurke- reduction .in the rates of dockage
and tolls, amounting to about'JCt per cint in flock-
age and, iv some instances.to-Vi per cant In tolls,
aud entirely removed tolk on wheat and (lour
Bhipped li-jsn this port. It also reduced the
dockage on river steamers, thereby placing
Ihem on as favorable a footing, In respect to
dockage, asoceam steamers. Notwithstanding
these reductions, which went iuto effect on
July 1.1885, there has been no substantial toll-
ing off In the revenue."

Referring to agriculture and hortiPiiHure, hesays.: "It is witn a feeling of satisfaction that I
refer to California's chief industry, as under
this heading can legitimately come* all iirodue-
iions ofthe land. The productive qoalUli

brings forth herfruit .both deciduous and citrus;.
has demonstrated that California is the fore-

through efficient methods derfaed by the Btate
Viticaltaral Commission. The future prosperity

The silk culture industry is alto commended
by the Governor.

"The MiningBureau was established under
jthe Act approved April 16. 1880. Ithas. in spite
Iof inadequate appropriations, made such a col-
Ilection as redounds largely to the credit of the
Mineralogists in charge, and has afforded an
object-lesson or the highest va'iie. i-itu&ted in
San Francisco, and therefore easily accessible,
it has been visited by thousands, and has been
a means of disseminating information of the
jgreatest utilityto every county in the Slate."

He advises that the cabinet collection of min-
erals now in the charge of the State Librarian
ought to be turned over to the State Mining
Bureau.

"The law requires the Board ofExaminers to
meet on the llrst and third Mondays in each
month. Ilyreason of the great Increase in the
number of Sta'e institutions, and consequent
increase in the number of claims, the board
found it necessiry to meet oftener than the law
required." He advises that it be required to
meet weekly.

Inconclusion he says: "Witruthis message
closes my officialterm. During my administra-
tion it has been my aim to emulate the record
forefficiency and integrity left by my highly
