LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.

The Governor’s Inaugaration.

The inauguration of Governor-elect
Washington Bartlett will take place at 3 »,
M. to-day in the Assembly Chamber of the
State Capitol. Colonei T. W. Sheehan has

ordered the companies of the First Artil-
lery Regiment located in this city to parade
on the occasion.

The joint committees of the Senate and
Assembly having in charge the arrange-
ments for the inauguration have made the
following announcement :

INAUGURAL CEREMONIES.

Mr. Jordan having notified the committees of
the Legislature having in charge the inaugural
of Governor Bartlett that all the election re-
turns had been received, the ceremonies will
take place at the Assembly Chamber at 3
o'clock p. M., Saturdav, January 8, 1887. The
Chamber will be in charge of the Sergeant-at-
Arms, and will be open at 2 o'clock p. M. for the
admission of ladies, State officers and members
of the Legislature until 2:45 p. M:, and then open
to the public. No seats will be reserved except
such as are necessary for the officials, commit-
tees and band. The railroad officials have been
interviewed and a special train, to accomodate
people from San Francisco, will, in all prob-
ability, be secured to Jeave Sacramento at 6:45
P. M. This matter will be definitely ascertained
by 10 o’clock a. M. and published.

THE SacRAMENTANS WIN.—In 1884 P, J.
Hennessy, of this city, located 160 acres of
Government land in El Dorado county

under the homestead laws. While in Sac-
ramento purchasing supplies, he met with
an accident that caused his death, and one
Lewis T. Shaw, of the county in question,
taking advantage of the original locator's
mistortune, filed an adverse claim to the
land. The matler was referred to the Sac:
ramento Land Office for adjudication, and
a decision rendered in favor of contestant,
Shaw. Horace Stevens, attorney for the
Hennessy heirs, appealed the case to the
Commissioner of the General Land Office
at Washington, with the result that official
notice was received here yesterday to the
effect that the decision of the local land
office had been reversed and the land
awarded to the minor heirs.

DeatH oF AN INsTRUCTOR.—A telegram
to J. E. Hobbie, received late last evening,
announced the death of his father, who
died at his home in New York, aged 69
years. Wm. H. Hobbie was born at Wins-
low, Kennebec county, Me. After graduat-
ing from Waterville College he followed
school-teaching, and for twenty years was
Principal of several of the first academies
in the East. He resigned that vocation in
1860 to enter the employ of A. J. Johnson
& Co., publishers, New York, where he
continued constantly until his death. He
leaves a wife and four sons—J. E., of this
city : Wm. R., John R. and James G., all
married, the latter three residing in the
East. By many of his old pupils his death
will be marked as the demise of one who
tanght well, for he was thorough and be-
lieved in knowledge.

BROUGHT BACK.

Fred. A, Campbell's Cr'me — Affecting
¢ Scene in Court.

Yesterday morning officer Farren re-
turned from Winnemucea, bringing back
with him Fred. A. Campbell, for whom he
went with a warrant charging grand
larceny, in appropriating to himself $211
belonging to J. H. Mendel, proprietor of a
saloon on K street, who had hired Camp-
bell to tend bar for him temporarily.

Campbell made the officer no trouble re-
turning, and, on being taken into the
Police Court, a few hours after his arrival,
waived examination, as far as practicable
under the law, and was held to answer be-
fore the Superior Court. His statement is
that on the night he took the money he
had been drinking hard, and did not know
what he was doing. After pocketing the
money he asked another man to take
charge of the'saloon for awhile, and went
over to the depot. Sometime later he found
himself beneath some trees between the
depot and shops, where he had_been sleep-
ing for two or three hours. While he was
trying to straighten matters out mentally,
and was in doubt as to what he should do,
he noticed that a construction train was be-
ing made up in the yard. Getting upon it
he rode to Roseville, and afterwards went
on by another train to Truckee. From that
place he concluded to go to Salt Lake, and
had got as far as Winnemucca all right
when a Constable armed with Chief Dill-
man’s dispatch stopped him. He had then
$149 of the stolen money left. :
Haying made up his mind that it was
useless to struggle against the evidence of
his guilt possessed by the authorities, he
desired to get through with the matter as
quickly as possible, and accordingly re-
quested to be taken at once before the Su-
erior Court. The case come up at 1 P. M.
efore Judge Van Fleet. After a plea of
guilty had been entered to the charge®of
grand larceny presented by District Attor-
ney Bruner, officer Farren testified to the
fact of the larceny, narrated the prisoner’s
statement, and informed the Court that he
had known the defendant for several
months prior to the commission of the
crime, and he was a hard-working man of
good behavior. Just as the prisoner had
arisen to receive sentence a young woman
of modest demeanor entered the Court-
room, and weepingly inquired if he could
not give bail. It proved tobe his wife, to
whom he had been married but about three
months, and who had not seen him before
since the day on which, his conscience
deadened by inebriety, he had robbed his
employer. As he turned and saw her
the tears came into his eyes, and he threw
himself into a chair weeping bitterly.
When, after the lapse of a few minutes, he
had become more composed, and had an-
swered the questions of the Judge, includ-
ing a statement that he had intended send-
ing for his wife to join him if he had not
been caught, the Court stated that, taking
the circumstances into consideration, and
giving credence to some extent to the pris-
oner’s statement, he would impose a light
sentence, and ordered that he be confined
two years in the State Prison at Folsom.

