WHISKY CRIME WHAT IT MAY LEAD
TO.

Gardiner baa escajmd just deserts for

the lirutal and unprovoked murder of
ytHH)g <iiiimlon. A merciful jury lias
saved his neck through the means of a

verdict of murder in the second degree.
A? murder of the first degree must Ik1

willful, deliberate, etc., and all other mur-

der is of the second degree, the jury vir-
tually sty ili;it Gardiner did not willfully,
or deliberately, or premeditately kill
voting Guindon. We can well understand
therefore, why the defendant's counsel
should at once move for a new trial. For
they have maintained that Gardiner was

guiltyeither of murder in the first degree,
or of manslaughter, which is a lulling
(voluntary) upon a sudden quarrel or in
heat of passion; or (involuntary) in the
commission ofan unlawful act not amount-
ing to felony, etc. IfGardiner was in-
sane at the time of the killing, and not
momentarily so; insane, U contended \m
fore and after, and for a long lime, indeed,
tluMi he could not hare willfully and prc-
meditatedly killed jGhundon, and so should
have gone^free. Ifhe hilled him upon a

quarrel, or in heat of passion, the homi-
cide wa> manslaughter. If he was crazed
liy drink voluntarily taken, it did not ex-

cuse him. and could not shield him from

the remits of his act. Such was the charge
of the Court. Vnder-lhe circumstances, it
i.- by no means merely speculative to fore-
cast the result—that a new trial will he

granted, and eventually the man will go

free of the law. It is possible that the
jury is to be ju.-titied in it:, verdict on the
t. >r\ that it could not agree upon
a OOnViction of murder in the first
degree.

A NEW OBJECTION TO THE INTERSTATE
COMMERCE BILL.

In the I'nited States Senate yesterday
one of the most distinguished ofstatesmen
opjiosed liis trained, judgment and great
legal knowledge to the interstate commerce
bill. It will be seen i>y the dispatches
to-day that he holds it to be unconstitu-
tional, since it will tend to make the I'nion
of States ten perfect, disestablish justice
and insure domestic discord, instead of

promoting ths opi>osites of these ills, as

the Constitution commands. Excepting
only Sections 4 and 5 Ithe first relating to
long and short hauls, and the latter to the
pooling of freights of competing roads), he
holds the bill to be one to regulate com-

merce, but the two sections indicated
depart from the province of law-
making in attempting to lay down
rules of transportation not recognized
by the laws of commerce. This is a new
view of the bill, and one full of grave sug-
gestion. If its effect will be to cripple—as
is just .is certain as any untried policy can

l>e forecast to be—rather than aid commer-
cial interchange and comity between States,
and the people of tin*several States, then
it is in contravention of the constitutional
duty of Congress to conserve tbe commer-
cial relations of the States, and to
strengthen the Ixmd of union between the
States. In doing so it clearly is the duty
of the (iovernment to conform to the com-
mercial laws approved by the people, and
which form the basis of their system? of
interchange. It may be well said tiiat
this is tDuchiiig the spirit of the Constitu-
tion to the quick—testing a pro-
[Kjwd law by the very soul of
the purpose of the existence
of Ihe organic law, rather than cstiottting
the new scheme by the mere letter of the
compact of unity of States. Concerning
the pooling system, the eminent speaker de-
clared it conducive of uniformity of rates
in trans|>ortation, and asked protagonists
of the bill if they were prepared to say
that they were opposed to the equalization
that produces such uniformity. lie e::-

commerce v best conserved and most pro-
moted by being least impeded between the
Ptates.

DASTARDLY OUTRAGES.
Last night tbe miscreants who \x»e as

the friends of the car-strikers in San Fran-
CISCO, again resorted to dynamite, de-
stroyed property and wounded people: one

it is feared to her death. When the
strikers put omnibuses on the streets in
opposition to the car lines, they pursued a

lawful and a business course. Hut now
that they again resort to murderous l>otnl>s,
there remains only one of two things todo,
to turn over the city to their tender mer-

cies or line even- yard of the whole
r mte of tbe two roads, (mm end
to end, with police and soldiery, and
preserve the rights of the people,
even if it bankrupts the city. If now tbe
citizens of the metropolis fail to rise in
their majesty, they will deserve the con-

tempt and execration of all men. Thus
far they have not even had the courage to
protest, or so much as assemble and " re-
solve " for order and the law. The Ikiidl-
that nearly killed* Mrs. Ilildebrandt, like
th'it in the Ilavmarkct at Chicago last
May, was thrown from Russia' aimed not
against an autocratic monarch, but ugainst
five institutions. The question is, will
freemen preserve the heritage oflilerty,
or yield it to ruffians?

