A Young Lady Dreadfully Mangled by a
Train,

T.os Axcepes, January 13th.—About 8|
o'clock this evening Dr. T. C. Gale, ex-City |
Health Officer, and bis daughter Torena,
aged 19, were croszing the Southern Pacific
Railroad track on Alameda street, near
First, as the switch engine was slowly
pushing a train of flat cars, and the switch-
man told the doctor not to cress the track
till the train bad passed. They went
ahead, however, and the daughter’s shawl
was caught by a car, throwing her .across
the track. The truck of the car caught her

| and dragged her about eighteen feet. Her

left thigh and right leg above the knee
were broken, and she was otherwise fear-
fullv.cut and braised. She is still alive,
but physicians say she cannct survive
through the night. Dr. Gale bad his left
arm broken, and his right wrist dislocated.

RIVERSIDE ORANGES.

The Damage from Frost said to be Grossly
$ Exaggerated,

RiversIDE, January 13th.—A large num-
ber of reputable gentlemen, after investi-
gating the orange orchards in this vicinity,
have signed a paper declaring that not more
than 5 per cent. of the crop has suffered
injury ifrom frosts. This action has been
taken to counterset the statement sent out
that the injury was really serious.

CALIFORNIA.,

A Huge Wave,

Sa~ Francrsco, January 13th.—A private
letter to Lighthouse Inspector Philip states
that on the morning of December 15th a big
wave crushed in the roof of the fog-signal
house at Tillamook. The roof is over 100
feet above the sea level.

Indications for Califoruia.

San Francisco, January 13th.—Weather
indications for the twenty-four hours com-
mencing at 4 A. M. on January 1l4th:
Oceasional light rains in the extreme
northern counties, and fair weather else-
where.

Railroading Down South.

Los ANGELEs, January 13th.—The air is
full of rumors of an impending railroad
rate war here, and there is a thickness in
the atmosphere around the numerous
freight and passenger offices of the different
lines. The agents are very reticent, but
somewhat nervous, and while there is no
war at present the lines are bracing them-
selves to meet one if it should come. The
Soutkern Pacific say that line will not take
the iniuative, but if any other road cuts it
will fight to the bitter end.

WASHINGTON TERRITORY.

A Chinaman’s Trick that Was Neot Vain,
if Peculiar.

WarLa WarLa, January 13th.—A Jowr-
nal's North Yakima special says: Monday
night a Chinaman at work on the Northern
Pacific construction near Cleelum, who had
a grievance against two countrymen,
placed a giant powder cartridge between
them while they were sleeping and lighted
the fuse. The explosion blew out the en-
tire side of one of the Chinamen, and so
badly mutilated the other that he will die.

BRITISH COLUMBIA.

Fatal Accident—A Swindler and His
Boodle.

Vicroria, January 13th.—A Japanese
sailor fell from the topmast of the schooner
Penelope on Tuesday and was instantly
killed.

H. H. Klingel, a commission merchant,
victimized a large number of creditors and
skipped out with about«$4,000. He came
here from Seattle.

MEXICO.

Report that the Yaqui Indians Have
Surrendered.

Tucsow, January 13th.—Private advices
from Hermosillo, Sonora, state that the
Yaqui war is virtually ended, more than
1,000 Yaquis having surrendered at one
time to Generai Hernandez. The Yaquis
are represented as being on the verge of
starvation, bread and blankets being the
condition of their surrender. Chief Cajeme
is said to be a refugee, and is being closely
pursued by Mexican troops under General
Meartinez. The Prefects of every town in
the State have been instructed to be on the
lookout for him. This revort, although
semi-oflicial, is doubted here.

BOSS OF THE TULES.
A Hauanter's Startling Adventure with a
Wild Boar.

Wm. Christopher, 2 well-known farmer
of this county, arrived in town on Monday
afternoon with a curiosity in the shape of
the skull of a monster wild boar which he
bad killed 1 the tules near the head of
Twenty-one-mile Slough last Saturday
morning. The circumstances attending the
killing of the animal are substantially as
follows : Early last Saturday morning cne
of the men employed on the Christopher
ranch armed himself with a shotgun and
went into the tales in search of game. He
had not proceeded far when he heard a
noise, as though some heavy animal was
forcing its way through the thick tangle of
the tules that grew on either side of the
track. A moment later the hunter was
startled by seeing an enormous wild bear
step from the brush a few feet in front of
him and effectually blockade the beaten
track. The animal appeared to be as
much surprised as the man, and stood for a
few seconds gazing at the hunter. The
latter turned and ran for a small willow
tree. The boar with an angry short gave
chase. The man dropped his gun and
“shinned” up the tree with alacrity, while
the boar, foiled of obtaining his prey, went
to work on the trunk of the tree with his
sharp tusks. The hunter shouted himself
hoarse in the hope of obtaining assistance.
His cries were heard by Mr. Christopher,
who went to the rescue armed with a rifle.
Upcn seeing the predicament in which his
man was placed, Christopher, when within
easy range of the boar, brought his rifle to
his shoulder and fired. His aim was cer-
tain, and with a shrill scream the huge ani-
mal dropped, mortally wounded. Another
shot from Christopher’s rifle finished the
business. As soon as the fellow up the
tree was satisfied beyond a reasonable
doubt that the boar was really dead, he
hastened to thank his rescarer, who had
proved himself a friend in need. The boar
weighed 750 pounds. His tusks were fully
four inches long, and their edges were
almost as sharp as razors. Judging from
the seams that extended the full length
of each tusk, it was estimated that the ani-
mal was about 21 years old. Itis said that
the dead boar’s mate has her quarters in
the vicinity of” Twenty-cne-mile Slough.
Mr. Christopher has offered a reward of $50
for the capture, alive, of the animal now at
large.—Stackton Independent, Janwary Hth.
