Since
tlmt time this ciMik Ims Been paid by Mr.Wilkin-
w>n, Bnperbitendent ofthe asylum. This China-
man* however, receives his board, iv eonjuue-
lion with .Mr. Wilkinson and his family, frt.ni
the state, an<l live*in a cottage apart lrom the
a>yUiin. occupied by Mr. Wilkinson.

Mr. Lord al*> referred to a higher
law, iheCoustiliitinn of the United Slates, Ar-
ticle VI.; also to the fourteenth amendment. .\-i
to tbe <SBarg«» that have been attempted to
be proven, they nre believed by the commit-
tee to be without foundation,and the committee
thought the stute was fortunate in getting serv-
ice without compensation. Also, we Bndthat
Mr. l^ud lihlghlyrecommended by Mr. Palmer,
of ' lakland, who was Director for fifteen years,
and by l)r.Brieeland, one of our brother Sen-
ators, 'whom it Is only neOCSMry to sec. and you
feel only truth can crane from that sonny and
kind countenance. He speaks from personal
knowledge. fihe committee then Rnds that the
charges emanate Irnni one source, and the party
being unknown, Uiey did question his motive,
but felt there had been a mistake made from liie
evidence. We llirreforconcur in recommending
Mr Lord forconfirmation.
