LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.

The Rainfall.

The rainfall in Sacramento for the pres-
ent storm was, according to Sergeant Bar-
wick’s report, .90 of an inch up to 8 o’clock
last evening, making a total of 4.28 inches

for the season, as agaipst 20 inches to an
equal date last year. Following are the
reports received at the railroad office in
this city, showing the state of the weather
at various localities at 7 A. M. yesterday,
and the amount of rainfall during the pre-
ceding twenty-four hours :

Police Court.

In the Police Court yesterday the case of
John J. KXrouse, familiarly known as
“Johnny Jacobs,” charged with an assault
to murder Rudolph Xrueger, whom he cut
with a pocket-knife during a difficulty be-
tweempthem at the Bakers’ Home Saloon
last Sunday night, was tuken up. On mo-
tion of the City Attorney, the charge was
reduced to battery, as the evidence would
not warrant anything greater, and to it he
pleaded guilty and was fined $10......John
Higgins, arrested for baving been drunk,
was discharged, he being a stranger in
town, who, meeting some friends, became
so convivial that a policeman interfered
...... Jim Hodson, charged with vagrancy,
vleaded not guilty, demanded a jury trial,
and the case was continued until the 25th.
Hodson was arrested with a dozen others
when the police made a raid upon a certain
saloon a few days ago, and took into cus-
tody all whom they supposed to be sus-
picious characters. Subsequently they
were released from custody on promising
to leave town, but Hodson, who claims to
be a man who will work whenever he can

get it, and can bring witnesses to prove
that such is the case, refused to leave.

Officer McCormack put a charge of va-
grancy against him, and it is upon it that
he wishes a jury of his peers to pass.

His Sufferings Ended.

. C. Montgomery, of whose dangerous
illness mention was made in the Recorp-
Uxion yesterday and previously, died at
the Capital Hotel yesterday at 5 A.». He
was a native of Armstrong county, Pa.,
aged 65 years, and came to California, cross-
ing the plains, during the early days of the
gold excitement. Shortly after his arrival
in Sacramento he learned that money could
be made by purchasing horses in the East
and driving them across the plains to Cali-
fornia. He accordingly returned to his old
W me, bought a large band of horses and
mules, and started for the Pacific coast. In
the early days he made several such trips
across the continent. During his lifetime
he frequently related many narrow escapes
from being captured by the Indians. On
one of his trips a band of redskins took
him by surprise and captured his entire
stock, with the exception of eleven head.
Being a man of great daring and courage,
he rallied his assistants and charged the
Indiars, killed two or three of them and
recaptured some of his stock. Mr. Mont-
gomery's brothers and sisters are residing
in Armstrong county, Pa., one of his broth-
ers, Alexander, being a wealthy merchant
and speculator.

The Valensin Case.
Giulio Valensin has brought suit in the
United States Courts to recover $6 000 dam-
ages from D. H. Cantrell and Alfred Ran-

dolph. The case is a part of the aftermath
of the legal contests between Mr. and Mrs.
Valensin. It will be recollected that the
latter brought suit in the Superior Court of
Sacramento county for a divorce, but the
trial of the case resulted in favor of her
husband. Mrs. Valensin then brought suit
against her husband in the Superior Court
of San Francisco to recover various large
sums belonging to her which he was al-
leged to have appropriated to his own use
and benet When she brought the suit
she also attached his property, Cantrell and
Randolph roing on the attachment bond as
sureties. The case was transferred to the
United States Circuit Court, and, after a
racy trial before Judge Sawyer, Valensin
arain achieved a legal victory. Valensin
now brings suit against her bondsmen, al-
leging that he has suffered damages in the
sum of $6,000 by reason of the detention of
his property under the attachment from
August, 1885, till September, 1836.

COMPLET.

{One of the Places a Sacramentan Did
Not Visit.

John Batcher, a well-known Sacra-
mentan, and his wife returned mnot
long since from a trip to Europe,
where they spent considerable time
visiting points of interest in Germany
and France. “John,” although of the
German persuasion, found much to astonish
him in the faderland, but, being of a prac-
tical nature, it especially struck him that
there was a great scarcity of double beds in
that country, and a happy faculty of item-
izing—that is, * happy " for the landlord.
For instance, at one place he was charged
$1 50 per night for his bedroom, and in
addition the bill presented included such
items as 5 cents for light, 5 cents for soap,
etc. The bed was, as usual, a single one,
with a featifer mattress, and a smaller one
for covering. The Sacramentan is good-
natured, and in consequence has
acquired a comfortable rotundity of

