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LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.

Drowned in the Sacramento.

Andrew Peterson, a native of Sweden,
aged about 21 years, fell from a boat into
the Sacramento river, about 8 A. M. yester-
day, at Jacobs' Landing. opposite the Twin
Houses, 15 miles from this city, and was
drowned. His body was recovered a few
hours later, and an inquest held last even-
ing. William Jacobs, in his testimony be-
fore the Coroner's jury, said: ‘‘ Deceased
was working for me on the farm, and I was
present when the accident occurred. About
8 o'clock this morning we started with a
small ferryboat load of cattle from the east
bank to the west. When the accident oc-
curred we were opposite the landing, some
sixty o1 eighty feet from shore. We had
on boarg sixteen head of cattle and four
men, viz: Ed. Carberry, William Ander-
son, myself and the deceased. The cattle
were apparently all right, but the bar at
the bow end broke, and that up-ended the
boat. When the bow broke my back was
to deceased and William Anderson. Ed.
Carberry called out to deceased to catch
one of the animals by the horns, and he
did o, and he had hold of the cow’s horns
when I saw him last, some fifteen feet
from the shore. 1 fell off, and Ed. Carberry
helped me back in the boat. I did not see
deceased when he was- drowned, as I
thought he was all right, and was watching
William Anderson. The: boat is 10 feet
wide, from 24 to 30 feet in length, witha
high railing on the sides and bars on the
ends, and was built expressly for ferrying
purposes. After we got to the shore and
changed our clothing we returned and
found the remains after some two hours
search, about forty feet from shore. The
boat is werked with oars.”

The jury rendered a verdict of accidental
drowning in accordance with the above
facts.

-

Sons of ¢t. George.

A meeting of Englishmen was held last
night at Pioneer Hall, Seventh street, to
organize a Lodge in this city of this pros-
perous beneficial Order. It was well at-
tended. This Order, for which English-
men, their sons or grandsons only are
eligible, was organized in the State of
Pennsylvania in 1871, since which time it
has attained a membership of 25,000, and
there are over 250 subordinate Lodges in
the different States of the Union.

THE PLAZA MURDER.

Trial of Josephine Wiezel for the Killing
of Jacob Kliein Last June.

the People vs. Josephine Wiezel, charged
with murder, was begun in the Superior
Court vesterday before Judge Wilson, of
San Francisco. It will be remembered
that the crime for which the defendant is
on trial was the shooting of Jacob Klein, a
musician, in the public plaza in this cily
on the 27th of June last. The deceased
had shown considerable attention to the
defendant, and the latter alleged that while
in his company one night injFebruary last,
in a secluded place, Klein by force accom-
Elished ber ruin; that she had repeatedly
esought him to marry her, and that he
had persistently refused to do so. On the
night referred to—June 27, 1886—the de-
fendant went to the plaza, where Klein
was engaged, as a member of one of the
local bangs, in giving a concert, and as he
was about leaving the plaza she stepped up
behind him and shot him in the back of
the head, death resulting almost instantly.
Information for murder was lodged against
Miss Wiezel, and the case was finally set
for hearing this week. The jury was
securéd on Wednesday, and—as before
stated—the taking of testimony was com-
menced yesterday. -

Long before the hour for opening the

Court every seat and possible bit of stand-
ing room was occupied by spectators, many
of whom were intimate friends or relatives
of the accused, while the great proportion
were attracted thither by mere curiosity.
Among the spectators were many ladies
and young girls. The defendant appeared
in Court with her infant, born in Novem-
ber last, accompanied by her parentsand
numerous brothers and sisters. She sat by
her attorney, Grove L. Johnson, most of
the time absorbed in the duty of attending
to the wants of her infantile charge. The
demeanor of the defendant was calm, yet
most of the time tears were slowly trickling
down her pale cheeks.
The prosecution was conducted by Dis-
trict Attorney Bruner, assisted by Charles
T. Jones. After a few preliminary motions
regarding the placing of witnesses under
the rule. etc., both sides announced their
readiness, and the prosecution called as its
first witness Dr. G. A. White, Superintend-
ent of the County Hospital. who testified to
having held the post-mortem examination
on the body of Jacub C. Klein on the 25th
of June. A gunshot wound was found on
the back of the head, the nature and neces-
sarily fatal effects of which were explained.
The bullet inflicting the wound was pro-
duced and identified by witness. [There
Wwas no cross-examination.]

