DAVITT AKD McOLYNS.
71i« Irish Agitator Comet to the Defense

of the New York Trlest.
Xkw Yohk, January 23.1.—There was a

demonstration in Madison Square Garden
to-night in compliment to Michael Davitt
and his wife. Nearly 10,000 persons were
present. Patrick Ford presided. When
Davitt was presented the people did a vas>
amount of cheering, and when T..l>. l'ow-
derly was recognized there was not a little
cheering, as also when Henry George wus
seen among the crowd. Letters of regret
were received from a number of prominent
Senato:s. Davitt, at the outset, chose to con-
strue the demonstration not only as a greet-
ing to him, but a token of encouragement
to Erin and of defiance to her enemies.
He then adverted to the Irish ques-
tion abroad, and snid the fight on the
land <jties ion was on once more.
He could Dot picture the inhumanities be-
ing carried?on by the British Crown. For
his part, hT; would have regarded as justi-
fiable homicides any shooting by the peo-
ple of (ileucoe and (ilen Kay of the bailills
who outraged their homes. [Wild cheers ]
That the Oleneoe people let the bailill's es-
cape alive was an evidence of tbe law-abid-
ing character oftheir race; and the speaker
wanted to, and did, "confess' to-night
that he is, in a measnre, responsible for the
passive attitude of the Iri:-h at home.
Davitt yet believed it unwise to oppose an
undisciplined force against a disciplined
power. That would mean sure defeat,
ile thought the Tory Government meant
war to extermination, and let this policy
become known, and all tbe wisdom of the
Conservative leaders could not avert some
supreme act ofretaliation. But before such
consummation shall have been reached the
common-sense cf Englishmen will have
asserted itself.

THE MiiI.VXN MATTEIt.
The attention grew intense when Davitt

at length said : " 1 now wish to refer to a
matter not only of interest to me and my
friends, but to the entire city of Nevr York.
I cannot well pass over in silence the case
of my friend, Father McGlynn: but in
what I am about to say I will en-
deavor to carefully avoid the mistakes of
others, and will refrain from that line of
criticism which injures the cause it means
to defend. In Dr. McGlyiin's statement in
a paper this morning we read as follows:
' 1 did promise is 1883 to make no more
Irish League speeches, and when again
censured in ISSu for favoring the Irish
revolution in a speech in behalf ofthe suf-
fering Irish people, 1 did promise to make
no more speeches on the Irish question,
even for charity, but I did not bind myself
to abstain forall time from public speaking
on political and social subjects.' It appears
from this that his oflense began at
the last nieeting that he addressed
in this city in ISS2, and Cardinal Simeoni
then censured him for favoring the Irish
revolution. Herein lies the head and front
of Dr. McGlynn's otlensp. Now, mark the
striking coincidence. In 1883 the Irish
cause was in a death struggle of discour-
agement and coercion. Every resource of
power was employed to disrupt our ranks
and destroy the Land League, and it was in
that hour—when we were menaced by dis-
traction—that C; r linnl S meoni, at the de-
sire of English agents in Rome, joined his
feeble attacks to those of Ireland's other
enemies. Itappears now that he was not
satisfied with his vain attempts to
coerce the Bishops and priests of Ire-
land into doing England's political work.
He also aimed his little thunderbolts at our
friend in America, because he was in-
structed by England that it was here we
formed our sinews of war, and here, of all
the friends of Ireland, Cardinal Simeoni
singled out for punishment one of the most
devoted priests and single hearted men
tTat God has ever called to the ministry ;
one of the largest hearts ; one of the most
Catholic minds that ever donned the vest-
ment of the Catholic priesthood;
one of the most fearless champions
that Ireland has ever given to the
cause of human liberty. And for
supporting this movement in Ireland,
which meant to grasprobber|landlordism—
for supporting what Cardinal Simeoni
called, and what 1 am proud to call, the
Irish revolution. Let then? be no mistake
about the origin of ihe host illy to our be-
loved friend. Had he been engaged in
prai.-ing England, cr defending landlordism
in IWl', he might to day be tin? Archbishop
of New York. Father McGlvnn has done
what Bishops and priests in Ireland have
done in defiance of this same Cardinal's
injunctions. He in awarded the punish-
ment which the Propaganda would- have
meted out to the Father McOlyuna of
Ireland. It is absurd to believe that
Father McGlynn would leave the church to
take tbe stump, but he claims, and I think

jrightly, the right to-think for himself in
political natters. Dr. MeGlynn does not
enforce his views on any person on this
continent, or in bis church ; but until they
are declared hy the bead of tbe Church as
contrary to Catholic faith. Dr. McGlynn
tcils me he willnot retract these doctrines.
[Cheers] I sincerely bope Dr. McGlynn
will go to Home and defend the justice of
these doctrines, and while I do not ques-
tion the courage of Dr. McGlynn, I most
say that those who advise him not to go to
Horne—no matter how good may be their
intentions or objects, are unconsciously
giving cowardly advice."

