AUSTRALIA,

Latest Items of News and Gossip from
the Antipodes.

The Oceanic Steamship Company's
steamer Mariposa, which arrived on Sat-
urday from Australia and Hawaii, brings
Sydney dates to December 28th, Auckland
news to January 2d, and Honolulu papers
of the 15th instant. The following news
is gleaned from our exchanges:

NEW SOUTH WALES.

At an open-air meeting, under the auspi-
ces of the Protective Union in Balmain, a
resolution in favor of the establishment of
a protective tarifl’ was carried.

The bark Erl Koenig, which left Sydney
on December 9th, for Shanghai, with a
cargo of coal, put into Newcastle December
28th with the loss of her boats, stanchions
and bulwarks.

On Tuesday, December 23th, at Braid-
wood, Philip Willoughby, a young fellow
about 21 years old, stabbed his mother, a
half-caste, in the breast with a knife. The
voung fellow has already been in confine-
ment in an asylum. The woman, it is
thought, wili not recover.

There were twenty-seven cases of small-
pox brought to Sydney by a stearmuer from
an infected port.

NEW ZEALAND.

A scene occurred on the race-course at
Christchurch, January 1st, resulting ina
severe castigation of a jockey named Ma-
son. At the finish of the maiden race,
Mason, who was riding Nipper, crushed
Wrangier, who was coming up on the in-
ide, on to the rails, and then ensued the
spectacie of Smith (Wrangler's jockey) lay-
ug his whip, with all bis might, about
Masou’'s shoulders as the pair rode past the

stand Both riders were subseque
called before the stewards and severeiy
sured. The affair provoked much feeli

among the spectators, both being alter-
nately cheered and hooted. E
