INSANE CRIMINALS.

Senator Bogge lias intndaoed a liill for
the eatablishment of nn asrlum for Lnaatte
criminals. It is to be under the charge of
the .State Prison Directors, and is to be
supervised byamedicaJ expert, who is to
be Bobordinale to the !><i:ird of directors
and the Warden. Whenever a convict of
cither State Prison is certified by the med-
ical authorities thereof M inauie, he is to

be removed to tlie asvltim, after a full ex-
amination has been made nf the case by
the Warden or Directors. If, at the ex-

piration ;if the term of sentence the con-
vict remains insane, he is to be retained in
custody until adjudged tit to be discharged.
All tiiis is well. The State I'risMi is no
place for an insane man. He cannot he
tliere properly treated, and however guihv
a wretch he may be, humanity demands
that lie Ik' treated lor insanity when iiis
reason is dethroned. Of course the ex-
pense of such new ii-vluni is :i serious ob-
jection, hut not an insuperable one. Mr.
BoggH estimates in his Mil the cost to be
$50,000, T!,is must contemplate, there-
fore, the erection of such a structure as an
annex to some one of the present insane
asylnma or present prisons, since $20,000
willsurely not equal the cost of erecting
and furnishing a distinct asylum. It
would, indeed, scarcely purchase the ground
if a new plat is to be selected. A still
Letter feature of the bill than the transfer
of insane prisoners to the new asylum, is
the provision for the transfer of convicted
criminals now in the insane asylums, to
the new prison a-\ linn." Still better than
either of the provisions referred to, is a
third, which we quote in full:

Any person who shall !»\u25a0 acquitted of theCrime of murder. Ineither of the degree* nr-ou
rape, or highway robbery, in any of the Courts
ol this State, up in tl.e plea of insanity, shall be
< lined iv snid Asylum forInsane Criminals
until such time as he may be adjudged sane by
the medical superintendent of Kiiid asylum.
And any person having been convicted ofeither
ot the crimes enumerated in thissection, and
becomes in-iiuc before receiving sentence c,r
before the execution ofrentence Bhall be con-
fined m said Asylum r.>r Insane Criminals until
such person becomcx sane,or until otherwise
ordered by the Judge of the roust In-fore whom
tlic trial was bad.

Such a regulation will tend to lessen the
interposition of insanity picas in criminal
cases—a c lusiinimation greatly to be de-
sired. As matter- now stand the plea
nves altogether too many criminals, who
are thereupon tamed loose to prey again
upon society. In the section we have
<|iioted tin-re is, however, ambiguity. It
may be difficult to determine, if it p«mm
in its present form, whether it is intended
to confine the defendant in the asylum,
who escapes conviction by the plea of in-
sanity at the lime of the act. but is clearly
sane at the time of the trial and convic-
tion. As the lir-t half of the iir-t sen-
tence DOW read-, certainly the defendant
ss to be sent to the a-ylum, but the latter
hall", by providing for a discharge when
sane, implies that the insanity must exist
at the titii \u25a0 of convi. tion.

hitter had better lie stated in the law,
otherwise it might be held that the dam-
age done to oners business by reason of his

absence was a necessary i'Xi>ense to him,
that the time ofone man should be valued
at half that of anothe* etc. We believe
ptiMic sentiment favors the payment of

witnesses in criminal cases. For it cannot
be shown why any citizen should be com-

pelled, as a witness, to pay an extra tax to
the State to aid it in punishing crime.

Let the cost of criminal prosecutions' be
borne by all, and equalized by our system
of taxation as arc other charges of govern-

ment. As the law now stands, one may.
after having paid his taxes, regularly laid,
be compelled to contribute, five, ten or a

hundred times more under direct process
U a witness in a criminal case. We have
known in^tnnccs in which attendance upon

Court in criminal cases has visited upon
witnesses tin-- direct tax to the tune of
hundreds of dollars, and that, too, in cases

where the witness could illafford the lots.
The State must have the right to call any
man to testify. Its process must be obeyed,
when directed to any citizen. Jiut that
the State lias, injustice, the rijjht in addi-
tion to deprive a witness of his parse, can-

not be successfully maintained.

