LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.

Board of City Trustees.

The City Trustees met yesterday at 10 a_
M., all the members present. Minutes read
and approved.

H. C. Wolf, Chief Engineer of the Water
Works reported that during the week end-
ing January 24th 17,094,000 gallons of
water had been pumped.

Proposals for constructing a sewer in the
alley between K and L, Fifth and Sixth
streets were opened and read. That of Wm.
Snarr was found to be the logest, but
James Touhey objected to it on the ground
that the bid was accompanied by a check
for only $28, instead of $28 80, which a
strict interpretation of the specifications
would demand. The Board laid the matter
over for a week.

A remonstrance of property owners in
the vicinity of Fourth and K streets, against
permission being granted certain parties to
maintain the wooden porchesin the rear of
their property on the northeast corner of
Fourth and K streets, built recently to re-
place others that had been destroyed by
fire, was considered and taken under ad-
visement until next Monday.

George W. Johnson appeared before the
Board on behalf of Samuel McKee, who
was one of the Water Works engineers in
January, 1864, and explained that one
evening after McKee had served his watch
he had a premonition that everything was
not right at the Water Works, and Lie went
there and found his worst fears realized.
The engineer who had came on watch was
lying on the flgor in a state of intoxicatiop,
there was but little water in the boiler and
the machinery was out of gear. In a few
minutes there would have been a terrible
explosion, but McKee sprang to his post of
duty, replenished the boiler with water,
and was adjusting the machinery, when
his hand was canght and mangled, the am-
putation of a portion thereof becoming
Mr, Johnson said he made no
demand for damages, but he thought it no
more than right that Mr. McKee should be
allowed what he had paid for doctor’s bills
and for four months' pay at $50 per month,
as he was unable to work during that
length of time. He had notasked for
financial recognition of his services sooner,
because he had hoped to be again employed
at the Water Works.

The Trustees gave the subject careful at-
tention, but decided that the claim was too
old for them to take action upon it.

THE WIEZEL CASE.

Testimony Introduced in Rebuttal and
Relative to Defendant’s Character.
The seventh day of the Wiezel-Klein
case showed no diminution in
public interest and curiosity, and
there was the usual large assemblage of
spectators, male and female. Mr. Johnson
at the outset of the proceedings stated that
Mrs. Wiezel, who had been very unwell
Friday and Saturday, desired to correcta
portion of her testimony. She was put on

the stand and testified that the defgndant
was away from home one evening in May
or early in June last year, and spent the
night at the residence of Mrs. Salonion, on
Eighth street, between I and J, having
done so because her brother Frank, who
had just heard of the assault upon her by
Klein, had acted disagreeably. She re-
turned home next morning.

The prosecution then introduced Mrs.
Mary Richardson, who lived at Mrs. Salo-
mon’s at the time the defendant passed the
nizht there. She thought it was in March,
but it might have been in May—she would
not swear that it was not. Miss Wiezel
stated when she called that she desired to
rent a room for thenight, and might rent it
by the month, explaining that she sup-
ported herself by sewing. The back par-
lor, which had a” bed in it, was given her.
A question by Mr. Jones as to whether the
defendant occupied ghe room alone that
night, was objected t0 by the defense. Mr.
Jones stated that they sought to prove that
she did not occupy the room alone, and
that she was unchaste at the time of the
alleged assault npon her by Klein. After
lengthy argument by counsel, the Court
overruled the ohjection. Witness testified
that, after taking the room, Miss Wiezel
had gone out, and atterwards came in
alone. A gentleman came a few minutes
later aud inguired for her. It was dark in
the hall, but not in Miss Wiezel's room,
Wwhen the gentleman came; but she would
be unable to recognize the man if she
again met him. He was tall and had a
black mustache. = After letting him in, wit-
ness went down stairs and attended 1o her
work. She did not know what time he
left, nor when Miss Wiezel left in the
morning. She made up the bed in the
morning, but did not know whether two
persons had occupied it. She thought that
the bed had been occupied by two.

Witness was interrozated at considerable
length as to conversations she had with
various parties, during which she told.
them that she knew very little concerning
the case, and made remarks at variance,
more or less, with her testimony.

