
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
The State's Cabinet of Minerals.

Hon. L. S. Taylor presented to the Assem-
bly yesterday morning the following me-
morial from the Trustees of the city ofSac-
ramento :

To the Honorable the Ltg'uialurt of tlif State of
Ctdif'iniia and the Committee in rharrje of the bill
concerning Out renwvnl of the Cabinet of Minerals in
UitState Capitol: The Board of Trustees of the
city of Sacramento respectfully represent that
the city owns at the corner of Second and O
streets a splendid structure known as the E. B.
Crocker Artliallery, erected at a cost of about
J200.000. and containing a. collection valued at
M00.800; that said building is absolutely fire-
proof, is constructed in the Dest known style of
masonry, having about the same minimum of
woodwork as is lo be found in the Capitol build-
ing ; that said building is occupied by the Cali-
fornia Museum Association, which exhibits the
said collection of paintings, and is collecting
therein a museum illustrative ofthe natural ie-
sources of the Stute : said building ia guarded
night and day by special watchmen, and it is
deemed bnrglar proof. It was visited during
the year lxjjflby upwards of eight thousand
people, more than half of whom were from
States eiust of the Rocky mountains. The
city of bacrameuto respectfully requests
that the ciibiuet of minerals in the State
Capitol, and which, it is learned,must be re-
moved to t,-iv<; room to the State library, be
placed in the care of the city, to be displayed
in tin-s«id Minding referred to. And the city
will cive tUetr.iarantee, as will also said Cali-
fornia MuM'iim Association, that it shall be
open to the inspection of the public under in-
telligent curaton-liip and careful watch each
day of the year, except public holidays, and
that every proper advertisement nud induce-
ment will be given strangers to view it.

It is respectfully represented that the exhibi-
tion of said cabinet in the capital city willmore
advantage the public than to consolidate the
same with the State's exhibit at Sun Francisco,
thus securing two distinct exhibitions nnd add-
ing an additional attraction forthe thousands of
strangers abo annually visit IbeState'sproperty
at the capital city.

Police Court.
In the Police Court yesterday John

l'"ritsch was tried on a charge of rnalicio. 9
mischief, preferred by A. Waiter, and dis
charged, the trouble seeming to have grown
out ofa misunderstanding as to the owner-
ship and location of a dividing fence
May Ward's case of disturbing the peace of
Anita Para was tried and resulted in the
defendant's acquittal Cora Kirk, ar-
rested for exhibiting, failed to appear, and
her deposit was declared forfeited Matt
McManus and Larry Campion were tried
on a charge of petit larceny, preferred by
A. Brewer. A few days ago two men were
out riding in a boat belonging to Brewer,
when they accidentally capsized the craft,
and were clinging to her when two resi-
dents of Washington put off in a boat and
rescued them. The capsized boat was left
adrift, and in course of time was picked up
by McManus and Campion, who, rinding
that it belonged to Brewer, took itto the
place where he keeps his boats, and then
went to his place of business and suggested
that they be paid salvage. BreWer refused,
holding that the men who had hired the
boat and been capsized in it should pay.
He then directed an employe to go down
and lock the boat up, but McManus and
Campion got to the craft in advance and
took it away, announcing their intention
of keeping it until they were paid. There-
upon Brewer had them arrested for lar-
ceny. After hearing the testimony the
Court took the matter under ad-
visement until this morning Mrs.
Daly was tried on a charge of disturbing
the peace of Sarah Smith, a neighbor, by
throwing missiles at her geese and dog, and
using bad language. She was found guilty
and fined $10, but gave notice of intention
to appeal.

many days with the murder case that other
criminal" matters could not be considered
and jurors and witnesses were being de-
tained here without profit to the public,
the case ot Ah Jim, for burglary, in steal-
ing harness from the premises of Isaac
Hall, of Florin ; and also tbe cases ofSex-
ton, French and Marsh, charged with an
attempt to commit a felony at Folsora, will
be transferred to Department One, and
heard there today probably.

Thk State School Books.—State Super-
intendent of Public- Instruction Hoitt has
called a meetiug of the State Board of
K.iucalion, to be held at his office in the
State Canitol on February Ist at 10 a. m.

