Anothi-r Demented Creature Attempts to
Kill a Man.

Sa:j Francisco, January 27th.—Argu-
tueuts are piling up in favor of the pro-
posed as-ylum, or prison, fur demented
murderers. There came near being an-
other tuurder in this city this afternoon
by a crauk. About 1 o'clock, while (jeo.

V. Stein, a shoemaker, was eating his
lunch in the " Lllue Anchor " saluon ami
roatauraut on Washington stree.;, near his
shop, a man entered and shot at him from
behind. 'J.he ballet entered the small of
the back, inllicting a dangerous and
posbibly fatal wound. Police officers Hall
and Pomeroy were attracted by the shot
and arrested the man who did the shoot-
ing. He is a man of middle age and suid
his name was Peter Sohn. He is from
Tracy, tiau Jowjuin county, and has been
stopping at the ;l!lue Anchor" for two
weeks. He is thought to he demented.
As far as can be learned there was no pro-
vocation for the shooting. It is not known
that he ever saw Sit-in befoiv. He says
that there is a conspiracy to kill him, and
that Scein is one of the conspirators. Stein
had just entered the place lor his noonday
meal. Sohn said nothing to any one when
he entered the place and lired. Stein
lives in West Berkeley. He was taken to
the Receiving Hospital for treatment.

—A roar-
end collision occurred at G o'clock this
morning near Las Vegas, on the Atchison,
Topeka and Santa Fe Railroad. The east-
bound Kansas City express ran into an un-
protected freight train. Murphy, the en-
gineer, is seriously and perhaps fatally
hurt. The passengers were considerably
shaken up, but sustained no injuries. The
accident was caused by trainmen of the
freight failing to protect the rear end by a
flag while standing on the main track on
the passenger train's time.

Tucson, January 27.h.—It is reported that
ten square miles ofchoice land on the west
side ofthe Baboquironi Mountains, in Pima
county, has been staked oil for the Papago
Indians, upon which no white man willbe
permitted to trespass.

Suicide or Murder.
ISknson, January 27th. —Either a suicide

or foul murdei was committed yesterday
one mile from Tombstone. Hank Schu-
macy's lifeless body was found badly cut
at the slaughter-house ofA. liauer. Angele
Delavasa, a Mexican, has been taken in
charge as beinc the murderer. The evi-
dence produced elicits the facts that a
bloody handkerchief, hat and knife were
found on the Mexican, and the foot-tracks
made at the scene are said to be his. Scbu-
tnacy had been on a spree. His former
conduct was cood. He was a butcher in
the employ of a wholesale meat company.
The investigation continues, and to many
the affair is a mystery.

NEVADA.

January 27th.—A lire at Sutro
last evening destroyed six frame buildings.
Itorigiuated through buruiug cinders frum
a chimney falling on the roof of the fire-
engine house near the tunnel. All but two
of the structures belonged to the Sutro
Tunnel Company. The hose belonging to
the local lire engine was rendered unfit for
seivice through being burned. The loss is
about $5,000, and no insurance.

yesterday morning, receiving injuries
which caused his death this morning.

—Sheritfjordan
received a telegram to-day from The Dalles
stating that Charles K. Koss, who escaped
from jail hire on the 19th instant, was cap-
tured near that city. He had walked from
here to The Dalles, most of the time in a
drenching rain, and was utterly worn out.
Before coming to Portland ltoss committed
several burglaries in Wasco count}', and
the authorities will hold him and send
jjimto the State Prison from that county.

Italian Superstitions.

From some persons you may hear that, if
anyone takes the eggs, out of a raven's
nest, boils them so as to render them in-
capable of incubation, and replaces them,
the parent birds fciil fly to a brook and
fetch thence a white stone ot the size and
shape of the eggs. This stone, they say, it
places carefully among the eggs, and then
sits on eggs and stone together. The stone
restores vitality to the eggs, anil, after the
brood is fledged and has flown, it is left be-
hind in the nest. It has, however, suffered'
a great change. It is now semi-transDar-
ent, and in every respect except its weight
and hardness, is exactly like an egg. Ifit be
placed near any poisoned food the yolk
begins to move violently, and thus
warns the fortunate possessor of his dan-
ger. The lapwing is even more given to
sorcery.

What use it is to
the bird or its family no one seems to
kffow, lut if nnyone finds it and places it
under the pillow of a sleeping person he
will answer every question that doos not
exceed the limits of human knowledge
withperfect truth in the language in which
it is asked.

Sick Bsxzms. —Judge Maguire has ren-
dered a judgement for the plaintiff for
$840, Interest and costs, in the case of
Frederick Weise vs. the San Francisco >Musical Association. Weise, who is a
musician, and a member in good standing
of the Association, is 70 years old, and is 'physical); usable to practice his profes-
sion. He sued to recover sick benefits
amounting to 1840, at the rate of $10 a
w.iek, from May, 1884, to December, 1883.
The defense to tne claim was that in April,
1883, the society bad amended its by-laws
so as to allow no member sick benefits for
more than six consecutive months, or more
than $200 in twelve months. A similar
case between the same parties waa trie<i
before Judge Sullivan some time as:o, and
be decided that the fact that the laws of
the society bad been changed diiKpot affect
Weise'l uiaim, because he was H inemher
in good standing and had a claim before
the change. Judge Maguire took the same
view of the matter, and therefore awarded
judgment to Weisc.—S.. F. Chronicle.
