County Board of Education.

A regular meeting of the County Board
of Education was held Saturday moerning,
at the office of Superintendent Howard, all
the members present. The following busi-
ness was transacted :

Miss Ella McCleery was granted a High
School certificate on her educational di-
ploma.

Mrs. Annie E. Sheets was granted a
recommendation for an educational di-
ploma.

E. B. Anderson was granted a first grade
certificate on his educational diploma.

Mrs. C. W. Poole was granted a renewal
of her second grade certificate.

Superintendent Howard offered the fol-
lowing resolution, which was unanimously
adopted :

Resolved, That it is the sense of this Board
that there is no warrant in law for the issuing
of High School certificates on life or educational
diplomas, and that on and after March 5, 1887,
such certificates shall not be further granted.

The following resolution introduced by
Mr. Johnson was adopted :

WHEREAS, By the efforts of unserupulous
agents the school library fund is being con-
stantly depleted by the introduction of unprofit-
sle books and school apparatus, oftentimes to
e detriment of school districts; therefore :
solved, That the Superintendent be re-
guested to draw no warrant on the library
fund in favor of any agent on the payment of
hooks or school apparatus not authorized by this
Board.

Sergeant Barwick’s Report.

The Signal Service reports show the total
rainfall for this storm te have been, at Fort
Bidwell, 1 inch; Red Bluff,:
Sacramento, 3.46 ; San Francisco, 4.14 ; Los
Angeles, .51, and San Diege, .03. Snow has
fallen in California as far south as Newhall,
Los Angeles county. No snow has been
seen falling in Sacramento since January
2, 1883, when 4 inches was measured. The
total rainfall for Sacramento for this season
to date is 7.68 inches, as against 24.07 inches
to an equal date last year. There wasa
heavy frost and thin ice yesterday morn-
ing. The highest and lowest temperature
Saturday and yesterday was 47°and 32°,
and 50° and 35°, respectively, with light
rain on Saturday, and clear to fair and
cloudy weather yesterday. The barometer
last night was rising. The wind at 7 o'clock
last night changed to the northwest—that
is, the wind was blowing from the north-
west, while the cumulo stratus clouds were
moving from the south.

ExreriMENT WortH Tryinec.—There are
several methods, by the use of which fresh
fruit can be preserved for along time in
good condition, and the Woodland Demo-
crat of Saturday reports a successful experi-
megt in that line: * Friday afternoon,
Twﬂgn Marshal Hoyt brought to this office
several clusters of Museatel grapes that he
had preserved in a novel manner. Beyond
a slight shrinkage, no difference was ob-
servable in their form, and their taste was
unimpaired. His mode of preserving the
fruit is very simple. He took each cluster
of grapes and cut all the bruised and rotten
ones off with a pair of scissors. The end
of the cluster was then hermetically sealed
by immersing it in hot fruit wax. The
vitality of the fruit is thus retained, and if
placed in a cool place will keep for months.

T. G. Robinson's Character—More Re-
buttal Testimony.

In the case of the People against Mc-
Whorter, on Saturday, in the Superior Court,
the prosecution, proceeding with its re-
buttal testimony, called L. S. Taylor, who
testified to having known T. G. Robinson
intimately. His reputation was good, but
never heard it discussed or questioned.

A. S. McPhetrish testified that he was
employed as an agent of the Anti-Debris

Association, and that his duties were con-
fined to operations along the Yuba river.
Witness' immediate superior was T. G.
Robinson for a month or so. He was in-
structed to catch the North Bloomfield
mine running, if he could, and to report.
Sexey instructed witness to watch Robin-
son; this was prior to the publication of
charges against Robinson. Witness ob-
served the course of Robinson closely, and
could not but see that he was doing his
duty. He never indicated to witness that
the latter was to allow any mine to run.
Witness watched the North Bloomfield
mine closely, and while he was there the
mine was not worked. Never knew of
any agent allowing the mine to run.
When the mines were reported they were
proceeded against. Could not remember
having stated to defendant that Robinson
was doing his duty, and do not know that
defendant was aware of witness being an
anti-hydraulic agent.

