Henry of Butte, the anthor of the bill, who
desires to have the school lecated at Chico,
fought the amendment, because Chico, being
sou'h of the preseribed line. would be pro-
seribed. He beeame very much excited in the
debate, aod almost personal in his remarke to-
wards Mr. Shanahan, the Assemblyman from
Shasta. He said the population of Shasta, ac-
cording to tho last census reports, was about
8,000, 1,100 of whom were Indians and half-
breeds. Speaking of the white population, he
said 2,000 of themn were old bachelors, one-half
of whom were married to Indians,

Shanahan, in reply, stated that the member
from Butte was reading from the eensus of 1880,
Juring the past seven years the rounty had
prospered, its white population was to-day over
17,000, and she i8 receiving an immigrati-n
larger than all the count:es of the northern por-
tion of the State commbined. Thep were honest,
intelligent and industrious, and ere many years
Shasta would be to the northern seetion what
Los Angeles is to the southern. The geutieman
from Butte, he said, evidently was a little mixed
when he said 1,000 * bachelors were married to
Indians."

Henry of Butte arose and retorted :  ““ IT the
gentleman from Shasta wishes me to be plaio, I
will say that the large number of men I 1efer to
live with squaws.”

Mr Shanahan retorted : *““Again is the gentle-
man from Butte in error ; the only * rancherie’
of that character of any considerable size is that
at Chico, in Butte county. They are his con-
stitvents, not m'ne."”

The emendmeit was adopted bya vote of 47
ayes to 26 noes, aud the bill was ordered
printed with the amendment and to a third
reading.

Fenry chanp his vrte from nn to aye on the
adoption of the amendment, aud gave notice
that on to-morrow he would move a reconsider-
ation of the vote.

LEGISLATIVE NOTES.

The Assembly Committee on Public Morals
has reported favorably upon the bill to permit
cities and towns to license gambling, How any
Committee on Morals could possibly justify such
action, passes ordinary eomprehension. Here
is a committee that is presumed to be
chosen to aid legislation to encourage
morality, yet confesses that it is the
right thing to do to permit city govern-
ments to draw revenue from the gaming ta-
ble. The people of citics, the committee for-
gets, are not alone concerned, but those of rural
parts also. All the people have an interest in
the moral conduct of any community in the State
and have a right to be protected from the
demoralizing and debasing influence of gam-
bling hells. if the recommendation of the com-
mittee should be translated into law, this Legis-
lature will go down in history, not only as the
Legislature of a thousand attaches, but as the
“gamblers’ own.” ‘That the names of the dis-
tinguished gentlemen who have added fame to
well-spent lives by this brilliant achievement
may be handed down to admiring posterity, we
subjoin the roster of the Assembly: Committee
on Public Morals(?)—Hon. R J. Curry, Hon. L.
S Taylor, Hon. M. D. Hyde, Hon. J. M. Brooks,
acd Hon. Samuel Rucker.

This same committee, by the way, has the
virtue of consistency, for, while it reported
fuvorably to gambling, it at the same time re-
ported against the bill to prevent telephone and
messenger-service corporations and employers
sending lads to houses of prostitution and other
sinks of iniquity, and to prohibit such compa-
nies from hiring their messenger boys outto
serve the people of the slums, and do messenger
duty in quarters where no father or mother, re-
specting their parenthood and loving their
progeny, would ever consent to have them sent.

Assemblyman Seymour Carr, of Sacramento,
deserves the thanks of the people for having
introduced the necessary bill to more clearly
define lottery advertising, and to provide for
the enforcement of the Constitution and the
laws regarding sale of lo'tery tickets by means
of advertising. The law has been andis being
shamefully disregarded by leading journals of
the State, and as a resu't the open sale ot lottery
tickets is carried on upon the streets. The bill
of Mr. Carr defines lottery adveriising
to be any kind of publishing of the schemes
of lotteries in advance, or any publication
of accounts of drawings of lotteries, whether in
advertising columns or as reading matter, in
any paper, book or pamphlet. The bill ought to
pass, and how it can be objected to in the face
of the direction of the Constitution to the Legis-
lature, it is difficult to understand. The author
of this just and needed bill should be solicitons
to see that the Assembly Committee on Public
Morals does not get in its work on his admirable
measure—should it do so, sudden death wou'd
be the unavoidable verdict.

There is talk that an extra session of the
Legislature is to be called immediately afterthe
close of the present session. Those who are
speculating in this directioun could not have
read the Governor's inaugural message, in
which he distinetly expresses his intentions
against reg the people with these expens-
ive luxuries, o they think his experience with
the present legislative gathering has led him to
charge his mind and to desire to make the law-
making body a continuing blessing.

