LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.

Board of Supervisors.

The Board met yesterday, all the mem-
bers present. Minutes of February Sth
read and approved.

On motion of Mr, McMullen, F. A.Shep-
herd was instructed to prepare two school
maps and one road map for the Board, at a
cost not to exceed $150 for the two school
maps and $20 for the other.

The following resolution, introduced by
Mr. McMullen, was unanimously adopted :

J. H. McKune appeared before the Board
and presented a petition on behalf of John
Shannon, asking to be appointed as a Jus-
tice of the Peace for Granite township,
and presented a petition recommending
him. A. M. Johnson appeared on behalt
of J. H. Sturges, who presented a petition
that he be elected to fill the same position.
The matter was argued by the attorneys,
more especiaily as to whether there was a
vacancy, and it was finally referred to the
District Attorney for his opinion on the
point.

A petition of 8. B. Moore and others for
the opening of a road from the old Grant
line to the Wilson Schoolhouse was read,
and, on motion of Mr. McMullen, granted.

The Overseer of Road District No. 8 was
directed to open the road as prayed for in
the petition.

Prisoners En Route,

It will be recollected by many readers of
the Recorp-Unrox that last summer an old
couple named Clevinger, who, accompanied
by their adopted daughter, Jessie, a girl of

.16 years, were en route for Washington

Territory with a band of cattle and their
household goods, intending to make {heir
home there, were murdered near Fort
Thomas, Arizona, by John Johnson (col-
ored) and Frank Wilson, two men who
had been hired to assist them on the jour-
ney. It was generally supposed that the
old ccuple had with them nearly $10,000,
and the rascals killed them in the hope of
obtaining the money. The crime was not
discovered for a while, but eventually
leaked out, and Sheriff William J. Mul-
venon, of Yavapai county, Arizona, left
Prescott with one of his deputies in pursuit
of the murderers. The officers succeeded
in finding Wilson and the girl, who was
living with him, at Goose creek, Idaho, and
Johnson was arrested at Dukewater, Ne-
vada. The girl has informed the officers
of all the circumstances connected with
the murder, and the prisoners, who were
brought to Sacramento yesterday by Sher-
iff Mulvenon, en route to Prescott, feel that
they are in great danger of being the prin-
cipal performers at a necktie party to be
given in the near future. It does not ap-
pear that they were rewarded for the mur-
der by getting much money, as, though
they sold all of tbe cattle and other prop-
ertv ot their victims, they were nearly out
of funds when captured.

I5 There a Vacancy ?

At the last general election John Shan-
non was a candidate for Justice of the|
Peace in Granite township (Folsom), and,
receiving more votes than his opponent,
was declared by the Board of Supervisors
to have been duly elected. He failed to
qualify within the time provided by law,
however, having, as he claims, been dis-
abled by reason vof illness, and J. H.
Sturges, who was the incumbent of the
oflige, held on to it, until his successor
should be “‘elected and qualified.”” Acting
on the b that his failure to qualify hac
left the office vacant, Mr. Sharnon yester-
day petitioned the Board of Supervisors to
appoint him to it. Mr. Sturges also pre-
sented his claims, accompanied by a peti-
tion of residents of the township for his
retention in office. Judge J. H. McKune
appeared as counsel for Shannon, and A.
M. Johnson for Sturges, and the matter
was argued at considerable length., Judge
McKune 1 an opinion of the Atlorney-
General, to the effect that under the cir-
cumstances there was a vacancy, which the
Supervisors could proceed to fill, but the
members of the Board concluded to huave
ht, and referred the matter
to the Attorney for his opinion as
to the vacancy proposition.

Buasiness at the Postoffice.

Postmaster Stephens reports that the re-
ceipts of the Sacramento Postoffice for the
quarter ending December 31, 1886, were
$11.249 90, divided as follows: stamps and
envelopes, $10,806 60; box rent, $441 33,
and sale of waste paper, $197. The ex-
penditures for the same period were : Post-
master's salary 50; clerk hire, rent and
office expense 121 97 ; mail messenger,
$200; railw tal clerks, $1,675; free
delivery, $1,60339; remitted to United
States Treasury, San Francisco, $3,809 54.
The work of the nine letter carriers for
the quarter was as follows: Registered
letters delivered, S829; mail letters deliv-
32,533 ; mail postal cards delivered,
3.348; local letters delivered, 9,857 ; local
postal cards delivered, 8,666; newspapers,
etc., delivered, 94,954 ; letters returned to
the office, 270 letters collected, 101,335;
postal cards collected, 15,654; newspapers,
etc., collected, 9,415 ; total number of pieces
handled by the carriers, 386,761; average
handled by each carrier, 42,934 pieces.
There is a fair increase of the business of
the Postoffice corresponding with the same
time in 1885.

HE WANTED TO DIE.

A State Official Who Has Written a
Peculiar Will.

