Invitation to the Public.

On this evening, Friday, February 11th,
at 7:3ij o'clock, the Assembly Committee on

Municipal Corporations will meet in the
Assembly chamber to consider the Sacra-
mento funded debt question as embodied
in the Dray-Carroll bill. This matter is
one of vital importance to the interests and
future of this city. For years past our citi-. Zens have been wrangling over this propo-
sition, with no present prospect of agree-
ment.

There is some way of proceeding in this
matter that is better than all others, and
without some action or agreement we will
never improve our present condition. As
a representative of Sacramento city, I favor
the liquidation of this indebtedness just as
soon as possible, and on the easiest terms
possible. In other words, to take such
course as shall be for the best interests of
this city. It has not been my object to
suggest the best course to be pursued in the
solution of this matter, for the many citi-
zens of experience who have given the sub-
ject their consecutive attention fur years
are best calculated to argue and agree upon
the city's best plan of action. If the pres-
ent billis objectionable, let it be so amended
as to best favor Sacramento.

It is to be hoped that all citizens who
have expressed themselves, as well as all
others interested, will be present. The
consideration of this bill is made the
special order for the entire evening.

Our Wealth in Marble.

Hon. J. M. Keeler, of lnyo county, is
in the city. He has in his possession speci-
mens ofwhite, tlack and moss agate-lined
marble, the products of ledges about six
miles north of the town ofKeeler, and
which are veFy excellent, if equaled on
the globe. The moss-agate variety would
be exquisitely tine for inside finishing
work tor building purposes. Mr. Keeler is
a partner with Israel Luce, of this city, in
the lnyo Marble Company of California.
The company has under employment
quite a force of men at the quarries and
mill. The latter is situated near the Car-
son and Colorado Uailroad—the quarries
one-fourth of a mile from the track, with
a side track to mill and nearest developed
quarries. The company has possession of
between two and three miles in length of
this marble formation. It is destined not
only to be of great value to its owners,
l.ut also to 'be State at no distant day.
This is but one of the resources ofthe State,
which, until very recently, has remained
as a hidden treasure, and many of which
capital and Incoming immigrants will soon
make known to the world.

FIRST ARTILLERY REGIMENT.
A Cr.-.liml.li- Drill and Dress Parade In-

spected by tha MilitaryCommittee.
At Armory Hall last evening the First

ArtilleryRegiment held a dress parade and

drill,and were inspected by the Military
Committees of the Senate and Assembly.

Among those present were the Governor
and Lieutenant-Governor, Adjutant-Gen-
eral Cosby and a number of the Governor's

staff, and the stafl of Brigadier-General
Carey, Major Barry, of San Francisco, and
a large number of legislators. The
galleries were never so completely
packed with spectators, among whom
were a large number of ladies, who joined
in the well-merited applause that the citi-
zen soldiery received at frequent intervals.
The regiment was in command of Colonel
T. W. Sheehan, who was assisted by Majors
Guthrieand McKee. The band of twenty
pieces, augmented by the drum corps, in
their handsome uniforms and plumed
helmets, made a handsome appearance,
and their excellent music won immense

applause from the vast audience. The
ranks were full, and more men would have
been in line had there been a sufficient
number of presentable uniforms. The
companies that participated were A,
B, E and G, of this city, and F,
of the town of Woodland. The latter,
fiftyin number, Captain Cursnn Game over
on the afternoon train, were received at
the depot by the local military, were taken
to Peterson's restaurant and banqueted,
and will be the guests, during their stay,
of Company B.

The military was drawn up in com-
panies at-d the inspection took place. The
Eegialattva committees were highly pleased.
They found nearly 300 citizens donned in
governmental uniform, mostly young men,
representative of the best elements of the
business community and social circles.
Men, who, if called upon at any
time by the civil authorities to
uphold the law.", enforce order, or quell
riots, were ready to do their whole duty.
They could not help but note, however, the
wornout condition of their uniforms, the
antiquated appearance of their muskets,
and realize the necessity of appropriating
a sufficient sum to put them on a good
footing, and in a position to be able to re-
>l" ml at any time to a call in defense of
their country. Another thing that pleased
the legislators, and one that was no little
surprise to them also, was the evident pride
of the citizens of Sacramento in their citi-
zen soldiery, which was evinced by the
largo number present and their frequent
applause.

After the drill exercises were over the
invited guests repaired to the officers' quar-
ters, where they were entertained with a
banquet. Speeches were made by Colonel
Sheehan. Colonel Barry, Assemblymen
Scary, O'Grady and others.

