
WINES OF CALIFORNIA.

RAPID DEVELOPMENT OF VITI-

CULTURE IE THE STATE.

Prejudices Against Pure Native
"Wines Rapidly Disappearing—

Statistics of the Vineyards.

Ab interesting and highly instructive
letter from the pen of Major Ben. C. Tru-
msn. is published in the New York Rms,
concerning California wines andtheirde-
veloptuent, and from which letter the fol-

lowing excerpts are taken :

In gold, wheat and wine, California con-
tributes largely to the wealth of the coun-
try, and she is the most extensive producer
of the three products above-named of all
the States. While there will continue to
be great gold and wheat yields annually
for many years to come, it is cbietly in the
vineyards of Californa that the people of
the Eastern States are at present interested.
They do not desire to see the consumption
of either American whisky or French
brandy increase, and they are getting tired
of paying upset rates forforeign wines that
have generally been put through processes
of adulteration. Besides, all experience
shows that the inhabitants ofwine-produc-
ing districts are generally temperate; while
in colder countries by the use of fiery pota-
tions, drunkenness is much more common.
This has been the case for centuries, and it
is doubtful if either preaching or legisla-
tion is likely to reverse completely the im-
memorial result. The true reformer there-
fore willfavor the production and dissemi-
nation of light or other good wines, which
shall in a measure take the place of the
fabricated liquors into which so many
large quantities of good breadsteffs are
everywhere distilled.

W"ine-drinking is greatly on the increase
among the American people; and. while
he vineyards of France and other foreign

countries will for a long time contribute
portions of their vinous products, the vine-
yards of New York and New Jersey, and
those on the banks of the Ohio and upper
Mississippi, willfurnish part of the needed
supply. IJut no one acquainted with the
varied soils and diversified climate of Cali-
fornia can doubt that it is to that State that
the American people are to look for the
wines that will in time make them forget
Uordeaux. Rheims, Epernay, Oporto, Ma-
deira and Tokay.

The excellence of the California produc-
tions lies in their absolute purity, but they
lack age and that exquisite manipulation
which imparts to imported concoctions a
mellow taste and an acceptable aroma.
There is a nutty flavor to the so-called
cheap sherry from abroad that often
pleases the senses more than that of the
unadulterated sherry sent from here, but
the lonner is actually guilty of deleterious
effect?, while the latter is only deemed de-
ficient in high-bred quality—which may be
traced to its newness and nothing else.
Neither of these winea is in great favor
here, however, and all of the clubs but
one and the first-class hotels generally use
the imported article. Of Angelica wine
the same may l>e said—it has always been
a favorite in* the East, but it is generally
spurned here. This is the wine, though,
yrhich attracted the admiration of the
jurors at the French Exposition nineteen
years ago.

There are three distinct wine districts in
California: The coast range district, which
includes Sonoma, Lake, Napa, Alameda,
Santa Cruz and Santa Clara counties ; the
Sierra Nevada foothill and Sacramento
valley district, taking in Placer, El Dorado,
Tuolumne. Yuba, Yolo, Sacramento and
Tehama counties, and the southern district,
embracing San Lernardino, Los Angeles,
Ban ]>ifgi)and Fresno counties. The lirst
excels, on the whole, in it.s white and red
acid wines, such as hock, claret, sauterne,
burgundy and others; the second pro-
duces most excellent dry wines ofexquisite
bouquet, many of which bear a greater re-
semblance to the wines of Hungary, Greece
and Cape Constantia than to those of
France, Italy and Germany ; the third dis-
trict, while it has achieved much success
during the past fifteen years in its produc-
tions of hock, burgundy and claret, exce's
greatly in its port, sherry, madeira, nn-
gelicaand other sweet and heavy wines.
In the manufacture of these latter there is
no doctoring or adulteration of any kind
carried on. and no flavoring, coloring, or
sweetening, except as brandy is added from
the same grape to certain sweet wines, or
juices from wild grapes, as far as is known
by the writer. I am informed, however,
that some few unscrupulous makers of
" warrenied fine clarets " give higher color
to their productions by introducing the
juice of the cherry rather than by blending
witii some wine of a high color, but which
they do not have.

