DOMESTIC.

The House has passed the bill for the re-
demption of trade dollars.
Jolin Jacobson strangled his baby and
hanged himself at Omaha.

There was a very destructive fire in
Augusta, Ga., on Saturday night.

Robert Roman and 8. L. Theard fought
a duel at New Orleans on Saturday.

The Senate has passed the subsidy amend-
ment to the postoffice appropriation bill.

The Republican Club held its first an-
nual dinner in New "York Saturday night.

The Pan-Electric Telephone Committee
has been dropped from the list of House
committees.

A Brooklyn firm is engaged night and
day making drop hammers for the French
Government.

The Knights of Labor have purchased
property at Philadelphia for their official
bheadquarters.

It is now thought that Assistant Secre-
tary Fairchild will succeed Manning as
Secretary of the Treasury.

The €Chicago Journal predicts that the
next Republican Presidential ticket will be
headed by John Sherman and General
Hawley.

Newton Watis, the baggage man, 1s held
not merely as an accessory to the Rock
Island train robbery, but is charged with
being the assassin of Nichols, the eXpress
messenger.

The mercury dropped to zero in Chicago
on Saturday night, and it is very cold
throughout the Northwest. The telegraph
wires, both east and west, are down, owing
to heavy coating of frozen sleet, and tele-
graphic communication in all directions is
seriously delayed.

FOREIGN.

The British Cabinet has considered the
Irish Government bill.

Belgium is strengthening her defenses
along the French frontier.

The &lliance betweén the British Tories
and Liberal-Unionists is unbroken.

Sir James Stephens has abandoned his
intention of writing a life of Carlyle.

Goschen was hooted by the Parnellites
on resuming his seqt in the Commons,

The British War Office Committee has
decided to recommend the Lee American
magazine ritle.

The liquor dealers of Mount Bridges,
Ont., bave made war on those who attempt
to enforce the Canadian Temperance Act.

The London Times, commenting on the
vote on Parnell’s amendment, says: *‘ The
united forces of the separatists only suc-
ceeded in showing they are in a hopeless
minority."”

Advices from Mandalay say that the
rebel leader Thauba of Woonthoo refuses
to surremder, and is destroying villages
where the inhabitants are suspected of in-
clining toward the British.

The Bulgarian Deputies are presenting a
determined resistance tothe Russo-Turkish
terms. The reports put inio circulation
the past few days that the Deputies had
agreed with the Turkish Minister and M.
Zankoff to compromise, giving the Russian
leaders places in the Bulgarian Govern-
ment, is denounced as a fabrication.

PACIFIC COAST.

A Postoffice has been established at Clear
Lake, Modoc county, with I. J. Straw as
Postmaster.

A. P. Hodgdon, who had been acquitted
of a charge of arson, was ridden out of town
on a rail by a party of miners in a Nevada
cimp.

A man named Gale, now under arrest at
Portland. has confessed that he belonged
to an organized gang of incendiaries and
ruffians.

The Anaconda Copper Company at Butte,
M. T., has closed down everything con-
nected with their great works, and will not
resume operations until May or June.

William P. Johnson, from Kentucky,
aged 30 years, was intoxicated, and while
leaning over a picket fence at Monticello,
Thursday night, slipped and was strangled
to death between the pickets,

In the case of Heilbron el al. vs. the
Ceunterville and Kingsbury Canal Company,
papers for perpetual injunction and $10,000
damages have been served on the canal
company. Much indignation prevails at
Selma, and a mass meeting will be held to-
day.

David Jones, a patient at the Napa asy-
lum, Thursday night killed his room-mate,
Christopher Thorn, with part of the iron
bedstead. After the deed he slept till morn-
ing, when the attendants founti the body,
with the head all battered. Jones said the
spirits commanded him to do the deed.

William Owens, a prominent cattle man
and rancher near Nogales, A. T., accident
ally shot himself on Saturday evening in
the right leg. Before medical aid could be
secured blood poisoning set in, and little
hope of his recovery is entertained. Mr.
Owens is a brother of young Owens who
was so cruelly butchered last summer by
the Apache Indians, at the time the Peck
family were murdered.
