THE HuUStHOLD.

Macaroons.—One pound of sweet al-
monds blanched and beaten to a paste;
mix with them one ana a quarter pounds
of powdered sugar, the grated rind of two
lemons and the whites of six'eggs. Drop
on buttered paper and bake a light brown
in a moderate oven.

CELERY 8AvcE FoR TuRKEY.—Bcil a head
of celery until quite tender, then put it
through a sieve : pui the yolk of an egg in
a bowl and beat it well with the strained
juice of a lemon; add the celery and a
couple of spoonfuls of the liquor in which
the turkey was boiled ; salt and pepper to
taste.

Durca SweeTsrEAps. —Take the strings
and sinews from two pounds of lean veal,
and chop it very fine, with one-quarter of
a pound of veal suet; soak aroll in milk
and beat it light., Mix this with the veal
and suet and a grate of lemon peel, pepper,
salt, a very little nutmeg and two eggs.
Shape like a sweetbread, egg and bread-
crumb it, fry a golden brown, and serve
with thick veal gravy.

SuirreD EGas.—Shirred eggs, cooked and
served in the little dishes with feet, are one
of the approved courses at a breakfast party.
A delicute slice of sausage forms the base
on which the eggs rests, but they must be
cooked separately, or the sausage will bob
up through the eczg. * Leghorn eggs" are
in demand for this dish. Choic: eggs
come to the dealers, stamped with the
name of the farm and the date ot the gath-
ering.

LAYER CarE.—Mix one cup of sugar with
a piece of butter the size of an egg, one cup
of milk, one weli-beaten egg and enough
flour 1o make a rather stiff batter, sifting
one heaving teaspoonful of baking powder
with the flour, Bake in three pans,
and for the iilling mix one cup of sugar
with the juice and grated rind of a lemon,
three teaspocnsfuls of corn starch mixed

( with a little water and a cup of hot water.

Boil until thick and spread on the cakes.

Some Tall Men,

The existence of whole nations of gi-
gantic persons may be questioned; but
there can be no reasonable doubt of the
reality of certain individuals whose hight
bas greatly exceeded that of men in gen-
eral. The giant, as a curiosity, has been
seen by nearly every American boy in the
museum and in the circus. The stories of
great giants of the past are more than in-
teresting. The exact hight of Og, the King
of Basham, has been trequently given,
some supposing him to be more than
twelve feet in hight, while others think his
stature did not exceed eleven feet. In like
manner the giant Goliah, of the Bible, is
generally computed to have been nine feet
nine inches high ; but commentators sup-
pose that he might have been fuliy eleven
feet. The Emperor Maximinus was nine
feet in hight, and several other Romans ot
equal stature are said to have lived during
the reign of Augustus. Accounts are con-
tained in the philosophical transactions of
the Royal Society, of human skeletons dug
up in England measuring eight and nine
feet in length. These were probably
tne remains of- Romans. Many fab-
ulous and contradictory stories were
one time of the Patagoni-
ans, who, acording to travelers, had
been a race of giants. An English official
once deciared that he had measured the
bones of the men in sepulchers in South
America, between eleven and twelve feet
high. Turner, the naturalist, declares that
he once saw upon the coast of Brazil arace
of gigantic savages, one of whom was
twelve feet in hight. The declaration of
Turner is all the more credible by the
statement of M. Thevet, of France, who,
in his description of America, published
in Paris in 1575, asserted that he saw and
measured the skeleton of a South Ameri-
can which was eleven feet five inches in
length. To these remarkable instances
may be added a well-proportioned living
man, whom Diemerbrock saw at Utrecht,
measuring eight feet six inches. Dr. Beca-
mus, an ancient scholar, reperts having
seen a youth of nine feet, a man of ten
feet, and a woman nine feet in hight.
Walter Parsons, who acted as porter to
King James I. of England, was seven feet
six inches in stature. But the Chinese
claim to have had men among them in the
last century who were fifteen feet high.
However, this report may have no more
foundation than the chronological fables of
the sons of China.

