Colijrrrs-ioiml.

WAsmsoTON, February 21st —Tlie Sen-
ate took up the bill to incorporate the Sliij)
Canal Company of Nicaragua. Vest nfi'ered
an amendment, that the Act shail have no
force or filed unlil a concession shall have
been secured from the Government of Nic-
aragua, and shall have been submitted to
and apjiroved by Congress. Rejected. The
bill was then passed —ayes 3S, noes 5.

lliildleberper moved that in honor of the
memory of George Washington the Senate
adjourn o/<r to-morrow. Ayes 18, nops 4:2.

The Senate took up the District ofColum-
bia appropriation bill, and then went into
secret session and soon adjourned.

THE HOUSE.

WaMUMIU*, February 21st.—Kandall
presented a memorial of the Rhode Island
Radical Peace Society against expenditures
for vessels and foi-ulications, and asking
for wise statesmanship which will submit
grave Questions of dispute between nations
to arbitrament of reason and international
law. Referred.

Henderson of North Carolina, from Ihe
Committee on Elections, submitted the re-
port of the Indiana contested election case,
Ki'jd against Steele. and it was laid over
until Thursday. The report, which is
unanimous, confirms the right of the con-
testee (Steele) to the seat.

Cobb of Indiana then called np the con-
ference report, which reported disagree-
ment on the bill repealing the pre-emption,
timber culture and desert land laws.

Stone of Missouri said that the rapid
augmentation of the population of the
country, the rapid decrease in the area of
public land?, and the growing demand for
homes had led the committee to report a
i:u:isure to the House providing for the
repeal of the pre-emption, timber culture
aud desert land laws. Under the pres-
ent law a tingle person could enter HiO
acres, under the homestead law ICO acres,
under the pre-emption law 100 acres, under
the timber culture law IGO acres, and 640
acres under the desert land law—making
a total of 1,120 acres. The committee bad
considered it wiser and more hun.ane that
lands should ba distributed in smaller
quantities to a greater number of people.
Outrageous and scandalous abuses had
grown up under the existing laws, which
had been taken advantage of by cormo-
rants and land sharks, in order to secure
millions of acres of public land. These
abuses the committee had sought to cor-
rect.

Cabinrt Gusslp.
Washington. February 21st.—Speaker

Car'isle has been tendered the Secretary-
ship ol the Treasury. He has not decided
whether to accept or refuse the honor, but
the Impression prevails that he will de-
cline. The Piesidem is very reticent about
the matter, and no one has any definite in-
formation about his intention, or even his
desires. Many people believe that he will
realize the impossibility of his finding a
New York or Western politician who will
be entirely satisfactory to the whole
Democratic party, and will select Fair-
child, as the easiest way out of the
diffi'Milty. While such an appointment
would carry comparatively little political
weight, it would cause no dissatisfaction,
and would be recognized as a merited re-
ward for ability and good service. Fair-
child is in accord with the financial policy
of the Administration, and would follow
the path outlined by Secretary Manning.

The name of Smith Wood, of New York,
continues to be prominently mentioned for
the vacancy s,oon to be .nade in the Cabi-
net, but all predictions in the matter just
now are based on conjectures.

J. MHriuu Qrooka Feels Confident.
Wash'ngton, February 21st.—J. Marion

Brooks has put in a good day's work here
to-day. This morning he called on Attor-
ney-General Garland, who gave him a
warm welcome. Afterward lie had inter-
views with Senators Coke and Edmonds,
of the Judiciary Committee, before which
Urooks' nomination is pending, and Sena-
tors Williams and Btanford. To-morrow
he will have an interview with the Presi-
dent. Brooks feels confident of being con-
lirnied. Edmunds assured him to-day that
no charges against him were pending bo-
fore the committee that required him to
answer, and he willnot po before the com-
mittee unless further and more serious
charges are preferred against him.

More Pn mlIffMttoti
Washington, February 21st—The Presi-

dent will probably appoint the Interstate
('mimerce Cummissionen this weok.
Among the names before him from the
Pacific coast are ex-Justice of the Supreme
Co;rtß. B. ofcKee, John F. Swift, Hugh
Mijunkinand George C. Gotham.

Washington, February 2l>:. — Claus

Bpreckels arrived here to-da» from New
Y-.rk. and will leave for California next
Wednesday. Mr. Spreckels ia very much
interested in securing an allowance for
mail pay to the ships owned by him e::-
--eaged in the Australian and New Zealand
trades. Thfse vessels are granted a sob-
sidy l.y the Colonial Governments, and
there is every indication that the British
Government willoffer to give a bounty to
ships sailing from Victoria. In that event
Spreckels thinlea the trade will go from
San Francisco to British Columbia-. He
informed the President of the situation,
but he has nohou" that Congress will taki-
any ncti'in on the subject at its present
session.

New Turf Project.
New Yobk, February 21>t. — Phillip

Dwyer, the great New York turfman, has
just returned frctn Florida, full of a great
project of his own. This is the founding of
a Florida turf association, under the au-
spices of which racing may be continued in
that State When abandoned in this l.xality,
because of the October cold or November
snow. After a careful survey of Florida
cities and towns, Dwyer concluded the best
location for a park and race-track would be
a tract of land ISO acres in extent, three
miles out of Jacksonville, which could be
purchased for about $11,000. Dwyer finds
Jacksonville red-hot for racing. He an-
ticipated the winter season will be extended
from early December until the Ist of
March, without less to stockholders and
turfmen.

Mrs. Warren rushed out in
defense of her baby, protesting as she went
against Jordan's brutality. The villain
waited until she got within a few feet of
him and then shot her through the lungs.

