CALIFORNIA LEGISLATURE.

TWENTY - EIGHTH  SESSION — FIFTIETH

DAY.

A'SEMBLY.

SACRAMENTO, February 21, 1887,

The House was called toorder at 10:15 A. M.
The roll wasJcalled, and 42 members answered
their names. -~

Bishop Fowler, of the M. E. Church, took the
place of the Chaplain, and as invocation recited
the Lord's Prayer.

On motion ot Variel, Senate Concurrent Reso-
lution No. 5, which was lost on Saturday even-
ing, was restored to the file, by a vote of 31 ayes
to 17 noes. This was opposed by Hyde and oth-
ers.

The resolution is an important one, invoiving
over a million doilars of the school money of
the State. It was introduced by Senator Vrioo-
man, and reads as follows:

WHEREAS, On the 3d day of March, 1883, the
Legislature of California passed Assembly con-
current resolution No. 20, directing the Gov-
ernor to fix the compensation for services ren-
dered by Captain John Mullan, which resolution
recited thatthe Governorand State Surveyor Gen-
eral of the State had theretotor respectively ap-
pointed Captain John Mullan, of San Francisco,
California, agent and attorney to represent the
interests of the ttate of California before the
proper authorities of the United States. at Wash-
ington, D. C, in the matter of the claim of this
State‘to five per cent. net proceeds of the sale of
the public lands by the United States in this
State, and also in certain other matters in said
resolution named; and whereas, in fact the
Governor of the State had never appointed said
Captain John Mullan such agent and attorney,
and neither the Governor or sSurveyor-General
had any authority to make such appointment,
and any ratification or confirmation of said void
Act would itself be void; and whereas, the
sum due the State in the matter mentioned is
much larger than was represented, amounting
to more than §1,000,000, and the compensation
provided for the contemplated services would
pe exorbitant, and an oturageous waste of
moneys devoted to the support of the publicor
common schools of this State—a fund of the
most sacred character—that could never have
been intended by the Legislature, had the full
purport of the resolution been understood; and
whereas, delay has arisen in the passage of the
Act of Congress, making such grant to the
school fund, by reason of the inequitable and
unjustifiable claim of said Captain John Mullan,
under said above named resolution, and the
passage of said resolution is delaying and
Jeopardizing the rights of the State in securing
so large a sum to be devoted to the education of
the people of the State: now, thereiore, be it

Resolved by the Senale, the Assembly concurring,
That so much of said resolution as attempts to
confirm the pretended appointment of Captain
John Mullan as agent and attorney of the State
in the matter above named, be and the same is
hereby rescinded, abrogated and repealed, and
the authority alleged or pretended to have been
conferred upon the Governor to fix the com-
pensation for his services at 20 per cent, of such
sum as might be obtained, be hereby revoked,
annulled and declared of no eflect whatever;
and be it further

Resolved, That the people of the State of Cali-
fornia pledge themselves, through their Legis-
Iature, to nold and administer every part of
such sum as may be granted by the United States
as sacredly devoted to the support of the public
and common schoolsof the State, and especially
to be guarded against all attempts of spoliation
or frandulent diminution.

Several of the standing committees made re-
ports on unimportant measuresin their hands.

Ohleyer, of the Committee on Water Rights
and Drainage, filed the following minority re-
port, which was read by the clerk:

“ The undersigued, a minority of the Commit-
tee on Water Rights and Drainage, do recom-
mend that A. B. 451, entitled, ‘;An Act to pro-
vide for the impounding of mining debris,” do
not pass; and we assign the following reasons
for our recommendation :

“ First—There is no necessity for any of the
provisions of said bill, except those which con-
travene the established law of the State as de-
termined by the highest - judicial tribunals,
which intertere wiih the vested rights of prop-
erty, and which, therefore, contravene the Con-
stitution.

“Second—The provisions contained in said bill
with reference to the formation of corporations
are entirely unnecessary, because at the present
time, under Section 286 of the Civil Code, pri-
vate corporations may be formed for any legiti-
mate purpose to exercise any legitimate power
connected with the industry of mining, or the
restraining of mining debris: and the laws on
the subject of corporations, to be found in the
Civil Code of this State, are ample and suflicient
to enable such a ('ur{mratinn to exercise all the
rowvrs essential to the successful conduct of the

yusiness of mining, or any business connected
with that industry.

