Swift.Looming Upfor Railroad Com-
missioner—Manning Confirmed

-Soldier's Home Kill—Etc.

THE MICHIGAN CLLD.
It ISubbleg Over with Patriotism and

Party Knthuslasm.
Detroit, February L'2d. — The second

annual banquet of the Michigan Club was
held in Princess Kink, in this city, to-
night. Covers were laid for 1,500, and
several hundred more occupied seats in the
gallery. Flags and vari-colored streamers
covered the walls and ceiling, and pictures
(past and present) of Republican leaders
were hung around the walls. On the south
wall were the words, "The glory of the
Nation depends greatly upon its power to
enforce respect from others." Facing it at
the other end of the hall was, "Protection
to every citizen, native or naturalized, at
home or abroad." Behind the Chairman's
table were pictures of Lincoln. Garfield
and Senator Zach. Chandler, draped with
flags and streamers. Opposite was a pic-
ture of Senator Logan, over the words,
" Faithful in every duty, true in every
trust, he will ever live in affectionate re-
membrance. His name is linked with
fame that is undying." Blame and Sher-
man faced each other from opposite ends
of the hall. The names of States and
statesmen appeared iv bunting on every
hand.

A little after S o'clock, Senator T. W.
Palmer called the meeting to order, and
Rev. Dr. Drexford prayed. During the
banqueting a brass band at the side of the
hall played patriotic and other airs. After
an hour spent at the table. Senator Palmer
called to order and called out the Anon
Quartet, who sang " Michigan, My Michi-
gan." Senator Palmer touchingly referred
to the presence last year of Senator Logan,
who was " such a man as the reputation of
the party attracts and develops," and in
silence a toast to his memory was drunk in
clear water. The Chairman" then spoke of
the influence of the Club in the past year
and the need of keeping at work. Taking
the motto of an old German General, "For-
ward !" he called on the party in the State
to respond and fight. His reference to the
need of fighting for pensions called forth
applause.

the quartet sang, " The Vacant Chair."
Governor Luce was then introduced and

welcomed the guests of the evening in the
name of Republicanism and oi Michigan.
The first toast of the evening was, " Wash-
ington, the Unionist," to which Congress-
man I. A. Boutelle of Maine responded.

In his introduction Senator Palmer re-
ferred to Blame, and immediately hand-
kerchiefs were in the air, and applause,
hearty and long continued, was evoked.
After referring to the connection of Maine
and Michigan, Mr. Boutelle spoke of
Washington's belief in a strong Govern-
ment, wtiieh is just what the Republican
party gives. He appealed to the young men
to stick to the banner so gloriously carried
by Lincoln. Gartield, Logan, Chandler and
Blame. and under which Washington
would have marched, in support of good
government. He closed with a review of
the history of the Republican party, end-
ing amid great applause.

Hun. JohnS. Wise, of Virginia, spoke of
'• Washington, the Virginian." The club
arose to their feet and creeted him with
three cheers, "Dijie" being played in
greeting. " The South today," he" said,

'\u25a0 could not be driven out of the Union if
you should try. There is a growing feeling
that the Republican party is the party for
the South, because, knowing its principles,
it is not afraid to support them. TheSouth
will be Republican, because the Soath is
progressive, while the Democracy is nega-
tive and obstructive. The new South is
dawning,' and iis development was spoken
of at some length, while the so-called
" Jeffersonian simplicity" was derided.
Mr. Wise asked that no bitterness be al-
lowed to stop the tide of the South toward
Republicanism. He closed with a tribute
; Washington and the Sag he loved.

After three cheers for the speakers the
club dispersed to the tune of " Auld Lang
Syne." Numerous letters were received
by the committee, but they were not read.

SWIFT'S CIIAXCKS.

A Strong Candidate for the NewKaiiroad
Commission.

