BACK FROM THE HILLS.

Company B and the Regimental Band
Home Agaio,

Company B, Captain Cook, and the Fjrst
Artillery Band returned by the Colfax local
yesterday forenoon from their trip to Ne-
vada City, for which place they started
Monday evening, to spend Washington's
Birthday with Company C. The fact of
their having been delayed while en route,
in consequence of the- Nevada County
Narrow Gange Railroad becoming block-
aded by snow, was mentioned in yester-
day's Rrcorp-Ux1ox, but it seems the boys
had quite an experience, *not down on the
bills.” When they found that the road
was likely to be blocked for several hours,
and their visit to their comrades in arms
would possibly have to be abandoned,
if they waited for transvortation,
they determined to reach their destination
by a forced march. A lady and her two
daughters, occupying a ranch near where
the train_was snowed in, very kindly be
stirred themselves and provided the entire
company and the band with hot biscuits,
coffee and iried ham; which seemed one of
the finest breakfasts the soldiers had ever
partaken of.

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An Fx-Postoffice Clerk from Woodiand
Falls into a Trap.

About a month ago a young man named
Ernest F.Schliemann, nephew of the ex-
County Clerk of Yolo, called at the Sacra-
mento Postoffice, and, presenting a letter of
introduction from Posmaster Pedlar, of
Woodland, explained that he was Deputy
Postmaster at that place, and would like

to pass through the Sacramento office and
note its workings. Deputy Postmaster

Leake submitted the request to Post-
master Stephens, who, it seems, had
not been favorably impressed by Mr.,

Schliemann's appearance. He consented,
however, to allow him to go through the
office, but directed that the rule prohibit-
ing such visitors from medlling with any-
thing or being allowed to wander about at
will, should be strictly enforced. Schlie-
mann appeared well satisfied, and during
his visit was loquacious, comparing what
he saw with the manner matters were con-
ducted at Woodland, etc., and became
quite familiar. During the fcllowing weeks
he frequently stopped at the windows to
exchange a few words with the clerks.
Last Monday, during Mr, Leake's absence
at breakfast,
HE PRESENTED A MONEY ORDER

From Woodland for $100. A letter of ad-
vice, signed by the Woodland Postmaster,
had previously been received in proper
form, and the money was paid. Yesterday
Postmaster Pedlar came to the city, called
upon Mr. Leake, told him that he had be-
come suspicious that Schliemann was dis-
honest, and asked if the latter had cashed
any money orders here. Mr. Leake re-
plied that he bhad received the coin
on one for $100 last Monday. The
statement was suflicient to con-
firm Postmaster Pedlar’s suspicions, and to
show a state of facts about as follows:
Schliemann had been employed in the
Woodland office, but was discharged on
the 25th of last month. With a view of
making a scheme he had in mind oper-
ative, he came to Sacramento and made the
acquaintance of the Postoflice clerks, so
that he would not need any identification ;
and during his stay here he also obtained
the names of reputable citizens to use as
he found occasion. Returning to Wood-
land, he, last Monday, while Mr. Pedlar
was absent from his office,
WENT IN FAMILIARLY,

And, assuming to be good-naturedly assist-
ing the young lady acting as deputy, made
out an application for a money order, pay-
able to F. H. Wing, Sacramento, for $1,
from himself, and paid the dollar and also
the five-cent fee. He then made out an
order payable to himself, in Sacramento, for

$100, iostead of $1, and filled out
the Postmaster's letter of ad-
vice to Postmaster Stephens

in the same sum., When Mr, Peilar re-
turned and saw the order for $1, and found
the fee paid, he did not mistrust anything
wrong, and in fact nothing could have
been ascertained showing that there had
been trickery until after the accounts from
the Sacramento and Woodland Postoffices
had been received and compared at Wash-
ington but for Mr. Pedlar's subsequent sus-
picions.

AFTER DRAWING THE $100,
Schliemann returned to Woodland, and
yesterday morning, while Mr. Pedlar was
out of the office, and the lady clerk was
busy, he filled out an application for an
order payable to Charles Smith, of this
city, for $2, and another payable to Moore
Hesketh, also for $2. In the same manner
that he operated last Monday, he used these
applications as a blind, and filled out orders
and letters of advice in his own favor for
$100 in each instance, payable in Sacra-
mento.

His plan of operations being made
known, Mr. Leake directed Mr. Pedlar to
take a seat in the private office and wait
developments. He then sent word to
Chief Dillman to repair to the Postoffice,
and told the Money-Order Clerk that he |
himself would attend to business tiil the
office closed. Schliemann appears to bave
preferred not to do business with Mr.
Leake, and timed his arrival at the Post-
office, so as to be there when that gentle-
man would ordinarily have been gone to
dinner. He entered the money-order of-
fice before Chief Dillman had arrived, and
seemed quite surprised to see Leake, but
the latter talked pleasantly and

PUT HIM AT HIS EASE.