The * Firemen’s Relief Fund.”
The Statutes of 1885, chapter 15, provide
for the collection of a yearly tax of one per
cent. on the premiums received by foreign
fire insurance companies doing business in

this State, the money to be paid to the
Treasurer of every county, or city and
county, in the State. This tax is designed
to constitute a fund, to be known as the
“ fireman’s relief fund,” of the county, or
city and county, in which the property in-
sured, or agreed to be insured, is situated.
The fund is to be under the control of the
Fire Commissioners, and the Act provides
in detail for the manner in which it shall
be managed and disabled firemen benefited.
The Act doubtless was especially intended
for the benefit of the San Francisco Fire
Department, but has a general application,
and, as the Sacramento department has a
small sum as a nucleus in its charitable
fund, received mainly from property-owners
who made gifts in recognition of the good
work done by the firemen, it would be a
good thing to see how much the enforce-
ment of this law would aid the Sacramento
fire laddies. The foreign insurance compa-
nies do not appear to have complied with
the statute by making payments to the Sac-
ramento County or City Treasurers, not-
withstanding the fact that the Insurance
Commissioner is authorized and directed to
impose a penalty of $1,000 for each failure
to comply : and no effort has been made to
collect. Yesterday, however, 1. Josephs
and D. E. Alexander brought the matter tc
the attention of the Supervisors by making
an offer to collect the amounts due, bring-
ing suit, if necessary, at their own cost, and
charging as their remuneration one-half of
the amount collected. The Superyisors
deemed it better to see if the District At-
torney could not secure the money, and
submitted the matter to that official, who
will inquire ifito it and report at the next
meeting of the Beard, which will be early
in February.
Arrested on Suspicion,

Yesterday morning the police were in-
formed by Abe Streeter that he had seen
two er three young men *‘steering” an
inebriated individual from Fifth and K
streets down toward the lumber yards, and
believed they intended to rob him. Officers
Agner, Rider and Yager, after getting a
description of the parties, went in pursuit,
and found that the drunk bhad been taken
to the lumber yard near the foot of Q
street, and laid down between the railroad
track and the river, in such a place that if
he was a rough sleeper he would roll into
the stream. One of his pockets at least
had been prospected and turned inside out.
The officers arrested James Conners and
James Ryan, young men of 19 or 20 years,
who are newcomers to the city, on suspi-
cion of larceny, they being the persons who
escorted the man to where he was found.
This they did not deny, but stated that
when they met him he was anxious to find
a place where he could sleep, and they
took him to where he would have a free
bed and not disturb anybody, with water
near by in case he should feel thirsty when
he woke up. The officers found the sleeper
so thoroughly stupified that he could not
be aroused, and he was taken to the lock-
up in a wagon, to be used as a witness
against the prisoners in case they were
brought into Court. One of them had 5
cents and the other $1 45, while the ineb-
riate at first seemed to be penniless, but a
$10 piece was finally found by the officer
searching him in the bottom of a very
deep pocket, where, if an effort had been
made to rob him, it had been overlooked.

Fisuine wite A ‘‘Bop.”—A correspond-
ent, referring to an item in the last issne of
the Recorp Uxion relative to catfishing in

the Sacramento, sends the fellowing note.
* Bobbing,” it may be suggested, however,
would not be very successful in the Sacra-
mento, the current being too rapid:
“ Hooks are not necessary in fishing for
catfish—called ‘horned ponts’ in New
England. The writer, when a boy, fished
for eels with a ‘bob’ made as follows:
String angle-worms endwise on three or
four feet of linen thread. Tie the ends to-
gether, then double it in the middle;
double again, and s0 on until it is only six
or seven inches long ; then tie your fishing
Iine tightly around the middle of the
bunch. The catfish and eels will hook
their teeth on and not let go until their tails
touch the boat, when they free themselves
Linstantly."”

THE LEWIS HOMICIDE.

Additional Particulars — Stat t of
John T. de Ascedo.