A man named Kvan Spronle was cxc
cuted :»t Victoria recently, for runnier. lie
was an American, and died vehemently
protesting bis innocence. It will !>e re-
nieinliered that the United States Govern-
ment asked lor a reprieve in his ease, and
that it was denied. Now comes the news

that it can lie proven that Spronle could
n.it liave committed the crime for which
he Buffered death, because at the time he
was in a place distant from the scene of
the homicide. It is shown, too, that the
man was executed while an order, issued
in the light of the fact that an alibi could
be proved, existed for the suspension of
the execution, and that the Sheriff dis-
obeyed it. Ifthese facts are clearly estab-
lished, the claim of the brother of the in-
nocent man against the Province for dam-
age.-, will very likely receive aid in the
form of sympathetic interest by out Gov-
ernment, and possibly of material aid.

The telegraphed statements of artillery
and naval experts, favoring the new plan
of fortification—artillery pits —are bucked
by reason. The idea is to abandon all
raised works for heavy nuns in coast de-
fense. In jilai-o of smh costly structures,
sink pits, in which place heavy t,runs to lie
raised for firing :md lowered for loading.

Ix the perfect flood of " liiHs" that has
deluged the Assscinbly, we cannot discover
one, by title, that proposes a law to have
hung up by the heels and flayed alive all
C.mnty Clerks (rho have wit enough to

draw their salaries, but not enonsh to okmf
plain and simple 'lirettions of the statutes
concerning the making out and sending up
of election return.-, certificates, etc. Let
some ambitious legislator immortalize him-
self by becoming the author of a measure
to meet the need. It should apply to all
duties ofClerks relating to elections, for of
this class of officials some at every election
provoke the patience of saints and the
wrath of sinners by their Stupidity, pic-
ho.idednes* and general lack of brains. Let
the legislature supply them so far as a

law can be made to do so. A sharp penalty
for neglect of duty is a wonderful stimu-
lant to activity.

Ail Appoilfrom a ISutte County Woman

Eds. RicOBD-TTlROB : I have read the
Rkcoud-Union ever since it had an exist-
ence. Its clear sounding tones of loyalty
to all that is beat in the land ; its noble ad-
vocacy of the right for all classes ; its clear,
good type, are things that have made this
paper a household necessity with us. And
so, Record-Union, in view of these things,
I have ventured to writeyou this letter. I
feel that in you the defenseless have a
friend.

for Protection of Homes.

There exists to-day a law in the statute
book of California that is a shame and dis-
grace to the State. You are inviting fam-
ilies to come over and settle np its broad
acres : and while you are doing this I have
come to ask you if you will not also aid In
defending the homes already established
here?

Allhomes built upon all lands in this
State, excepting U. S. homest'nd lands,
belong whollyand entirely to the husband.
So ruat:«r how faithfully the wife has
toiled through all the best years ofher life
to help make that home, no matter how
much time she has given to its inward ami
outward adorning, she has no legal right
to it whatever. Her husband can convey
it away from her and their children, with-
out her knowledge or consent, and leave
them dependent noon the world. Shame
on you, law-makers of California for such
a law as this!

Not many months since I stood by one
poor toiling woman, whose home had been
lost to her for three years, and she had just
been informed of the fact. Interest had
been added, to principal. Youth and
strength had long since left her. A look
ofanguish and dismay had settled upon
her face that willhaunt me while memory

last?.
Looking out from that fair valley home,

and to the encircling hills beyond, she
queried tilOS : "What can Ido to release
from the grasp of that legal robber this
home that is rightfully mine?" Nothing
could be done. Allwas gone! Irretriev-
ably gonf.

Other women have I>seen who have been
thrust out from their homes, attended by
small children, to gain a living as best they
could. And so I say to you law-mskers now
assembled at Sacramento, that unless this
law is changed, you will soon have an
array of pfrtneer pauper women In your
midst that will be pitiful to behold. Too
old to build anew, hope and ambition gone,
they will eke out an existence as best they
can, and sink at last into unmarked graves.
This is no fam-iful picture: it is truth.

These women came to California in the
lone ago by sea and land—came with youth
and health upon their brows. They
have given ail their middle life to the
building ofhomes that are now the delight
<>f all Eastern tourists ; but what is Cali-
fornia doing for these aged pioneer women.'
Thrusting them out from these homes un-
der sanction of law. Great Heavens ! Let
us pray I

Yes, my toiling sisters, throughout the
length and breadth of California, let us
pray ! Let us go to our lawmakers, and,
on bended knues before them, plead with
them fur the total extinction of this cruel
and unjust law. Let us entreat of them,
in the name of all that is holy—in the
name of mother, wife aud sister, to deal
justly with us.

Let us teil them that this law is a great
injury to the best interests of this great and
growing State; that it is sowing the seeds
of discord in many homes, leaving dark
shadows upon many thresholds that time
will never obliterate. We will tell them
the State howfstead law to which they re-
fer us lias never been heard of by one-half
the women of the State, and when heard
ot by those whose homes have been stolen
from them, it is too late then to seek its
protection; that its application to any
home brings with it distrust and aliena-
tiou.