son. When he got into bed he
ound that the to mattress had
not been constructed with a margin to tuck
in, and in consequence, he had to lieawake
all night to keep the ‘‘cover” balanced
correctly. In Paris he was more at home
than most strangers would be, as he had
friends there, but nevertheless he found it
decidedly inconvenient now and again to
be without an interpreter. On one occa-
sion he had been told by friends of a very
interesting place to visit, ana was given
such careﬁxl directions that he felt sure he
and his wife might safely venture on the
trip without a guide. His instructions
were to the effect that the cars would take
him the greater portion of the way. and
omnibuses the remainder. Before he got
to the railroad terminus he had seen so
much that was povel and interesting that
both he and his wife had forgetten the
name of the place they were bound for,
but they concluded they would *fol-
low the crowd” if the name did not
occur to them in time. Accordinglf’, when
they left the cars they began looking
around, but saw no one who seemed able
to speak English or German. ‘ John” did
notice, however, a number of omnibuses
leaving for some destination, full of jolly
passengers, and labeled with a placard upon
which was the word ** Complet.” Finally
it seemed to him that the whole crowd was
going to Complet, and be told his wife they
had better go there too, as evidently it was
the boss attraction. Accordingly he called
to the driver of one of the omnibuses, but
no attention was paid to him. Another
came along and he tried to stop it, but,
though it was not so full but that it could
easily accommodate two more passengers,
it passed him. without even hesitating.
John got mad, suspecting that the French-
men were imposing upon him because he
was a * foreigner,” but nevertheless, deter-
mined that the next driver should not
Lave the excuse that he did not understand
what was wanted, he ran out into the street
and not only hailed him but went through
a pantomime, which must have been very
funny, but still the driver only cracked his
whip and kept cn, There were several
other omnibuses and other passenger vehi-
cles there, but he had his mind fiade up to
go to Complet and nowhere else, princi-
pally because of its being so difficult to get
there, and, seeing no more *‘ Complet”
signs, he and his wife took the next train
for the portion of the city in which they
were residing. Being questioned as to
where they had been and the enjoyment
experienced, John explained that they had
lost track of their original destination alto-
gether, and then wanted to go to Complet,
where everybody else was going, but the
blankety blanked frog-eating drivers had
neither sense nor politeness, refusing peo-
ple who were willing to pay a good fare,
and one of them a %ady. ‘His friend did
not seem to understand where * Complet
was, and John explained that all he knew
about it was from the signs he saw on the
omnibuses. And then his friend laughed
until he was sore, after which he enlight-
ened the Sacramento traveler. “In this
country,” said he, * omnibuses are only al-
lowed to carry as many people as they can
seat, inside and out. When all the seats
are filled, a card signifying that the vehi-
cle is ‘ complete,” or full, is posted, and no
oneis allowed to get in afterwards.” If
John had not been so far from home he
probably would have got *‘ complet” him-
self when he learned of the mistake he
had made.

Will Commence This Morning.
The work of securing a jury in the case
of Feaney Weizel, charged with the mur-
der of Jacob Klein, was concluded yester-
day afternoon by the acceptance of E. Com-

stock, M. Fay and J. F. Richardson, and
the jury, as completed, is as follows:

Carty, farmer. After a brief recess. Dis-
trict Attorney Bruner made the opening
statement on the part of the prosecution to
the jury, explaining what that side would
endeavor to establish. At the conclusion
of his remarks, the afternoon being well
advanced, it was deemed best to deter tak-
ing testimony until 10 o'clock this morn-
ing, and to that hour the Court adjourned.

TraveLiNG CoMPANTONS Farn Ovur.—A
lady who was driving over the road lead-
ing westward from Washington yester-
day forenoon, about 11 o'clock, came
upon two men near the long bridge, ashort
distance out of town, who were guietly
settling a dispute. They hammered, kickel
and clawed one another vigorously, and
jumped around in such a lively manner
that the lady could not get by, and was
forced to remain there for probably fifteen
minutes while the men, like two roosters
fizhting, were oblivious of everything ex-
cept the dispute in progress. Finally, dirty,
bloody, ragged and badly exhausted, they
separated as if by tacit agreement, one
walking toward the railroad track while
the other wentin a different direction.

SeNT For SEVEN YEARS.—In Department
Two of the Superior Court yesterday morn-
ing Lee Ah Lee, the Celestial who burglar-
ized Maurice Sheehan’s residence a week or
so a;70, was arraigned to plead on a charge
of barglary, and pieaded guilty, but ob-
jected to prior conviction being urged
against him. That portion of the charge
was accordingly withdrawn, but it made
little difference, as Judge Wilson, acting for
Judge Van Fleet yesterday, was the magis-
trate by whom Lee was sentenced the first
time, in San Francisco. He accordingly
gave the prisoner sentence of seven years
in the State Prison at Folsom. Lee wanted
to be sent to San Quentin, but the Court
did not deem it necessary to consult his
desires in the matter.