Coroner J. Frank Clark was the next
witness. He testified to the circumstances
connected with the post-mortem examina-
tion. [No cross-examination.]

Henry Eckhardt. a gunsmith, testified to

the defendant having- visited his place of
business in May last to purchase a pistol,
saying that she desired to make a present
of it to her brother. Under these circum-
stances witness sold her the weapon, and
at her request loaded it. The next time
witness saw her was on the evening of the
shooting, when she came to exchange the
weapon (which was nickel-plated) for one
of darker metal. The reason given for the
desired exchange was that she wanted a
weapon that would not “‘show so much.”
The pistol, with one cartridge exploded,
was here offered in evidence. [No cross-
examination.]
Martin Wetzel testified that on the even-
ing of the shooting he was standing near
the southwest corner of the Plaza, while a
concert was progressing in the inclosure.
He heard the report of a pistol, saw some-
thing fall and saw a lady near by. Witness
said to the crowd, *‘ That's the lady that
did it,” and the lady said, * Yes, I did it,”
and asked him if he would accompany her
to her home, which he consented to do.
Witness did not see the shot fired, his at-
tention being first attracted by the report.
On cross-examination the witness was
asked what else the defendant said. He
replied that on the way homeward the de-
fendant frequently made the remark:
“He wanted to disgrace me.” “Witness
asked the lady who was the man whom
she shot, and she told him it was Klein,
the shoemaker. She said the deceased re-
fused to marry her, aud wanted to disgrace
her and her family, and let the public
know what she was. She acted in a
rational manner, apparently, Witness
here repeated portions of his testimony
given at the time of the examination.

On re-direct examination witness said

that at defendant’s home, and after the
Chiet of Police arrived, she remarked to
the latter: “I told yeu I would doit.”
Witness did not see any weapon in the pos-
session of defendant. On the way home
the defendant acted strangely.
Charles A. Nea'e, leader of the First Ar-
tillerv band, of which the deceased, Klein,
was a member, testified to the fact of de-
ceased having been engaged, with the other
memberz of the band onthe evening of the
shooting. in playing at the concert in the
plaza. Deceased left the concert about
twenty minutes before the close, to fill an
engagement elsewhere. Next saw him
lying on the floor in Goging’s drug store.
Have known the defendant two or three
years, but have heard her make no state-
ment concerning the affair since the shoot-
ing. [No cross-examination.]

R E. Gogings, a druggist, whose place of
business is near the scene of the shooting,
testified to the circumstances connected
with the removal of deceased to his store
directly after the occurrence. He heard the
shot and saw the flash, but could not see
who did the shooting. [No cress-examina-
tion.

'l‘b]c prosecution here asked for a recess
of ten minutes, stating that probatly their
side of the case might be shortened if al-
lowed an opportunity for the attorneys to
consult. The Court thereupon ordered a
recess of ten minutes.

On reassembling, Conrad C. Klein, the
father of deceased, was called to the witness
stand. He testified to beingin the Plaza
on the night of the concert, but did not see
his son when he left the stand. He heard
the pistol shot, and noticing that his son
was gone from the stand, feared that he
was shot. He hastened to the scene of the
shooting, and found his son lying on the
ground, dead.

District Attorney Braner, at this juncture,
stated to the Court that the prosecution
rested its case.

Mr. Johnson asked for an adjournment
until after the noon hour before making
his cpening statement, which request the
Court granted, and an adjournment was
taken until 1:30 p. M.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