On a promise of employment, Minnie.
whose htisbind had deserted her in Chi-
cagO, Minduced to go to a camp near
Menominee by a cheap restaurant keeper
nampd WHlihß) Raines, of Chicago. Not
until her arrival in tlie lumber region did
she realize the rife she was to lead, and
then lack of funds prevented her returning,
hy force she was compelled to do the bid-
ding of the fiends who kept the " hell ' in
which she was confined. Kicks and beat-
ings were freqnent. The shanty in which
they were penned was surrounded by bigh
palisades,aad thirteen bloodhounds further
prevented escape. Ail attempts to com-
municate with the outer world were fruit-
less. Once the attention of the authorities
was attracted, and a Deputy Sheriff called
to investigate. He was given i^-'iO, .'md l;-ft.
The girl's story has been verified by the
Superintendent of the House of Correc-
tion, uft«-r a careful investigation. What
is published is bu; a hint of the 1j fe led in
these dens cf infamy, the details bring too
revolting for publicition.

AKOTHKIt TKAIN BOBBED.
>la*ked Mt-n Kol> a Texas BkpMM Ciir

of :i Large Sum.
Fort Worth (Tex.), January 23d.—At 3

o'clock this morning, as the eastbound
Texas Pacific express was pullinsr out of
Gordon, a small station five miles west of
here, two masked men jumped on the
engine and covered the engineer and fire-
man with their revolvers. The engineer
was forced to pull ahead until the train
reached a hi^h trestle, two miles cast of
Gordon. As BOOH as the engine and bng-
gajje and mail cars had passed over the
trestle the train was stopped, leaving
the passenger coaches on the trestle.
At this point the masked men were
reinforced by six assistants. The robbers
then went through the express car, taking
all the money and valuables in the safe,
the amount being estimated at from $*>,000
to $15,000, although the Pacific Kxpress
officials refuse to state the exact amount.
The robbers then proceeded to the mail-
car, where they obtained twenty-eight

I registered packages. The passengers were
not disturbed, and their coaches being on
thebizh trestle they could not get out to
assist the train men. There is no clue to
the robbers.

Work Before Congress.

WABtaBOIOIT, January li".d.—The unfin
ished business of the Senate 13 the agri-
cultural experiment station bill, but Kd-
munds intends to ask that it be temporarily
laid aside and the fisheries bill taken up to-
morrow. Ifassent is given, he will try to
secure action upon the latter bill tomorrow,
or at the latest on Tuesday night. Keek
will make nn clTort to prevent a postpone-
ment of the bill to prohibit members of
Congress from acting as railroad attorneys,
and as he has made concessions to the con-
venience of other Senators a number of
times when it seemed to be his right to in-
sist upon consideration of the measure, he
is likely to find his opportunity during the
week. The British extradition treaty is
the unfinished business of the secret ses-
sion, and the first convenient day will be
devoted to its consideration.

In the House the I'ierce-Page ( Rhode Is-
land) contested election case will be dis-
posed of to-morrow, and the river ami
harbor bill wili then be taken up. There
are three appropriation bills now on the
calendar, namely—the diplomatic, postal
and District of Columbia bills, and there is
an accumulation of important measures of
general legislation, among them the pleuro-
pneumonia bill. Pacific railroad landing
bill, naval reorganization bill, free ship bill
and Territorial admission bill, whose spon-
sors may contest the right of succession to
the river and harbor bill, should that meas-
ure be acttd upon -fcefore the end of the
week.

\u25a0\Vinttr Sown Wheat.
Cmr.iGO. January 2.'id.—The following

crop summary will appear in this week's
issue of The Winner* Serieu : "The heavy
rains which set in on the night of January
Jlst prevailed throughout nearly the entire
winter-wheat belt, and succeeded in laying
bare the wheat fields over a large area.
Without a second covering of sr*>w the
crop is in a certain amount ofperil, but up
to close of January 22d correspondents had
made no returns of resulting damage.
Wheat reports from Ohio, Indiana and
Michigan continue to be almost uniformly
favoiable, the latest returns showing the
fields had been amply protected up to the
approach of the mid-winter rain-storms,
and that grain was looking well. Reports
from Missouri and Illinois are not uni-
formly favorable. Some of the .southern
Illinois and some of the westerm Missouri
counties report an unfavorable outlook.
Returns from IJuller, Ctmutauqua, Chero-
kee, Johnson, Lion. Pottawattamie, Saline
and Wallace counties in that State show
that the fields are not protected, and that
the grain is looking poorly. Clark, Clay,
Dallas, Delevan, Harrison, Jones, Mas-
eatine and Wallace counties of lowa arc
improving.

Krug, thp Alleged Woman Polpoiht.

Chicago, January 2id.—lt is now certain
that Lucy Heidelmeyer was poisoned.
Professor Haines, ofHush Medical College,
has completed his chemical analysis of her
stomach. He found traces of arsenic in
every vital part. It was administered in
euch liberal quantities that the only won-
der is that the girl lived as long as she did.
Captain Schaak has also ascertained that
Lawrence Krng, the girl's stepfather, who
is being held to await the result of the
investigation, lived for a lons time with a
celebrated chemist in Germany, and there
gained an extensive knoVledge of the
deadly qualities of the various poisons.
Yesterday Professor Haines began an
analysis of the remains of Krug's third
Wife, which were exhumed for that purpose
la^t Thursday- The ofticrs think they
have a strong case of circumstantial evi-
dence against Krug. The inquest on his
stepdaughter will be resumed this week
ami the inquiry resinned as to the lour
other deaths charged against Krug. Be
has authorized the sale of two houses be-
longing to him, in order to raise money to
defend himself in the Criminal Court.