The Brisbane brothers, who killed a hu-
man being in cold blood, and then shot
each other, were the victims of the deadly
dime novel. These young men, mere boys,
had no need to taSe to the road. They
were well able to command all the means

they wished, and the last thing expected
of them was the method of the highway-
man. J?ut they were inveterate readers of
dime novels aud trashy literature. The
spirit of adventure was awakened ; false
ideas of the romantic and manly were im-
planted, and so they went into a career of
crime out of sheer insanity superinduced
by vicious literatcre, and died by the
hands of each other, after what they
deemed a most romantic and manly order*
\ lew such examples as these come to light;

but tens of thousands of ruined lives are
chargeable to the police-gazette-diiiie-tiov-
el-yellow-covered-lilth aud extravagance
that load down the news stands, and copies
of which are to be found in the haii'ls of
nearly every young man and woman who
walks the way to ruin.

A < ommittki: of the House reports in
favor of the admission of Washington
Territory and Montana as States of the
Onion. It is shown that they eacli have
the requisite population, permanency of
settlement, propose republican forms of

government, and arc in every way fitted
for Statehood. < >ne of the new States will
probable be Republican, the other Demo-
cratic ; but the fact should cut no ti^ure in
the question of their admission. The
election of sovereign States rises, superior
to any possible partisan issues. The dis-
position is now manifest in Congress to
ignore party lines in these matters of ad-
mitting States, and it is "ratifying to wit-
ness the growth of the spirit. It should
extend to Dakota and all other Territories,
that, be&g fully capacitated, knock for ad-
mission to the Union.

Siam.kv has departed on his mission
for the relief of Kmin Bey. Dr. Emm is
in the hands of a savage chief in equato-
rial Africa, and to his rescue Stanley has
devoted himself, It is a heroic undertak"
ing—the explorer t;ikes his life in his hand
and boldly enters a hostile territory
swarming with savages, whose only fear of
the white man is such as their rude super-
stition attaches to "the men of white skin
and blue eyes." IfStanley achieves sac-
ic--. he will do more than is now antici-
pated. All the circumstances favor the
fear that lie will fail, that Dr. Emiu is
lost to his r.ice and that Stanley will re-
turn, if at all, without more than relii 9 of
the unfortunate Kmin.

which could not be convicted by the most
ardent utti-railroadphobist of partiality
to railroad corporationa, in speaking of the
interstate commerce bill, which has now
passed both houses of Congress, declares
the measure is " the product of the false
theory that it is the paramount duty of
the Government to go into meddling with
toe business of the country.

SHOCKING PARRICIDE.

IDaSIEL HAVES STABS AND KILLS
HIS FATHER.

One of the Most Causeless Murders
that Has Yet Occurred in

San Francisco.

[S. F. Bulletin. December 24th.]
William Hayes, foreman e>f the bakers

at the California Cracker Company's fac-
tory, corner liroadtvay and Battery streets,
was fatally stabbed between !»ancilOe>'el(K'k

this morning by his son, Daniel Hayes.
The tragedy occurred on Yalpariso street, a
short street running from Taylor to Jones
streets, between Filbert and Greenwich.
The house of the Hayeks family is at 7
Roach street, a short street which inter-
sects Valpariso street, running from Filbert
to Wiceinvich Mreets. Father and son, it
appears, had some harsh words together

I concerning the fire while eating breakfast.
The son seized a large bread knife from the
table and the rather lied into the street.
The son pursued, and bath ran the distance
of an ordinary block, turning into Valpa-
riso street before the son caught up with
his father and gave him one (fetal .stab in
the small of the back, on the right side.
Young Hayes then turned about and went
back to the house.

John L. William*, a young man who
lives at *>13J Lombard street, was going up
Roach street to Hayes' house to collect a
bill, when he saw the men run out, the son
chasing the father. When young Hayes
came back, a couple of minutes after.he
looked angry and excited and was swing-
ing the long knift he held in his hand.

" Ain'tyou ashamed of yourself to treat
your father so?" said Williams to the mur-
derer, ignorant then that the son had
stabbed his father.