Mrs. Lena Geisel and Mrs. Hannah Lind-
ner were put on the stand, but nothing of
importance was elicifed. -

In the afternoon Dr. W. A. Briggs testi-
fied that defendant’s child was born on the
S8th of November, and was fully devel
oped, etc.

Mrs, Katie Klein was the next witness.
She had known defendant for the last two
yeirs. The defendant and her son were
engaged for about a year before she gave up
the engagement ring. She (defendant)
gave no reason for giving up the ring. Be-
fore this she used to come to the house
often in the day and night time. She al-
ways conducted herself properly. Witness
did not remember ever talking to the de-
fendant about her engagement to her son.
When Jake was not there at night defend-
ant used to go home by herself. Be-
fore the 8th of Febrnary and afterwards
witness was not home much and had
not talked much to the defendant.
Witness remembered when Mrs. Wiezel
came to her house, and told who were
present. She (Mrs. Wiezel) said that Jakey
and Feany did not bebaye themselves, and
spoke concerning the maiter. On the Sth
of February she said that her husband had
whipped Feany. [This statement was ob-
jected to by the defense, and sustained.] In
the house at that time the expression was
made that if Jake Klein did not marry
Feany he would be killed. The defendant
came there afterwards and said, among
other things, that if Jake did not marry her
she would kill him. She said at the time
that she was in a delicate condition, and
witness told her that her son was not to
blame, and the defendant did not deny it.
Witness said, also, that the Kuchler boy
bad spoken about the affair in the Gram-
mar School yard, and she had spoken to
Feany of it.

Miss Lizzie Klein and her father and
brother testified, and at the close of their
testimony, when Mrs. Lindner was again to
testify, the defense objected, unless the evi-
dence was 1o be relative to something
transpiring subsequent to last February.
Argument upon the objection was post-
poned until 9:30 this morning, to which
time the Court adjourned.

New Metropolitan Thea'er.
The Abbott English Opera Company ap-
peared last night before a brilliant and
critical audierce. There was not a vacant
seat in the parquet, dress circle or boxes.
It is two years since Emma Abbott ap-
peared here. Since then she has greatly
improved. Her voice has gained in
volume, staying quality and sweetness.
Since her last visit she has undergone
severe tutoring by lyric and dramatic
teachers of the first order in Europe, and
the evidence of the study are instantly
apparent with the lady’s first notes.
W hile she may not lay claim to a voice of
such power as some, its range is broad and
its purity unquestioned, whiie the charm
of her fine style makes the auditor indif-
ferent to comparison for power with
more robust roprano tones. Miss Abbott,
in the more brilliant passages ot * Il Trov-
atore,” touched the sympathies of the
audience to the quick and won ‘storms of
applause, being recalled over and over
i in the first act, and

again. The aria

the grand  aria in the second
scene of the last act  were
notably lyric achievements of a

high order, and testified to the fullness
of her comprehension of the®heme, and
the demands of intelligent rendering. Her
Leonora, as a whole, was a delicate per-
formance and presented the fine vocal re-
sources of this popular singer to the best
advantage. It is said of Emma Abbott
that she has the very best of enduring
voices; sbeis never afflicted with throat
indisposition, and weariness is almost un-
known to her; the more she sings the bet-
ter she sings and the stronger her vocai-
ization grows. If not a phenomenal
singer, she is a true artist, blessed with fine
vocal powers, a flexible voice of strong
sympathetic quality, has a beautifal pres-
ence, rare taste and refinement. At a late
hour the essential evidences of these facts
may not be recited—but this is to be
said, she is the first to sing L.eonora here
who has dressed the character properly.
Her comprehension of the roleis that of
a charming young woman in form, cos-
tume and manner, and loved by as gallant
men. Lizzie Annandale, the contralto,
won immediate favor. Her voice is strong,
sympathetic, and she possesses a correct
sifle. She deserved the warm commenda-
tion and encores which her finished num-
bers received. Montegriffo, the tenor,
secured warmest aporoval for his numbers
in the last act, in the duels with Azucena
and with Leonora. He is a conscientious
singer, without an extraordinary voice, but
with one marked by strong, passionate
tones, and his phrasing is expressive and
tasteful. Pruette, the baritone, has a voice
of good volhme, sonorous, and used
lavishly, but not manifesting last evening
depth of feeling. He is a strong rather
than an emotional singer. The chorus was
fairly acceptable, but not so good as the
other components of tire troupe deserve for
support. The orchestration was good ; bet-
ter than there was reason to anticipate.
Miss Abbott received after a third recall
for the aria in the first act, a beautiful
floral piece bearing the card of Mrs. A.
L. Foye. If the success of a perform-
ance is to be judged by the enjoy-
ment it gives and the applause it wins,
then the Abbott company scored last night
a notable success. It certainly warrants
the prediction that the season will prove
one of full houses, ard deserved. To-night
“The Mikado” will be given, and by re-
quest during the evening Miss Abbott will
sing “The Last Rose of Summer.” Few vo-
calists so exquisitely render this songasshe.
Certainly the company isqualified togive the
beauties of Sullivan’s music as artists only
can. The reputation of the Abbott Yom-
Yum has preceded the singer, and more
than ordinary curiosity is excited to com-
pare it with the two that have preceded it
here.