This will be the first meeting of the new
Board, and the subject of carrying on the
work of preparing and publishing the State
series of school text-books will be taken
up. The new Superintendent is already at
work vigorously in the line of pushing to

mCCOM this branch of the work ofbis office.

Attempti-h Suicrsx. —About 11 o'clock
>i"ii lay night Mrs. Carrie Huhneman at-
tempted suicide at the Sacramento House,

on Kmnt street, by taking a quantity of
carbolic acid. A physician was summoned,
who succeeded in saving her life. Her face
and neck are quite badly burned, in conse-
quence of some of the acid being spilled
upon them, and her mouth, throat and
stomach must be very sore. Domestic in-
felicity is assigned as the cause ofthe act.

THE WIEZEL-KLEIN CASE.
Ihf Evidence All In—Argument to Com-

mence This Morning.

At !»:30 yesterday morning the argument
as to the admissibility of certain evidence
which the prosecution sought to introduce
was commenced by Mr. Johnson, for the
defense. He spoke at some length in op-
position to the admission of the testimony,
and quoted authorities to sustain his posi-
tion. District Attorney Bruner and Mr-
Jones, for the prosecution, urged that the
evidence was proper, and that they were
entitled to it as bearing upon the question
whether the defendant had been made the
victim of a felonious assault by the man
she subsequently killed. Mr.Jones thought
some of the witnesses for the defense had
been put on to prove that a rape had been
committed upon the defendant.

Mr. Johnson denied that they had put
fitnesses forward toprove that proposition,
and alleged that they had only sought to
prove the condition of the defendant's
mind.

After nearly two hours of argument, the
motion was submitted to the Court, who
decided that the evidence was not admissi-
ble, mainly because of its attacking the
character of the defendant, as relating to
chastity, which the testimony introduced
by the defense did not open the way for.

The jury was then called in, but, as the
only witnesses the prosecution desired to
call were medical experts, and they were
not on hand, a recess was taken until l:uO
p. M.

The Court reassembled at that hour, with
the customary crush of spectators. Dr. G.
B. Clow was sworn, and testilied, in re-
sponse to a hypothetical question, that the
conduct of the defendant might be that of
either a sane or insane person, not being
especially characteristic of either.

Dr. G. L. Simmons, who was the next
witness, had known the defendant from
childhood. He had examined her at the
station-house as to her physical condition,
and had not noticed anything about her to
denote unsoundness ofmind. Neither had
he seen anything in her during her lifetime
to indicate unsoundness of mind.

Mr. Jones put a hypothetical question,
detailing all of the" defendant's actions,
from and including the evening of the al-
leged rape up to the time of her arrest for
the murder of Jacob Klein, and desired the
doctor's opinion, as an expert, as to her
sanity. He replied that he did not think
her actions indicated insanity.

Dr. A. K. Brune was next summoned to
testify as an export, and the hypothetical
quesiion propounded to Dr. Simmons was
presented to him. He thought all of the
defendant's acts were those ofa sane person.

The prosecution having closed, the de-
fense introduced several witnesses to rebut
the testimony taken in rebuttal on the
previous day. Several witnesses testified
that the defendant was in Davisville on the
Bth of last Match, contradicting the testi-
mony ot those for the prcsecation.

D.S.Jackson testified that there was a
roof over the cut-building and hallway at
the Grammar School where the alleged
outrage was committed upon thedefendant,
and that there were no gas lights there. It
was also shown by an almanac which was
introduced that on the night of the assault
there was no moon, the object of the testi-
mony being doubtless to discredit young
Kuchler'a story as to what he saw there
that night.

This completed the evidence in the case,
and it was decided to adjourn until 10 a. m.
to-day, when District Attorney Bruner
will commence the argument. As the
Court has not limited the attorneys as to
the time they may occupy, it is probable
that the case willnot get to the jury until
late to-morrow.

A PRESENTATION.
Ex-I-ieutonant-Governor Dageett Hon-

ored by Ills Friends.