John A. Lafferty testified that T. G.
Robinson's reputation for honesty and in-
tegrity whs good, but never heard it dis-
cussed. § :

S. Spencer testified that Robinson’s rep-
utation in this community was good. Wit-
ness was for about six months (1885-6) an
agent of the Anti-Debris Association ; was
employed along the Yuba, and was in-
structed to report any mines he saw run-
ning ; was under the supervision of T. G.
Robinson, who told witness and Benson
where to go and what mines to watch;
he never indicated to witness a wish to
have any mines allowed to run ; have heard
a monitor running at night in the North
Bloomfield mine; heard it on two occa-
sions. »
Cross-examined—Reside in this
719 L street; could not say whom
heard discuss the character of T. G. Robin-
son: witness and his companion had no
particular district assigned them ; may have
told Judge Counts that he had; have seen
several mines in operation ; saw the Eureka
Lake mine in operation ; Benson reported
it to Sexey; don’'t think I rcporte(‘ it to
Robinson ; saw a mine in operation near
Blue Tent ; did not report it; do not re-
member having told Judge Counts that I
did see a mine working outside my own
district and reported it to Robinson, and
that he told me to mind my own business;
will not deny that I had a conversation
with Judge Counts; had a conversation
with defendant McWhorter and L. Atkin-
son this morning at the State House Ho-
tel; have seen Chinamen cleaning bed-
rock at Moore's Flat; have not seen the
American mine operating at San Juan;
told Atkinson this morning that we saw
what we believed to be the Quaker Hill
mine running; told him we went to Ne-
vada City and met Robinson ; he asked us
where we were going, and we said we had
orders from Sexey to go down ; he seemed
to be offended; he went away and saw
Benson ; said if I went down I might stay
down. Witness did not exactly say to Mc-
Whorter and Atkinson that he was dis-
charged by Robinson because he reported
the Quaker mine; may have said he
thought that was the reason of his dis-
charge.

E. B. McPhetridge testified that he knew
deceased for about six months; was em-
ployed in December, 1885, as an agent of
the Anti-Debris Association to watch hy-
draulic mines; was not under Robinson's
control ; had never received instructions
from him; commenced watching the
North Bloomfield mine in January, 1886 ;
never found it running.

George W. Benson being called, testified
that he resided at Yuba City; have been
nearly two years in the employ of the Anti-
Debris Association; Robinson was thus
employed about two years before witness;
remember a fire having occurred in Nevada
City, in June, 1886; when that fire occurred
witness presumed Robinson was in San
Francisco, as he on that night received a
letter from him ; witness was the first per-
son to reach the fire; Mr. Robinscn was
not there ; the Nevada Transcript published
an account of the incident.

Witness was asked as to the contents of
the article, to which the defense objected,
and the objection was sustained, on the
ground that the article itself would be the
best testimony.

General Hart then asked for a subpena
for the publisher of the Nevada Transcript
to produce the paper in question, which
was issued.

Witness, resuming, said the Anti-Debris
Association does not operate along the
American river. He named tiree minesin
which L. L. Robinson is interested ; told T.
G. Robmsop he had seen the Sailor Flat
mine at work, and the latter said nothing
could be done just then with it, but to
watch the DBloomfield mine. [Witness
then explained the nature of his duties in
watching and visiting the mines.] In gen-
eral terms, T. G. Robinson’s instructions to
witness were to use due diligence in watch-
ing the mines; saw very little of deceased,
and did not know of his neglecting his
duty at any time.

Cre amined —May have been in Ne-
vada City when an alarm of fire occurred
in a lodging-house adjoining a house of ill-
fame; saw the Sailor Flat mine running
seven or eight times; witness always re-
ceived his salary from Mr. Sexey, who put
in the bills to Sutter and Yuba counties.

E. B. McPhetridge wasrecalled. He was
at the fire in Nevada City, and did not see
T. G. Robinson there. Heard that the
“ Brown House” was burned mocre than
once.

The regular panel of jurors in Depart-
ment Two of the Superior Court have been
ordered to report this morning at 10 o'clock.

The annual banquet of the Exempt Fire-
men's Association will be held at Peter-
son's Restaurant this evening, commencing
at 9:15.

Major Hendershott, ** The Drummer Boy
of the Rappabannock,” will be present at
the meeting of the Fair Oaks Relief Corps
at Y. M. 1. Hall this afternoon.

Rev. Lucius Foote (father of General L.
H. Foote), a native of Massachusetts, aged
88 years and six months, died in this city
yesterday, after a lengthy illness.

At the session of the City Trustees this
morning it is expected that the tax for 1887
will be levied after a careful consideration
of the necessities of the different funds.

Only five marriage licenses were issued
by the Clerk of Yolo county last month—a
bad beginning for the year, and in such a
prosperous county, too, where there are so
many handsome young ladies.