Vroomau's bill, introduced in the Senate yes?
tercay, to retain experienced teachers in the
service of the State, provides that wheneverany
teacher shall have taught faithfully and sue-
cessfully in the public schools for thirty years,
he (or shep shall be entitled thereafter, during
life, to an annuity of $300. A teacher shall be
adjudged to have taught a calendar year when
he shall have taught during all the months (not
less than six months) during which schoel shall
have been maintained in the district or eity
where he was employed ; provided, that where
any teacher has taught a number of months less
than six, in & calendar year, two ormore of such
calendar vears may be added together to make
a number of months not less than six.

The Senate Judiciary Committee last evening
discussed S. B. 9, amending Section 411 of the
Code of Civil Procedure, relating to the manner
of commencing civil actions and the service of
summons therein. The bill was introduced by
Senator Chandier, and is understood as having
been intended to prevent the agents of corpora-
tions from escaping service of summons by
eluding persons directed to serve processes of
Courts. It provides for making service by leav-
ing papers at the office of a company or by post-
ing on the defendant’s premises where its busi-
ness is carried on.  The committee decided to
report the bill to the Senate without recom-
meandation,

S. B. 268, providing for an appropriation to pay
the elaim of the Marin County Water Works for
water supplied to the State Prison at San Quen-
tin from November, 1877, nntil December, 1881,
was considered by the Serate Judiciary Com-
mittee last evening. The demand amounts to
$.0,971. Judge Sears, of Marin county, made an
argument in behalf of the water company. It
appears that in 1872 a contract was made be-
tween the Prison Dbirectors and the water com-
pany for 60,000 gallons of water daily, and from
1877 to 1881 extra water was used by the prison
for brick-making The committee took the
ground that the State’s liabi , if any, acerued
outside the contract, and agreed to report the
bill back with the recommendation that it be
re‘erred to the Committee on Claims.

There were two lively topies of debate in the
Senate yesterday—the bill for the support of the
State Mining Bureau and that authorizing per-
sons having claims against the State to sue for
the same in Court. Both were passed to en-
grossment. The appropriation for the Mining
Bureau was reduced from £100,000 to $:30,000,
and in the case of the other biil it was so
amended as to permit suits to be brought on
claims of not more than ten years' standing.
This, it is understood, will cover some of the
unpaid claims accruing under the Drainage
Act.

8. B. 185, making municipal corporations
liable for damages resulting from mob ¥iolence
or riots, was before the Senate Judiciary Com-
mittee last evening. No definite action was
reached.

The Weather.

Saxta ANA, February 9th.—The storm
still continues.

Large Land Purchase by the Southern
Pactific.

SaxTA ANA, February 9th.—Reliable in-
formation reaches here that the famous San
Joaquin raucho, chief part of the great
estates in Los Angeles county left by the
late James Irvine, of San Francisco, has
been sold to the Southern Pacific Railroad
Company for $1,400,000. Wm. H. Mills,
Land Agent of the Southern Pacific, is said
to have concluded the purchase for the
company while at Santa Ana a few days
ago, making the final arrangements by tel-
graph. This rancho is one of the largest
in the county, and consists of 108,000 acres.
It lies next south of the Santiago de Santa
Ana, and Tustin City laps over the edge of
it. Itissupposed that the purchase has
something to do with the railroad taneles
at Santa Ana between the Southern Pacific
and the Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe

Railroad. It bhas been rumored several
times that the Southern Pacific Railroad
had bought the rancho and would thus pre-
vent its great competitor from crossing the
rancho south of Santa Ana. First Vice-Presi-
dent C. W. Smith, of the Atchison, Topeka
and Santa Fe, when here a few weeks ago,
said that the purchase of this rancho counld
not in any way interfere with the progress
of his road, but any one familiar with the
country south of Santa Ana knows that at
pl¥ces it is feasible to build only one road.

Looking for a Feasible Route.

Santa Ana, February 9th.—Chief En-
gineer Wm. Hood, of the Southern Pacific
Railroad Company, left here yesterday
morning for San fJuan Capistrano. The
trip is made on account of the recent sur-
veys made by his company, and to decide
the most feasible route to run the road
from San Juan Capistrano south through
to San Diego. J. H. Strowbridge, Super-
intendent of Construction of the Southern
Pacitic Railroad, arrived her yesterday, and
is looking over the ground preparatory to
the construction of the work on the exten-
sion to San Diego.

Oregon Legislature—Bill Vetoed,

SavreM. February 9th.—The bill authoriz-
ing the lease of the O. R.and N. R. R. to
the Union Pacific passed the lower house
of the Legislature this afternoon—350 to 4,
It passed the Senate by a large majority,
and will no doubt become a law.

To-day Governor Pennoyer returned two
bills without his approval, namely, the
bill aathorizing the O. R. and N. Co. to
bridge the Willamette at Portland, and the
hll authorizing the Water Commission of
Portland to issue 3500,000 or more of 5 per
cent. bonds. Both come up for special
order to-morrow, and it is believed both
will be passed over the Sovernor's head.