Tuesday evening the guests of an up-
town hotel were favored with a first-class
free exhibition of what whisky will do for
men who are not overburdened with brain
in their sober moments, and who have an
exceedingly large amount of vanity and a
desire to ape anything * thatis English,
you know.’ Perrie Kewen, the Deputy
Adjutant-General of the State of California,
was one of the actors, the other a young
man from the * wicked city " of San Fran-
cisco. The pair arrived from the Bay on
the 8 o'clock evening train, and repaired to
the dining-room of the hotel to partake ot
a lunch. The door leading to the hotel
office was open. Loud and angry words
attracted the attention of those in the
office, who discovered the men standing in
a belligerant attitude, the Deputy Adjutant-
General gesticulating in the wildest and
most extravagant manner,a large derringer
loaded to the muzzle in his hand, which
he was tryving to urge the other man to
take and shoot him. “I'm a brave man,”
cried the military gentleman. *“If you
think T am not brave take this derringer
and shoot me. I made my will four years
ago, and there is $2,000 in it for the man
who takes my life. Tm of the purest
blood. I beg of you, my dear fellow, to
take this gun and kill me.” e

After some half an hour of such exhibi-
tion the gentleman took the pistol, placed
it in his pocket, refusing to kill Kewen, as
the latter begged him to do, and retired.
The curtain dropped, and the audience was
disappointed. They enjoy plays where
somebody gets killed; and this one, not
having a tragic end, as all expected and
hoped it would, it did not come up to their
expectations. :
About midnight Kewen called at the
hotel and tried to get the return of his mur-
derous derringer from the man who refused
to slay a State official. The latter refused
to surrender the gun, which the Deputy
Adjutant-General said was an heir-loom in
his family. The gentleman who had pos-
session of the young * Swamp Angel " re-
fused to be disturbed, and advised the Deg-
uty Adjutant-General of the State of Cali-
fornia to go off somewhere and die or—
sober up. 5

Accased of Burglary.

Officer Farrell arrested yesterday Charles
Smith, alias * California Joe,” and Charles
Howard on a charge of burglary, preferred
by J. Kinkade. The parties make a busi-
aess of driving around the country pur-
chasing and collecting old junk and second-
hand articles, obtainable for a small sum,
and bringing them to the city for sale. On
one of his recent trips Howard got a table
of veculiar construction—a home-made
table. as it were, with various ‘ dips and
spurs and angles,” and conveniences of
various kinds, not usually found combined
in such a piece of furniture, and evidencing
that the manufacturer of it had a * great
head on him.” It was not large and cum-
bersome, and yet it was so ingenriously con-
trived that it could be used for ordinary
household purposes or changed into a sheep
corral. Shortly after it came to Sacramento,
Kinkade discovered that some one had
raided his house, about six miles
from Woodland, and appropriated his
»et table. By dint of inquiry
e ascertained that a piece of property re-
sembling that stolen from his premises
had been seen coming toward the city, and
he followed it. A warrant was sworn out
for the arrest of Howard and Smith, and
by the aid of a search-warrant the lost
property was recovered, one of the men
having it in his room. Howard accounts
for the possession of it by stating that
while he was on Lis last trip he stopped at
a house near Woodland, where he met a
man who told him he had a stove to sell,
and took him to another cabin a short dis-
tance off, where the stove was shown. It
proved to be too old to be worth purchas-
ing, but Howard, observing the table, asked
the man what he would take for it, and he
replied $1. He was finally persuaded to
take 50 cents, and the table was added to
Howard's load. It is now at the station-
house, posing as a bone of contention, and
can be seen by visitors on their contrib-
uting a small sum to afund for the ben-
efit of the members of the police force who
may be forgotten at the election of officers
next April.

The Weather.

The 7 A. M. dispatches received at the
railroad office yesterday from the various
stations on the Sacramento division of the
Central Pacific, the California and Oregon
and the California Pacific Railroads,
showed that there had been, during the
previous twenty-four hours, a general " let-
ting up” of the storm, except on “the
hill,” where there was considerable snow,
amounting, at the Summit, to 13 inches.
Dispatches received later yesterday showed
a continuation of the clear weather in most
places, but the barometer indicated that
the storm was not yet over. Sergeant Bar-
wick reports for Sacramento as follows:

The rainfall, according to the Signal
Service reports, up to last night was for
February as follows: On the 4th, 1.73
inches; 1.73 inches'on the 5th, nothing on
the 6th, .20 of an inch on the 7th, .30 of an
inch on the 8th, and .17 of an inch on the
9th (yesterday), making 4.13 inches for
February and 8.35 inches for the season to
date, as against 24.27 inches to an equal
date last vear. The highest and lowest
te¥perature yesterday was 52° and 38°,
with fresh to light northerly winds during
the forenoon and afternoon, and fresh
southerly winds at night; weather showery
during the forenoon, and clearing to clear
weather during the afternoon and night.

e
Nothing for Them.

A “Subscriber’’ desires to know whether
the City Trustees included in the tax levy
on Tuesday anything for the use of the
Funded Debt Commissioners, or a levy to
pay the interest on bond coupons, held by
George E. Bates and others.