Be-
ing further pressed for information,theChi-
naraan interviewed went on to say, "When
the debbil ely two, tlee, four nights, look-
out, something bad coming—may be lire,
may be fight, may be flood, may be evly-
body sick. Can't tell. You sabe last big
tight in Chinatown. Chinamen killed?
Debbil ely just before that." With this
evidence of the " old boy's " reliability in-
troduced, the NWiiftt inquired, " What
does the devil do When does he cry,
and where? ' " 'Bout two, tlee clock at
night, he ely cornet Third stleet, corner
Fourth stleet, corner Fifth stleet. Night
before last he walk up the stleet dying. I
no hear; my partner hear,%nd lots of peo-
ple. He no say anythin' you can under-
stan'; he just ely so sad—like o-o-ol"
• What does he look like?' " Xobody see
him. Chinaman hear him ely he cover
him head up in bed and feel cold down
him back—too much flaid, you bet!"

Major Pico has in his pr.s-
sestion official documents from the Second
Auditor's Office of the Treasury Depart-
ment at Washington, certifying to settle-
ment of his accounts as "Cap'ain of the
First Cal. Cay. Vols.' 1 and which docu-
ments, the writer of this item knows to be
genuine from familiarity with the forms
of settlement used, and with the signatures
attached.

Assault With a Deadly Weapon.
The case of The People vs. J. M. Holz,

charged with an assault with a deadly wea-

pon upon his wife en the ISth of last Xo-

vember, came up for trial before Judge
Van Fleet in the Superior Court yesterday,
Aciiiii.'District Attorney Jones prosecuting,
and J. J. West appearing for the defense.
The jury was composed of A. Nathan, I) If.

<;. \V. Booth. A. Mier, G. W. Coster, Z. 1..
Cny, D. Falconer. D. J. Oonsidine and P.
Wagoner. Mre. Hotz was a rcliuunt wit-
ness, but. on being ordered by the Court to

do so, proceeded to testify. Her statement
as to the assault whs that, on returning

from up town, her husband found fault
with her. and they had a wordy quarre 1.
She told him to "shut up,'and said if Le
struck her he would never strike another
person. Ke therefore knocked her down
with a piece ofiron, about the size ofa stove
lifter—subsequently she was not so positive
that it was iron, it might have been wood
—and she got up and ran out upon the
sidewalk for assistance. On returning to
the house he struck her with a piece of
wood and choked her. She fell down and
struck against a flour barrel. A lady as-
sisted her to rise, and she made her way to
the station-house, where she received sur-
gical treatment for a cut over the richt
temple, which was bleeding profusely. She
swore that since his arrest her husband has
threatened to kill her if she testified against
him when the case came up for trial.
When the defendant was put on the stand
he made a good snowing for himself ex-
cept in the admission that he struck her
with a stick of wood, but lhat was in con-
sequence of great provocation, she having
thrown half-a-dozen dishes at him and
shown a disposition to continue the war.
The jury evidently concluded that a stick
could be a dfadly weapon, and returned a
verdict ofguilty.

Morals in the Legislature.

The functions of a Committee on Public
Morals appear to be to prevent the spread
of morals among the public. That, at
least, is the view which the Assembly com-
mittee on that subject takes of its duties.
This interesting group of tthical experts
reported favorably yesterday upon a propo-
sition to license gambling and unfavorably
upon a bill prohibiting express and tele-
phone companies from sending messenger
boys on errands to houses of ill-fame.

Perhaps these gentlemen do not realize
just what the abuse is which this latter
measure was intended to check. The dis-
trict messenger companies in the principal
cities employ hundreds of boys from 10 to
If, years ago, who are at the service ofany-
body who chooses to pay the regular rates.
The companies are not fastidious as to the
character of their patrons. In the various
haunts of infamy these boys are in great
demand. They are constantly required to
run all sorts of errands, and there is no
form of vice with which they do not be-
come familiar in the course of the service.
The amount of wickedness which nightly
passes in review before their susceptible
eyes is something frightful. They see more
than the most depraved rounder, for he is
occupied only with his own debauch, and
the boy may have a panorama of a dozen.

California boys are neither too good nor
too bad to be demoralized by such associa-
tions. They are not of such superlative
innocence as to go through these scenes
unharmed, as an Assembly Committee on
Morals might do, nor are they so depiave i
as to be beneath the danger of degradation.
They can be elevated by good Influences
and" contaminated by bad ones. Those
under discussion are at precisely the nge
when familiarity with evil is most perilous.
And that familiarity they have, in the most
appalling measure. A District Telegraph
boy on night details must have a most ex-
ceptional mind if the experiences he is
compelled to undergo do not rot out all the
higher elements of his nature before they
have time to grow. There should be no
need of a law on this subject. It is dis-
graceful that reputable corporations should
permit the abus« to exist and should accept
the stained coin it brings to their treas-
uries. But since the evil does exist and
the companies do not volunteer to check it,
the duty of the State is clear. Iflegisla-
tion can ever have any influence on moral 9
it is in Mich a case as this. The Society for
Use Suppression of Vice tries t«> preserve
the purity of those who are already lust by
removing objectionable pictures from their
dens. Why not make an effort to save
boys from being forced into associations
which must deprave their forming char-
acters'/—B.F. Post.