California exported 5.022,474 gallons dur-
iDg 1886. and produced about 19,000,CH)0 or
more. The number of gallons exported
during 1885 was -1,141,814. The number of
acres in vines in California in ISSIi, accord-
ing to the aggregated assessors' statistics,
winch are under if anything, are 119,790,
two-thirds of which have been planted
since ISSU, or about 94,450,500 vines, most
of which are bearing. Of these 119,730
acres, M1,013,013 are planted in wine grape-,
19,199 in table grapes and H.4SB in raisin
grapes. This one interest alone represents
a capital of (88,000,000, and gives employ-
ment directly and indirectly to quite 80,-
-000 men. Out of the 52 counties there is
not one that does not produce grapes, 45
make wine either for sale or for home con-
sumption, and J4 make wine in a greater
or lesser way for exportation. The largest
vineyard in the world is in California—
that of Senator Leland Stanford, in Te-
hama county —3,8.5 acres, or about :;,OGO,-
--000 vines. California also has the smallest
vineyard in tin1 world—the monster (one)
grapevine in Santa Barbara county, which
[\u25a0about 68 years old, has a diameter one
foot from the ground of 12 inches, and
whose branches cover an area of 12,000 feet.
This one vine produces from 10,000 to IJ.-
--000 pounds of grapes, and for many years
these grapes were made into wine, tlie pro-
cess being the treading out of the juice by
naked Indians. I have picked bunches of
grapes from this vine many a time that
weighed five, six and seven pounds. This
vine was planted by a Mexican woman
Maria Mari'ilina Felix, who died "under her
own vine and tig tree " in 1S(»:">, aored 107.

It may not be uninteresting right here to
make some comparisons, and to bhow that
while California is the great wine-growing
country of America, and that while it has
more acres of wine grapes than all the rest
of our country put together, it has got to
do some tall workto catch up to France,
with its 5,14C>.7fv! acres, or more than half
the acreage in wine-making grapes in the
world. This makes our 91,043 acres a
mere miniature vineyard compared with
that of the Frenchman, while the latter
made 553,923,000 gallons of wine and
brandy, against California's 19,000,000 in
1886.

The plantinp, cultivation, picking and
pruning of the California grape l"*s a great
niany advantages over the same processes
in France and oilier European grapc-^row-
ing sections of country, but tbese are all
balanced by tlie low price of labor in those
countries M OOmparOu to that jiaid by ('a!-
ifornia viticullurists. In tbe first place,
the California vineyards Rre generally fre«
from Stones, and no fertilizers are dmb>
sary or are u?pd. There is no snow at all
ami seldom any rain or Lail from pruning
time to vintage. There are as yet no bugs
of much camera, and the ravapes of the
phylloxera in Napa and Sonoma counties
have been much subdued. The ravages of
Ihe phylloxera in France have been dread-
ful : d>r out of her area of 6,148,788 acres
iii 188t, l.trfil.l'7-s acres were attacked, and
are now dead or ilvinc. Trevious to l.s s!
there had been 1,072.500 acres ofhnej;rape-
v:ne3 lotal'v deMr.iyed, and her total pro-
duction of wine in" 18S5 was IV4~CKx!,OOO
gallons. :¥.00.000,000 less than the (mean)
product of ten previous seasons : while the
still further falling oft for MM is 88440,000
gallons. Our other advantages are double
the foreign crop per acre, and th-> general
warmth and eijiiability of the California
climate, where fermentation is carried on
without artificial heat, while in other grape
c.mntrie.3 tires have to be kept tp in the
cellars during winter. Land is cheaper in
<'a'ifurnia than in France, and interest on
money nowadays only a trille higher.

Central California Good Enough.