LION HUNTING.

LIVELY EXPERIENCE WITH THE
KINGS OF THE FOREST.

A Fortunate Day’s Ramble and Sport
in the Wilds of Central
Africa.

F. C. Belous has been writing to the Lon-
don Field some interesting experiences
with lions in Central South Africa. In last
week's issue he describes an exeeedingly
tortunate day’s sport. While riding with a
companion in search of game for food, his
attention was attracted by the shouting of a
number of Kaffirs. On galloping up to
them there were cries of *“A lion! a lion!
There! there! close in front of you lying
flat on the ground.” Mr. Selous’ narrative
proceeds :

*1 instantly saw him—a large male lion
crouched perfectly flat. with his head on his
outstretched paws, and certainly not more
than twenty yards from me. I was too
close to feel inclined to dismount, espe-
cially as I was riding a steady shooting-
horse. To rein in, turping my iorse atthe
same time, and to raise my rifle, was the
work of a moment. My horse, however,
would not keep perfectly still, and as I was
trying to get the sight on to the lion’s nose
below the eyes I saw him draw in his fore-
legs, which had been stretched out under
his chest, then his whole body quivered. I
knew what these signs portended, and that
he was on the point of charging. Just
then I fired and made a very iucky shot, as,
owing to the slight movements of the
horse, I could not get a steady one. Seeing
what was coming, I just touched the trig-
ger as_the sight crossed thelion's face, and,
luck being on my side, the bullet struck
him exactly between the eyes. It drilled a
small hole through the frontal bone,
where it struck and blew off a large piece
at the back of the brain-pan. Death, of |
course,was instantaneous,and [ at once set to
work to skin him. He was a fair-sized
male in the prime of life..

However, I could not make him out, but
just as I got the skin loose and let it drop
to the ground, up jumped a lion with a
loud purr, some fifty yards in front ot me,
and went off through the forest as hard as
he could., Luckily, beiween the stems of
the trees there was but little underwood,
and the grass was nothing like so long and
thick as in the valleys, except indeed at the
bases of the enormous ant-heaps with
which these forests are studded, where the
grass always grows longer and thicker than
anywhere else. As the iion made off I dug
ruy spurs into my horse's ribs, and after a
race of 300 or 400 yards, the lion, finding
that he could not get away from me.
stopped suddenly atone of the large ant-
heaps I haye spoken of, faced around and
stcod with glaring eyes and open mouth,
his head held low between the shoulders,
looking as savage as he could, growling
harshly and twitching the end ot his tail
from side to side. Pulling in my horse ]
tried to fire again from his back, but he
was excited by the gallop, or perhaps the
growling of the lion disconcerted him, and
he would not stand still atall. My aniag-
onist looked so nasty that I scarcely liked
dismounting as I was pretty close to him;
and when a lion is driven to bay it is im-
possible to tell at what instant he may
make up his mind to charge. I dismount-
ed, however, and, taking a quick but
steady sight, planted a bullet just between
his neck and shoulder, on receiving which
he reared himself up with a loud roar and
fell over sideways, while I inwardly said to
myself, ‘ I've got birn.” Thelion was lying
half in and haif out the long grass; but on
regaining the saddle I again looked at the
same spot; the lion was gone! I felt sure
I had given him a dead shot, and thought
he must have just managed to wriggle
himself into the long grass, and might be
lying in there dead. ! rode closer, then
right up to the grass, which stood just in a
patch round the base of the ant-heap, but
was over six feet in hight and very thick.
I couid, however, neither see nor hear any-
thing. The sun was now nearly if not quite
down. After a little hesitation I resolved
tu take the bull by the horns, and so, dis-
mounting, walked into the grass, holding
my rifle cocked and ready for action. I
soon found out that the lion was not there,
either dead or alive, and the blood track
showed me where he had gone out the
other side. Here, again, the grass was
short and sparse, and by the dull evening
light I could see a whitish line through it
that marked the lion’s track, which I could
not have seen by sunlight. Mounting my
horse and followed by Laer, I went rapidly
along this track. About 100 yards furtber
on there was a patch of longer grass; and
as soon as I neared it I walked my horse
very slowly, as I fully expected to find the
wounded beas: Iying in it. Nor was I mis-
taken; for on reaching I saw him lying, as
I thought, dead about five yards in front of
me. He was lying stretched-on the ground;
not flat on his side certainly, but half on
his side, with his hindguarters nearest me,
and certainly lying, although he was not, as
I thought, dead. * Here he1s, I called out
joyfully to Laer, under this impression.
Hardly were the words out of my mouth
than the licn was on hLis feet, and round on
me with marveicus quickness, growling
savagely; but at the first movewment I had
wrenched my horse round and dug the
spurs into him, and was at once in full
flight closely pursued. He did not come
more than twenty or thirty yards, his
strength probably tailing him, and I pulled
up at once, as I saw that an accident had
happened to Laer. He was some ten yards
behind me when the licn charged out, and
turned his pony and galloped off parallel
with me; but about twenty yards bevond
where the lion stopped I suppose the pony
shied at something, for I saw his rider fall
off and at once reined in. Laer, let me
here say, bad a streng thong fastened to
his waist-belt at the one end and to a run-
ning loop on the bridle at the other, in imi-
tation of the thin thong which I usually
use, but which I always arrange in such a
way that I can loosen it in an instant. He,
however, had simply tied it in a knot to
his waistband,angwas fast bound to the