This, however, is not
exactly the case. The combined Conserva-
tive and National Liberals, supporters of
the septennate, have secured many seats,
though there is no clear prospect of tlieir
having a working majority, as tbeCenterists
eeem to have voted in undiminished num-
bers.

AS EXCITINO EVENT.
Berlin, February 21st.—An analysis of

the polling shows that to day "a contest was
unpreeedentedly stubborn. * As tho night
advanced the excitement became Intense.
Thousands of people surrounded the newt-
paper offices awaiting special editions pi v-
ing returns. It is probable that Berlin will
be represented by three new German
Liberals and three Socialists.

THE EASrKKN" QVMfTIOS.
Kenewnl of the Inibruglia Over Afghan-

istan.
New Yoi:k, February 21st. —The Start

London cable ofthe iOth says : Dispatches
from India to-night state that Kussian I
agents are organizing another risinir ofthe
Ghilzai tribes against Kn^lanil's ally, the
Ameer of Afghanistan. The Ghilzai chiefs
have received large supplies of Russian
arms, ammunition and treasure, and are
acting nncier the direction of .Russian offi-
cers. The enormous concentration ofRus-
sian troops and war material at Merv,
Samarcaml and strategic points for threat-
ening Herat, indicate an early Russian ad-
vance in the direction of Herat and give
color to the reported subsidizing of the
Ulii'/ais by the Russians.

It has leaked out that the Indian Gov-
ernment has warned the home Cabinet that
the Ameer will shortly require effective
support, anil has asked forsanction to push'
torward troops to Candahar for that pur-
pose. The application is under consider-
ation, anil in the meantime the Indian
authorities are taking matters into their
own hands, as usual, and making the
necessary disposition of troops and stores
in anticipation of orders for an advance.

This the Liberal members of the Com-
i mons will bring to the notice of Parlia-

ment, proving that Salisbury's policy lias
quite recently brought the country within
measurable distance of war with Russia,
and that the relations between the coun-
tries are dangerously strainrd.

Dispatches from Constantinople state
that the Utiigarian negotiations are at 3
standstill. England is charged by Kussia
with aj;ain stopping the way by encourag-
ing the Regency to a resistance that can
only end in lorcing the Russian occupation
of Bulgaria.

IN I'AItLIAMiINT.

Gladstone and I'arnoll Attack the Pro-
posed Kcrw Rules.

Losdom, February 21st.—In the House of
Commons this evening W. A. Smith. As-
sistant Secretary of the Treasury, in mov-
ing the first of the procedure resolution,
appealed to the House to maintain the
dignity of Parliament and vindicate the
authority of its own proceeding. The new
rules, he said, would make the authority of
the Speaker absolute.

Gladstone said the matter of procedure
reforms shoill not be treated as a party
question. He doubted the wisdom of
placing the subject of procedure in the van
of all other business. He doubted,
also, whether the House would
get through with the procedure
rules without modifying the Speaker's
recent ruling that no subject could
be discussed if there was notice on
paper of a motion relating to the same
subject. [Irish cheers.] It was idle
to expect to assist the progress of
business by means of merely penal
restriction. The proposal of the Govern-
ment practically amounted to nothing.
Smith had failed to explain the delicate

1 and diflijult function assigned to the
Speaker under the first rule. I'pon what
principle was the Speaker to proceed in
giving or withhold his consent io the clo-
(ure?

In reply to Parnell, the Speaker said that
members who spoke on the general charac-
ter of the rules would not be entitled after-
wards to move amendments.

T. P. O'Connor moved to adjourn, and a
debate ensued as to how to discuss
the whole subject without the speaker's
forfeiting the right to move an amend-
ments. Upon the suggestion of Smith it

Parnell, resuming the debate, contended
that the new rules proposed would not fa-
cilitate tne transaction of business, but
would produce irritation and exasperation,
and soon the Conservatives would bitterly
regret having introduced them.

I necessity for closely fitting the curving
figure ofa tightly-laced ami bustle-adorned
woman, in ratting whose garments there
is no plain sailing above the wkist such as
the simpler iiuure of a man presents. The
shops in wbiett the women are ordeiing
jackets, ulsters, waist.", and saoques in-
crease faster than the working tailors are
able to learn the new trade. The dress-
makers must besnfierißg. for many women
are now ordering whole suils made in the
tuilor-shops.

The theory beliind this new fashion is
that men display more taste than women
in devising new forms of drapery, new
eomtinations of is and colon and
styles of <>-namentati<>n. Then, again,
doth ia dicreed by fashion lor all itreet
dresses this winter, and it lias naturally
(•Slowed that the skirts shall be
made in the same place where the
jackets and waists are put together. Women
are not entirely crowded out by this new
fashion, however. It is a mistake to sup-
pose that women's tailors and men dress-
makers measure their women customers as
they do the men who come to them. Meas-
ures are taken by women, and men do nut
actually touch or handle their lady cus-
tomer/ except in " fitting" them
after the suits are made. The mis-
taken notion that the men dressmakers
and women's tailors held the same
relationship to their customers that the
old-fashioned female dressmakers did to
women of old, hindered the development
of the new departure fir a long while.
But, as a matter of (act, women measure the
lady customers in complete altire iin
the presence of the tailor, of course), and
women assist the customers on with the new
garments when they are In be fitted.
Women are not intrusted with the
making of saques, jackets, ulsters or
waisis, however, because these have to
be lir.cJ. fesmed, anil in allrespects treated
exactly as men's coats and vests are,
and therein lies the mystery and knack
of a trade that is imposing a tax of
from fifty to one hundred per cent, more;
money per dress upon the well-to-do
women ofthe land than tiny used to pay
before the new garments came in vogue.