“Thir :(—7 he provision in said bill, with refer-
ence to the rigat of such a corporation to exer-
cise the power of eminent domain, for the pur-
pose of ecndemning sites upon which to locate
ing dams, is already substantially con-
tained in Subdivision V. of Section 1238 of the
Code of Civil Procedure. As, however, the pur-
pose of private mining is a private use for which
the right of emirent domain may not be exer-
cised, even by the direction of the Legislature,
that subdivision of Section 1238 has been de-
clared to be unconstitutional, by the Supreme
Court of this State, in the case of the Consoli-
dated Channel ('mﬁpun_v vs. the Central Pacific
Railroad Company et al., to be found on page
259 of the 51st California Reports. The attempt,
therefore, is pow being made, by the friends of
this bill, to re-enact this provision into the stat-
utes of the State, in defiance of the Constitution
as interpreted by the Court of last resort; and
we are of the opinion that our duties as legisla-
tors, as fixed by our constitutional oaths, should
admonish us to obey the Constitution, and to re-
fuse to give our official sanetion to a p ovision
in any law which that insirament prohibits this
body from enacting.

“ Fourth—The only purpose, if any, that can le
accomplished by this bill, is_ an indirect sane-
tion by the Legislature of the process of hy-

LEGISLATIVE NOTES.

The Assembly has shown much more at-
tention to legislative work, thus far, and
taken much less time 1n long rests over
Sundays and holidays, than the Senate.
While it is true that in killing most of the
bills before the Legislature, either by non-
action or by voting them out of existence,
a public service is being rendered, still
there are several bills of merit now on the
files which are of great importance to local-
ities interested or industries to be affected
and should pass. Some of these measures
have passed the Assembly, and the fact
that they have not yet been reached in the
Senate, and that that body is taking an
abnormally long rest in honor of George
Washington, is eliciting criticism from the
more active members of the lower House,
and from the people of the localities and
industries to be affected by the new laws.

THE LEGISLATIVE SCANDAL.

Secretary Smith Tells What He Knows
About the Files,

The priuncipal topic of discussion yester-
day was the expose of official crookedness
made before an Assembly investigating
committee Saturday evening. The fact that
the committee held its session with closed
doors kept the public from learning,
through the medium of the press, the ex-
act occurrences, and in consequence the
names of many honest legislators have been
severely handled since by gossip.

Many individuals yesterday, among
them a number of legislators, expressed a
disbeliefin the statements made by Smith,
but investigations made by press represent-
atives seemed to corroborate his cach and
every statement. Smith was at his post
all day, as was also Falk, and a stranger
would not notice from their appearance
that anything unusual bad transpired or
was likely to occur that would disturb their
equanimity in the least. Falk moved
about smiling upon every one, and appa-
rently treated the whole matter as a fabri-
cation and a first-class joke. It was no-
ticed that Smith did not frequent the Ser-
gent-at-Arms’ room, nor the lobbv as
frequently as he usually did; in fact, he
stuck close to his file all day, and at the
recess hour skipped oft to his boarding
place in a hurry.

Last evening the examination was re-
sumed in room 55 on the third floor. The
services of a shorthand reporter were se-
cured, and the committee ready to proceed
at 8 o'clock. Smith addressed the Chair-
man, and said he desired that the further
taking of his testimony be in executive
sessien. He said he requested this from
the fact that he had been threatened, and
the publication of the testimony he ex-
pected to give under oath would be of such
a character that certain individuals would
seek to do him bodily harm. Sunday
night he came out of the Golden Eagle
quite late, and discovered two men whose
actions aroused his suspicions, and he was
convinced they were *‘laying for him.”

{e went back into the hotel, afterwards
slipped out and went around through the
alley back of St. Rose Church, so as to
avoid them. As far as Mr, Falk was con-
cerned he had no objections to his remain-
ing.

The committee were all desirous of con-
ducting the examination with open doors,
but as Mr. Smith was persistent in his re-
quest, the newspaper representatives and
others withdrew.

Ray Falk, who was present, stated that
he desired the fullest examination. He
would prefer to have the examination pro-
ceed with open doors. The newspaper re-
ports so far had been fabrications, and he
and his family had suffered in consequence.
If the newspaper 1epresentatives were
allowed to remain the public would get the
true facts. Hesaid when he was through
with the investigation the committee
would understand that he was not guilty
as charged, that ail that he had been ac-
cused of was untrue, and he would be
clearly vindicated.

The reporters snd others then withdrew,
leaving the committee alone with Smith
and the shorthand reporter. Mr. Heath
asked Mr. Elisworth to conduct the ex-
amination.

Mr. Ellsworth said he would like to re-
view somewhat the testimony already
riven in order to have it taken down. He
then asked witness several questions rela-
tive to statements he bhad already made re-
garding Senator Moflittand Henry's opium
bill.

Smith took from his pocket a letter, and
handing it to Mr. Ellsworth, said: “Throw
vour optics onto that. I guess there’s no
torgery about it.”

The letter was read by the shorthand re-
porter as follows :

Dear Ed.: Please don’t forget to shove down
that bill. You did not do it last evening.

MOFFITT.