Washixotox. February 22d.—It is pretty
well settled that if California gets a mem-
ber on the Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion it willbe John P. Swift. Judge Field
called on the President last week, and
Cleveland questioned him very closely
about Swift and talked about him at
length. As Judge Field called to discuss
other matters, he was somewhat surprised
at the pertinacity which Cleveland showed
in referring to Swift, Judge Field spoke of
Swift's abilityand integrity very highly, at
the same time commending ex-Governor
Daggett. The President has spoken of
Swift to every one from California who has
called upon him whose judgment he
thought worth having, and in every case
Swift was spoken of in the highest terms.
Swift's letter in the last campaign in regard
to the American party pleased the Presi-
dent very much. He said that the man
who could write that letter in the bight of
a campaign has a great deal of moral cour-
age, and that is tfre kind of men he is look-
ing for for Interstate Commerce Commis-
sioners. Judge Field spoke of Swift as a
ir.a:; of menus, of travel, of the highest in-
tegrity and of fine ability. It is not at all
certain that a member of the Commission
willbe taken from the Pacific coast, but if
the President does go there for a Commis-
sioner he ft illprobably take John F. Swift.

"ASIKRIC.VN I'OLITICS."

Tho Subject Discussed l»y .Tames Russell
Lowell.

Chicago, February 22d. —James Russell
Lowell was greeted at Central Music Hall
this afternoon by a brilliant audience, as-
sembled to hear him deliver an address on
"American Politics." Every seat in the
hall was taken long before the entertain-
ment was begun. On the platform was a
distinguished array of gentlemen, includ-
ing ex-Cabinet officers, Federal and State
Judges, Generals and lesser military of-
ficers. Bishops and other ecclesiastical dig-
nitaries, and many of the foremost repre-
sentatives of the commercial interests
of Chicago and the Northwest. On behalf
of the L'nion League Club, General George
W. Smith, introducing Lowell, explained
that the address was the first of an annual
series to be delivered under the auspices of
the club, the idea being to inaugurate, if
possible, a revival of general recognition of
the birthday cf Washington, and to culti-
vate among the people a higher political
culture. Lowell, on coming forward, was
greeted with prolonged applause. He then
procpeded to deliver his address, which was
a marked and finished review of American
political institutions and practices. The
subject was handled in an able manner,
and appealed strongly in behalf of a greater
degree of purity in politics. The address
was well received.

TKANSCOSTIXEJi TAL TRAFFIC.
The Western Traffic Association hi Ses-

sion at t'fiirugo.

Chicago, February 2J<3.—The adjustment
of such local and through ratts as was
reached by the General Freight Agents of
the Western Traffic Association lines was
to-day settled by the managers of these
roada who met for this purpose. Tiiis much
effected, the remainder of the time wa?
given over to the problem ot how best to
harmonize the interests ofthe several lines
in the different sections, so that Kansas
City, St. Paul and Council Bluffs through
rates should not clash. There being con-
siderable difference of opinion on this
point, its settlement was left fix a general
conference. A further discussion ol" the
subject will be had to-morrow.

The Geifral Managers of the transcon-
tinental railroads began to-day the consid-
eration of the interstate law", and the ne-
cessary steps to be taken to meet its re-
quirements. The session opened by the
reading of a paper prepared by Creed ]{ay-
mond, General Solicitor of the Souiuefn
Pacific Railroad Company. The tenor of
Lie articJe was that the law was snsceptible

of a liberal interpretation, and if so taken
could not seriously interfere with the oper-
ation of the Pacific roads. After the read-
ing of the paper the meeting agreed that
nothing could be done toward regulating
taritls, as—under a strict construction of
the law—either through or local business
would have to be sacrificed. It was de-
cided that a committee be appointed to go
before the Commission, as soon as its mem-
bers are named, and ask them to make
such exceptions as will allow the roads to
carry both classes of traffic, without loss
and without division, to water or foreign
routes. The meeting will continue in ses-
sion two or three days. -

BROOKS VS. SMITH.
!

The Ventura Statesman Says Smith is a
Prevaricator.

Washington, February 2S(L —The New
York World of this morning publishes
among its specials from Sacramento an ac-
count of the investigation now being made
by a special committee of the Assembly of
charges against clerks ofthat body. Among
accounts of the testimony of Assistant
Clerk Smith it appears that J. Marion
Brooks, the newly-appointed United States
District Attorney for the Southern District
of California, at present a member from
Ventura county, requested Smith to have
what is known as the Brooks pilot bill
held back from the calendar until the boys
could be fixed.