Chief Dillman, who had hurried up with
officer Sullivan, arrived about this time,
and entered, leaving Sullivan outside.
Fearing that Schliemann would suspect
something Leake called to the Chief, before
the latter could say anything, * Hank, M.
Stephens wants to see you. He'll be in'be-
fore long.” Schiiemann did not appear
disposed to say anything about money-
orders for a while but spoke of other mat-
ters. and stated that he had not been'back
to Woodland since Monday, and said he
had heard from his old home in Princeton,
Ill., that his father was sick, and that he
intended to go back and see him. As he
would not introduce the subject of money-
orders, Leake said to him, ** By-the-way,
there are some

ADVICES HERE IN YOUR FAVOR,
And you might as well get them now as
any time.,” Schleimann consented, and
was in the act of writing his signature as a
receipt when Leake calded upon Chief Dill-
man to arrest him. It was doubtful which
was the most surprised, Schliemann or the
Chief. However, the arrest was made, and
the prisoner was taken to the private office
and experienced another surprise when he
saw Postmaster Pedlar sitting there. On
being searched he proved to be armed
very thoroughly, having a knife with an
immense blade. a pistol and cartridges in
abundance, and two bottles of laudanum,
He said he thought he might have need of
the weapons while traveling, but he did
not explain much about the poison. IHe
had only about $13 left of the $100 ob-
tained on Monday, baving spent the re-
mamder, or paid bills with it. meanwhile.
The Chief and officer Sullivan escorted
him to the Western Hotel, where he had
put up, and found his
BAGGAGE ALL PACKED,

Ready for his proposed trip KEast that even-
ing, after he should have drawn the $200
for which he had furnished himself with
the necessary orders. After Schliemann
had been lodged in jail, Postmaster Ste-
phens had an interview with him in Chief
Dillman's private office, in the presence of
the Chief, and found him willing to taik
freely. In answer fo direct questions as to
the manner of making out the orders and
advices, he frankly admiitted that he bhad

filled out applications in the names
of Sacramentans for small sums,
and then made out the orders in
favor of himself in large amounts,

as narrated above. Mr. Stephens asked
him who he contemplated, when he was
doing this work of raising the orders,
would have to pay the loss when the facts
were discovered, and he said he did not
know—had not thought much about that—
but supposed
UNCLE SAM WOULD HAVE TO STAND IT.

Did not know that Mr. Pedlar would be
the sufterer. Just what the charge against
him will be has not been settled. He cer-
tainly has been guilty of forgéry, in sign-
ing Postmaster Pedlar's name to the orders
and advices, and also guilty of falsifying
records. A Government agent from below
is expected to arrive here‘to get him to-day.

The transactions in which Schliemann
has been engaged will probably cost Mr.
Pedlar the loss of $30 or. $90, but he is
fortunate in being saved the other $200. He
says that he bad iustructed his deputy not
to allow Schliemann in the office, but she
was very busy yvesterday when he entered.
Hearing that he had been there and inter-
fered with the accounts, Mr. Pedlar’s sus-
picions were aroused and he kept him in
sight and came to Sacramento on the same
train with him, occupying a box car so that
he could see and not be seen. On arriving
here he lost no time in communicating
with Mr. Leake. The Sacramento office
of course loses nothing by Schliemann’s
misconduct. The orders coming to it were
in proper form, and the payment of them
would have been perfectiy regular.

The Assembly Investigation. ; ;

The Assembly committee engaged in the
investigation of alleged crookedness among
the clerks of that body, and which, in |
turn, E. J. Smith has charged upon the

part of personsin higher places, resumed
operations yesterday forenoon in the As-
sembly chamber.

E. J. Smith took the stand again, and, !
having produced the telegram he sent to
Bulkeley, explained the reason for his
sending it by saying that Bulkeley had
asked him to do what be could for the bill
providing for the payment of Aurelia Pfeif-
fer for a water right appropriated for a State
institution in Berkeley. He said he had
informed Bulkelev that if the bill should
become a law Controller Dunn would not
draw a warrant for its payment, as the
claim had not been presented to the Board
of Examiners for months previous to the
meeting of the Legislature. Witness had
gone to the State Library and looked up
some fifteen authorities for Bulkeley on this
Koint, and Bulkeley had promised to give

im $20 for this. It was to the paymentof
this the dispatch alluded. Witness said he
intended to harm the bill by telling mem-
bers about the provisions of the law re-
ferred to, which were against it.

Shaen denied that he had conversed with
Smith about advancing either the insur-
ance or sidewalk bills, and that Manp had
never asked him to have a bill advanced.

Assemblyman Henry of Butte, who had
come under Smith’s “exposure,” explained
to the committee about his case, and said
that when he mentioned * fixing” Smith,
he told him that if the bill referred to as
having too much attention from him was
fooled with, he would “fix"” him.

M. yesterday brought delayed passen-
gers from the south, who had been unable
to connect with the regular train for Sacra-
mento......The west-bound overland express
will probably be three or four hours late in
its arrival this morning, owing to troub’e
east of Truckee.

BrovaHT DowN.—Locomotives 193 and
75, which were crushed by the falling of a
section of snow-shed upon them at Tama-

rack last Sunday night, were brought here
yvesterday morning for repairs. The dam-
age is confined almost exclusively to their
cabs, smokestacks and pilots. Several car-
loads of sheep that were on the train to
which the accident occurred also arrived
here vesterday. Some of the cars were dis-
abled by the accident,and the sheep had to
be transferred to other cars. Their fricht
had made many of them crazy, and they
charged the train men furiously, and then
scattered and ran like greyhounds up and
down the snow-sheds, defying capture fora
long time.

Ox Haseas Corrus.—The case of John
A. Colter, recently held toanswer in Wood-
land for conspiracy to defraud, came up for

hearing before Judge Armstrong in Depart-
ment One of the Superior Court yesterday
afternoon. Messrs. Ferral and Van Arnold,

R. Clark, of Woodland, for the people.
After some argument, the Court decided to
have the evidence taken at the examina-
tion read, and, as that had not been com-
pleted at 10:30 p. ., the case went over
until this morning.

Nor APPRECIATED.—Yesterday morning
when the Sacramento and Placerville train
was coming into the city the engineer saw
a man lying asleep by the side of the tracl
near Sixteenth street, with his head against
the rail. The train was stopped, but its
approach had not aroused the sleeper, who
was thereupon rolled into the dry ditch
alongsidethe track.

TaE Smanit-pox.—The Secretary of the