The Yoclo Mail of yesterday morning
gave the following additional particulars
relative to the recent homicide in Yolo
county, about opposite Freeport: Frank
Lewis, or “French Louie,” the murdered
man, had a wife and three children, and
his house was near the river. He was a
fisherman and possessed a scow, which he

usually moored at a landing, to which a
roadway led from his house. On the night
he was killed his wife sent him down to
the scow to get some dishes. This was
about 6 o’clock. While going down to the
boat, following the road, the assassin, ly-
ing in ambush, deliberately fired a charge
of shot into his head. The evidence is
pretty clear that the murderer had lain in
wait for his victim for hours in a position
that cut off Lewis’ path from his house to
his boat. When the Coroner arrived Wed-
nesday morning he found a five-chambered
revolver lying near the dead man, with
four chambers empty. There is room to
entertain the suspicion that the pistol may
have been put where it was found as a ruse.
A JMail reporter had an interview Thurs-
day evening with John T. de Ascedo, who
admits that he killed Lewis, and is now in
Woodland jail, and received from him the
following statement.

*“1 have lived near Freeport for sixteen

or seventeen years ; first knew Frank Lewis
about the same time. My wife died about
four years ago. I have two sons—oneis 21
vears gld—and a daughter 6 years old. I
own a 20-acre farm on the river, and am
engaged in gardening. Frank Lewis lived
near me. He owned an acre and a half,
and was a fisherman. About séven years
2z0 I had trouble with him about my
chickens, which strayed onto his place.
He would kill my chickens and throw
them into the road. We talked to each
other pretty rough at the time, since which
I have never spoken to him, nor he to me.
Two weeks ago he killed my dog. If my
dog had bit him or bothered him, it would
have been different. He had no cause to
kill my dog. I never said anything to him
about his killing the dog. Some of my
friends told me they heard my dog cry
when Frank shot it, and I tracked the dog
by the blood along the fence, and found it
dead in the brush. Some friends told me
that that — thing (meaning Lewis) said
he would kill me anywhere he met me,
just as he killed my dog. I have good
proof of that. Tuesday evening I went
down to the river with my shotgun to
shoot some night owls which were catching
my chickens. Didn’t see any owls, and
started to go home. Just as I was coming
out of the brush from the river Frank
came up; he was about twenty steps
away. As soon as he saw me he shot
at me with a pistol. I then shot at him
with my shotgun. Frank kept coming
toward me, shooting all the time; he shot
at me three times ; he tried to kill me like
I kept backing away, and when he
shot four times I shot at him again, and he
tell. His pistol fell at his feet, and they
found it there—four empty chambers in it
and one more loaded. He wasa bad man—
the worst on the river—quarreled ali the
time with his neighbors; never saw such a
bad man like that. I knew 1if I didn’t kill
him he would kill me. Am 46 years old;
never had any trouble like this before.
Wouldn't you do the same asIdid? M
gun was a muzzle-loader, loaded wit
small shot. Was all alone on the river at
the time of the shooting, which occurred
between 6 and 7 o’clock. After the shoot-
ing, went home and went to bed. Some
neighbors came to my house and asked
what was the matter, and I told them, ‘Oh,
nothing; a man shot at me and I shot
him.” Wednesday noon I went to Joe
Miller’s, and he brought me to Woodland.
Lewis had three children; the oldest is
about 10 years. He was a younger man
than 1. The shooting occured near my
lower line on the road leading down the
river. Don’t know where Frank was going
when I met him; he had a scow on the
river; he might have been going down
to it.”
During the course of his narration As-
cedo would manifest the bitterness of his
feelings toward the dead man. Once he
said, ** That —— thing{(meaning Lewis),
every night he would go out on the road
and try to kill my dog or cat with that ——
—— pistol, like a fool. Every night he
was out on the road trying to shoot some-
thing. I would rather have lost fifty dol-
lars than that dog; it was a fine hunting
and watch dog. He had been trying to kill
my dog for a Jong time. After he killed
my dog he said he would kill me too. This
is the first time I was ever in a place like
this, and it makes me feel sick. He had a
hot temper and would have killed me. It
is a bad thing to kill a man. If I was dead
I wouldn’'t have this trouble; it would be
better for me. If I hadn’t killed him right
there he would have killed me some time,
perhaps the same day. I could whip him
with my hands, but if I had done so it
would not have ended; he covld have
burnt my house, shot my horse—anything.
Understand—too bad for me—by and by
I will get a rope around my neck.”

Board of Supervisors.
The Board met yesterday, all the mem-
bers present. Minutes read and approved,
I. Joseph and D. E. Alexander appeared
before the Board and stated that they had

prepared a contract whereby they proposed
to demand, sue and collect the insurance
tax of 1 per cent. upon all premiums which
have been received by foreign insurance
companies doing business in Sacramento
county, in acécordance with Chapter 15,
statutes of 1885. They proposed to give a
good and sufficient bond for the faithful
performance of their daty, and to hold the
county harmless on account thereo!. They
also agreed to pay all expenses of suits
brought by them in making said collec-
tions, and to accept in full compensation
for all services rendered by them one-half
of the amounts they collect.