But we will implore them to make dur-
ing the present session of this Legislature
a law that will give to all women through-
out the State a legal title to their homes,
whether built upon railroad, school or
mineral land. Let the law so read that all
such homes located upon these lands
shall not be conveyed away from the
wife, either by assignment or mortgage,
without her consent and signature.
We sha'l find among these law-makers
young men who, during the months pre-
ceding the autumn election, passed among
our mountain pines, seeking legislative
honors, and glorying in the title of Native
Sons. They threw out these inspiring
wor^s to other young men, who caught the
inspiration and gave them the coveted
prize. Can these Native Sons forget the
I'ioneer Mothers I

And now, dear Recori>-I*niok, we make
with you cur closing prayer. IfI have
read your words aright these many years,
yon will say that the lowliest woman in
the land should have a legal title to her
home and earnings.

Can you not, from your exalted position,
reach the hearts of our legislators, some of
whom have families that may one day
need ihe sympatl.y of those around them ?
Will you not plead with them to make,

during this present session of the Legisla-
ture, a law that shall give to the women of
California a legal title to their homes and
firesides. ACctte CorsTY Woms.

Telepiionf. vs. TFXEGBArH.—It appears
that communication by telephone to great
distances, though an interesting ami won-
derful scientific achievement, is not likely
to prove commercially important. K^ti-
matts by Dr. Wietlisbacb place the co>t of
a telephone line 1480 miles lone, over
which speech in possible, at over $250,000;
and to make snch a line profitable it must
earn a dollar a minute, a brief conversation
thus costing $5 or $10. The telegraph works
at this distance at about a tenth oftbe cost,
and is cheaper for all distances of more
than 300 miles, the economy being with
the telephone below about that limit.

INTERSTATE COMMERCE.
! vartu Declare* the Hill before Congress

in Unconstitutional.
[I)y telegraph to the Retobd-I'mox.J

Washington. January 12th.—In the Sen-
ate to-day unions the communications pre-
sented and referred were Uip following:

By Jones of Nevada—Relative to the
claim of John Rosen.

By Frye from the Committee on Com-
merce—Vroposiiion as an amendment to
the IVstoflice bill, appropriating $400,000
to carry the mails between the United
States and Brazil and Central and South
America.

The Senate then resumed consideration
ofthe conference report of the interstate
commerce bill.

Frye gave notice that he would move to
recommit the report with instructions, and
claimed that the motion would take prece-
dence of the other two motions.

The report having been read in full, Hoar
moved that the Senate disagree to the re-
port, insist on its formeraction and request
a further conference.

Cullom claimed that his motion to agree
to the report took precedence of the motion
to disagree.

Harris, one ofthe conferees, desired every
Senator to realize the fact that when he
voted on a question of agreeing or disagree-
ing to this report he was voting in effect
on the question as to whether there should
be any legislation on the subject during
this Congress.

Hoar characterized Harris' statement as
extraordinary, and appealed to the Senate
not to submit to that kind of threat. Here
was a bill embodied in four great salutary
propositions, on which the Senate, the
House of Representatives and the Ameri-
can people were substantially agreed, and
the Senate was now told that none of these
things should be accomplished unless there
was engrafted on the bill what was a de-
parture from the great doctrine of reason-
ableness, unless there was engrafted a i>riu-
ciple against which the customers and not
the railroads interested in the carrying
trade were protesting, on the ground that
the inevitable effect of it would be to put
up freights anjl to make large branches of
business, now carrying on successfully and
profitably, impossible in the future.

George advocated the adoption of the re-
port. He said he had no doubt that the
effect of legislation would be to increase
freight rates temporarily, not because that
was the legitimate result of it, but because
the railroad companies could make it the
occasion of unnecessarily and unjustly rais-
ing rates in order to bring the measure into
disrepute.

The biil, Kvarts said, has been properly
designated "An Act to Regulate Com-
merce,'' not to regulate interstate com-
merce. He denounced the bill as being
unconstitutional and as entirely lodged in
the Federal Government's jurisdiction over
the subject ofcommerce. The Constitution
was framed to " form a more perfect Union
to establish justice and to insure domestic
tranquillity, but one fault of the bill
would be its tendency to make the Union
less perfect, to disestablish justice, and to
insure domesiic discord. Outside of the
fourth and lifth sections the bill was in the
direction of a regulation ofcommerce, and
properly belonged to the sphere of law-
making, but these two .sections were
departures from law-making. It was
an attempt to lay down rules of
transportation not recogDized by the laws
of commerce. The strangulation of com-
merce for the purpose of exercising control
of railroads would be the sherest folly in
the world. It was to the interest of rail-
roads that commerce should be developed,
not restrained; that is, the volume could
be increased and its freedom not hampered.
Coming down to the question of pooling,
he asked whether the Senate was ready to
say that an equalization and uniformity of
rates should not be allowed. They, all
knew that pooling did produce uniformity
and stability, and that those questions were
the most important in the interest of ship-
pers. This very question was now at the
bottom of the political agitation in Great
Britain and Ireland. The commerce of
the United States should be unrestrained
and without impediments in the way of
transfers between States. Whatever there
might be in the future, whatever could be
read in the past, the greatest and most re-
liable of principles of progress and pros-
perity consisted in observing the law and
maintaining peace and accord at home.