There were no arrivals of passengers and
mails from the south yesterday, the local
train having failed to connect.

The Sacramento river rose slowly yester-
day, and in the evening had reached the
10-foot mark.

Deputy Sheriff Comey, of Los Angeles,
brought up last evening, en route to the
State Prison at Folsom, John Bell, who is
to serve one year for burglary.

The steamer Neponset has arrived from
theupper Sacramento with produce, and
tl)e 8an Joaquin, No. 4, from San Fran-
cisco with merchandise and lumber.

Rev. Dr. McDonald, of Boston, will
preach at the Sixth-street M. E. Church
this evening, and also to-morrow and Sun-
day evenings. A general invitation to at-
tend has been extended the public.

Owing to a slide between Sothern’s and
Castle Rock, on the upper end of the Cali-
fornia and Oregon Railread, the passen-
ger train from Edgewood was about three
hours behind time in itsarrival here yester-
day afternoon. -

The State Board of Examiners held a
lengthy session yesterday, and mapped out
a series of reforms. Many claims against
the State heretofore allowed will be rejected
in the future. The extravagant claims of
Sheriffs for the transportation of insane
persons and criminals will be greatly re-
duced.

_About 4:15 p. M. yesterday there was a
light shower of rain while the sun was
shining, causing a very beautiful rainbow
to appear in the northeastern sky. It was
so perfect and the colors so bright that peo-
ple on the street, no matter how busy,
stopped to admire it and express their ad-
miration.

R. H. - Jones, a young man from the
country, complained to the police last even-
ing that be had visited the house of Lily
Wilson, on Second street, between K and
L, and while there was robbed of $60.
Officers Coffey and Sullivan arrested her
on a charge of grand larceny, but the
money was not recovered. The woman is
said to have been arrested on a similar
charge heretofore.

Yesterday, about 1:30 p. ar., two men who
were out for a row in a skiff came to grief
in the Sacramento opposite the Pioreer
Mill. They had arrived at the conclusion
that they could propel the craft better if
they changed seats, and while they were
doinﬁ so the boat upset. The men quickly
climbed upon her as she floated bottom up-
wards, and Charles TFhiele and William
Harms put out from Washington in a boat
and rescued them. Fortunately they lost
nothing by the upset, their coats, hats, oars,
etc., being saved, even to a bottle and a
paper of cigars which one of the coats con-
tained.

Last evening local officers Cafferty and
Strader were informed that two men had
been seen taking a drunken man down
Front street, and 1t was surmised that rob-
bery was intended. The officers went in
search of: the parties and found the “ sub-
ject " lying in the mud of the gutter on
Front street, between O and P, but the
men that had been seen with him had dis-
appeared. The inebriate, who gave the
name of P. J. Fitzpatrick, said they took
his coat and overcoat off, robbed him of a
small amount of money, and, throwing
him into the ditch, told him to stay there
until they came back.

Last Tuesday Colonel Ayers and his suc-
cessor in office as Superintendent of State
Printing took an account of stock in print-
ing office and bindery, and Superintendent
Shoaff receipted to his predecessor for the
property on hand. Yesterday Colonel
Avers left for Los Angeles, where he will
hereafter reside, and was accompanied by
Mrs. Avers as far as Oakland, in which
city she will visit friends for a while.
Superintendent Shoaff has made but one
or two changes as regards the force running
the office. In fact, during the session of
the Legislature, when the establishment
has to be carried on under high pressure,
itisnot a good time to make wholesale
changes, even if such are contemplated.

S. F. Smith had Henry Gray arrested
yesterday afternoon for battery. The former
had been indulging with others in a game
of cards at Brewer's, on Front street, for
beverages. At the conclusion of a game
Smith suggested that he would take a glass
of beer. Gray, who was acting as bar-
keeper during Brewer's temporary absence,
told him that he had already had the drink
coming on that game. Smith thoughi dif-
ferently. and they disputed for a minute,
Smith finally declaring that Gray was *‘a
—— Jiar,” or that he was telling a lie of
that character. Gray promptly seized the
crib-board from the table by the side of
which Smith was sitting, and caressed the
latter over the head with it three or four
times, catting the scalp in two places, the
wounds bleeding considerably. After
Smith bhad secured his warrant for Grav's
arrest, the latter had him arrested for dis-
turbing the peace, in calling bim anything
bat pet names. It was something of a co-
incidence that each man, whea he was
making his complaint, declared it was the
first time he had ever had any business of
his own in Court. As they are both weil
advanced in years, Judge Buckley sug-
gested that they had put it off for a lang

SAN FRANCISCO AND VICINITY.