On the reassembling of the Court, Mr.
Johnson began his opening statement for
the defense, and occupied about forty min-
utes. He expressed some surprise at the
abrupt mcuner in which the prosecution
had closed its case. While not permitted
at that time to criticise the testimony then
introduced, still he would take it upon
himself to say that he believed the defense
might safely submit the case on the weak
testimony offered by the prosecution. He
then proceeded to defive the theory of the
defense, first calling attention to the law
defining the crime of murder. The de-
fense would accept the issue Iaid down by
the learned Distriet Attorney—namely,
that of deliberate, willful murder, such as
i punishable by hanging. TkLelaw wisely
provides that before guilt of this kind can
be established there must be intent estab-
lished—intent proceeding from a person of
sound mind and discretion governing
that intent. In every crime there
must be a wunion of intent and
action. Upon this point hinged the key-
note of both the prosecution and the defense
in this case. Once the law was that the
act, without the intent, was all that was
necessary to be proven. Once the law was
that even insanity was no defense against
the commission of crime; but all this has
been changed in later days, and the spirit
and intent of the person accused have been
made important factors in the determina-
tion of crime. No longer are insane per-
sons punished for crime, nor treated as
wild animals that should be put to death
because of their possibly dangerous infirm-
ity. Counsel then proceeded to analyze
the different species of insanity, from mo-
nomania to acute mania, arguing to the
effect that some minds are more easily
influenced by the milder phases of mania
than others. Each particalar victim
should be judged according to his or
her peculiarities or susceptibilities, inde-
pendent of others. The law recognizes
as a defense against punishment not only
insanity itself, but that condition of mental
aberration emgbraced in the provision, “ or
affected by insanity.” One might commit

mind that robbed him of that forethougat
which told him he was committing a crime,
and yet should not be punished for that
act. Counsel then drew comparisoms be-
tween the mental structures of man and
woman, claiming that the latter—owing to
her peculiarsensitive organization—is more
susceptible than man to mental infirmities,
particularly during the period of preg-
nancy. The defense would show that-the
poor, broken-hearted girl here accused of
murder was, pricr to her association with
the deceased, a happy, virtpous girl, the

delight and joy of her family. It would
be shown by members of her family how

happy she was in her home before her un
fortunate relations with the deceased:
how the promise of marriage had
i followed their courtship, even to the giv-

| Evidence wculd also be introduced to prove
; the heartlessness of her betrayer, even his
; bold threats to “get even with her” for
| wishing to break off their engagement.
Counsel proceeded at length to depict the
changes that came over defendant after
realizing that she had been grossly betrayed
—how, from a happy, joyous girl, she had
become a melancholy, heart-broken creat-
ure. It would be shown how she had ap-
pealed to Judge Henry to use his influence
with her betrayer to try and induce him to
fulfill his promise and save her and her
infant from disgrace. It would be shown
how she went on bended knees to Klein
and begged him to marry her, promising to
release him from all further obligations
to her and her offspring if he would do
this one act of justice. It would be shown
how this appeal was met by her
betrayer with the brutal declaration
that he would “kick her in the
belly " should she ever again have
the audacity to accost him on the street.
Counsel depicted the wild and maniacal
appearance of the accused during these
occurrences, all tending to show that her
wrongs had unsettled her mind. Testimony
would be introduced by medical experts to
show that the poor girl was—a&,tlln)e time
the alleged crime was committed—wholly
irrespousible for the result of her act; that
her mind had fallen from its throne,

dragged down by the weight of the wrongs
heaped upon her. The jury would be
asked to acquit her, and permit the poor,

outraged creature to take up her burden of
life anew—a sorrowful ans heavy one at

best—and to provide for her sinless and

fatherless babe.

_ At times counsel’s remarks were quite

impassioned, and as he depicted the al-

leged wrongs .inflicted upon his. client

scores of eyes were moistened with tears,

while frequent sobs were heard coming

from the groups of ladies present.

The first witness called by the defense
was the mother of the defendant, Mrs.
Caroline Wiezel. She testified that her
daughter was 21 years of age; she had al-
ways lived at home, and was always a
cheerful girl; was fond of society, and in-
dustrious; was neat and tidy in her appear-
ance, prior to the trouble with Klein ; she
slept well, and was of contented mind;
she came home one night in February last
very fruch excited and crying; witness asked
her what was the matter, and she replied,
“*Jake Klein treated me shamefully;”
witness then explained the cause of the
bruises found upon her limbs and the torn
concition of her clothing; she was not at
all like her former self from that time
forth; she would rise in the night and
walk the floor; she became of little use
about the house; would rarely reply when
spoken to, and acted in an absent-minded
manner ;: she could not be trusted to watch
things cooking ; frequently she would say,
*Oh. mother, don’t speak to me—don’t ask
me to do anything, I am so worried !”
She became careless and indifferent
about her dress, and seldom went out
unless obliged to; she said that people
would stop and look at her, pass remarks
upon her, and laugh at her; when she
came home the day before the shooting
witness noticed that she had little or no
clothing on her person under her dress,
and when spoken to about it, she declared
that she hardly knew what she did ; some-
times she would come down stairs with her
shoes on, but no stockings ; when remon-
strated with she always asked not to be
worried—to be let alone.