All the members of the family
in Washington, excepting the wife of Dele-
gate Voorhees, of Washington Territory,
left on ihe train bearing Ihe body; nnd will
accompany the remains to Indiana.

Families whose coal supply is getting
lower can get along with one fire. Since
the 'longshoremen in New York joined
hands with the strikers io New Jersey mat-
ters have taken on a more serious aspect.
The miniature riots of Saturday proved the,
*,e.mp«r of the niea, atvd dealers are at their

wits' end to decide bow to act. Most of
the companies will be at work to-day, and
their bands who have become accustomed
to work will dump nearly as much coal as
the old hands did. On Saturday the Dela-
ware and Iludsou Company dumped all
the cars they could get, and by to-day
other companies will be able to do the
same. The latter say th<-y can put all the
coal into this city the dealers can take care
of.

Suit Again*t ,i lUilroiid.
Xew York, January 2-ith —a. m.—The

paper! have been filed in a suit brought hy
Clarence H. Venr.er. of Boston, a stock-
holder in the Atchison, Topeka and Santa
Fe Hailroad Company, in the Supreme
Court of Massachusetts, to restrain the
Directors and officer* of that company
from guaranteeing bonds of the new road
from Kansas City to Qhiesjgo. The Chicago.
Santa Fe and California Railroad Company
was recently incorporated for the purpose
of building the Chicago extension of the
Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe road, and
it has been advertised that to-day its
first mortgage ."> per cent. i;old bonds
would be offered by subscription. Tenner
maintains that the Atchison has no right
to guarantee the notes or bonds of any
corporation existing under the laws of any
other State than Kansas, where its own
charter was obtained. The Chicago, Santa
Fe and California Railroad was organized
under the laws of Illinois.

The Iron Ilooin In Alabama.
Nkv.- York, January iMth.—a. m.—The

investments made last week in all parts of
North Alabama iia»ebeeu withoutparallel.
Companies have been formed to erect fur-
nances at Stlma, Tailed eg3,Tuscaloosa, Flor-
ence, Gadsden and other places. The com-
pany which has just invested $»i,000,000 in
Anniston began the sale ofits real estate and
stock on Saturday. A shadow was th.-ov.-n
across the jubilation of these people by the
announcement that the Reade Iron Com-
pany, of Chattanooga, had just closed a
contract for the purchase of 40,000 tons of
Knglish pig iron for the manufacture of
steel rails. In the hotels even free trade
Democrats admitted that the interests of
American labor, as well as American capi-
tal, required protection against foreign
competition.

Xew York, January 24th—a. m.—It was
reported on Friday, but apparently with-
out much foundation, that James E. Quinn,
Master Workman of District Assembly Ift,

had telegraphed from Philadelphia with
reference to the coal strike, that on Mon-
day morning ail men in the coal mines and
on the coal wharves, and Knights of Labor
on railways, would suspend operations.
The rumor could not be traced to a re-
sponsible source then. Yesterday, how-
ever, a conservative Knight of I.sbor said
that something of that kind was going on,
but he could not tell exactly what.

Xew Yobk, January L'lth—a. ji—The

ftor'l London special says ! The full text
of Chamberlain's Howirk speech, received
to-dj>y, does not altogether sustain the sum-
mary telegraphed from Scotland last night.
In the story wired to London, Chamber-
lain was made to appear hopeful and con-
fident of a Liberal reunion. His actual
words were very far from bearing out such
an interpretation. The entire speech was
so framed as to leave the door open either
to reconciliation or to continual opposition
to Gladstone, as circumstances might de-
termine. The opening sentences of the
speech, holding out expectations, under
certain circumstances, of conciliation, were
neutral. This utterly destroys th« belief,
until today indulged in, that Cham-
berlain was acting a part independ-
ent of the Whig Chief. Hartingicn
fur the first time appears as dictator
behind the scenes. The inference is that
Chamberlain has become aware that his
following among the Liberal di-sidents :.i

smaller than he supposed. From this
point in his sppech the influence is una-
voidable that lham)>erlain is merely co-
quetting with the Gladstonite leaders and
preparing to lead them into an ambuscade.
There is not a word in his address that can
be construed into a willingness to consent
to home rule, but on the contrary ample
proof throughout that the positive aban-
donment of home rule by Gladstone is the
main object he is contending fjr. The
speech, in fact, presents Chamberlain in an
attitude before the public opposite to that
which members of (he conference assert he
assumed at the round-table.

Auktriu's Conscript Kule».
Vik.nxa, January 24th.—a. m.—The rules

governing the landstram, which have just
been published, show that nothing except
blindness, deafness and dumbness will ex-
empt men from service, and that drafts
from the landstrum will be used to tillup
the gaps in the regular army and navy re-
serves.