" I've had enough of it. I've stood this
as long as I'm going to," said young Hayes
excitedly, as he passed into the house.

Passing on into Valparaiso street, Will-
iams saw blood in the street and followed a
trail into the basement cellar of the house
No. 114. the residence of Captain Charles
Reel. There on the shavings and rubbish
of the place, evidently used as a carpenter
shop, lay Hayes the elder. A moment's
examination satisfied Williams that the
man wus dead. The clothing was soaked
in blood which had poured from the deep
wound in the back. Captain Reel and
Williams consulted together, and one of
them ran for Dr. Wise, at No. 023 Filbert
street. The doctor came immediately—-it
was then about 10 o'clock—but he quickly
saw that the man was beyond all medical
aid.

"That fellow did this, and we've cot to
get him,' 1 said Williams to Captain Reel.

The mariner assented, and together ihey
walked rapidly down to the Hayes house,
on Roach street. Young Dan Hayes was
there, and it did m>t take the two citizens
long to make known to him what they
came for. They accused him of the mur-
der of his father, and attempted to take
him in charge.- He resisted, and fought
like a tiger. He is a tall stalwart man,
about is years old, and nearly f> feet in
bight. He struggled in (he embrace ofthe
two men, but fortunately the murderous
knife or other weapon was not near, and
after a time they subdued him. His flan-
nel shirt was torn, and the rest of his
clothing bore marks of his fight for liberty.
His captors, with their hands on his arms
and collar, marched him out of the house
and down as fast a9they could to the city
prison, under the old City Hall, on Kearny
street. There he was put in a cell, anil
then the two cit:znns told their story to the
police officers who gathered about. Police-
man Joe l/inskey, who has long patrolled
the district where the tragedy occurred,
was dispatched immediately to the scene.

On the way out Linskey saw Coroner
on a Union-street car, going down

to li!3office, and called lo him, telling him
of the case. Together they went to the
basement cellar where the dead man lay.
Hia wile was there holding his he-ad Inher
anus, and crying and moaning piteooslv.
She was so atlcctod by the terrible tragedy
that slie could tell nothing whatever of the
circumstance* lending t>> it.

Dr. Stanton examined the body, and
found the wound about an inch in width,
three inches from the Spine, on the right
side, above the tenth lib. The ke'en blade
of tbe knife, in the physician's Judgment,
had penetrated the liver and the abdominal
cavity, nnd produced death by internal
hemorrhage. A crowd gathered about
Captain Reel's house soon, and in it were
many friends and neighbors of the Hayes
family. They lingered about until the
Morgue' wagnii bore the body away.

Deceased was about GO years of age, of
medium bight and build. He has six cbil-
dre'l), three daughters and three sons. One
of the boys, Joseph Hayes, is a runner for
a sailor boarding-house. Two of the
daughters are married —Mrs. Handley, the
wifeof a real e*tafe dealer, and Mrs. James
Heritif.', of 923 Filbert street. The present
Mrs. llayts is the second wife of deceased,
and is step-mother to the son who is ac-
cused of his father's murder.

The prisoner, wben*BpproßChed by a re-
porter übuut two hours after the tragedy,
was Mill excited in appearance; he walked
nervously back and forth in his cell, and
give short replies to questions asked him.
He was employed in the same factory with
the "old man," as he called his father.
' We've had trouble all the time for a long
while," he said, but would say nothing in
detail about the incidents of the quarrel
that excitpd him to take his father's life.
He only said it was "about the fire." The
knife he admitted having taken from the
tdble where they had been eating together.
Hesaid he chased the "old man" about a
block, but would make-no admission as to
the fatal thrust. He is an unmarried man,
and has lived here many years.

An autopsy on the body will be made,
and to-morrow aftemoor, Coroner Stanton
will hold an inquest.

Some of the family say that Dan Hayes,
the murderer, has not done any work for a
long time, though he says he has worked
and that he paid his father $5 a week board.
They say he hai been idle, and that one
thing that provoked him tei tragic frenzy
was the fa'her talking at the table about
bummers and people \\ bo li,ved upon other
people. \u2666The brothers of Dun say he has
not hem 'right fti his mind" for a long
time.