BOARD OF EDUCATION.

What it Costs to Run the Pablie Schools
of this City.

“A special meeting of the City Board of
Education was held last evening at the of-
fice of the City Superintendent, to estimate
the probable cost of maintaining the pub-
lic schools during the year. All the mem-
bers were present except Directors Chip-
man and Erlewine. Over two hours were
Pevoted to a careful survey, and an effort

made to put everything down to the low-
est estimate. Last year the schools cost
$34,212 38, and the Board of Directors
used the closest possible economy. During
the ensuing year it will be necessary to,em-
p-oy at least two additional teachers. The
various committees, as requested by the
Chairman at the previous meeting, made
reportsas to what would be actually re-
quired, and the various amounts footed up,
in round numbers, $85.000.

Director Todd, Chairman of the.Com-
mittee on Salaries, submitted the follow-
ing:

Mr. President : Your Committee on Salaries re-
port that there are sixteen Prineipals and as-
sistants in our schools, with an average sulary
of §115 per month. Besides these, we have
seventy-four female teachers, with an average
salary of $60 47 per month. Since these salaries
are only paid ten months in the year, and as
the average salaries paid in this State to female
teachers is 365 37 per month, Sacramento has no
rea=on to think she would be justified in any re-
duction. On the contrary, your committee is
under the impression that, with our Principals
at least, we will be under the necessity in the
futpre of paying more. Those who pay the
most will receive the best work. The ecom-
wunity that educates her children best is bound
to be the supericr one. In conclusion, as we
paid out £71,571 tfor teachers and janitors last
year, we cannot estimate less for the present
vear. In fact, we may need more. Cur popula-
tion is increasing, and new classes may have
to be formed, thus making more teachers neces-
sary.

After all the reports were submitted the
Finance Committee reported that it would
be necessary to ask the Board of City Trus-
tees to levy a tax of 25 cents on each $100
worth of taxahleproYclty, for public school
purposes. This will raise some $26,000,
which, together with the amounts received
from the county and State, will enable
them to maintain the public schools the
usnal length of time. Anything short of
a 25-cent levy the Board claims will be
disastrous, and for fear that the City Trus-
tees may think their demand too great,
the Directors will wait upon the City
Fathers in a body,®nd press the ¢laims for a
maintenance of our educational institu-
tions, which are and ought to be of first
consideration. While all departments of
the city government should and do merit
a fostering care, none should standin the
way of a proper and liberal support of our
public schools.

State Superintendent Ira G. Hoitt was
present, and paid a high compliment to the
publie schools of the city. Assoon as the
Legislature adjourns he proposes to pay a
visit to the 'various departments. As to
teachers, he is of the opinion that those of
this city are cqual to the best to be found
in the State, and as to buildings, those of
this city were far superior to those of San
Francisco. In the latter city, owing to the
parsimonious tax levy of the Board of
Supervisors, many of the school buildings
are worse than barns, and a disgrace to the
city. In speaking of a question that had
been referred to him regarding the granting
of certificates by City Boards of Examina-
tion, he said he had refeir.d the matter to
the Attorney-General, from whom he had
received the following reply :