Last evening ez-Lieutenant-Governor
Daggett was surprised at his rooms in the
Capital Hotel by a number of the hold-
over Senators. After a few moments of
pleasant conversation Senator Chandler, of
Sutter, said he had been designated by his
brother Senators to perform a verypleasant
duty. They had been presided over in the
Senate chamber by ex-Lieuten:int-<iovernor
Daggett, who by his fairness, impartiality
and constant desire to do entire justice by
all, on every and all occasions, had won
their respect, esteem and highest re-
gard. As the time had now come
when the official ties that had so
long bound them together were
severed, when they should meet no more in
an official capacity, when they must be
separated by many miles, and their social
intercourse be interrupted, so far as some
were concerned forever, the Senators de
sired to present the ex-I.ieutenant-Goy-
ernor with a slight token of their regard, a
remembrance of the many anxious days
tljpy had spent in the halls of legislation,
battling against slickens, lighting for irri-
gation, wrestling with the apportionment
bills, making United States Senatore, and
stubbornly ngh.ing politic*! questions.
While many of those days are historical
for the legislation accomplished, others are
remembered for the pleasurable reunions
and fraternal grejtings that ever character-
ized the intercourse between them. The
speaker then presented Mr. Daggett with a
mammoth diamond scarf pin, handsomely
s.'t in a broad gold bind.

Mr. Daggett made no exenses : he^did not
say that he was taken by surprise ; that he
was not prepared to respond, or anything
of that kind, but responded with much
feeling, and, as he wanned to the occasion,
he became eloquent. It was the happiest
moment of his life. He said so, and every
one who listened to his speech realized that
fact. He was inspired, he was eloquent,
and as he reviewed the past and expressed
hopes for the future, he used language so
full of feeling, so honest, sincere, so re-
plete with the finer leelings of sentiment-
ality, that no one could for a moment
believe they came from a politician,
and particularly so when thai politician
was a Democrat. He paid a high
compliment to Senator Chandler, who
had served with him seven sessions of the
Legislature, and although opposed in poli-
tic they ever agreed on all issues where
the rights of the people were at stake. In
his opinion Senator Chandler was a good,
BOUSd, honest legislator, the oniy fault he
had to find with him was that he was a
Republican.

After several short speeches by different
Senators, the party were invited to partake
of sparkling champagne, and as they
puffed away :it thi-ir fragrant havnnas there
was a feast of reason aiid a How of soul.

New Metropolitan Theather.

The Abbott Grand Opera Company pre-
sented the comic opera "The Mikado" last
night to a full house and a delighted audi-
ence. It has never been given so well here
Carleton's company costumed it magnifi-
cently, but it did not sing it nearly 80 well
as the Abbott troupe. The work was thor-
oughly well d'.ne last evening, anil
with a finish that is possible only
to an accomplished troupe. Ot
course it was a descent; of course
Km ma Abbott demonstrated only her
versatility by the descent, her comedy
capacity and "the fact that she has dramatic
cjuulitifs of a superior order. But when
she sang with exquisite grace, " He Loves
KutThee.'and'The Last Kose ofSummer,"
in the midst of the piece, and the latter
with a depth of feeling amounting to the
passionate, bushing the house in each case
to breathless silence, broken at the last by
bursts of applause such as only enthused
audiences indulge in, the return to the gal-
loping and thin music ofthe "Mikado" was
almost offensive. Such violent contrast* are
more than harsh. The piece introduced
several **people" not in " 11 Trovatore" —liertini, a charming actress and pleasing I
contralto; Elvise Mortimer, a mezzo so-
prano of good support; Delano, a strong
supporting baritone, and Walter Allen, who
is a capital low comedian ofYare good part?,
and won the warmest favor of the audi-
ence. The tir?t judgment of the chorus
must he amended ; given an opportunity it
proves itself to be very much better. ai:d
the twenty voices to be equal to thsd<-
mands made upon them, doing their work
smoothly and with spirit. Tomasi, the
musical director, has a limited but qui:e
well balanced and very willing band of in-
strumentalists under him, and as a result
the orchestration is effective and sympa-
thetic with the spirit of the director, whose
capacity and good judgment are patent.
From beginning to end last night every
leading member of the opera was encoreil,
ami some of them over and over again
to the verge of trespass upon good nature.
The verdict ofla<t evening, as on the first,
was that Miss Abbott has achieved a brill-
iant success, that she is a vocalist who is
a mi-tress in her art, a soprano of dramatic
ability, and that her voice is pure in qual-
ity, true in tone, ofgreat tlexibility, adapted
to emotional expression, handled with con-
summate skill, and in the tenderer passages
especially, is ot rarest delicacy and sweet-
ness.