Justice Davis on Saturday set the case of
T. McConnell, of Elk Grove, a young man
accused of malicious mischief by T. W.
Johnston, whose grayhounds he is said to
have killed, for hearing next Wednesday.

The Sacramento river rose to the 14-foot
mark and a little over Saturday night, but
yesterday morning was receding quite
rapidly. The highest figure the Sacramento
had vreviously attained this season indi-
cated 13 feet 2 inches.

George D. Fiske, Jr., of Woodland, who
shot a man named Jarrett at Fresno, a few
days ago, has been examined and admitted
to bail. Jarrett, who was not as badly hurt
as was at first supposed, is improving in
condition and has been arrested.

The steamer San Joaquin No. 3 left for
the upper Sacramento on her regular
weekly trip yesterday, without taking a
barge, being the first time such a thing has
been done in a year or more. There is
very little grain to bring down, and wood
has been brought down faster than it could
be unloaded.

A party of Eastern excursionists, who
came to the city Friday evening from Los
Angeles, were in a practical manner inquir-
ing into the capabilities and resources of
this section of the State on Saturday, and
seemed surprised that so little was known
of it in the East as compared with Los An-
geles and vicinity, which did not seem a
whit more attractive, or to offer as many
advantages.

A fruit car loaded with oranges, en route
from Los Angeles to the East, was found
on its arrival here Saturday morning, to
have been broken into, and the boxes of
oranges had been roughly used. Entrance
to it had been gained by tramps through
the ventilator in its roof, and they not
only ate all the oranges they desired, but
destroyed as many as they could without
doing too much work.

An office of Placer county came down
Saturday and took back to Auburn Wm.
Harrison, an escape from the jail at that
place who was arrested here by officer Me-
Cormack last Friday. He was serving a
term for vagrancy, but was given the priv-
ileges of a trusty, and took advantage of an
op})orumity to escape. Placer would prob-
ably have been better off financially if he
had not been recaptured.

J. 8. Wilkins—" Long John "—the col-
ored man who had a disagreement with
John W. Wilcox, Sergeant-at-Arms of the
Senate, and T. B. Mortee, Clerk to the Ser-
geant-at- Arms, last Friday evening, in the
lobby of the Senate-chamber, swore to
warrants on Saturday upon which ofticers
Agner and Rider arrested those gentlemen
for battery. Mr. Wilcox thereupon had
Wilkins arrested for threats against life.

About 2:30 yesterday morning people re-
siding on Ninth street, between N and M,
heard & man crying for help, and after the
lapse of a short time his outery changed
into yells of distress. It was a cold night,
and those who heard him concluded it was
a case of robbery, and that before they
could get up and dress and run out the vic-
tim would have been thoroughly robbed or
murdered, and therefore it was not worth
while to get out of bed. As there were no
gory remains found in the morning by the
Gorouner, it is safe to assume that the utterer
of the yelis was only robbed, or gently
kicked for not having something to be
robbed of.

I wish to take issue with you about
bringing irrigating ditches in our midst, as
I think Professor Hilgard's statement quite
sufficient evidence that we do not want
them. In my judgment, wells will supply
all the water needed for irrigation. As evi-
dence of this I refer you to Reed & Van Geld-
er’s well, and the many other large cnes in
this county. The water is more evenly dis-
tributed by them and none goes to waste,
and it can be used whea needed. If tiling
is used for sub-irrigation the well is better
still, as by sub-irrigation the roots go down
instead of coming to the surface, as they do
where surface irrigation is used. When
ditches are used yougground is constantly
filled, consequently is colder, and all roots
grow to the surface haviog in very few ir-
stances any tap root, the trees are not:s
healthy, and are easier kille An irriga-
ting ditch is a malaria breeder. Take
Fresno as a sample. Ten years ago water
could only be reached thereat a depth of
sixty feet. Now their county is afloat. In
Fresno City they are compelled to fill up
their cellars,and [ undestand their colonies
will become worthless if some speedy rem-
edy is not found to conduct the water away
by drainage. The southern country will
be in the same boat. Tke time is not far
distant, also, when the irrigated fruit will
not find a market east of the Rocky Moun-
tains, and wine manufactured from unir-
rigated grapes will sell for double the price
of that made from irrigated ones. When
that time comes it will be found that the
land in Northern California will be the
only Jand that will produace frait without
irrigation. Epwix K. Aisir.