Answer —There was nothing in the levy
for either of those objects; nor was there
the vear before any appropriation for the
Funded Debt Commissioners. This year
there are two items omitted that bad to be
provided for in 1886—the * Fowle bond
fund,” for which 5 cents was levied, and
the ** levee and drainage” fund, for which
there was a levy of 10 cents. This year the
school fund gets 20 cents, while last vear it
only got 15; but the street repair and
sprinkling fund only gets 15 cents this
vear, while it got 25 last year, it being the
intention this year to help it from the gen-
eral tund. Taking the 5-cent increase for
school purposes from the three reductions,
brings the assessment down to $1 90 on
each $100, as against $2 10 in 1886.

No Marnick Smowwx.—In Justice Davis’
Court yesterday, Thaddeus McConnell, who
resides near Elk Grove, was tried on a
charge of malicious mischief, preferred by
T. W. Johnston, the latter alleging that the
defendant had killed a grevhound belong-
ing to him—in fact, killed three of his
hounds. The defendant claimed that the
dogs were killed because they killed his,
sheep. As the trial of the case did not de-
velop any malice against plaintiff in the
making away with the canines, and the
Court holding that *“ malicious mischief”
bad not been made out, ordered McCon-
nell's discharge.

Porice Court.—Business was very light
in Judge Buckley's Court yesterday. The
case of Ah Loy, arrested several days ago
for keeping an opium den, was continued
until the 12th inst......Alice Williams and
Nora Long Mathias were tried for dis-
turbing the peace by fighting. The latter
was acquitted, and the case of the former
went over for further hearing until this
morning. .

[ THE MIKADO.

A Brilliant Party Given by the Plaisir
Club Last Evening.

The Mikado party given by the members
of the Plaisir Club at Turner Hall last
evening was, to put it mildly, a brilliant
success—an innovation on the usual dress
ball, and highly enjoyed by all who par-
ticipated. As the name indicates, it was a
Japanese dress affair, and the ladies never
looked pretiier than they did in their loose
and peculiarly-cat Oriental costumes. It
would be vain to attempt—at least on the
part of a plain, ordinary news-gatherer—to
describe the costumes of the ladies. Their
flowing sleeves, full, short skirts of quaipt-
ﬂgured_ and delicate-colored material, &e
style of hair-dressing with Japanese orna-
Ixents, is, in the opinion of the reporter, at
least a decided improvement on the cos-
tumes usunally worn at dress parties, and he
would suggest to the ladies of Sacramento,
whose forms and features were so much en-
hanced by thisegeculiar style of dress, that
they look to Jeddo in the future and not to
Paris for their fashions. The sttendance
was large, the dance music was excellent,
while the hall was most elaborately deco-
rated with emblems suggestive of the home
of the Mikado. An immense Japanese
umbrella was suspended from the
center of the hall, while another
of equal proportion did duty upon the
music stand.

In an interview with a rep-
resentative of the REecorn-Uxiox Colonel
Pickering stated that he represented 150
families, the heads of which were men of
means, who desired to purchase homes not
in Southern California, but in the valley of
the Sacramento. They know of the fertil-
ity of the soil, of the superiority of the cli-
mate, and all they desire is to secure a good
location. They had read in the citrus
Recorn-Uxiox a description of the Card-
well tract of 4,000 acres in this county, and
on his return next week he should visit
that land, and if the terms could be agreed
upon it would likely scon be occupied by a
hundred thrifty farmers and their families.
The Colonel has been on the coast before,
and knows California from San Diego to
Shasta, and says the immigrant from the
East who wishes to place his money in
lands that will be a paying investment are
coming to this section.

“NOT GUILTY.”

The Trial of Milton McWhorter Ends in
His Acquittal.

General A. L. Hart began the closing ar-
gument for the prosecution in the case of
the People vs. Milton McWhorter, at the
opening of Court yesterday morning, and
spoke until 12:30 r. ., when the Court ad-
journed until 2 o’clock. He resumed at
2:15 o'clock, and closed half an hour later.
Judge Wilson then delivered a long and
carefully-considered charge to the jury,
which retired at 3:25 o’clock for consulta-
tion. About 9 p. M., as they were unable
to agree, they were furnished their supper,
and given more comfortable quarters in
the Court-room of Department One. At
10:30 o'clock they signified their de-
sire for further instructions, and, being

called into Court, presented Judge
Wilson a paper stating what infor-
mation was desired. In accordance

with their request, Court Reportgr Davis
read to them the evidence given Q;y Hon.
A. L. Chandler at the trial of the case, the
reading occupying about 35 minutes. They
were then further instructed by the Court
as to the law of self-defense, and again re-
tired. A few minutes after midnight they
announced that they had agreed upon a
verdict, and, after they had taken their
places in the box, foreman Aiken read
from a slip of paper a verdict of not guilty.
The verdict was duly recorded and the
grisonet ordered discharged. After the

ourt was declared adjourned Mr. Mec-
Whorter, to whose eyes tears of joy and
relief had sprung. thanked the jurors in a
voice choked with emotion, and assured
them of his earnest hope that they won'd
never regret that they “turned Milton Mec-
Whorter loose to support his wife and
children.”