Those who have given thought to the
subject, and compared the advantages of-
fered in Central and Northern California to

those found in the southern portion of th
State, for those seeking homes, have lon
been convinced that all that was reqaire
to make this section ol the State as popula
to the incoming tide as that occupied b
our friends farther to the south, was t
make our resources and remarkable prt
ductivcuess known at the East.

THE WINE INTEREST.

£üb»tuncc of tl>> I.ill to Iw Ropurted u>
Uie I.etd9iatiire.

The Joint Committees on Viniculture
and Viticulture of the Senate and Assem-
bly mtt again last evening (Assemblyman
Coomb* presiding) to consider Assembly

billKo. i'oi, to prevent the sophistication

and adulteration of wine—known as " The
Coombs puw wine bill."

At the meeting held on the preceding

evening C. A. W«fcnore. Chief Viticulture!
Officer, was invited io prepare a bill em-
fcodyin,; big views on *be subject, to be

submitted and considered in connection
with the above named measure.

The bill submitted by Mr. Wetiuo; erp.J(j9
as follows:

Section 1. Fo; the pun^-s of this Act. pure

Section 2. In the fermentation, preservation
aDd fortilication of pure wine it shall be Rpc-
citically understood that no materials shall be
u-id Intended as substitutes lor (-rapes or any
part of (.'rapes: DO Coloring matters shall be
added which are not the pure products ofgrains
during fermentation, or by extraotion from
grapes with the aM of pure grape spirits: no
loreign fruit juices and no spirits imported from
foreign countries, whether pure or compounded
with fruitjuices or ether material not the pure
product ofgrapes, shall be used for any pur-
j>o«e: no aniline dyes, salicylic acid, glycerine,
alum or other chemical antiseptics or ingre-
dients recognized as deletcrioiis to the health of
'\u25a0.•'i-'imers, or as injurious to the reputation of
wine as pure, by authorities con-titutcd t,y this
Act, shall be permitted; and no distilled spirits
shull \yi added except for the sole purpose Ot
preservation, and withunt the Intention of en-
abling trade to lengthen the volume of fortified
dry wine by the addition of water or other
wine weaker in alcoholic strength.

Section 3. In the fermentation and preserva-
tion ofpure wine, and during the operation! of
fining mill clarifying, removing defects, ini|.ro\
lap qualities, blending and maturing', no meth
odishall be employed which essentially ooi
filetwith the provisions of the preceding set
tiuiiii nl ibis Act, and no materials for the pro-
motion of fermentation, of the assistance ofan
of the operations of wine treatment which sha
be condemned as injurious to the consumer or
reputation ofwine as pure by the authority
constituted by this Act; provided, that it shall
be expressly understood that the practice! ol tis-
lng pure taiiiiin in small quantities, lenven to
excite fermentation only, and not to increase
the material for the production of" alcohol:
water before, or during, but not after fermenta-
tion, for the purpose of decreasing llic saccha-
rine strength ofmusts t<» enable perfect fermen-
tation; and the natural products ofgrapes in the
pure forms as they exist in jmre grape musts,
skills and seeds; sulphur imncs to disinfect
Cooperage aad prevent disease iv wine; and
pure gelatinom aud albnminious substances,
tor the si ile purpose ot assisting fiuing or clarifi-
cation shall be specifically permitted iv the op-
erations hereinbefore mentioued. iv accordance
with recognized legitimate custom.

siriciions herein set forth; provided, that this
Act -hall not iipplvtoli(|iiorsimportcd from any
foreign country, which arc taxed upon cntrv by
<-u>tom law.- in accordance with a specific duty
and contained iv original packages, or vessels
and prominently branded, labeled or marked,
so as to X' known to all persons a* foreign pro- I
ducts, excepting, however, when such liquors
contain adulterations of artificial coloring mat-
tel's, antiseptic chemicals, or other ingredients
known to be deleterious to the health of con-
sumers, as may lie determined by authorities

At
least such seemed to be the sentiment of
most members of the committee, inform-
ally expressed after the meeting adjourned.