horse.
“The J)osition was now this: The lion
whs standing with open mouth, from which

blood was flowing, growling savagely, and
looking like nothing hnt a wounded and
furious lion, while right in front of him,
and within thirty yards, stood Laer's re-
fractory pony backing toward the lion and
ulling with him Laer, who, ofcourse, was
ooking full into his open jaws, which he
did not seem to admire. I think I shall
never forget the momentary glimpse I had
of his face. He was, at that time, only a
lad of about 15 or 16 years of age, and there
is no wonder that he was frightened ; but
frightened he most certainly was—his bat
bad fallen off, his mouth was wide open,
and his eyes staring, and he was pulling
desperately against the horse that was
steadily dragging him nearer to the lion.
The whole scene would make a splendid
picture. I was a little to the right of Laer
and a little further off the lion, but not
much, and he looked alterndtely at the
two of us. I am sure it was simply want
of strength that prevented him from com-
ing on and mauling either Laer or the
pony, for before I could raise my rifle he
sank down to the ground, but still kept his
head up, and, with his raouth wide open,
never ceased growliog or roaring (I do not
know which is the better word). Of course
I fired as quickly as I could, the circum-
stances not admitting of any delay. I
aimed right for his open mouth, and at the
shot his head fell so suddenly and in suck
a way that I knewthe bullet had reached
his brain: The whole of this scene, which
has taken so long to describe, was, of
course, only a matter of a few seconds.”

ATTEND T0 THE HoRsEs' TEETH.—A young
hﬂ : C

er, a neighbor of ours, has a f
mkhn:?&y’sdidwen untﬂha‘;run‘x’-
mer. After tryipg tonics and physics he
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had their mouths examined. and found
their teeth were so on the edges and
so sharp that they did not masticate the
oats and ate very little hay. When the
edges had been filed off andjthe outer edges
made smooth, the horses began to gain rap-
idly. Many an old horse will renew its
life if its teeth are ‘floated,” as the pro-
cess is called. All horses should be exam-
ined, especially those which have been eat-
ing grain several years. There are more
horses with jagged teeth than one would
suppose. A float isa large rounded file,
and any useful man can smooth the teeth
with one. The “ vets” always have one,
and fix the teeth fsr a dollar a horse, at
least that is the usual price. The old horse
may be made to live a number of years
moere if his front teeth are filed off or
shortened so that the grinders can do their
natural work. There should be more den-
tistry with all animals, for often a bad
tooth causes torture and death. I hada
sheep mearly starve once because a bone
she was chewing got snagged in the side of
her jaw.—Boston Pilot.