It was printed on a letter-head of the
Senate Committee on City, City and County
and Township Governments, and has
printed thereon, “ Hon. Frank J. Mofiiit,
Chairman.” It was not dated, but the wit-
ness gave the date. The witness also said
he afterwards met Moffitt, and the latter
said to him, “ You have —— again.
You have knocked yourself out of $75,
and me out of $200.”

This statement made by Mr. Moffitt can
be corroborated by a reliable witness who
was present, and from whom a representa-
tive of this paper learned the facts.
{iThecc mmitcee were very anxious to know
what Smith knew about Henry, from
Butte, and his opium bill. He was ques-
tioned very closely on this poipl, and re-
peated all he had gaid the evening bqfore.
giving a few addxtmn?l facts. He clgnmed
that the press had misrepresented him by
saying that Henry demanded $500. Henry
named no amount. When he told Henry
that Moflite desired to have the bill held
back. he said, ** You don't do nothing of
the kind, —— ——, until they fix me. Mof-
fit can’t make all there is in it.” Henry
told him again, at the Golden Eagle, that
Moflitt had to ** fix him *or he would push
the measure.

“To show you,” said Smith, “ that he
was not sincere, his bill stood at the head
of the file for several days, and Henry each
dav would ask to bave it passed on file.”
He was questioned very closely as to the
lanwuagze used by Henry and the manner
of the man in using it. Witness replied
that he looked, acted and talked likea man
who meant to do a little * fixing ;" thought
he wasin earnest.

Mr. Ellsworth then asked relating to
the Oakland lawyer who had endeavored
to tempt the clerk with coin. Smith t_hen
gave a brief history of the bill which gives
Miss Pfeiffer $17,000 for a little water right
at Berkelev and which has been in the
hands of L. E. Bulkeley, and showed the
following letters, which show conclusively
that the attorney was awzre of the little
tricks necessary to advance a questionable
clain: on file. The letters are sll dated at
the Palace Hotel.

Ed. J. Smith—Dgar Sir : Don't fail to get hill

245, to pay estate of Aurelia Pfeiffer, etc.. on the
file, sori?can be called up tor first reading before

Saturday. Inform La Blanc, so that he can call '

it up, or he might be absent from the House.
Please attead to this. as I may not be able to go
up before Sunday. Yours traly,
1. E. DULKELEY.
In this letter the number of the bill and
its object, the words “first reading before
Saturday,” and “Mr. Le Blane,” were
heavily underscored. Ther: was also a
note to it, reading as follows: *“Mail me ‘a
copy of the amended bill as soon as it is
printed.” £
The next letter is of date February 1ith,
two days later. and reads:
FRIDAY EVE.
Ed. J. Smith—My DrAr Sir: I don’t find bill
295 among those passed to first reading. - Please
don’t neglect this. Will go up Sunday, 3 o’clock
train. Meet me at Golden Eagle.
L. E. BULKELEY.
Smith did not act, and the next day he
received a resl live business letter as fol-
lows:

SAN Fraxcisco, February 12, 1887,
My Dear Ned : 1 find it will be much to the in-
terest of bill 205 for me to remain over till Mon-
day morning. Please inform Mr. LaBlanc.
Drive that business, and I will see you as soon
as I arrive. Don’t spare anything.
BULKELEY.
In this letter LaBlanc's name is under-
lined, the words ** drive that business” are
doubly underscored, and under the words
*“ don't spare anything” three deep black
lines are drawn.
Smith admitted that he had received %5
in coin from Bulkeley, but claimed that it
was legitimate business, a payment for a

copy of all the bills introduced in the
House. He said Bulkeley bored the life

out of him with letters and personal im-
portunities, until in order to get rid of him
he had said, * For God’s sake, give me a
rest ; I'll do it.”

As regards Falk's cutting and “ monkey-
ing” with the file, Smith's testimony is
positive and direct. Falk came to him
about the Glenn county bill and said he
was going to advance it on the file. I
don’t know how much he got forit. He
spoke to nie about it more than once. 1
told him Ryan would not allow it, and he
remarked, ‘I have fixed Rvan.’ or ‘I will
fix Ryan,’ I dor’t know which.”

Going back to the $17,000 Berkeley water
scheme, Smith said Bulkeley said he would
give him $50 to advance it five pages, and
a-'fO as soon as it reached the first-reading
tile.

Smith claims to have acted entirely
honest and honorable, and so far there is
no testimony that would indicate he had
done differently. About the Capitol build-
ing the general expression, even among
legislators, is that “ he made a fool of
himself.” Be that as it may, he has done
an act of which any man might well feel
proud, and honorable men in both hcuses
applaud and uphold his action.

During a quarrel with Antone Arpa, on
Saturday night, Manuel Perrero threw a
wine-glass in the face of the former and
put his left eye out.