To your correspondent Brooks said that
the statement ofSmith was false, and ifhis
evidence was correctly reported he would
take some means to punish him for per-
jury. That pilot bill was the first bill in-
troduced into the Legislature. Itwas re-
ferred to the Committee on Commerce and
Navigation, and on his motion referred to
the Judiciary Committee, and by said com-
mittee reported favorably ; that by the sus-
pension of the rules it was read the first
time and again referred to the Committee
on Navigation, the committee to report in
six days, which was done: that it did not
pass; that he immediately had the bill
read the second time under suspension of
the rules, and within two days ordered en-
grossed and to a third reading. Brooks
says that at no time could the bill have
been advanced to a better position by Smith
than it occupied when he left Sacramento.

HIE LAKOK J'.VHTT.

Preliminary Work of tli<- Industrial
National Cuuventiou.

Cincinnati, February 22d. —At the even-
ing session of the Industrial Convention
the number of delegates was much smaller
than in the afternoon, owing to the ab-
sence of many who wore engaged in com-
mittee meetings. There wen about 200
visitors in the dress circle, and the vast
auditorium of Music Hall seemed almost
empty. A letter was read from General J.
B. Weaver,'regretting his inability to be
present. He suggested that the platform
should chiefly relate to land, money and
transportation. He favored the election of
Senators of the United States by direct
vote of the people of the States. He
begged the committee to not put any new
and startling principles in its platform.
In conclusion, he said: "Go ahead.
Strike hard. Thy people shall be my peo-
ple : thy Uod shall be my God."

The rules were suspended to allow the
reading ofa resolution favoring eight hours
as a day's work in all Government, State
and municipal employment.

The Committee on Permanent Organiza-
tion reported : For Fresident, A. J. Streat-
or, of Illinois; Vict-President. Richard V.
Trevellicir, of Michigan; and the report
was unanimously adopted.

Streator began his address by saying:
" Gentlemen of the Convention.'"

A lady delegate asked : " What about
the ladies?"

To which he responded : " And ladies of
the Convention—particularly the lady
from Wisconsin." Having thus started,
he proceeded to say that the object of this
Convention was to organize a party for the
common good of the whole people, and
to guard the weak against the strong.
He wished it understood that this party
was not the party of anarafay, though it
was a fact that Anarchist s were not much
heard of unlil there was an undue number
of millionaires. Xow it was the duty < f
this party to guard equally against the ex-
actions of the one class and the robberies
of the other. His address w-*s devoted
largely to advice in regard to things to be
avoided in nmking a platform, and against
the blandishments of politicians after the
part; had been organized and siarted into
political notice.

Several other addresses of like tenor
were made.

land laws by a vote of 146 to 3S.

Cobb then moved that the House refuse
to recede from its disagreement to the Sen-
ate amendments, and agree to the request
for a further conference.

Pending a vote on the question, Perkins
moved that the House recede from its dis-
agreement to Section S of the bill, and con-
sent to the same with an amendment. Re-
jected by a vote of 6S to OS.

Cobb's motion was then agreed to and a
further conference was crdered.

If this bill is beaten it will be be-
cause of the substitution of the name of
William B. Blanding, a Bemocrat, for that
of James Waymire, a Republican, which
necessitates an amendment and a confer-
ence with the Senate.

Be, ili" constituent words in proverbs, the
designation of kindred, the simpler emo-
tions iifthc iiiiiul, ti-rms <it pleasantry, sa-
tire, contempt, indignation, invective andanger are for the most part of Saxon
ori^n. Words indicating a more ad-
vanced civilization and complex feeling,
and most of the terms employed in art,
science, mental and moral philosophy, are
of classical origin. The English language
which is now spoken by nearly one hun-
dred millions of the earth's inhabitants, is
in its vocabulary one of the most heteroge-
neous that ever existed.