The Board called the District Attorney,
to consult with him upon the matter, and
gave bhim further time to acquaint himself
with the facts. .

On motion of Mr. Jackson, the sum of
$95 was ordered drawn from the general
road fund to pay the bill of Peter Marlett,
Overseer of Road District No. 19.

On motion of Mr. McMullen, $111 were
ordered drawn from the same fund to
assist in the payment of S. P. Boyd’s bill
of $53261 and Richards & Knox’s bill of
$118 84.

On motion of Mr. Ross, the sum of
$333 66 was drawn frcm the same fund to
pay the bill of the Sacramento Lumber
Company.

On motion of Mr. McMullen, $300 were
drawn from the same fund to assist Road
District No. 13.

The Clerk of the Board was, on motion
of Mr. Jackson, directed to procure a set of
the codes for Judge J. W. Armstrong, and
a set for Justice James Holland.

The petition of A. B. Bryant and others,
praying for the appointment of I. M.
Smith as Justice of the Peace for Dry Creek
township; also, the petition of J. H. Saw-
yer and others for the appointment of W.
H. Meacham as said Justice, to fill the
vacancy occasioned by the failure of James
Hicks to qualify, were taken up.

On motion of Mr. Jackson, the Board
proceeded to an election and P - Bl
Meacham was chosen, Messrs. Jackson,
McMullen and Tebbets voting for him,
while Messrs. Bates and Ross voted for
Smith.

On motion ot Mr. McMullen, the sum of
$100 was drawn from the general road fand
to assist Road District No. 15 to pay for
grading the lower Stockton road.

Board adjourned for the term.

BRIEF NOTES.

The Rose Wicod theatrical company left
yesterday for Marysville..

The inaugural ball Finance Committee
was out yesterday, canvassing, and met
with good success.

The Harbor Commissioners settled with
the Controller yesterday, and paid into the
State Treasury $28,554 69. The Insurance
Commissioner made a settlement also, pay-
ing in $1,030.

The State schoo! fund was increased yes-
terday by the payment of $50,420, interest
on State bonds held in trust. The Uni-
versity fund, by a similar payment, was
increased $29,250.

The steamer Leader lefi for San Francisco
vesterday morning with the Third Regi-
ment, which came up on the previous day
to attend the inauguration. The boys had
a fine day for their trip down the river.

The Court found
Eldred guilty of assault, and sentenced him
to pay a fine of $25.

Weather at Niceolaus for 1886,

The following table gives the lowest and
highest daily mean temperature for each
month, with monthly precipitation, num-
ber of clear days, number of rainy days

and days in which frost was observed, and
averages for the year, at Nicolaus, Sutter
county, Cal. As will be observed from the
table, the climate of Nicolaus is mild and
equable, the mean daily temperature for
the year being as high as 62.02°, while the
range above the yearly average is 17.77°,
and below, but 14.20°. This record for the
past year will commpare favorably with the
temperature of places lying as much as five
degrees south of this parallel, and it is un-
fortunate that no record of temperature
has been kept here for the past years from
which a more extended report could be
compiled.

The rainfall for the past year was 15.3
inches, being 2 59 inches below the normal
for nine years. There were but 53 rainy
days in the year, while 264 clear days were
recorded. The rest were cloudy to fair.
Nicolaus is situated on the right bank of
the Feather river, eleven miles above the
junction with the Sacramento and two
miles below the mouth of the Bear river.
It lies under the sane parallel as Lisbon, in
Portugal, and is but half a degree north of
the latitude of Palermo, in Sicily, and its
capabilities for growing fruit” are equal to
the sunny lands of the famous Italian Pe-
ninsula, and have a greater range in va-
riety :

Rev. George W. James has been secured
by the Museum Association to lecture at
the E. B. Crocker Art Gallery, Tuesday
night.

quest of the Lick Observatory Trustees to
report upon the acceptance of the great
lenses made by Allan Clark & Sons, and
the making of which has taken so many
years. He is an eloquent speaker and one
of the best informed scientists of the day.

The letter
fell with Jittle effect upon the people of
this country. Nor is there reason to be-
lieve that it made any deep impression
upon Roman Catholics who bave been
sufficiently long in the country or were
born in it, to understand the spirit of
American institutions and the spring and
purposes of free government. The Papal
arbitration of the Caroline Island question
was accepted by Germany. It really was
all against her forced retiracy, and con-
stituted a rebuke of a hasty and ill-advised
policy. ;