At the conclusion of Evarts' speech
Oullom expressed his desire that a vote be
taken to-day, but Hoar suggested that he
and other Senators desired to speak, and
that there was no desire to delay a vote un-
necessarily.

Finally unanimous consent was given
that a vote shall be taken before adjourn-
ment tomorrow.

The anti-polygamy bill (Senate bill '.vith
House substitute) baviug been received
from the House, the amendment was non-
concurred iv and a conference asked.
Messrs. Kdrnunils, IngalU ami i tigli were
appointed as the Conterer.ee Committee on
the pßrt of tile Senate.

Cameron introduced a bill fr.r the ap-
pointment of \u25a0 Commissioner to represent
the Federal Government at the centennial
celebration of t lie forming and ptomttlga-
tion of the Constitution, to be held in
Philadelphia. Keforred.

Afteran executive session the Senate ad-
journed.

THE HOUSE.
Washington, January 13th.—Bland of

Missouri, from the Committee on Coinage,
\u25a0Weights and Measures, reported hack the
resolution calling upon the Secretary ot
•he Treasury for information as to the
monthly purchases and coinage of silver
during the last fiscal year. Also informa-
tion as to whether the law requiring the
tmrchase and coinage of not less than
$2,000,000 worth ofsilver bullion had been
complied with. Adopted.

The floor was accorded to the Committee
on Judiciary nnd the following bills were
passed: Authorizing service of civil and
criminal process issued by any Territorial
Court within thelmlian and military reser-
vations and Yellowstone National I'ark.

Amending the law regulating the re-
moral of causes from istate to Federal
Courts. [The bill increases the minimum
jurisdiction of Circuit Courts from $.">uo to
$2,(KX>, and takes away from Circuit Courts
jurisdiction of causes in favor of assignees
of promissory notes and foils of exchange
and restricts to the defendant the right
to remove a cause from a State to the
Federal Court. It deprives Circuit
Courts of the jurisdiction of any
suit ofa civil nature between corporations
and the person of *ny State in which such
corporation, at the time the cause of action
occuri»ed, may have been carrying on any
business authorized by the law creating it,
except in cases arising under the copyright
or patent laws, and in like cases which
said Courts are authorized by the Act to
take original cognizar.ee of suits between
citizens of the same State, and prohibits
uny such suit between a eorpuration and
citizen, or citizens, ni v State in which it
may be doing business, Ironi ueing re-
moved into any Circuit CVtirt of the
I'nited States, except in like cases in
which such removal is authorized by the
foregoing provisions in suits between citi-
zens of the same State.]

Tu;ker of Virginia called up the bill
providing for the bringing of suits against
the Government, which, after a very brief
discussion, was passed.

The next bill called up was the one ex-
tending, for one hour [year?] from its
passage, the riidit of action in cases arising
under the Captured and Abaudoned Prop-
erty Act.

Pending debate, the House adjourned.

The Migrtuht of Way.es,—The tiiial
wave, says Dana, differs from ordinary
waves in many respects; in having ai
extra-terrestrial origin—the attraction of
the moon .and sun—owing to which, the
ocean feels the impulse to its bottom, and
the wave is a translation wave; in the
movement being westward in consequence
of the earth's eastward revolution, and
hence in having the same rate of movement
as the earth, or I,UK> miles an hour at the
equator (that i.«, movement in wave motion,
not in water); consequently in having for
the length of a single wave 12,000 miles,
the ebb and How occupying together twelve
hours. The Pacific is too narrow from east
to west to contain at once much over half
of the wave curve, and the north Atlantic
could hold transversely but a quarter of it.
After leaving the Pacific, its course is
northwesterly in the Indian ocean, and the
same also in the Atlantic. The hight in
the middle Atlantic is very sruajl, but as
the depth diminishes on "soundings, the
wave increases in elevation, and its transla-
tion character becomes more and more
appreciable. Still, at the prominent head-
lands of the continent its hight is only 1
to 2 feet. Converging coast lines augment
the tide's liight, so that it becomes .3 feet
at the entrance to New York bay, 7 feet
at Savannah, 10 feet at Boston, and -10 to
TV feet in the aarrow Bay of Fundy.