Five new cases of diphtheria were re-
ported at the Health Office vesterday.

The men on the Nonantum and Ivanhoe,
coasting vessels, struck yesterday for an in-
crease of pay from $25 to $30 per month.
The demand was conceded, and will be
made on other ships.

The Supreme Court has affirmed the

The circuit of the Mackay-Bennett Cable
Company, between San Frarncisco and Red
Bluff, was tested Tuesday afternoon, and
worked to perfection. Messages were sent
over the line without any hinderance. Sev-
eral more connections with interior towns
will be completed in a few days.

Arrangements are being made by the
Southern Pacific Railroad Company for
two through trains daily between Oakland
and Los Angeles. The regular Southern
overland will probably run on the regular
time, and the Tulare train will run through
to Los Angeles, connecting at Mohave with
the Atlantic and Pacific and arriving at
Qakland at 4 p. M. :

The five-year-old boy of Charles Stearns,
of Oakland, a driver on the Telegraph-
avenue line of street cars, tried to separate
two dogs which were fighting at his father's
residence in Temescal yesterday, when one
of them turned on him and bit him dan-
gerously on the hand and wrist. The dog's
teeth went clear through the center of the
little fellow’s band.

Superintendent McCord says that during

the strike 38 cars of the Sutter-street rail-
road have been more or less damaged. The
total loss in injury to thé property is not
less than $15,000. From the falling off of
travel, resulting from the strike and dyna-
mite explosions, the road lost from $45,000
to $50,000, making the totai losses to date,
since the strike began, from $60,000 to
$70,000. .
The Supreme Court has reverséd the
judgment and order in the case of John
Heinlen vs. August Heilbron, on technical
grounds. The action was brought to re-
cover damages for the diversion of waters
from Cole Slough, or King's river, 4nd for
a perpetual injunction restraining the de-
fendants from diverting the waters thereof.
The judgment of the Court below wasin
favor of the plantiff.

A special meeting of the Executive Com-
mittee of the Irish American Republicans
was held Tuesday evening. The main ob-
ject of the meeting was to perfect arrange-
ments for the coming Presidential cam-
paign. A resolution was drawn up calling
upon all good Republicans to stand for
Blaine and Stanford. Correspondence has
been opéned with Irish-American clubs
throughout the State and with the Irish-
American National Committee.

Jas. B. Hume, chief detective for Wells,
Fargo & Co., has made his annual repbrt,
which shows the company’s stages were
robbed fifteen times, and their offices burg-
lariously entered eight times. The nine
robberies in this State only resulted in a
loss of about $1,500, and all this was re-
coved save $235. The other six stages only
yielded up $1,100. The burglars realized
only $319 31 by their levy on-Wells, Fargo
& Co. Two of them occurred in Alameda
county, and one each in Los Angeles, So-
noma, Yuba, Santa Cruz and Solano coun-
ties.

Becoming More Fond of Water.
The figures show a remarkable incre: se
in the amount of water used in Sacramento,
and, according to the saloon men, whose
complaint of dull times has been almost

off in the consumption of beer and other
beverages. Whether the latter statement
is g f&ct, and, if it is, whether it is attribu-
table to the growth of straight-up temper-
ance sentiment, or to a desire to show ap-
preciation of the fact that the water of the
Sacramento river was clearer and more in-
viting in appearance last year than it had
been for quarter of a century before, is a
matter to be considered at leisure. All the
same, the daily reports of the Chief
Engineer of the Water Works show that
in 1886 1,147,895,000 gallons of water were
pumped, while in 1885 the amount was
1,090,815,250 gallons. Of course this
shows only an increase of 57,079,750
gallons in 1386 over the previous year, but
the amount was far greater for this reason.
In 1885 the pumps were badly worn, and
the slippage was very great; but in' 1886
they were in first-class order, having been
newly bushed and otherwise repaired, and
every stroke counted for the full number
of gallons the capacity of the pump called
for, while in 1535 "¢ was estimated that the
slippage amounte] to ten per cent. The
greatest quantity of water ever pumped in
one month in Sacramento was during last
August, when it amounted to 165,048,500
gallons, or about 5,324,145 gallons per day.
The greatest quantity in any one month in
1885 was in August, and amountedgto 133,-
533,250 gallons.