Cross-examined by Mr. Jones—Have
thirteen children: the accused had been
acquainted with Klein about a year;. be-
fore her trouble with Klein she frequently
went to dancing parties ; she had kept com-
pany with Klein for the last few months
preceding her first trouble with him. [Wit-
ness agaif described the condition of her
daughter on the night in February after
the alleged outrage committed upon her by
Klein.] She did not question the girl
about the aflair; the latter, however, stated
that Klein had forcibly outraged her
in the yard of the Grammar school;
Louis Kuchler also told witness
that he had detected Klein in the
act; that night witness went to
Klein's house ; she told young Klein that
he had ruined her girl, and she wanted him
to go home with her and marry his yvictim;
Klein said he had no money with which o
procure a license, and could not support a
wife if he were married ; witness said she
offered to get a license and to give them a
start in life if he would marry the girl;
could not remember that Klein gave a dif-
ferent version of the affair, or that he said
he had been solicited by her daughter to
gn to the school-yard. never knew nor
heard of the girl having ever before been
compromised ; she did not go away and
stay a week. on a prior ocecasion, without
witness' knowledge; don’t think she kept
company with Klein after the occurrence
in February ; never knew of her having a
pistol, and never heard her threaten to kill
Klein ; the first time her daughter went to
see Judge Henry she had nothing on but
her underclothing and a thin dress—no
skirts whatever.

On redirect examination witness related
how Klein came to the house and told her
that the girl had given him back his ring,
and that be would get even with her; this
was in the summer prior to the outrage.

John H. Miller, a Recorp-Uxiox re-
porter, was next called. Witness said that
in the discharge of his duties he frequently
had opportunities to observe the manners
and peculiarities of persons charged with
crimes. Saw the defendant on the night
that Klein was shot ; she was in the office
of the Chief of Police, in the presence of a
number of persons; she was not excited,
and did not seem to realize the posiiion she
was in ; she talked lightly and flippantly
about trivial matters; her eyes had an un-
natural expression ; the impression made
upon witness was that she bad no realiza-
tion of the gravity and responsibility of her
act.

On cross-examination witness identified
a printed copy of the report preparei by
bim on the night of the shooting. relating
to the interview with the accused in the
office of the Chief of Police. As counsel
for the prcsecution read portions of the
article they were identified and corroborated
by witness. On the following day witness
also saw the accosed, but remarked no par-
ticular change in her conduct.

Ye-direct—Her coolness and calmness
was such, at the interview referred to, as to
paralyze even the newspaper reporters.

Miss Minnie Wiezel, a sister of the de-
fendant, was the next witness. She said
she was 14 years old. In February of last
year she roomed with and occupied the bed
of the defendant. Witness described the
condition of her sister’s clothinz on her re-
turn home on the night of the occurrence
in the school-ground, and also the change
in her manner and conduct subsequent to
that time. In this respect the witness sub-
stantially corroborated the testimony given

v her miother. Her sister was less cheer-
fal, would walk the floor at night, and was
generally restless and unhappy.

On cross-examination, witness said that
her sister’s birthday was in the latter part
of February, and that the occurrence in the
school-grounds was prior to that event.
On the night of the defendant’s trouble
with Klein, witness saw blood on one of
her earrings after her return. Witness
could not remember of her sister going to
a masquerade ball in March, shortly after
the affair with Klein.

Albert Wiszel, brother of the defendant,
was next called. He was questioned by
Mr. Johnson relative to his sister’s conduct
and manners prior to February, 1836, and
of the changes noted after that date, which
witness answered in substantially the same
langnage as given by his mother and
younger sister when on thestand. The oc-
currence in the school-yard witness knew
occurred in February, because he had the
sanie evening been down town to purchase
valentines to be mailed on Valentine's Day.

The cross-examination elicited nothing
material from this witness, except that he
entertained a hostile feeling for Klein after
the ] tter's alleged assault upon his sister.
He did not see his sister on the night of
the shooting until after her return to the
house.

At 5 o'clock the Court adjourned until
10 o'clock this morning. :