SACRAMENTO, January 21, 1887,

Honm. Ira G. Hoitl, Superintendent of Public In-
struction—DEAR SIk: Yours of the 19th inst.,
inquiring as to the effect of what is commonly
known as the Perry amendment, in respect to
the power of City Boards of Examiners to ex-
amine teachers and issue certificates, is at
hand ; and in repy I have to state thatin my
opinion such City Boards have no such power,
and that under the Pcory amendiment the power
is lodged entirely with the County Superin-
tendents and County Boards offEducation, whose
jurisdiction in this matter is co extensive with
their respective counties. But in the event the
(ounty Superintendent sand County Board of
Education of any county approve and ratify the
action of such City Boardsof Examinersin ex-
amining teachers and granting teacher's certifi-
cates within the jurisdiction of such county,
the action of such City Board is thus vitalized,
and becomes the action of the County Super-
intendent and Couuty Board, the latter thus
controiling the whole subject matter. Very
respectfuliy yours, (.

The Broadway ot Everyday Life.
This was the title of an excellent practi-
cal business address given by Joseph Stef-
fens, President of the Board of Trade, in
the Young Men's Christian Association

Hall, last evening, to a good audience of
yvoung men. Several prominent business
men were present. Wm. Ingram, Jr., pre-
sided, and in a few remarks spoke of the
work of the Association, especially in its
opportunities for mental improvement, and
then introduced Mr. Steflens, who said:
“The broadway of evervday life is as varied
in its grades as the face of the earth. It
has surroundings as shallow and as deep
as the waters that encompass the earth.
My object to-night is to point out
some of the solid ground and quick-
sands of this way. Infancy and
childhood are the one short path leading
to the great broad road of active everyday
life. 1t may start in a Garden of Fden or
in a desert of neglect, in crime or sim-
plicity, yet all lead quickly to the great
crowded highway. The little pilerim has
nothing to say as to the road he has to
travel. If the observation ‘train up a
child in the way he should gp’ were to
appear to some parents as did the writing
on the wall to Belshazzar they would
*sober up’ and go hunting for an inter-
preter, whereas many now say, ‘ Well, we
have made it so far, so must our children,
forgetting how they have struzgled through
life. Youth is the widening of childhood’s
path before entering the broad way of life.
It brings personal liability and responsi-
bility which lasts for all time. The first
yielding ground a young man meets is
personal freedom. With it often comes a
kind of fool fever thati very ofien is much
worse than the cholera. Young men seem
prone to absent themselves from home at
leisure hours: often they take counsel of
the inexperienced. They indulge in habits
which they know are wrong, because they
think it manly to do so. Such habits, apart
from their moral aspect, weaken their per-
sonal strength of bedy and mind, and often
sborten life, or make the close of lifea
burden instead of a pleasure. A desire to
shine in fashionable society is another
danger to young men. This breaks more
men than business ventures. The incon-
sistency is in the attempt of the young.
man to enjoy the luxuries of the well-to-do
without traveling the proper road to that
condition. He who gets there by some
‘ other way ' is more or less tempted by de-
sire to be a thief, or, what is more com-
mon, a fool for life, with his nose to the
grindstone. A young man who avoids
these demoralizing effects till he is 27 or 30
vears old is comparatively safe.

** The solid ground is a plain, quiet, tem-
perate life, whose main energies are de-
voted to a useful occupation. Leisure to
be used in proper pbysical care of self
where kind of occupation followed specially
calls for it, regular hours for sleep and
mental self-improvement. Cultivate so-
ciability and afiability. Have a thoughtful
regard for the opinion of others, cultiyate
the society of intellectual and entertaining
ladies, but don’t make your calls too long.
Be economical in habits of life, put your
savings where they will be useful in after
life to secure financial independence. In
public life do your share of the work.
Don’t follow the crowd, but think for your-

self. No department of life demands
more  cousideration than a relig-
ious life. It ecalls for consecra-

tion, devotion, consistency, energy, push
and self-thought. A young man nowadays
does not require much sacrifice to be a good,
consistent religious man. A young man
must think for himself. Extra caution
should be used in dealing with the thoughts
of others unless familiar with them.” Ex-
amples were given from the life of Garfield,
and also of Lincoin. The State University
was spoken of as being built on broad
foundations and open to every man.

In closing his address, of which we have
only been able to give a brief epitome, Mr.
Stetfens strongly urged young men to
* purity of thought, honcsty of purposeand
integrity of character.”