In "Faust" to-night she will be heard
for the last time and to the best advantage.
The opera, rich with lyric endowment, will
not afford her so great opportunity for
dramatic effect a* the others of her reper-
tory, but it demands a high grade of
singing, is measured by a superior standard
throughout, and is cast in the finest n:o!d
of the imagination, thus permitting n >
laxity on the part of the singers, and de-
manding spirituality in its interpretation
on the part of the soprano especially. This
afternoon at 2 o'clock will be sung the
sparkling opera, "Carnival of Venice,"
which is announced a« having everywhere
been received with marked favor, and to be
altogether a very charming musical enter-
tainment. Dnring the opera Miss Abbott
will interpolate the famous lullaby from
"Krminie."

Paradise in Butte County.

Eds. Recobd-Usion : In a former letter I
spoke of the adaptability of the soil and
climate of this section to the cultivation of
fruits. Fruits grown here are remarkably
healthy, and hitherto have been free from
insect pests known to other portions of the
State. It is only of late that the people
here have begun to plant more fruit trees
than sufficient for family use, but now
there appears to be an opening fora sub-
stantial and profitable business in fruit.

Below the Paradise plateau, and inter-
vening between it and the lower foothills,
are several ridges alternating with as many
canyons, portions of which, when brought
under cultivation, are admirably adapted
to vineyards. Much of the land on the
ridges is covered with a dense growth of
shrub oak and other brush, from the size of
a mere sprout to that of two inches in
diameter. This land is of a deep soil,
comparatively free from rock, and may be
had almost for the settling upon it. Taken
with the Paradise country, it is well situ-
ated to form an irrigating district.

To the west, and contiguous to Paradise,
is the great canyon of 15utte creek, which
stream rises high up in the Sierras, and,
flowing southwesterly, makes its exit into
the Sacramento valley at the Uancho Es-
qtian, now owned by Senator Stanford.
From its exit, to many miles up into the
hills, its banks, or rather slopes, are dotted
here and there with the abodes of men,
surrounded wilh small orchards and vine-
yards, many of which were built and im-
proved while their owners were engasred in
mining in the stream or on its banks. As
the claims were worked, the savings were
used to build up a home and surround it
with comforts, so that when the mine was
exhausted, the little farm became a source
of profit surlicient to insure a living, and
the miner changed his occupation to that
of farming, fruit and stock raising.

About opposite Paradise, but much lower
in altitude, on the west slope of Butte
creek, is the home of John Nichol. one of
the pioneers of Uutte county. There is
nothing peculiar about the localit)', aside
from the improvement made ufion it,
which makes it ditler materially from
thousands of acres on either slope of the
stream. His house has all the appoint-
ments of a comfortable and refined home,
embowered under lofty tig trfts and climb-
ing vines, so that lie literally sits under liis
own vine and rig tree. When you enter
his gate you leave behind you the country
in all its native roughness, just as you may
see it in any of the canyons thut are so
numerous along the Sierrps in Butte
county, and enter a tropical pi r tdise.

lie has fruits from the grape to the
orange. Among his orange trees there is
one thirty years old, of megnifieent propor-
tions ana loaded with delicious fruit.
Flowers ami fruits are everywhere met
wilh in delightful profusion within his
inclosures. Now, what has been done may
be done again. Thousands of acres on
eiiher slope 'of Butte creek are susceptible
of similar cultivation. Here may be culti-
vated in great perfection the olive, the
orange, the tig and the grape. Knowledge,
taste and energy combined, with a little
capital, will transform such a country from
an ordinary wild to one of tropical luxu-
riance.
